Town’s Namesake
At Truscott Reunion

- Truscotts were in Truscott

for the first time in many -

decades on Saturday, Sep-
tember 5, for the annual
community homecoming and
barbecue.

The great-grandsons of the
first Knox County Judge, J.J.
Truscott, and the sons of
World War II General Lucian
King Truscott Jr., saw their
family’s namesake town for
the first time.

Lucian King Truscott III,
retired Army officer, now
living in Albuquerque, New
Mexico, and James J.
Truscott, retired Air Force
officer now living in Abilene,
Texas, grew up on Army
posts. They said they feel as if
they have a home town at last
since they have visited
Truscott.
< “It seems strange,” said
Lucian Truscott, ‘‘to see your
name everywhere you look.”
They especially enjoyed the
giant mural painted on the
side of the Truscott com-
munity center and the
Truscott bank building and
post office.

After the barbecue the two
Truscotts were taken on a
short tour, along with their
wives and two of James
Truscott’s children. They saw
the Truscott Brine Dam, the
site on China Creek where
one of the Truscott families
lived in 1883, and the house
the Truscotts built between
1900 and 1910 which served as
the post office on the Ben-
jamin-Margaret-Crowell high-

way. It is now called the Tom
Westbrook house. The
Truscotts are believed to
have left Knox County about
1910. The time of their arrival
is uncertain, but the Baylor
County census of 1880 shows
that in Township 2 (later
Knox County) were living
George Truscott, 24, Lucinda
Truscott, 17, Lawrence
Truscott, 8 months, and
James Truscott, 47.

After the tour of the com-
munity, Paul Bullion called
the families to the
microphone where they were
introduced to the ap-
proximately 300 persons at-
tending. An  informal
receiving line was set up and
many took the opportunity to
meet the Truscott families. In
appreciation of the visits of
the two Truscott families, the
Truscott Historical Preser-
vation Association presented
a Knox County History to each
family and also gave each of
the Truscotts a brushed silver
coin-medallion.

Beautiful weather helped
make the reunion a success.
This will be the last reunion
on an odd-numbered year.
From now on, reunions will
be held on even-numbered
years along with the Gilliland
reunion. The Truscott
meeting will continue to be on
Saturday with the Gilliland
meeting on Sunday.

The delicious meal was
catered by Curly Awalt of
Knox City and Munday.

is a good friend of
Congressman Charlie
Stenholm and they work
closely together. Not all the
members of the Texas
delegation are alike, but they
are ‘‘close-knit’”’ and that can
make a big difference when it
comes to the vote.

We have to back
up and do something about
these things. Everyone wants
to be Santa Claus, but no one
wants to be the tax collector.
Social Security Tax is not
paying the bill for retirement
benefits and something must
be done about it. Social
Security may have to be fun-
ded differently, but ‘it will be
there” for those who have
paidintoit.

In closing, the
Congressman said that he
was happy to see his friends
and to be back in Knox City -
that he was glad to serve and
wants to be available to all
who need him.

prevent germs from entering
the cut or abrasion. Then,
treat with a first aid cream
or topical antibiotic for
further protection.

To prevent contamination
and to absorb fluids leaking
from the wound, cover with
a gauze dressing. First, fold
the gauze in place and
secure with a first aid tape.
If the wound is small, use a
Band-Aid. Covering a
wound also protects against
reinjury.

First aid experts caution
‘that deep wounds or serious
burns require immediate
medical attention. Take the
victim to the doctor’s office
as quickly as possible. If
you cannot reach your
doctor or you have no
family physician, take the
patient to the closest emer-
gency room for treatment.

Any time the skin is
broken due to an injury,
tetanus = may result. So
check with your physician
to see if a booster is needed.
Children’s inoculations are
usually up to date, but
adults somehow feel that
they are not vulnerable and
this leaves them open to
dangerous illness. Parents
should keep records of all
inoculations, yes, including
their own and provide for
booster shots whenever
necessary.

Grandparents Day Set
For September 13

National Grandparents
Day will be celebrated Sep-
tember 13, the fourth such
observance since
proclamation of this special
occasion in 1978.

Mother’s
Day was first held in 1914 and
Father’s Day in 1924.

The National Association of
Greeting Card Publishers,
Washington, D.C., keeps tabs
on these special events,
researching their origins and
compiling data on the man-
ner in which they are
celebrated.

Grandparents Day stems
from the joint effort of
Marian McQuade, a gran-
dmother from Oak Hill, West
Virginia, and Mike Goldgar,
a grandfather from Atlanta,
Georgia, each of whom had
campaigned independently
for such an occasion since the
early 1970s.

In a continuing effort for
observance of the holiday,
Goldgar founded the non-
profit National Council for
Observance of Grandparents
Day in Atlanta.

Williams still goes out to
the auction three days a
week, Monday, Tuesday and
Thursday, and he broadcasts
the auction report from his
home.

He’s already getting calls
about the horse sale, set for
October 3 at Abilene Auction.

““Horses are bringing more
money than cattle. It’s going
to be bigger than it’s ever
been,”’ Williams said.

How much will a horse
bring in?

“Whatever you can get -.

that’s what horse trading’s
all about,” he said. He did say
that a horse that once went
for $50 now will bring $600 to
$700.
