(NOAA).

Richard E. Hallgren, di-
rector of NOAA’s National,
Weather Service, explains
that lightning striking an en-
closed car usually travels
along the outer metal skin
of the vehicle and then
jumps to the ground.

An enclosed car is the
safest place to be when
lightning’s in the air.

It’s not the car’s rubber
tires that insulate you from
the lightning, but the vehi-
cle’s metal shell, which di-
verts the lightning’s. killing
amperage.

The NOAA offers these
lightning safety tips:

® Go indoors or get into
an enclosed car, but not a
convertible.

® If you must remain
outside, stay away from
metal pipes, wire clothes-
lines, fences, metal sports
equipment, tractors and all
metal farm equipment.

® If you’re swimming or
boating, get out of and
away from the water. In
wooded areas, keep away
from trees or small sheds
that stand alone.

Beware Of Fraudulent
Phone Solicitations

Fort Worth...W.R.
Newsome, Postal Inspector
in Charge, announced that
INTERPOL-CANADA has in-
formed the Postal Inspection
Service that various
Canadian companies are
soliciting sales by telephone
to businesses in the United
States using sales pitches
which may constitute fraud
representations: The
Canadian companies usually
offer advertisement items
such as pens, key chains, and
lighters on which business
names and phone numbers
are printed.

The salesmen, who work
out of ‘“boiler-room’” type
operations, describe the
products as being Shaeffer-
type pens and Zippo-type
lighters, and many offer free
trips to Las Vegas, Miami, or
Cuba, or free Kodak-type
cameras, as extra incentives
to customers to buy the mer-
chandise. Newsome said the
products are very poor
quality and are not manufac-
tured by the name brand
companies. The free trips do
not include transportation
and consists only of discount
coupons for accom-
modations, meals, enter-
tainment, etc. The promoting
companies send the shipmen-
ts C.0.D. so victims cannot

examine the contents prior to
paying for them. These com-
panies have been known to
change their trade names af-
ter a period of time, so
Newsome cautioned
businesses to be alert to
solicitations of this type and
to request callers to send
written offers describing
their merchandise.

Businesses which believe
they have been victimized by
similar telephone
solicitations should refer
them to the Postal Inspector
in Charge, ATTN: Fraud,

tly working on are the 1981
Farm _Bill, preservation of
disaster loans, reduction of
interest rates, maintaining
the social security system,
changes in estate and gift tax
law, assistance for beginning
farmers, protection against
grain elevator bankruptcies
and others.

On the state level, the
Texas Farmers Union
worked for the tax exemption
for gasohol, prohibition of
foreign  purchases of
agricultural land, reform of
property tax laws and
establishment of the Farm
and Ranch security program.
The TFU also plans to have
introduced a bill which will
set minimum prices for
commodities in Texas in the
1983 legislature.

In addition to legislative
activities, the Farmers Union

also has group health, life and
property insurance programs
for the farm and family, a
tire and battery program and
other special membership
services. 3

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution
8 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would
allow the legislature to
authorize cities, towns
and other taxing units to
grant exemptions from ad
valorem taxes on an un-
productive, underdevel-
oped or blighted area in
order to encourage its de-
velopment. The amend-
ment would also allow the
legislature to authorize a
city or town to 1issue
bonds or notes to finance
this development and to
pledge future increases in
ad valorem tax revenues
from the property in such
areas to repay these
bonds or notes.
The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment to authorize cities,
towns, and other taxing
units to encourage the
improvement, develop-
ment, or redevelopment

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
117 proposes a constitu-
tional . amendment that
would authorize a person
to receive a patent to land
from the Commissioner of
the General Land Office
under certain conditions.
Application for the patent
must be made within five
years from approval of
the amendment. The land
must be surveyed, public
free school land not pre-
viously patentable. The
person must have a prop-
erly recorded deed to the
land, which he acquired
without knowledge of the
patent defect and which
title he and his predeces-
sors in interest have held
for at least 50 years. The
person and his predeces-
sors in interest must
have continuously claimed
the land and paid the
taxes for at least 50 years.

placed in a Water Assis-
tance Fund to be used as
provided by law, includ-
ing projects for water de-
velopment” and conserva-
tion, water quality en-
hancement, and flood
control purposes or any
combination of these pur-
poses.

The amendment also
provides $500,000,000 of
the general credit of the
state to guarantee bonds
issued in commercial mar-
kets by local political sub-
divisions, including cities,
counties, and special dis-
tricts. The amendment al-
lows amounts to be es-
tablished  to decrease or
retire state debt, which is
defined as that debt se-
cured by the full faith
and credit of the state.

opment, water conser-
vation, water quality
enhancement, and flood
control purposes; au-
thorizing the use of the
state’s credit, not to
exceed five hundred
million dollars, to guar-
antee the bonds of ci-
ties, counties, towns,
and other units of local
government in the fi-
nancing of projects for
such purposes; increas-
ing the interest rate
that may be paid on
previously approved,
but unissued, state
bonds; and authorizing

‘a program to retire

state bonds.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
49 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would
exempt livestock and
poultry from taxation.
Currently, farm products
in the hands of the pro-
ducer and family supplies
for home and farm use
are exempt.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional  amend-
ment to provide for the
inclusion of livestock
and poultry with farm
products as exempt
from taxation.”

