This is being demonstrated in many parts of the world
today. Juan Monroy from Spain came to the 1964 World’s
Fair and visited a display by Churches of Christ. He talked
with the man in charge, and later said, ‘“After a prolonged
conversation, | discovered that you people here have the
same beliefs and practices as a group of Christians we
have in Spain. Following the Bible only and without uniting
with any denomination, we have succeeded in starting
various congregations in several Spanish cities” (1967
Abilene Christian College Annual Bible Lectures, pp. 297-
298).

D. Roper, in his book, Voices Crying in the Wilderness,
tells of the same kind of work being done in India, Nigeria,
Eutheopia, Korea, France, Germany, ltaly, Poland and
other places. Many books have been written about a strong
movement back to New Testament Christianity, which
started last century in England, Scotland and America. All
these efforts have been independent of one another. And
yet they have resulted in undenominational congregations
starting up; congregations which prove to be alike in
doctrine and practice throughout the world.
