Disposal Dates Set

Texas farmers and ranchers 
will have an opportunity to dis­
pose of their hazardous pesticide 
waste at four locations this 
spring.

These collection programs re 
co-sponsored by the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service and 
the Texas Natural Resource Con­
servation Commission.

Disposal sites and the dates 
are: Texas Department of Trans­
portation Facility, U. S. Hwy. 182, 
Pleaasanton, April 22; Texas 
Department of Transportation 
Facility, FM 311, Marlin, April 
24; Consolidated Nursery, FM 
3311, Tyler, April 28; and E&E 
Enterprises, FM 164, Childress,

Spring Cleaning 
Across Texas

Texas will be cleaner and 
greener on April 4, when more 
than 82,000 volunteers scour 
state highways, county roads 
and city streets and parks in the 
13th annual Great Texas Trash- 
Off.

Statewide, 1,840 Adopt-a- 
Highway groups will pick up lit­
ter on state roadways. Keep 
Texas Beautiful volunteers in 
100 communities will concen­
trate their cleanups on city 
streets and parks.

These public disposal pro­
grams are totally free to any 
Texas resident and designed to 
reduce hazardous waste in the 
state.

Persons wanting to dispose of 
hazardous waste should carefully 
pack and transport all materials 
in a safe manner, Hoelscher said. 
All hazardous waste will be 
handled at the site by a disposal 
collector. Representatives from 
the Texas County Clean Up pro­
gram also will recycle batteries, 
oil, oil filters, and empty, rinsed 
plastic pesticide containers.

Contact your County Exten­
sion Agent for more information. 
The program does not accept ex­
plosives, fertilizers which are 
non-hazardous, gas cylinders, 
pentachlorophlenol, and 2,4,5T 
herbicides.
