Texans are a fast Row ing 

lot with a far superior 
increase in buying power, 
individual investors and 
insurance coverage than 
has the entire nation as a 
whole.

Supporting these facts 
this week was a massive 
2-part market study by the 
Texas newspaper indus­
try. This study reveals 
t l^ , among other things:
‘ ‘There are now 
15,400,000 Texans com­
prising 5,450,000 house­
holds with spendable in 
comes totaling more than 
$147bilHon.”
These multiple-digit fig­

ures highlight an impartial 
study commissioned by 
the Texas Press Associa­
tion (TPA). Conducting

the study was Communica­
tions Management, Inc. 
(CMI) o f W innipeg, Cana­
da.
Their massive research 

revealed that Texans an­
nually spend: $28 billion 
for food, $24 billion for 
motor vehicles, $31 billion 
for clothing, furniture, and 
other department store 
items.

Fisher County’s popula­
tion and economics played 
a si^iificant role in the
statewide study.
This was revea l^  in sta­

tistics showing that Fisher 
County during 1983 was 
segmented into 2,200 
households comprising a 
total population o f 5,900.

Personal disposable in­
come in this county was

$48.0 million durii^ 1983, 
with a healthy increase 
obvious for 1984.

Lyndell Williams, Execu­
tive Vice-President o f the 
state association compris­
ing 542 Texas newspapers 
and more than 200 corpo­
rate associate members, 
termed the study results 
“ An accurate and thoro­
ugh barometer o f the si:^ 
and scope o f the state’s 
booming economy and 
growth.

“ This important study 
also provides local busi­
ness and industry with the 
data necessary to make 
intelligent decisions vast 
expenditures and invest 
ments o f capital. ’ ’

The Texas boom is reflec­
t s  in this study’s report

showing a 55.4 per cent 
increas in retail sales over 
the recent 4-year period. 
Retail sales throughout the 
U.S. during the same 4- 
year period rose only 33.2 
per cent...22.2 per cent 
less than the Texas grow­
th.

John Taylor, Director o f 
the Texas Newspaper Ad­
vertising Bureau (TNAB), 
said the study dramatized 
with a ccu ri^  the unlimi­
ted potential for fur­
ther growth within this 
state.

“ Investota and the busi­
ness community in general 
are reaching tomorrow’s 
potential...today. They’re 
not sitting back waiting for 
growth to come—they’re 
becoming a part o f it right

now.
He emphasized t^ s  by 

pointing out that Texas 
who bought shares o f pub- 
lidy-traded stock during 
the past two years increas­
ed 37.4 per cent, as com­
pared with a national in­
crease o f only 31.3 per 
cent. Individual stoidk- 
holders in Houston and 
Austin provided the big­
gest increases in number 
with 38.4 per cent and 35.1 
per cent during that  ̂year 
period.

Taylor, whose Ad Bureau 
represents Texas news­
papers in dealing with the 
major regional and nation­
al advertisers, also dted 
the “ multi-billion-dollar 
buying power’ ’ o f this

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Rotan Council Approves $10,800 
WaterTankRecondItlonIng For City
The members o f the Ro­

tan City Council, during 
their regular June meeting 
on Tuesday, June 12th, 
entered into an agreement 
with Midwest Tank Com­
pany of P ittsbu ^  Kansas 
to recondition the two 
Rotan water tanks at a cost 
of $10,800.00, according to 
Rot;an City Secretary Ken­
neth Vann.

Williams, who commis­
sioned the current study 
along with a massive sur­
vey stiQ to be completed 
about Texans’ reading, 
shopping, and living ha­
bits, stressed the impor­
tance of individual owner­
ships and investments in 
Texas.

“ We sought total accu­
racy in this study to deter­
mine the economic levels 
o f not only businesses and 
industry within this state, 
but also those o f its indivi­
dual citizens. W e feel that 
the study just completed 
by (Communications Man­
agement has achieved that 
goal.

“ It should also be noted 
that retail potentials listed 
won’t necessarily corres­
pond with retail sales fig­
ures for an area. That’s 
because a goodly amount 
of shopping by many local 
area consumers was done 
in other coim ties.’ ’

Williams pointed out that 
this “ retail drift’ * o f local

income dollars being spent 
in other areas should pro­
vide community-located 
business firms with incen­
tives for increasing their 
business promotions and 
advertising.

“ The dollars are there in 
the vast majority o f cases, 
and this study has revea­
led that an alarming 
amount is being spent 
outside o f the local com­
munity’s trade area.
The study also pictured 

Texas agriculture as a $10 
billion a year industry, and 
farmers o f this state as 
major purchasers o f farm 
machinery and supplies.

