Texas Legislature Passes
38.6Billion DollarBudget

On the last day of the
session, the Legislature
passed a $38.6 billion bud-
get, and while lawmakers

-avoided a $1.2 billion defi-

cit crisis, they didn’t side-
step a ial session cal-
led to provide health care
for the poor.

Less than an hour after
the midnight gavel banged
final adjournment, Gov.
Mark White announced he
was calling legislators
back into session immedi-

_ately to consider unfinish-

ed business.

Three days later, the
Legislature approved a $70
million health care plan for
the poor. The money
comes out of general re-
venue and contingency
funds controlled by the
governor, and does not call
for a tax hike.

Although the plan was'

supported by Lt. Gov. Bill
Hobby and House Speaker
Gib Lewis, the bill died in
the final three minutes of
the regular session when

an opposition- legislator -

talked it to death.

FmHA is a credit agency
of the U.S. Department of
Agriculture. It is autho-
rized to provide disaster
emergency loans to recog-
nized farmers who work at
and rely on farming for a
substantial part of their
living. Eligibility is ex-
tended to individual farm-
ers who are U.S. citizens
and to farming partner-
ships, corporations or coo-
peratives in which U.S.
citizens hold a majority

Of course, the poor were

naturally for the bill, but
80 were many-rural hospi-
tal boards strained finan-
cially by indigent patients.

Finding funds for the
program was the major
problem because few law-

makers were willing to

_ crease. Most of them, in
fact were careful to avoid
even the appearance of
voting for a tax increase so
scared are they of voter
reaction.

When someone proposed
latching onto an eight-cent
cigarette tax that the feds
are rumored to be repeal-
ing, most legislators, and
especially Gov. White,
were uncertain and slow to
act. Hence the delays in
bringing the program to a
floor vote.

An Election Issue?

But once the budget was
passed, the extra money
was found to pay for the
program, and a tax in-
crease was avoided.

In the early hours of the
special session, the indi-
gent care plan threatened
to be the foremost election
issue of 1986.

On one hand, Mark
White and the Democrats,
including most of the rural
conservatives, had revived
and advocated the pro-

gram.
On the other, the Repub-
licans had fought it all
along in the belief they
were avoiding a tax in-
crease.
Wishy-Washy or Gutsy?
The man in the hot seat
was, and still is, the
governor, alternately blas-:
ted for being headstrong
and ‘‘wishy-washy.”’ |
Already he must stand
for re-election with one
bona fide tax hike on his
record. He ran the risk of
adding another, but by not
adding a tax, he and
lawmakers diminished the
election bomb effect.

Bullock Nails FirstIn Sales
TaxMoney Theft

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock Thursday announ-
ced an Odessa grand jury
has returned the state’s
first criminal indictment
for theft of sales tax
money.

In a case that could set a
new precedent dealing
with willfully delinquent
sales taxpayers, Ector
County grand jurors indic-
ted Bill G. Overton of
Odessa for theft of $68,000
Overton allededly collect-
" ed as sales tax but did not
'send to the State Comp-
troller.

‘“Let this cae be a warn-
ing to any business person
who might be tempted not
to send sales tax they have
collected to the state,”
Bullock said.

Overton, who had never
applied for or been grant-
ed a sales tax permit,
operated an Oddessa oil-
field supply business.
The alleged diversion of
sales tax monies involved
. the use of altered invoices
from Overton’s firm and
was discovered by a
. Comptroller auditor.

Bullock praised the grand
:jury’s action saying, ‘‘If a
merchant collects sales tax
from his customers and
fails to send it to the
Treasury, he’s stealing in

the name of the state.

He's stealing from his
customers who pay the tax
in good faith; he’s stealing

from his local government,
which doesn’t get its share
and he’s stealing from
state government.

“It’s also downright un-
fair to his competitors
because it gives him an
extra 5 and one-eighth
percent profit margin over
his competition and in

today’s business climate,

that can make the differ-
ence between staying in
business and going broke.
With the help of local

presecutors, we're going
to see this kind of theft
prosecuted to the full limit
of the law.”’

Grasshoppers Potential Threat To Young Cotton Plants

and grasses around cotton
fields in Fisher County are
a potential threat to young

“cotton plants. Grasshop-

pers can destroy the cotton
stands. ¢
The lubber (jumbe)
grasshopper is the major
threat and there appears
to be a large hatch of these

grasshoppers in parts of

the county. If there are

two lubber grasshoppers

per square yard in the
vegetation around fields,

the grasshoppers should |

be controlled now. If there
are more than 20 grass-
hoppers per square yard of
other species in the vege-
tation around the field,
these should also be con-
trolled prior to planting.
As cotton comes up until
it reaches the six leaf
stage, the stand can be
damaged by grasshop-
pers. One lubber grass-
hopper or 10 other grass-
hoppers per three feet or
row can cause stand loss.
Grasshoppers often move
into fields at the same

places that were most -

heavily damaged in past
years. Field inspection
should start in these areas.
Some insecticides that
might be used to control
grasshoppers in non-crop
areas are carbaryl (Seven
80S, XLR and Sevimo),
malathion (91% ULV and
57% EC), Orthene 758 and
Pydrin. If there are no
weeds in the area to be
sprayed use malathion.
The same formulations of
carbaryl and malathion

might be used to control
grasshoppers in cotton.

Carbaryl baits (5% and
20%)-are also available to
protect young cotton from
grasshoppers. Several ap-

plications of these baits -
‘will probably be required

to provide effective con-
trol. Toxaphene can be
formulated into a bait

when available and label-
ed for that use. The

IRS AUDITS

The IRS has three levels of examination (audits) of
income tax returns. All are intended to review the facts
and see that your return is properly filed. The agent is

' not to harass or belittle you. If you have filed your return

with the correct numbers, don’t lose sleep- over an
upcoming audit.

The simplest of the audits is a ‘‘direct correspon-
dence.”’ You may be asked to send photo copies of a few
specific checks or documents.

An “‘office audit’’ will often be more detailed and may
require you to take certain records to your nearest IRS
office. A call to the examining officer for more
information on what to bring could save you an extra trip.

The ‘‘field audit’’ is held at your home or place of
business. It ususlly involves a full review of all major
income and expense items. If you have income from a
partnership or small corporation, they may also be
brought into the audit.

The IRS has had excellent results by letting their
computer select which returns are to be audited and most
likely to produce added revenue for the govemment The
computer checks for certain ‘‘norms’’- in your return
depending on the nature of your business, income level,
etc. If you have abnormal figures such as excessive
interest expense, high medical bills, etc., you should
attach a photocopy of the document supporting the
deductions. Such documentation may keep the IRS from
contacting you.

If you receive correspondence from the taxing
authorities, respond timely. Ignoring their first few
notices will not gain you favor when you finally meet, and
you will.
