BUSINESS BUDGETING

Budgeting is not just for big business, just as
building plans are not for large buildings.

Many small business owners feel that budgeting is
cumbersome and unnecessary. Small businesses need
a budget (a plan of operation) just like a house builder
needs a plan. The budget should be used as a guideline
for the yearly operations and not as something so in-
flexible as to hinder good business decisions.

Most small businesses can design a budget from last
year’s financial statements. Review each account on
- last year’s profit and loss statement starting with’
sales. With input from your employees, you should be
able to make reasonable estimates on all of the income
and expense items for the next twelve months. If there
are some unusual factors such as adding a new product
line or opening a new business location, these must be
taken into consideration.

Again, your budget is not cast in bronze. As your
year progresses, you can compare your actual monthly
operating statements with your budget. Large varia-
tions from the budget, either up or down, should have
some logical explanation. For a budget to be most
useful, you should have monthly financial statements
prepared immediately after the close of the month. Old
financial information or statements as infrequent as
quarterly, provide you with information too late to
take corrective steps in problem areas.

If your business is small, your budget can be very
simple and inexpensive to prepare. If your business is
larger (more employees, more locations, etc.), your
budget will be even more beneficial and the costs of
preparation and review will be recovered by the use of
the budget.

To maximize the benefits from your budget, seek pro-
fessional assistance for its preparation and review.
