News On Commodity Certificate Holders 
From U.S. Department Of Agriculture

U.S Department of 
Agriculture officials to­
day reminded commodi­
ty  certifica te  h ol­
ders and warehousemen 
operating under a 
Uniform Grain Storage 
A greem ent that 
disputes concerning 
commodities transfer­
red from Commodity 
Credit Corporation in­
ventory must be resolv­
ed between the certifi­
cate holder and the 
warehousemen.

Under procedures for 
exchanging commodity 
certificates for CCC- 
owned com modities, 
CCC wiU transfer the ti­
tle of the commodity to 
a certificate holder at a 
CCC storage location. 
According to USD A of­
ficials, when the cer­
tificate holder takes 
physical possession of 
the commodity, any set­

tlement regarding the 
quality or quantity 
delivered will be solely 
between the certificate 
holder and the 
warehousemen.

The officials said 
warehousem en also 
should be aware that 
certain procedures per­
m itted  under the 
UGSA, such as an 
allowance for a protein 
tolerance when shipping 
CCC-owned wheat, do 
not apply to settlements 
between warehousemen 
and third parties who 
acquire CCC-owned 
commodities “ in-store” .

The officials said they 
are claifying these provi­
sion because of the ex­
pected large number of 
in -store transfers 
resulting from the use of 
commo^ty certificates 
in CCC programs.

WARM WEATHER TAX TIPS

Summertime can be a great time for cutting taxes 
if you make the right moves. Consider these 
possibilities:

If you and your spouse work, the cost of sending 
your children to a summer camp may qualify for the 
child care credit. Specialized camps or educational 
camps don’t qualify.

That summer clean-up around the house will pro­
bably produce outgrown clothing and household 
items you no longer want. Donate them to a 
charitable organization for a tax deductible con­
tribution.

If you mix business with summer vacation travel, 
the business portion will be deductible. That in­
cludes your lodging, meals, transportation, and iii- 
cidental expenses (such as tips) to the extent they 
are business-related. Taking your spouse along on 

a business trip isn’t deductible unless his/her ser­
vices or presence is business-related. However, the 
portion that is non-deductible is only the excess over 
what you would have paid as a single.

If you have a business, consider hiring your minor 
children for the summer. The wages you pay them 
are deductible to your business and will be taxes in 
the children’s lower or zero tax bracket. There’s 
also no social security tax to pay on the children’s 
wages unless your business is incorporated.

Summer is a good time to do business entertain­
ing. Be sure you keep complete records of the cost, 
the date, who was entertained, and what the 
business was.

If you’re in business, consider having a non­
working spouse fill in for vacationing employees. 
The salary you pay your spouse is not' subject to 
social security tax (unless your business is incor­
porated) and will create eligibility for an IRA con­
tribution on your spouse’s part. Also, unless tax 
legislation changes this, you’ll be eligible for the 
working couple’s deduction. If you have children 
who require child care, you’ll also be eligible for the 
child care credit.

citizenship and identity. 
The parent will also 
need evidence of his or 
her own identity.

The direct mail adver­
tisement indicates that 
new legislation may re­
quire that children be 
listed by Social Security 
number on the parents’ 
tax return.

BROADENED SALES TAX

'Bullock’s news start­
led legislators, and in 
his speech he jabbed the 
cold, hard facts, in­
cluding the reminder 
that some wouldn’t be 
re-elected. Naturally, 
with Election Day just a 
few short months ahead, 
many favored cutting 
the budget to meet 
available revenues 
without a tax hike.

Some, like Texas 
Education Com m is­
sioner Bill Kirby, urged 
a tax increase to avoid 
loss of state services.

Kirby asked lawmak­
ers not to retre ­
at from the reforms 
which, along with 
growth in enrollment, 
are driving up the price 
of public education. His 
preference was to raise 
taxes and make no 
budget cuts in educa­
tion.

BULLOCK, HOBBY

But look for budget 
cuts to be made 
everywhere, and for the 
sales tax base to be 
broadened when the

Legislature meets next 
January.

That’s the path re­
commended at this 
point by both Bullock 
and Lt. Gov. Bill Hob­
by, who together are 
probably the two figures 
most respected inside 
state government.

In fact, if all state of­
ficials took a detailed 
test on Texas govern­
ment, Hobby and Bul­
lock woul,^ be vale­
dictorian and salutator- 
ian, but who could say in 
what order?

Both have served 
some 16 years in office. 
Hobby controls the 
state budget while it’s 
in the Legislature-. 
Bullock controles it out 
in the real world. In the 
real world. Hobby is op­
posed for re-election; 
Bullock is not.

CLEMENTS’ ALTERNA­
TIVE

An alternative plan is 
pushed by former Gov. 
Bill Clements, a Repub­
lican, and his plan could 
pick up some voter sup­
port.

Clements is for cuts, 
not taxes. But he also 
wants to use dedicated 
funds, not taxes, to 
balance the budget after 
cuts are made.

His plan means 
changing state law to 
undedicate those funds, 
particu larly  for 
highways and educa­
tion. While Hobby, a 
Democrat, hasn’t com­
mented on Clements’ 
plan, he is thought to 
have no great love for 
dedicated funds.

PRISON CONSTRUCTION

An unusual plan to 
issue bonds for prison 
construction was ap­
proved last week by the 
Board of Corrections to 
help the state im­
mediately build a prison 
without going into debt.

Texas A ttorn ey  
General Jim Mattox 
must still approve the 
legality of the plan.

The new, non-profit 
Anderson County Deve­
lopment Corp. will issue 
$78 million in bonds to 
build a prison on state 
land in Anderson Coun­
ty. The Legislature will 
decide next session to 
lease or purchase the 
prison.

The directors of the 
corporation are three 
county commissioners 
of Anderson County.

The procedure is 
modeled on the legal one 
for building state health 
facilities.

Mattox, by the way, 
revealed last week he is 
continuing to be harass­
ed by an unknown 
source, the latest in­
cidents being a dead cat 
someone left on his 
doorstep and veiled 
threats left on his 
answering machine.

Some months ago, 
two fires, both 
suspected acts of arson, 
broke out alm ost 
simultaneously in Mat­
tox’s state offices in 
Austin and Fort Worth.

Last week his home 
was picketed by a 
religious group opposed 
to state licensing of 
children’s homes.
