AUSTIN — Sometime between
now and August 31, the Texas
Legislature must come to a
showdown, do or dle, back to the
wall decision on a big new
money-raising bill.

But many lawmakers belleve

Governor Danlel urged com-
promise through a “package"
bill. Ingredients for the package,
he saild, might be gotten from
Rep. George Hinsons omnibus
tax bill and Rep. Ben Atwell’s|
selective sales tax measure. |

Hinson's bill would hit in many |
areas - watches, jewelry, power |
tools and machinery, construc-
tion materials, natural gas, res-
tuarant meals, non-essential
beverages, etc.

Atwell's bill is akin to a gen-
eral sales tax except that it na-|
mes the hundreds of items lt}
would tax rather than making a
blanket provision.
