Rotan College En­
tran ce  E xam ination
Board’s Scholastic Ap­
titude Test results were 
reported to Supt. Alton
Fields and High School 
Principal Jim Cain Tues­
day by Patsy Hamric, 
counse lo r. R o tan  
seniors in the class of 
1986 averaged 389 on
the verbal and 471 on 
the math for a combined 
average of 860.

Rotan’s scores were 
better than the Texas 
mean scores of 519 for 
verbal and 458 for math.

The national averages 
were 431 verbal and 475 
math.

Rotan’s verbal scores 
ranged from 280-510 
and the mathematic’s 
scores ranged from 
340-580. The SAT test 
total range was from 
620-1000'. R otan  
students who took the 
SAT are how attending
the University of Texas 
at Austin, Texas A&M 
University, Texas’State 
Technical Institute or 
W est Texas S ta te  
Univei^sity.

\ /E A R S  ago. milk was delivered to homes in glass bot- 
1 lies. Early in the morning, the milkman would come 

to the house and look on the porch for an empty bottle 
with a ticket in it —  a sign to leave new bottles of fresh 
milk. More than once I went out to the front porch in the 
middle of the winter to get the milk and found that it 
had frozen, forcing some of the icy substance to stick

_____ out above the bottle s neck. It was a strange sight —
fresh, frozen milk. And it would be even more strange 
to see milk in a place like Siberia, where it is often deliv­
ered in frozen blocks rather than in cartons or bottles.

While it's proper to deliver milk cold or even frozen, 
there's another kind of milk that should never be given 
out that way —  the "pure milk of the Word (1 Peter 2:2).
It should always be presented in a warm, inviting manner.
Whether we teach the message of the gospel in Sunday 
school, preach it to a congregation, or tell it to our neigh­
bors, we must present it as something more than cold 
letters of black on pages of white.

Samuel Rutherford wrote. “I would not have Christ s 
love entering in me, but I would enter into it  and be 
swallowed up of that love." When the message of Christ s 
redeeming love has gripped our hearts like that and 
once His compassion becomes ours, we will not deliver 
the pure milk of His Word in hard, frozen form. We will 
speak the truth in love. And that is what keeps the mes­
sage warm and appealing. — P.R.V.

WHAT SMALL BUSINESS WANTS

With tax legislation in the spotlight, little attention was 
paid to a very important conference held during August 
in Washington, D.C. It was the White House Conference 
on Small Business attended by 1,823 businesspeople 
from all over the country.
They met to choose, from more than 2,000 proposals, 

small business legislative agenda of 60 recommendations 
are taken seriously in Washington because as one Senate 
aide stated, they provide ‘ ‘a fairly accurate summation of 
what are the dominant small business issues. ’ ’ Of the 60 
recommendations made by the 1980 White House 
Conference on Small Business, 38 have since been 
enacted into law.

Here are the top five 1986 Conference recommenda­
tions:

1. End the current liability insurance crisis through 
federal and state legislation, making certain that 
businesses can get liability insurance at reasonable 
prices.

2. Keep government from legislating what employee 
benefits must be.

3. Act to keep government and non profit organizations 
fix)m competing with small business.
4. Get the federal deficit under control and balance the 

federal budget.
5. Set up a Department of International Trade.

Other priority items named by the delegates included 
reforming the social security system and repealing the 
Davis-Bacon Act which requires contractors on federaUy 
financed projects to pay prevailing (usually union) 
wages.
You may not have attended the White House 

Conference, but you can still have some input into what 
business legislation Congress enacts.

Contact your Representatives and Senators and let them 
know where you stand on the Conference’s recommen­
dations and on other issues that are important to you and 
your business.

A new study by the 
USD A and Commerce 
Department finds that 
in 1985 only 2.2% of the 
nation’s population of 
238.7 million was living 
on the farm. That 
amounts to 5.35 million, 
down sharply from the 
6.05 million in 1980.
This is not the longest 
drop in h is to ry , 
however, the steepest 
rate of decline was 
recorded from 1960- 
1965, when it fell 21%.

The price of wheat 
will probably be even 
lower at harvest time 
next spring. This will 
keep most producers 
from applying fertilizer 
this year. We have 
always suggested a soil 
test every two years to 
know how much fer­
tilizer to apply, but alot 
of producers still don’t

have their soil tested. 
With that here are some 
fertilizer suggestions.
It takes two pounds of 
nitrogen to produce a 
bushel of wheat. If you 
are grazing, it takes 60 
pounds of nitrogen to 
produce a ton of dry 
forage. This is total 
needs, not necessarily 
the amount of fertilizer 
that needs to be applied.

Tfexas’ most precious resource is not oil or gas, but rather 
the young men and women of the state. Unfortunately, a large 
preportion of these youths will never reach their fullest potential 
because of their decision to drop out of school. They end up 
cheating themselves, and society, out of the contributions that 
only they and their unique talents can make.

Recently published statistics reinforce the severity of this 
problem: The dropout rate in Ttocas hovers around 30 percent.
Last spring alone, one out of every three potential high schod 
seniors in the state — about 80,000 — failed to graduate.

This problem affects all of us, since young people with little 
education often tu rn  to crime when they are unable to find a 
job.
