Paper’s History

The Olton Enterprise was es-
tablished in February of 1926. The
office was in a frame building at
the present site of the J. C. Jones
Company.

An office was maintained here
but the paper was printed im
Plainview until 1931.

The small office was moved to
the present site of thé newspaper
and remodeled. In 1945 the present
building was erected by W. B.
Smith Jr.

Complete printing equipment
was installed in 1931. That year
Roy Kyle purchased The Enter-
prise and it was leased to W. R.
Scott for a number of years.

W. B. Smith, Jr., purchased@
half interest in the paper in 1938.
A large printing press and am
automatic job press were added.

In 1950, Owen Norfleet came
into possession of The Enterprise.
Royce Vernon and F. L. Burrow
purchased The Enterprise and
then in 1952, Troy and Korkye

Martin bought Mr. Burrow’s in-
terest. Two years later they bought
out Mr. Vernon and have pub-
lished the paper since.

The Martins sold their job print-
ing equipment and liquidated their
office supply stock early this
year. The Enterprise now is
solely engaged in newspaper pub-
lishing.

The Enterprise published two
days early this week in order to
allow time for moving the plant
and still publish a paper next
week, !

The seeding was done on ap-
proximately 60 acres in a dead
litter cover of drilled grain sor-
ghums. The dead litter will offer
protection for the young seedlings
until they become established.
Gibson also over seeded about 90
acres of rangeland to a mixture
of about 40 percent sand love, 30
percent switch grass and 30 per-
cent indian grass. This area will
also receive brush control this
year using a shredding machine
to control sand sage brush. The
pasture will be deferred during
the growing season this year and
grasses allowed to make maximum
growth for seed increases. Gib-
son, overseeded a pasture last
year and controlled brush by
aerial spraying. This pasture made
excellent recovery and now has a
good stand of highly desirable
grasses.

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Seek High-Yield
Combine Sesame

Research to develop a high
yielding combine sesame at Texas
Research Foundation has turned
up a plant which is a natural
self-feeder in providing birds with
highly nutritious seed during the
winter months.

“The new plant, Renner Com-
bine Sesame No. 15, scatters its
seed slowly during January and
February, thereby benefitting all
seed-eating birds, especially game
birds such as dove and quail,”
Dr. C. L. Lundell, Director of the
Foundation, said. S¥

A product of the Foundation's
plant hreeding program at Renner
the new sesame is a drouth
variety which has been bred as a
non-shattering type for machine
harvesting. :

In North Texas, sesame 1S
planted with a vegetable planter
or a grain drill in rows around
June 15. The seed pods mature
in October.

Dr. Lundell has observed dove
and quail in sesame plantings
over the past three years.

“We first noticed these game
birds’ - preference for sesame in
1956 in the Foundation’s South
Texas plantings. Since then, \ye
have observed this preference in
Northwest, North and = West
Texas,’”’ he said.

‘Doves in particular will even
Jeave grain sorghum fields, hereto-
fore one of their favorite feeding
grounds, for sesame fields, and
those birds which have fed on
sesame prior to hunting seasons
are butter balls of yellow fat.”

Dr. Lundell recommended se-
same planting to landowners and
sportsmen as an effective measure
in wildlife conservation.

“When planted as such measure,
sesame will provide food during
the dead of winter, that period of
the year when all birds find it
most difficult to survive,” he
advised.

“Through use of sesame plant-
ings more birds can be brought
through the lean months to aid
the farmer in his spring and sum-
mer insect control programs.”

Doves probably are the nation’s
most widespread game birds. They
spend the winter in the southern
half of the nation, and are present
in great numbers during the hunt-
ing seasons. All members of the
dove group are almost exclusively
vegetarians, restricting their diet
to seed, grain and fruit. They are
ground feeders and their favorite
feeding places are fields, orchards,
open weedy areas and other simi-
larly cleared spaces. They visit
watering places frequently.

In Texas, favorite foods of the
dove are doveweed, sunflower,

corn, croton, sorghum, hackberry,
acacia, buckthorn, prickly pear,
various grasses and wild fruits.

The bobwhite quail, favorite
gamebird of Texas sportsmen, has
returned from relative scarcity
during the decline of agriculture
in the ’twenties and ’thirties to
fairly prosperous populations in
recent years. Reappearance of
quail in appreciable numbers has
been concomitant with a rejuvena-
tion of agriculture and with large
scale artifical propagation.

