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Loretta Lynch Confirmed As First 
Black Female US Attorney General

President Barack Obama’s 
next Attorney General was con­
firmed Thursday, April 23,2015, 
when the Senate finally voted 
for Loretta Lynch

With a 56-43 vote, making 
her the first Black female Attor­
ney General in United States his­
tory, Loretta Lynch was 
confirmed as U.S. Attorney 
General this past Thursday. 
Lynch will be sworn in on Mon­
day after being stalled by the 
Senate. Republicans leading the 
Senate refused to bring her nom­
ination up for a vote until De­
mocrats cut a deal on abortion in

an unrelated bill.
President Obama made his 

choice for Loretta Lynch to re­
place Attorney General Eric 
Holder back in November and 
her nomination cleared the Sen­
ate Judiciary Committee in Feb­
ruary. Lynch was forced to wait 
longer than the seven most re­
cent U.S. attorneys generals 
combined for a vote on the Sen­
ate floor. Majority Leader Mitch 
McConnell insisted on first fin­

ishing work on an the unrelated 
bill. That legislation passed 
Wednesday, setting up Thurs­
day’s vote and ending the pro­

crastinated decision to vote 
Lynch in.

Ten Republicans, including 
Senate Majority Leader Mitch 
McConnell, joined Democrats. 
Texas GOP Senator Ted Cruz 
was the only senator not to vote. 
Loretta Lynch’s father, Lorenzo 
A. Lynch, was in the Senate 
gallery watching when the his­
toric vote took place and made 
the following statement to CNN 
reporters...

“The good guys won. That’s 
what has happened in this coun­
try all along. Even during slav­
ery. Levi Coffin was a founder 
of the Underground Railroad. 
Even during slavery. A white 
man fought against slavery. So 
all over this land good folks 
have stood in the right lane, in 
the right path.”

Lynch, 55, is a two-time U.S. 
attorney for the Eastern District 
of New York. With a back­
ground in the criminal justice 
system as a prosecutor who con­
fronted the ongoing threat of ter­
rorism and police brutality 
cases, Obama praised Lynch for 
successfully prosecuting the ter­
rorists who plotted to bomb the 
Federal Reserve Bank and the 
New York City subway.

From time to time, I have re­
ceived questionnaires and/or 
surveys from the American Civil 
Liberties Union on many topics 
which they feel affect the Amer­
ican population and is need of 
some kind of reform. At the end 
of the questionnaire there is a 
plea for your membership and a 
donation to further the work and 
causes of the organization.

The most recent survey which 
I have received is about criminal 
justice. I do not always respond 
to the surveys and question­
naires but this one really at­
tracted my attention as it is on a 
daily basis throughout all media, 
that criminal justice is an issue. 
It is an issue because of the way 
criminals are being arrested, 
sentenced and housed in the jus­
tice systems of our local, state 
and federal courts and prisons, 
especially in race related ways.

Most Americans by now 
should have noticed that our 
country is busy spending billions 
of dollars for jails, prisons and 
highways. What is spent on 
schools and education is a pit­
tance in comparison. If we val­
ued freedom and education, the 
outcome would be very differ­
ent.

Recently, the focus has been 
on police brutality and the 
killing of unarmed men, mostly 
Black men by White policemen. 
Only a few policemen have been 
convicted of murder because a 
video was available to prove 
what happened between the of­
ficer and the victim. Only God 
knows how many have been 
killed wherein the officer used a 
'drop gun' to prove that the vic­
tim was assaulting him. For 
those of you who do not know 
what a 'drop gun' is, it is a gun 
which the police office plants on 
the victim as proof that he was

armed and attempting to shoot 
the officer. Real criminals who 
would shoot an officer are aware 
of this and when you hear of an 
officer being shot, in most in­
stances, the criminal had the 
upper hand. None of this would 
even be necessary if there were 
better screening for police offi­
cers when hired. Too many 
racists and terrorists have been 
hired by too many police units 
and there does not seem to be a 
vehicle or mechanism for ongo­
ing testing and evaluation of po­
licemen.

