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Tubby Smith Named 2016's

Big 12 Coach of the Year

It has been a big season for
Texas Tech basketball as head
coach Tubby Smith has started
to see his team come together in
Lubbock and the Big 12 confer-
ence took notice of the Red
Raiders' head coach and his ac-
complishments by naming him

. the Big 12 Coach of the Year.

Coach Smith has guided the
Red Raiders to a 19-11 record,
the program's highest win total
dating back to the 2009-10 sea-
son. Texas Tech also picked up
nine Big 12 victories and a .500
conference finish in the nation's
No. 1 RPI rated conference. The
last time the Red Raiders accom-
plished those feats was in 2006-
07. Tech also collected three
consecutive Top 25 wins over
then No. 14 Iowa State, No. 21
Baylor and No. 3 Oklahoma in
mid-February for the first time
in program history.

Smith has Tech poised to be
the first team in Big 12 history
to be picked 10th or lower in the
conference preseason poll and
then earn a NCAA Tournament
bid. He is the first Texas Tech
coach to win the Big 12's top
coaching honor. The award
marks the sixth conference
coach of the year selection for
Smith, who was the three-time
SEC Coach of the Year at Ken-

tucky (1998, 2003, 2005) and
two-time Missouri Valley Coach
of the Year at Tulsa (1994,
1995).

In addition to Tubby Smith
being honored, the Big 12 recog-
nized Toddrick Gotcher, Aaron
Ross and Zach Smith with All-
Big 12 Honorable Mention hon-
ors.

Gotcher has registered a
team-leading 11.2 points per
game and reached double fig-
ures a team-best 17 times which
includes four of his last five out-
ings. He racked up a career-best
24 points at Oklahoma State on
Feb. 20 which fueled Tech's first
win in Stillwater since 2002-03.
Gotcher is ranked inside the Big
12's Top 10 with 2.0 treys per
game on a 40.3 shooting per-
centage.

Ross has provided a spark
off the bench with a team-high
12.5 points per game in Big 12
action, good enough for 13th
place on the Big 12 leaderboard.
He has rattled off 10-plus points
in 14 of his last 16 games which
included a career-long eight-
game run and a career-high 25
points versus TCU on Feb. 23.
Ross has knocked down a
league-best 91.9 percent of his
free throws and dialed up a 44.2

When you think about
African American women in tel-
evision, what comes to mind?
Feisty? Loud mouthed? Con-
frontational? Arrogant?

Kidney Failure
Than Whites:

Researchers say high-
risk gene variants that are
more common in blacks
don't explain the disparity.

Black Americans are at greater
risk for kidney failure than
whites, but this racial difference
is not explained by the fact that
blacks are more likely to have
gene variants associated with
kidney disease, a new study
shows.

The findings suggest that wide-
spread screening for these gene
variants in blacks is not yet jus-
tified, the researchers said.

These variants occur in a gene
called  apolipoprotein L1
(APOL1), which produces a pro-
tein that is part of "good" HDL

I keep wondering what has
happened to the great American
Dream. It was not so long ago
that the average American,
young and old had this dream
about being successful. Every-
one wanted a decent income, a
home of their own, several chil-
dren and at least one automobile.
One president promised Ameri-
cans a home, an automobile in
their garage and a chicken in
their pot, but somewhere along
the line that dream has virtualty
disappeared. Where did it go?

Owing a home is still some
sort of myth for some people.
They have the notion that they
should live in a home at the ex-
pense of someone else. Why
should they scuffle or sacrifice
for a ‘home?’ Do not get me
confused with people who do
not want the responsibility of a
home but are willing to pay rent
and maintain their place of resi-
dence. There are some people
like that. Many of them have
above average incomes and are
happy with just paying for their
residences without the added
bother of taxes, insurance, re-
pairs and other items which are
common to homeowners.

Then, there are a rising num-
ber of people who feel that the
world owes them something and
they should not have to bother

“with owning a home or paying
rent. These are the people who
will pay a month’s rent and a se-
curity deposit if necessary and
the landlord will not hear from
them again. They will remain in
the residence until they are
legally evicted which can take
up to about sixty days or two
months on the average after the
landlord has paid the court fee
for the eviction and perhaps a
lawyer as well. Then when they
go to court, the judge may give
them another thirty days or a
month to move. Then, if they do

not.move,.thelandlord will.have..

to pay another fee to have the

bailiff perform the eviction
which can also take a month to
have done. By now, the tenant
has paid for two months of rent
and resided at the residence for
about six or seven months. The
landlord has amassed a bill of
anywhere from $300.00 to
$1000.00 to have the tenant
evicted and lost about four
months of rent of about
$1200.00 if the monthly assess-
ment was $300.00. All toll, the
landlord lost approximately
$2200.00 on the average includ-
ing time and cost to travel to
court. If he landlord lives in a
different municipality and has
no representative, the toll is even
greater.

It is bad enough and costly
to have to evict a tenant, but an-
other toll comes into play when
the tenant decides to trash a res-
idence by removing fixtures
such as commodes, face bowls,
light fixtures, doors, carpet,
heaters, venetian blinds etc. be-
fore they vacate. This is called
trashing the residence. In most
places is it illegal to remove any-
thing attached to property when
moving whether there is an evic-
tion or not. Some of the tenants
sell these items and some are
just ‘lowdown’ and evil.

Homesteading is another
evil currently used by people
who do not want to earn their
dream. They find vacant prop-
erty, rental or real and occupy it
in hopes of owning it. Some
even do rental contracts to others
on property which they home-
stead. The real owner has to go
to court to claim their property.
We must get ‘in cinque’ and re-
capture the dreams of decent liv-
ing as the chasm between the
‘haves and have-nots’ is widen-
ing.

