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Vote Yes In LISD
Tax Ratification Election
On Tuesday, August 30, 2016

Lubbock ISD voters will
have the opportunity to add
more than $5.5 million to the an-
nual operating budget of LISD,
without changing the tax rate or
extending the time to pay off ex-
isting debt, by voting “FOR”
the Tax Ratification Election
(TRE) on August 30. As co-
chairs of the “Advocates for
Good Business Cents,” we be-
lieve supporting the TRE makes
sense and makes “cents” for our
community.

Here’s how it works.... The
Lubbock ISD total tax rate is -
comprised of the maintenance
and operations (M & O) tax rate
of $1.04 and the Interest and
Sinking tax rate of $0.195, more
commonly known as the “debt
service” tax rate. The law
closely prescribes how the
money generated by each tax
rate can be spent. The M & O
tax rate pays for keeping the
lights on, teachers paid and run-
ning the daily operations of the
schools. The debt service tax
rate goes to repay bonds the dis-
trict has sold to pay for capital
expenditures such as building
schools and other large projects.
As homeowners, we do not see
separate tax rates when we get
our tax bill, only the combined
rate of $1.235 per $100 valua-
tion. Lubbock ISD has the sec-
ond lowest tax rate of the eight
school districts in Lubbock
County.

Local jurisdictions collect
taxes revenues, but funding for-
mulas determine the amount of
money each school district re-
ceives from the state. The state
funding formula rewards local

tax effort with additional state

revenue for each of the two pen-
nies above $1.04 in the M & O
tax rate. On the August 30 elec-
tion ballot, voters will be asked
to approve keeping the district’s
total tax rate at the same $1.235
while allowing the district to
shift two cents of the tax rate
from debt service to mainte-
nance and operations. Even

though the tax rate remains the
same, the district is required to
seek voter approval. This shift
will allow the district an annual
increase in state funding to fa-
cilitate a  “pay-as-you-go
model” for instructional tech-
nology and priority facility
needs.

To prepare students with
knowledge and skills for their
21st Century world requires in-
structional technology in the
classroom. We believe it makes
good business sense to pay cash
for instructional technology like
1Pads and Chromebooks, rather
than financing them over time.
The money generated by the tax
shift will provide an annual rev-
enue stream for student instruc-
tional technology. The funds
will also allow Lubbock ISD to
be nimble in addressing priority
facility needs. For example, one
elementary school has experi-
enced explosive growth and de-
mographic studies indicate
continued growth necessitating
the replacement of several
portable classrooms with a
small addition to the school.
Voting “FOR” this tax shift on
August 30 will give the district
access to new money currently
being left on the table in Austin.

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Family of Muslim student suspended for
homemade clock sues school

Chicago (AFP) - The family
of a Muslim teen arrested for
taking a homemade clock to
school -- only to have it mis-
taken for a fake bomb -- filed a
lawsuit Monday claiming his
civil rights were violated.

Ahmed Mohamed was 14
years old last year when he
brought an alarm clock he had
made at home to his Dallas-area
school to show his teacher, who
took the clock from him.

Hours later, Mohamed was
pulled from class and arrested by
police. They later called the de-
vice a "hoax bomb," even
though it was a clock. The Irving
Independent School District sus-
pended Mohamed for three days,
anyway.

"Those are violations of his
civil rights," Mohamed's attor-
ney Susan Hutchison said at a
press conference announcing the
lawsuit. "The only justice we
have in our American legal sys-
tem is money. So, we are suing
for justice."

The family has received no
apology, Hutchison said, and
their previous letter requesting

$15 million in compensation
was rejected. The lawsuit asks
for no specific dollar amount.

The incident thrust Mohamed
into the national spotlight, earn-
ing him an invitation to the
White House from President
Barack Obama. The US Depart-
ment of Justice launched a civil
rights probe of the school dis-
trict, which continues.

"I got a lot of support in the
beginning, but it's the hate that
sticks," Mohamed told the news
conference.

He and his family have left
Irving, a Dallas suburb, because
of the incident, and now live in
Qatar where he attends a private
high school.

"I lost my creativity, because
before I used to love building
things," he said, adding that
while visiting his former Texas
hometown, he wears a hooded
sweatshirt, glasses and hat to
disguise his appearance out of
fear for his safety.

"Over there, it doesn't matter
what religion you are. You're
still treated the same," he said.