PROPOSITI! N NO. 6
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
81 authorizes the govern-
ing body of a county, city,
school district or other
political subdivisions to
exempt from taxation a
portion- of the market
value of a residence
homestead. The portion
exempted may be as
much as 40% for 1982-
1984; 309 for 1985-1987;
and 209 for 1988 and af-
ter. The amount of an
exemption may not be
less than $5,000 unless
the legislature by general
law  prescribes other
monetary restrictions on
the amount of the exemp-
tion. An eligible adult is
allowed to receive other
applicable exemptions
provided by law. An ex-
ception is made where ad
valorem tax has previous-
ly been pledged for the
payment of debt.

The amendment further
directs the legislature to
require that notice be giv-
en to property owners of
a reasonable estimate of
tax on their property in
certain situations.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional  amend-
ment authorizing a po-
litical subdivision to
provide property tax
relief for owners of
residence homesteads
and changing certain
property tax admini-
strative procedures.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
4 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would
authorize the Veterans’
Land Board to issue and
sell an additional $250,-
000,000 in bonds increas-
ing the Veterans’ Land
Fund’s  total bond is-
suance authorization from
$700,000,000 to $950,000,-
000. The amendment
would increase the maxi-
mum interest payable by
the state on these bonds
from 6% to 10%, and
permit an even higher
rate, if specified by the
legislature.

Treat Those Blisters Before

They Become Infected

If you run, jog or play
tennis for fun or (fitness,
you share a problem with
millions of active Ameri-
cans: the BLISTER.
Although blisters may
rank among minor health
complaints, they are none-
the-less painful and prone to
infection. First aid experts
and doctors warn that blis-
ters need immediate atten-
tion to avoid complications
later on.

As a matter of fact, your
feet require routine care
after all athletic activities
including long walks. They
should be washed (soaked,
if you have time), powdered
and hosiery changed.

If you notice a blister
(you’ll probably feel it be-
fore you see it), resist the
urge to break it. If you
“pop”’ the blister, you will
leave the raw skin under-
neath exposed and prone to
infection. It will also be
painful to the touch and to
the shoe.

To care for a blister prop-
erly, cleanse the affected
area with warm water and
mild soap. Treat with an
application of a small
amount of first aid cream or
topical antibiotic ointment.
Cover the area with a non-
stick sterile pad and secure
with a first aid tape. For a
small blister, use a Band-
Aid. This process en-
courages safe healing and
also cushions the blister so
that your shoe will not rub
against it.

The primary cause of blis-
ters is ill fitting shoes and
sneakers. When you shop,
take your time. Walk
around the store to see how
well the shoes fit.

It makes good sense to
protect your feet. Remem-
ber, you can’t perform, if
your feet won’t.

These pipe structures are
made out of corrugated metal
pipe and in this area vary in
size from 12’ to 54 in
diameter.

Is Buried

Funeral services for
Hamlin Herald publisher Bob
Craig, 50, who died of an ap-
parant heart attack Sunday,
September 13, at 12:35a.m. in
a Hamlin hospital, were held
Tuesday morning, September
15, at 10:30 o’clock in the Fir-
st United Methodist Church in
Hamlin. The Rev. Larry
Adams, church pastor, of-
ficiated and burial was in the
Hamlin Cemetery.

Mr. Craig, a past president
of the West Texas Press

The Omnibus Recon-
ciliation Act of 1981, signed by
the President August 13, 1981,
established a user fee effec-
tive October 1, 1981, for cotton
classing services provided
for producers by USDA.

The proposed fee is 60 cents

per sample. Producers will -

be billed on a monthly basis
for each sample submitted by
a licensed gin or warehouse
with a completed cotton
classification memorandum,
CN-117 (green card). Gins
may agree to assume respon-
sibility for collecting the fee
as a service to their
customers. This will greatly
facilitate the billings and
keep cost of the classing ser-
vice as low as possible.

Cotton samples classed for
producers prior to October 1,
1981, will be free of charge,
the same as previous years.
The 60 cent fee will be
charged for all cotton classed
for producers beginning Oc-
tober 1, 1981, and the first
bills will be mailed at the end
of October 1981.

As in the past, samples
must be drawn by a licensed
gin or warehouse and for-
warded directly to the
Marketing Services Office.
The name and complete ad-
dress of the producer must be
entered on the green card if
the producer is to be billed.

The Omnibus Recon-
ciliation Act directs USDA to
provide the classing service
to producers for a fee that
when combined with
proceeds from the sale of
samples will recover, as
nearly as practical, the cost
of providing the service in-
cluding administrative and
supervisory costs. The