Fisher A u n ty ’s encono- 
my is also strongly suppor­
ted by its agricultural com­
munity. The study reveal­
ed that 714 farms were 
operating in this county in 
1978, and that its farm 
population had increased 
to 1,196 by 1980, figures 
initially reported by the 
U.S. (Census reports. 
Farmers o f Fisher County 

also received $37.1 million 
in 1982 for their products.

Parents who want tio' help a son or daughter get stairt^ 
in business need to be aware that ^ m e ways o f assisting 
are better than others, tak-wise.

Parents'are frequently in higher tak brackets than their 
children who are just stardng out in business. 
Furthermore, businesses that are just getthig started 
often suffer losses for the first year or so. Any business 
loss that is created by the new business would p>robably 
generate' a better tak break on the parents^ return than 
on the child’s return.

If you simply give your child the money to get Stalled in 
business, any loss shows up on his return and not yours. 
If you lend him the money or guarantee his bank lom  and 
the business goes under, your deduction is h m it^  to' a 
non-business bad debt. I^ch  a deduction is a capital loss 
subject to' certain re^rictibns.
The better way to assist a cM d to' get started in 

business might be to' set Up the new business as a 
corporation and issue all o f the stock to the parents in 
.exchange for theoash they put into the business. Spedl^ 
that the stock is Section 1244 stock so that the 
stockholder parents can daim  an ordinary loss on the 
stoick if the business fails. Elect Subchapte^ S status for 
the corporation so that any operatiug losses in the 
start-up years o f the business can be deducted on the 
parents^ higher bracket iak returns. Holding stock also 

. allows the experienced parents to' have a say in how the 
, business is run if that seems desirable.
‘ The son or daughter actually runs the business and is 
’ paid a salary. When the business becomes suc^ssful, 

the parents can either sell or gift the stock to the child. 
Discuss these ideas with your accountant ito find the 

best approach for your situation.

Improvement In 
Texas Wheat 
Crop Results
Some improvement in the 

Texas wheat crop resulted 
from scattered showers 
which fell across the state 
during May. The Texas 
wheat crop which is fore­
cast at 132.3 million bus­
hels, is up 4 percent from 
the May 1 forecast, but 18 
percent below last year 
and the smallest crop since 
1980.
Based on June 1 condi­

tions, statewide yield is 
projected at 27 bushels per 
acre, up 1 bushel from last 
month, but 8 bushels be­
low last year.

Harvested acres, at 4.9 
million, are up 7 percent 
from 1983, according to 
figures released by the 
Texas O op  and Livestock 
Reporting Service.

State Statistician Dennis 
Findley reported that 
wheat harvest is making 
good progress and running 
ahead of normal with the 
early maturing corp. 
“ Some dryland fields re­
main in poor condition; 
however, as not all areas 
received ample moisture, ’ ’ 
Findley added.
Nationally, the winter 

wheat crop is forecast at 
1.97 billion bushels, o ff 1 
percent from last year.

District Lions Eye Bank
The fact that tHstrict 2-T2 

lion s Eye Bank, Inc. 
needs Roman’s help was 
presented recently to R07 
tan lion s Club by Miss 

'Patty Fields, the Eye 
Bank’s Area Coordinator.

. Miss Fields shared a weal­
th of information about eye 
i donations.

The Club learned that 
there are 500,000 people in 
the U.S. who are blind and 
50,000 of those people 
have a form of blindness 
which could be reversable 
through a com eal trans­
plant. ; Only 20,000 trans­
plants are performed each 
year, however, and the 
doctors who work in cor­
neal transplants could per­
form twice this number if 
the eye donations would 
increase.

The kind of blindness 
which can be corrected by 
a comeal transplant can be 
a result o f a number of 
things. It could occure 
fi-om a bum  to the eye; 
being poked in the eye; an 
infection in the eye and 
certain diseases.

When a patient sees an 
opthalmogist and a com eal 
problem is discovered the 
patient is referred to a 
comeal specialist who de­
termines if the problem 
can be corrected by a 
transplant. If this is 
possible the patient usu­
ally agrees to have sur 
gery. This is not as simple 
as it sounds. A person 
cannot just decide to have 
a comeal transplant when 
they please.

There must be an eye 
donation. While ophthal­
mologists are discovering 
more and more people who 
need com eal transplants, 
those involved v.ith eye 
banks to trying to obtain 
enough com eal tissue to 
meet the demands of peo­
ple in need. This is done 
in a number of ways. One 
important way is the edu- 
catioil o f people about eye 
donation and tr3ong to 
encourage them to register 
with an eye bank to donate 
their eyes upon thei death.