Artificial propagation, however,
is costly and somewhat inpractical,
particularly when thousands of
birds are released into habitats
which will not support them. The
more sensible measure, and one
far more economical, is improve-
ment of habitat through such wild-
life conservation measures as
plantings of natural food supplies.

Young quail feed almost exclu-
sively upon insects; but mature
birds feed upon seed, tender leaves
and fleshy fruit in addition to
animal life. In Texas, the vege-
table diet of quail ‘consists of
sorghum, doveweed, oak, panic-
grass, ragweed, corn, sunflower,
milkpea, lespedeza, wildbean and
sumac, with occasional feedings
upon wheat, thistle and various
other wild seed.

Sesame fits nicely into both
these menus. As a poultry feed—
the category nearest the nutrition-
al needs of game birds—sesame is
a remarkably balanced food.

Dr. Lundell has suggested that
landowners turn this quality of
sesame to profit by planting seed
in wildlife borders near water and
woodlands, ‘alongside lanes and
hedges, in the short rows of ter-
raced fields and in cultivated
fields adjacent to cover and water.

“In small areas, the farmer can
plant sesame in rows by hand, or
he can broadcast the seed. One
and one-half pounds of Renner
Combine Sesame No. 15 seed will
plant an acre in rows, or 5 pounds
an acre broadcast,” he advised.

“Although planting seed is limit-
ed, sufficient quantities are avail-
able for landowners and sports-
men to make field tests.”

Through such provision for wild-
life, the landowners easily can
raise the winter per-acre ratio of
game birds to a level which will
assure abundant sport and game
during the hunting season and to
a level which in addition will leave
plenty of birds with ample food
supply to stock his land for future
shooting.

Homestead May

Be Seized For
Deliquent Tax

Homestead May Be Sold For Taxes

Mary Texans have the mistaken
impression that their homestead
cannot be seized and sold for
delinquent taxes. In many cases,
this idea has led to considerable

grief and monetary loss which
could have been avoided. A home-
stead should be rendered to tax
assessors like any other property,
and taxes assessed against it
should be paid as faithfully as
those on any other taxable pro-
perty. ” <
The deadline for rendering pro-
perty for taxation is April 1, so far
as most city taxing agencies are
concerned. The last date for ren-
dering real and personal property
for state and county taxes is
April 30. State taxes are collected
by the County Tax Collector.
Under the Texas Constitution,
each family is entitled to claim
one piece of real property as
their homestead. This claim must
be established by an affidavit
filed with the county tax assessor
on or before April 30, each and
every year. This affidavit must be
filed by the owner himself. A
lending agency cannot do S0, even
though it may actually pay the
annual taxes thereon from a fund
created by the owner’s monthly
installments.

When the homestead affidavit
is properly filed, the owner be-
comes entitled to an exemption of
State taxes up to the value of
$3,000 or 200-acres in the case of
farm lands. This is an exemption
from payment, not a complete
exemption from rendition and as-
sessment. There is no similar
exemption with reference to city
taxes, or to county taxes, except
in certain counties levying a spec-
ial 30 cent farm-to-market and
lateral road tax.

The homestead claimed for tax
purposes’ need not be the pro-
perty which is actually occupied
by the owner as his residence.
When the homestead affidavit
is not filed by April 30, the tax-
payer loses his right to the $3,000
or 200-acre exemption. and con-
sequently becomes liable for more
taxes than he would otherwise be
required to pay.

Property taxes are assessed
against the person who is the re-
cord owner of each piece of real
and personal property on the first
day of January of each year.
Individuals purchasing property
during the year for all previous
years have been paid. Otherwise,
the purchaser may be forced to
pay hundreds of dollars in delin-
quent taxes to protect his property.
Unpaid taxes create a lien against
the property which can be enforced
regardless of change of owner
ship.

One should also keep in mind to
make some arrangements for the
previous owner to pay his pro-rata
share of taxes for the current
year. Otherwise, the buyer may
find it necessary to pay the entire
taxes for that year.

When taxes are not paid by the
deadline prescribed for the parti-
cular taxing unit (city, county,
state or district), monetary penal-
ties and interest are added from
month to month. In addition, the
property becomes subject to sei-
zure and sale to satisfy the tax
lien. This lien applies to all pro-
perty, whether homestead or not.