The ACLU wants to know 
America's ideas on how flawed 
the American criminal justice 
system is and how high our pri­
orities are regarding reforms. 
They believe that too many peo­
ple go to prison for far too long 
for no good public safety reason. 
They know that agents on all 
levels use racial profiling to tar­
get individuals for law enforce­
ment attention. They are aware 
that states contract with private, 
for-profit corporations to run 
their prisons; mandatory sen­
tencing laws take discretion out 
of judge's hands, impose ex­
treme penalties for non-violent 
offenses; there is unaccountable 
and excessive force by local po­
lice; mass incarceration has 
swelled prison population; bil­
lions of federal dollars are used 
in the acquisition of military 
equipment and the use of mili­
tary tactics by local law enforce­
ment; there is the use of 
extended solitary confinement of 
juveniles held in jails and pris­
ons; the widespread use of life 
sentences without parole for 
those convicted of non-violent 
offenses and the use of SWAT 
team raids when there is no 
hostage, barricades or other ac­
tive threats.

We need to get 'in cinque' and 
let the ACLU know our feelings 
on this matter.

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Protesters Rally in Baltimore After 
Officers Are Charged

Demonstrations say charges in death o f Freddie Gray are just the beginning o f a 
national struggle against police misconduct.

BALTIMORE— More than 
a thousand demonstrators took 
to the streets of the city on Sat­
urday afternoon, May 2, 2015, 
proclaiming that the arrest of six 
police officers over the death of 
an unarmed black man in their 
custody was only the beginning 
of a long, national struggle 
against police misconduct.

At a march and rally in front 
of Baltimore City Hall, speakers 
and demonstrators said it would 
take a conviction to send a mes­
sage about police violence 
against citizens.

“The real victory will be 
when all six are convicted,” said 
Sabrina Green, a demonstrator 
who marched IVi miles from 
West Baltimore to City Hall as 
part of the afternoon’s protests.

The rally and march, organ­
ized by Malik Shabazz, national 
president of Black Lawyers for 
Justice and former chairman of 
the New Black Panther Party, 
began in West Baltimore near 
where 2 5-year-old Freddie Gray 
was arrested on April 12. Other 
sporadic protests erupted across 
the city all afternoon, according 
to the Baltimore Police Depart­
ment.

Mr. Gray was fatally injured 
while in police custody, sparking 
protests that turned violent after 
his funeral on Monday—as well

as adding fuel to a raging na­
tional debate about the relations 
between police officers and 
some of the communities they 
serve.

Baltimore State’s Attorney 
Marilyn Mosby has alleged that 
during the 45 minutes between 
the time of Mr. Gray’s arrest and 
his emergence from the back of 
a police van with fatal injuries, 
six officers saw Mr. Gray in 
need of medical attention but of­
fered no aid.

All six officers had posted 
bail and been released by Friday 
night.

None of the officers has spo­
ken publicly. Mike Davey, a Bal­
timore attorney who said he was 
speaking for all six officers, said 
none of the officers did anything 
wrong.

Speaking on Saturday in front 
of a line of Maryland National 
Guard troops carrying AR-15 
weapons charged with guarding 
City Hall, Mr. Shabazz—a 
Washington, D.C.-based attor­
ney, community activist and 
prominent black nationalist— 
said that the movement would 
continue until police brutality 
ended across the country.

“We will gather in peace and 
we will leave in peace and we 
will march through these streets 
strong and we will let the world

know that the march for justice 
will continue until police brutal­
ity ends everywhere, in all 50 
states,” Mr. Shabazz said.

Calling himself “the man 
they love to hate,” Mr. Shabazz 
led the assembled crowd in 
chants of “black power” and 
“What do we what? Justice! 
When do we want it? Now!” 

Speakers and marchers con­
demned the violence and looting 
in the city that took place earlier 
in the week, but said that it had 
brought the eyes of the world to 
Baltimore

“Without Monday night, 
charges would not have been 
brought,” said Kwame Rose, a 
Baltimore resident who has 
emerged as a leading voice in 
the protests after a well-publi­
cized confrontation on Fox 
News with Geraldo Rivera.

“We made a statement. The 
world heard us then. They heard 
that the youth of Baltimore city 
are going to get justice by any 
means necessary. So if we have 
to bum a couple things down— 
I’m not saying do it— b̂ut I’m 
saying we are [in] a war right 
now,” Mr. Rose said.

State and local authorities de­
cided to keep the curfew in place 
on Saturday night, announcing 
their decision around 7 p.m.