5 treatments a day with CAPD
and it is very tiresome at times.

Depression Hits U.S. Blacks
Harder Than Whites

Black Americans are more
likely than whites to suffer se-
vere, untreated and disabling de-
pression, U.S. research shows.

Researchers at the Harvard
School of Public Health ana-
lyzed data on 6,082 people who
took part in a national survey
conducted between 2001 and
2003.

They found that 17.9 percent
of white Americans had depres-
sion at some point in their lives,
compared with 10.4 percent of

blacks of African descent and
12.9 percent of blacks of West
Indian or Caribbean descent.
Rates of depression in the 12,
months before they were sur-
veyed were 7.2 percent for
Caribbean blacks; 6.9 percent
for whites; and 5.9 percent for
blacks of African descent.
Among those who reported de-
pression at some point in their
lives, rates of depression in the
12 months before they were sur-
veyed were 56.5 percent. for

blacks of African descent; 56
percent for Caribbean blacks;
and 38.6 percent for whites.

"Fewer than half of the
African Americans (45 percent)
and fewer than a quarter (24.3
percent) of the Caribbean blacks
who met the criteria (for depres-
sion) received any form of major
depressive disorder therapy," the
study authors wrote.

About 57 percent of white
Americans with major depres-
sion received treatment.

"In addition, relative to
whites, both black groups were
more likely to rate their major

324,000 U.S. Blacks Killed by
Blacks In Only 35 Years

There is now no doubt that
Michael Brown was rightfully
killed in self-defense by officer

Darren ‘Wilson in' Ferguson;

Missouri. The grand jury con-
clusively decided this was the
case, and all the evidence con-
firms that decision. Yet most of
the media, blinded black leaders
and liberals still try to make the
case that the biggest problem
today in America is white cops
killing innocent black males.
This myth has been repeated
over and over again, but, accord-
ing to statistics compiled by the

Federal Bureau of Investigation
(FBI) and the United States Bu-
reau of Justice Statistics, blacks
have more to fear from fellow
blacks than they do from police
officers across the country.

compared to the thousands who
are killed every year by other
blacks.

During an interview on NBC’s
“Meet the Press” on November

23, Giuliani told blacks who
were accusing white police of
killing them that “white police
officers wouldn’t be there if you
weren’t killing each other.”

Giuliani pointed out that “93%
of blacks are killed by other
blacks.”

After the other talk-show
guest, Georgetown University
Professor Michael Eric Dyson,
questioned that statistic, Giuliani
responded-by citing another fig-
ure from a 2010 Bureau of Jus-
tice Statistics report that did,
indeed, conclude that 93% of
black homicide victims from
1980 through 2008 were killed
by black offenders.

This reporter took a look at
the 2007 U.S. Bureau of Justice
Statistics report. In that study,
the agency reported that blacks
were victims of 7,999 homicides
in 2005. It corroborated Giu-
liani’s claim that 93% of blacks
were killed by other blacks, or
about 7,440 murders in that year
alone.

A six-year FBI study con-
ducted between 2007 and 2012
found that, on average, local po-
lice forces kill 400 people every
year in America. Of those, only
96, or 25%, involved blacks
killed by white police officers.

It is worth noting that, ac-
cording to the nonprofit New
Century Foundation, of the
nearly 1 million violent crimes
committed every year involving
blacks and whites in America,
blacks commit 85% and whites
commit 15%. —

Faced with an overwhelming
lack of evidence to support their
claims, rather than concede the
myth of white cops killing black
males the liberal media went

after the FBI, claiming the
agency lacked transparency.
Eventually, a Wall Street
Journal analysis uncovered that,
“hundreds of homicides by law
enforcement agencies in the U.S.
between 2007 and:2012 are not
included in FBI reeords.” -

The Journal analyzed “the
latest data from 105 of the coun-
try’s largest police agencies,”
and “found more than 550 police
killings during those years were
missing from the national tally
or, in a few dozen cases, not at-
tributed to the agency involved.
The result: It is nearly impossi-
ble to determine how many peo-
ple are killed by the police each
year.”

Assuming this discrepancy is
correct, the adjusted yearly
death tally would rise to 492 po-
lice killings per year, bringing
the number of blacks killed by
white police officers per year in
the U.S. to 105.

Putting these figures in per-

- spective then, for every black

killed by a white police officer
in the U.S. every year, there are
about 71 blacks killed by other
blacks.

Worse, if you take—on av-
erage—9,252  black-on-black
murders every year for the past
35 years, you arrive at a stagger-
ing 323,820 blacks killed by
other blacks on America’s mean
streets in just three-and-a-half
short decades.

The problem, of course, is
that this grim statistic will never

depressive disorder as severe or
very severe and more dis-
abling," the researchers reported
in the March issue of the
Archives of General Psychiatry.

Blacks More Likely
To Have Kidney
Failure Than Whites

cholesterol. About 5 million
black Americans have APOLI1
variants, but not all people with
these variants develop kidney
disease.

The Johns Hopkins researchers
analyzed data from more than
15,000 Americans who were fol-
lowed for nearly 25 years. Dur-
ing that time, black participants
had a higher risk of developing
high blood pressure, diabetes
and kidney failure than whites.

But kidney function decline
among most blacks with APOL1
variants was similar to that of
blacks without the variants, ac-
cording to the study published
online March 10 in the Journal
of the American Society of
Nephrology.

"We did find pervasive racial
disparities in adverse health out-
comes not explained by the
APOL1 risk variants, which sug-
gests that interventions to im-
prove health and health
outcomes in African Americans
are needed," Dr. Morgan Grams,
an assistant professor of medi-
cine at the Bloomberg School of
Public Health at Hopkins, in
Baltimore, said in a journal news
release.