The Irving Independent
School District responded in a
statement saying it "continues to
deny violating the student's
rights" and does "everything
possible to ensure each student
is achieving his or her maximum
potential."

Lonnie Ffanklin, Jr.
California serial

killer 'Grim Sleeper’
sentenced to death

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A
serial killer known as the "Grim
Sleeper" was sentenced to death
Wednesday for the murders of
nine women and a teenage girl
that went unsolved for years as
the body count grew in a poor
section of Los Angeles haunted
by the scourge of crack cocaine.

Lonnie Franklin Jr. was sen-
tenced in Los Angeles County
Superior Court after emotional
family members of his victims
spoke about the pain they had
endured for decades.

"I can't think of anyone I've
encountered in all my years in
the criminal justice system that
has committed the monstrous
crimes that you have," Judge
Kathleen Kennedy told Franklin.

The killings occurred over

more than two decades during:

the crack epidemic, and commu-
nity members complained that
police didn't seriously investi-
gate because the victims were
black and poor and many were
drug users and prostitutes.

Franklin, 63, a former trash
collector and onetime garage at-
tendant for Los Angeles police,
denied any role in the killings to
investigators but didn't utter a
word in his defense during his
lengthy trial.

Prosecutors connected him
to the crimes through DNA, bal-
listics, photos and the words of
the sole known survivor, who
managed to get away after being
shot. A Polaroid  photo of her

first thing in the morning and get
to work on getting you out.”
She did not disappoint. Our at-
torney worked at a national,
prestigious firm. He got their
Houston office to handle the
case.

What this was all about was
incompetence on the Detroit
Child Support system. My
daughter (from a 2 year mar-
riage) was emancipated from my
Child Support at the age of 18.
Her mother applied for a four
year extension (college) which
was granted. The big issue here
is that they didn’t have an ad-
dress to notify me. The forward-
ing address of the old residence
had expired. Thus, they had me
owing $16,000 in arrears. The
Detroit Prosecutor saw this as a
good “Notch” on her “belt”.

He claimed
that if I didn’t send in $10,000
immediately he was going to put
out a warrant for my arrest. I
thought “another phone scam”
and ignored it. My bad, I should
have had our lawyer verify it. In
between then and now I must
have had 15 — 20 international
flights with not a single glitch
going through customs. When
we got through this I called De-
troit and verified any balance.
The comical employee stated,

“Let’s see Mr. Alford it appears
you owe $7.85. It seems to be
administrative fee and payment
within a week will close the ac-
count out. Can you handle that
(as she chuckled)”? I said “You
will have it tomorrow”. Ironi-
cally, I would soon start receiv-
ing child support threats from a
real phone scam artist in Texas.
I could never detect the address
to report it to authorities.

So, here I am walking through
the Houston Bush International
Airport wearing handcuffs.
Luckily I was not detected. The
officer taking me to the Houston
City Jail was very nice. When
we pulled up I detected chi-
canery. He goes, “Look, they
are going to give you a very
thorough search. If there are any
drugs in your shoes or socks or
anywhere else on you, please
take them out and put them on
the ground. I am serious! They
will find them.” I assured him
that I didn’t do drugs. What he

partly nude and bleeding from
her “Wound" was™ found  in
Franklin's garage after his arrest.

Nearly three decades after the
attack, the survivor, Enietra
Washington, pointed out her as-
sailant in court, saying, "That's
the person who shot me."

Deputy District Attorney Beth
Silverman said Franklin's mo-
tive was "doing evil," and his
"degrading, calculated and bru-
tal" crimes had destroyed many
lives.

"This defendant is completely
irredeemable," Silverman wrote
in her sentencing brief. "He is a
psychopathic, sadistic serial
killer who takes joy in inflicting
pain on women and killing
them."

Franklin's attorneys had sug-
gested a mystery man was the
real killer and asked jurors to
spare the defendant's life.

Defense lawyer Seymour Am-
ster said in court filings that the
death verdict should be set aside
because prosecutors introduced
evidence that Franklin killed
four other women, though he
was never charged with those
crimes.

Amster also asked for a new
trial because he said Silverman
engaged in prosecutorial mis-
conduct by rolling her eyes in a

way that mocked the defense i
front of the jury and elicited
snickers from family members
of the victims.

Silverman said they were un-
substantiated allegations and ac-
cused Amster of bullying tactics,
name-calling and-dishonesty.”