Should a person die, and 
assuming that their fam­
ily, or clergy, or doctor 
knows of their desire to be 
a donor; and if they re­
member at the time, the 
eye bank will be called 
soon after the death.
An eye bank representa­

tive or doctor will go to the 
hospital with an enuclea­
tion kit, (which is what is 
used to remove the eyes.)

But the family must sign 
the authorization form to 
remove the eyes. Without 
this there is no possible 
way the eye bank will 
attempt removal.
According to law, there is 

a hierarchy to detebnine 
which family member 
needs to sign the form. If 
a spouce is present he or 
she may sign. If no spouce 
is present then the follow­
ing order is used: adult 
son or daughter; either 
parent; adult brother or 
sister; guardian at time of 
death. If ANY member of 
the family disagrees with 
the eye removal, the pro­
cedure will not be done. It 
is very Important that you 
discuss your wishes with 
your family. After you die, 
they are the ones who 
make final decision. After 
the appropriate signature, 
the eyes are removed. 
This is done under sterile 
conditions, and as quickly 
as possible.
The eyes must be remov­

ed between 3-6 hours after 
death. The more time 
which elapses the less 
likely the tissue can be 
used for transplanting.

Once the eyes are remov­
ed, they are placed in jars. 
The enucleator then puts 
eye caps in the orbits, and 
closes the lids. There is 
NO disfigurement at all. 
THIS IS A FEAR OF 
MANY!! A person who 
has donated their eyes can 
have an open casket fun­
eral if he or she wishes and 
no one will notice.
The enucleator brings the 

eyes back to the lab and 
under sterile conditions 
cuts around the cornea and 
removes it from the eye.

Many people think the 
entire eye is transplanted 
but the only part which is 
used for transplanting is 
the cornea.

The cornea is a small 
piece o f film-like material

that covers the front o f the 
^ye like a crystal covers 
the face o f a watch. (It 
looks like a soft contact 
lens.) When the cornea is 
healthy, it is perfectly 
clear.
If the cornea is healthy, 

it can be used for trans­

planting. If it is not 
healthy, it is used for 
research. In all cases, any 
part of the eye which is not 
used for suregery is used 
for research to find causes 
and cures for blindness.
The percentage o f cor­

neas that are received in 
this area which can be 
used for surgery, is less 
than 50% . The older the 
tissue, the less likely it is 
usable for surgery. Older 
than 65 is usually too old 
for transplanting.
Once it is determined 

that the cornea is healthy, 
it must be used within 
48-72 hours sifter death.
Before the operation the 

patient is put to sleep, and 
using a very sharp round 
cutting instrument, like a 
cookie cutter, the doctor 
removes the unhealthy 
cornea and places the new 
com e in its place. It is 
then sewn on using a 
needle and very t l^  
thread. The operation 
takes about 1V2 hours. 
After 6 months, the su­
tures are removed.

The obstacle is that there 
are just not enough eye 
donations. Even though 
the number of people mak­
ing eye donations is in­
creasing yearly, there is 
stm a shortage.
The lion s International 

sponsors an eye bank in 
Lubbock, here possibly 
one comeal could be done 
each week, however the 
average is two per month. 
Plus the average every 
other month that is a 
donation received that is

usable for surgery. This is 
why it is so important ito 
increase the number o f eye 
donations.

Why are there so few 
donations? First, because 
many people don’t like to 
think about death, especi­
ally their own. If they 
haven’t thought dying, 
they haven’t th ou ^ t 
about an eye donation, 
either. Secondly, many 
people don’t know there is 
an eye bank in this area. 
This is one place lion s 
International has been ex­
tremely helpful. They 
spread the word.
Throughout the country, 

eye banks have found th ^  
waiting for families to 
suggest eye donations 
doesn’t happen often 
enough to supply as much 
tissue as is needed to keep 
up with the demand.
This not only.hurts pc^n - 

tial recipients, but the 
families as well. Many 
times, families have said 
that they wished they had 
made an eye donation, but

they just didn’t think o f it 
at & e  time. Your partici­
pation may influence 
someone else in helping a 
person you love, have 
sight.

After all, bread cast upon 
waters aifter many days 
will return to you. If you 
would like to participate as 
a donor, cont€U:t a Rotan 
lion s Club member.

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Texas Research League News
New priorities for public 

school education in Texas 
can be carried out by 
reallocating existing fu n ^  
to accomplish many o f the 
recommendations made by 
the Governor’s Select 
Ccnnmitt^ on Public Edu- 
catibn, according to a  re­
port released by the Texas 
Re^iearch League.