Petty sniping and name call-
ing between Amster and Silver-
man were on display long before
the jury was seated and contin-
ued throughout the long-running
case.

The exasperated judge said
the two seemed to have a
vendetta against each other and
she feared World War III would
break out in her courtroom.

"] want you to stop it," she
blurted at one point. "I'm sick
and tired of it."

Franklin sat upright and at-
tentive throughout the trial,
rarely speaking with his lawyers
and showing no emotion as the
verdicts were read. None of his
family showed up in court.

He was convicted of killing
seven women between 1985 and
1988 and the 15-year-old girl
and two women between 2002
and 2007. Most of the women
were fatally shot at close range,
though two were strangled and
two were shot and choked.

The killer earned his moniker
because of the apparent hiatus,
which police once theorized was
due to being imprisoned or lay-
ing low.

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NAACP National President Cornell William Brooks
Arrested After Sit-In with Youth

ROANOKE, Va. - NAACP
National President and CEO
Cornell William Brooks was
charged with trespassing by
local police after refusing to
leave a Congressman’s district
office in southwest Virginia on
Monday during a sit-in with the
local NAACP Youth Council.

The charges came after a six-
hour, nonviolent protest calling
for restoration of the Voting
Rights Act in the Roanoke office
of Representative Bob Good-
latte, the chairman of the House
Judiciary Committee.

After refusing to leave the
building, Brooks was cited by
Roanoke Police Department at
the end of the business day along
with Stephen Green, national di-
rector for the NAACP Youth and
College Division. Both men
were accompanied throughout
the afternoon by members.of the
Roanoke NAACP and youth

council, local media and
NAACP supporters.
The NAACP and hundreds

of allies have been urging con-
gressional action to restore fed-
eral protection against state laws
barring ballot access in states
with the worst histories of voter
suppression and discrimination.
Goodlatte chair the House Judi-
ciary Committee, which has re-
fused to hold hearings on
legislation to combat egregious
voter discrimination in recent
years.

“We’ve seen a Machiavellian
frenzy of voter suppression in
states that have worked deliber-
ately and creatively to make it
harder for young people, college
students, minorities to vote for
the candidate and party of their
choice on Nov. 8,” Brooks said.
“With the fate of our national
moral character at stake, we
must hold our elected leaders re-

sponsible to act to uphold the
constitutional rights guaranteed
for all citizens to vote and par-
ticipate in our democracy.”

Brooks and Green were taken
to the local magistrate’s office in
handcuffs after refusing to sign
a summons on trespassing
charges.

This week marks the 51st an-
niversary since President Lyn-
don B. Johnson signed the
Voting Rights Act into law on
August 6, 1965, effectively ban-
ning state laws that denied the
vote to black and minority voters
for decades in Virginia and other
southern states. Three years ago,
the U.S. Supreme Court struck
down portions of the law that
prohibited states from changing
local election laws without fed-
eral review in the case of Shelby
v. Holder.

Within days of the 2013 rul-
ing, several states enacted exclu-
sive voting laws designed to
prevent young, old and minority
residents from voting by requir-
ing hard-to-obtain ID cards to
register and cast a ballot on elec-
tion days, as well as cutting back
on successful registration pro-
grams and early voting hours

that drove minority turnout to
record-setting levels in 2008 and
2012.

Federal courts last month
struck down voting laws in
Kansas, Georgia, North Car-
olina, North Dakota, Michigan,
Texas and Wisconsin as attempts
to deliberately prevent entire
populations from having easy
access to the ballot.

Goodlatte, who was not in
his office on Monday, issued a
statement declining to take fur-
ther action, saying that remain-
ing provisions in the law are
adequate. Brooks said the state-
ment is insufficient.

“Congressman Goodlatte has
said that he would support
strengthening the Voting Rights
Act if discrimination could be
shown. Six courts and six states
have revealed such discrimina-
tion. In the Congressman’s
home state of Virginia, the U.S.
Court Appeals for the Fourth
Circuit found intentional dis-
crimination in voting by the state
of North Carolina,” Brooks said.
“It is time for Congressman
Goodlatte and Congress to honor
the demonstrations of the past,
and these demonstrations today
to stop this widespread abuse.
The congressman’s refusal to act
for three years is insulting to
these young men and women
who want to exercise their basic

rights under the Constitution.”