The Austin-based public 
policy research organiza­
tion reported the finding in 
connection with a study of 
resource allocation in a 
representative sample o f 
Texas school districts.

The study is based on 
data from 19 districts. 
Earlier, the League re­
lease a preliminary report 
based on partial data fi*om 
only 12 o f these districts. 
League President, Jared 
Hazelton, observes: 
“ While the data from the 
19 districts yrields averages 
which differ somewhat

from those obtained from 
the 12-district sample, the 
general pattern of salary 
expenditures and the 
major findings are not 
changed significantly.’ ’

The study reveals that 
the core academic curricu­
lum in the sample high 
schools—defined as all 
courses in English, mathe­
matics, science, social 
studies, and foreign lang­
uages—averages only 
about 45 percent o f the 
instructional salary dollar. 
Among these schools, 
which range in size fi*oiii 
140 to 2,349 students, the 
share of the instructidnal 
dollar devoted to the core 
academ ic curriculum  
ranges from 32 to 53 cents.

Generally, schools with 
larger enrollments have a 
relatively higher share o f 
their instructional dollar 
going for the academic 
core courses.

John Pease Attends Youth Range Workshop

According to 1982 Agri­
cultural census data just 
released from the Com­
merce Department, the 
number o f farms in Fisher 
County fell firom 714 in' 
1978 to 688 in 1982. In 
1978 the average farm size 
was 758 acres. The 1982 
report gives 738 acres as 
the average farm size, fri 
1982 the toitai value o f land 
and buildings per farm 
was $258,785. In 1978 this 
figure was $220,772. 
Statewide figures show 
175,395 farms in Teims in 
1978 and 185,026 in 1982. 
The average size o f all 
Texas farms was 773 acres 
in 1978 and 707 acres in 
1982.

Boll weevil numbers are 
down drastically this year. 
O f the 3 frraps we have and 
are running this year, the 
largest number caught 
was 12 on May 28. This 
trap was located near Roy- 
ston in the shinneiy. Last 
year at this time we were

catching over 200 in a 
number o f traps and this 
continued up in July. 
Traps were last run June 
11 with none being caught 
on this date .

Two new wheat releases 
have been proposed by Dr. 
Kenneth B. Porter with 
the Texas Agriculture Ex­
periment iStation at Ama­
rillo. These varieties wiU 
be well adapted to the 
High Plains and Roping 
Plains o f Texas as well as 
western portions o f the 
Southern Great Plains. 
The varieties, upon re­
lease will be called TAM 
107 and TAM 108.
TAM 107 is an early, high 

quality short wheat with 
an exceptional yield his­
tory imder irrigated and 
dryland conditions. It has 
been tested under the code 
name TX8 OGH 2875 in 
Texas trials. TAM 107 is 
resistant to a number of 
races o f stem rust. It is

TAM 107 appears to be 

day length insensitive. At 
Bushland it is 2 to 3 days 
earlier in maturity than 
TAM 105, while in Central 
Texas, TAM 107 was 12 
days earlier than TAM 
105. The height^ o f TAM
107 is one to two inches 
taller than TAM W-101 or 
Vona on dryland and about 
the same as TAM 105.

. TAM 108 is a short 
statured wheat with a high 
yield potent!^ which is 
resistant to soil borne 
mosaic and a number of 
strains o f leaf and stein 
rust. It has exhibited a 
moderate resistance to 
powdery mildew. It has 
been tested imder the code 
name TX 71A562-6-28. 

TAM 108 appears to have 
a considerable yield ad­
vantage over Vona, TAM 
105, Scout 66, and New- 
tcm, with irrigated yields 
measured in excess o f 109 
bushels per acre, nearly 
eight bushels per acre 
more than any other varie­
ty at Bushland in 1982. It 
has a slight test weight 
disadvantage to TAM 105 
and heads about 3 days 
later on both irrigated and 
dryland production. TAM
108 is less winter hardy 
than TAM 107 or Scout 66, 
which may impose a nor­
thern limit on its area of 
adaption.
TAM 107 (TX80GH2875) 

and TAM 108 (TX 71A562- 
6-28) performed well in the 
Southern Regional Perfor- 

' mance Nursery in 1982 
and 1983. These tests 
compared 34 to' 35 wheat 
varieties at 30 locations 
across the Great Plains. 
TAM 107 placed fifth and 
fourth respectively while 
TAM 108 r i^ e d  second 
and fifth in the same tests. 
This indicates the two 
wheats produce excellent 
yields under a wide range 
o f environmental condi­
tions.
