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California Dad Stabbed to Death
While Shopping for Daughter on
Christmas Eve

Police say a California dad
shopping for last-minute gifts on
Christmas Eve was stabbed to
death in front of his young son
in the toy section of a Target.

According to authorities and
witness statements, Tyrone Grif-
fin Jr. was fatally injured after he
got into a confrontation with two
men. Griffin’s girlfriend report-
edly said that the 36-year-old fa-
ther was stabbed after he asked
the men to turn down the loud
music they were playing on a
cell phone, which included ex-
plicit lyrics. _

The confrontation grew heated
and one of the men stabbed Grif-
fin, according to a police report
obtained by PEOPLE. He was
rushed to a nearby hospital
where he later died.

Last-Minute Shopping

Griffin was raising four chil-
dren with his girlfriend, Nicole
Simmons. She said they were
doing an inventory of their
Christmas gifts on Saturday
night when he realized that his
daughter, Jade, had one fewer
gift than the other children. The
family headed to Target.

Simmons told The East Bay
Times that she had been told all
went well until Griffin asked the
men to turn down the music,
which was inappropriate for
children. A fight ensued, The
couple’s 4-year-old son wit-
nessed the entire altercation.

Police tell PEOPLE they
don’t yet know what led up to
the confrontation, but they say

that there is nothing in their in-
vestigation that is inconsistent
with the family’s account.

“What type of person would
take a life in front of a child?”
Simmons wrote on the family’s
GoFundMe page. “My children
are fatherless because of a
thoughtless act of rage. Some-
thing that could have been to-
tally avoided just by walking
away.”

Two Arrests

The Hayward Police Depart-
ment confirms that two suspects
have been arrested in connection
with the homicide. The two men
are brothers and have been iden-
tified as 22-year-old Frankie
Archuleta and 25-year-old Jesse
Archuleta.

They were booked into Hay-
ward City Jail and are being held
without bond on suspicion of

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Future of STEM Initiatives at HBCUs Uncertain
Under Trump’s Administration

Administrators at Historically
Black Colleges and Universities
(HBCUs) are concerned about
whether STEM (science, tech-
nology, engineering and mathe-
matics) education advocacy will
continue under President-elect
Donald Trump’s administration.

Trump has not disclosed any
policy positions on HBCUs. In
regard to STEM, early education
and exposure are key for stu-
dents to pursue a career in the
sciences. With his cabinet picks,
such as school-choice advocate
Betsy DeVos for secretary of ed-
ucation, it remains to be seen if
students of color around the
country will have increased ac-
cess to schools equipped with
science and computer labs and
trained STEM teachers.

HBCUs make up just 3 per-
cent of colleges and universities
in the United States yet produce
27 percent of Black students
with bachelor’s degrees in
STEM fields, according to U.S.
Department of Education (DOE)
data.

A recent National Science
Foundation report found that
HBCUs are 21 of the top 50 in-
stitutions for educating African
American graduates who go on
to receive their doctorates in sci-
ence and engineering.

The DOE specifically created
an Office of STEM to help coor-
dinate programs throughout the
department and across its federal
partners. To meet the nation’s
evolving workforce needs, the
DOE has stated the U.S. will
need to add 1 million more
STEM professionals by 2022.

I think at this time, we are
entering an era of unpredictabil-
ity,” Tashni-Ann Dubroy, presi-
dent of Shaw University, told

Diversitylnc. “We are unsure of
what the outcomes will be.

“I think at this time, we are
entering an era of unpredictabil-
ity,” Tashni-Ann Dubroy, presi-
dent of Shaw University, told
Diversitylnc. “We are unsure of
what the outcomes will be. But I
think we have the opportunity to
manage those outcomes.”

Shaw University is a private,
coed college located in Raleigh,
N.C., with an undergraduate
population of just under 1,700
students. Founded in 1865, it is
the oldest HBCU in the south,
whose current president, at age
36, is one of the youngest col-
lege presidents in the country.

Dubroy, a chemist, is a re-
flection of the STEM students
she serves. She earned her bach-
elor’s degree in chemistry at
Shaw, a doctorate in physical or-
ganic chemistry from North Car-
olina State University and an
MBA from Rutgers University.

“What I can tell from Presi-
dent-elect Donald Trump’s nar-
rative is that he is a ‘bottom line’
guy,” Dubroy explained. “And
he is interested in looking at re-
turn on investment.

“If the dollars and cents add
up, he’s more than likely to in-
vest in it. What I’m looking for-
ward to doing, along with my
colleagues, is presenting propos-
als that highlight the value of
HBCUs, and highlight how it is
that we can create centers of in-
novation, STEM innovation in
particular. And, how it is that we
can impact students all across
the United States in order to in-
crease the volume of students
that pursue the STEM fields.”

In his acceptance speech,
Trump said that his administra-
tion would put “millions of our
people to work” by rebuilding
infrastructure including bridges,
highways and tunnels. But the
$1 trillion price tag is not sitting
well with Senate Majority
Leader Senator MiUS military
could carry out first execution in
over 50 yearstch McConnell,
who told reporters on Capitol

Hill on Monday, “It will be in-
teresting to see how this is put
together. I hope we avoid a tril-
lion-dollar stimulus.”

When there is a tangible in-
frastructure plan, Dubroy said
HBCU presidents “should look
at it as an opportunity.”

Major tech companies under-
stand the type of return on in-
vestment Dubroy thinks may
convince Trump’s administra-
tion on the importance of STEM
education at HBCUs.

In February, Shaw became
the first private HBCU in North
Carolina to receive a $50,000
grant from Apple and the Thur-
good Marshall College Fund
(TMCF) aimed at increasing the
number of highly trained minor-
ity technology professionals at
the company.

Dubroy herself was identi-
fied as a high-potential em-
ployee when beginning her
career as a research scientist at
BASF (No. 24 on the Diversity-
Inc 2016 Top 50 Companies for
Diversity list), a chemical man-
ufacturing corporation. She was
eventually appointed to serve as
chemical procurement manager
at the company, where she man-
aged a strategic sourcing budget
of $35 million.

“I had a few mentors [at
BASF] and sponsors, some of
whom did not look like me,”
Dubroy said. “But they were
outstanding in their ability to as-
sist me in the next phase of my
career goals.”

Dubroy left the company to
pursue an entrepreneurial career,
opening two businesses. She
eventually returned to her alma
mater, Shaw, becoming its 17th
president in June 2015.

Keeping the Current Invest-
ment in HBCUs

Secretary of Education John
B. King Jr. wrote a column in
October about the Obama ad-

ministration’s investment in
HBCUs.

“ Each year, at the Department
of Education, we invest over $4
billion in HBCUs, so they can
offer college degrees that are ac-
cessible and affordable, and so
that campuses are providing the
kind of supports that drive stu-
dent success,” he said. “We have
also fought hard to strengthen
the Pell Grant programs, and
have seen Pell Grant funding for
HBCU students rise from $523
million in 2007 to $824 million
in 2014 — amounting to more
than a 150-percent increase.”

In a March statement, the
DOE called HBCUs “particu-
larly critical to meeting the
STEM challenge” and said that
the Obama administration “has
instituted policies that provide
$850 million over the next

decade to renew, reform, and ex-
pand programs to ensure stu-
dents have the opportunity for
educational and career success at

HBCUs.”
Dr. Julianne Malveaux is an
economist and  President

Emerita of Bennett College, an
HBCU for women in Greens-
boro, N.C. In an opinion piece,
Malveaux suggested that it may
be up to President Obama to en-
sure the federal commitment to
HBCUs continues.

“In these last days of his ad-
ministration, the president can
use his executive orders to bring
money to HBCUs, to mandate
federal  contracting  with
HBCUs, to curtail strict enforce-
ment of Parent Plus loan qualifi-
cations, to provide additional
scholarships for our outstanding
students,” she said.

Federal Court Rules Police Can
Shoot a Barking or Moving Dog

A federal court in Grand
Rapids, Michigan, ruled that po-
lice can shoot a dog while enter-
ing a home if the animal “moves
or barks” in the officer’s pres-
ence.

The decision is the final step
in a case brought to court by
Mark and Cheryl Brown of Bat-
tle . Creek, whose pit bull was
killed while officers were exe-
cuting a search warrant on their
home in 2013.

The couple claimed that offi-
cers “unlawfully seized their
property in violation of the
Fourth Amendment when offi-
cers shot and killed two dogs
while executing a search war-
rant.”

An officer testified that he shot
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the first dog when it appeared to
move “a few inches” and lunged
at him. The dog fled to the base-
ment, where-the officer shot and
killed it. Court documents reveal
that another officer killed the
second dog after it too ran to the
basement and barked at the offi-
cers.

Judge Eric Clay’s decision
ruled that the Browns failed to
provide evidence that the first
dog did not lunge at police and
that the second dog did not bark.

“Given the totality of the cir-
cumstances and viewed from the
perspective of an objectively
reasonable officer, the dog poses
an imminent threat to the offi-
cer’s safety,” the ruling reads.

Report: Beauty Products for Black
Women Have More Health Hazards

An analysis of hair and beauty
products marketed to Black
women found that approxi-
mately 1,177 products contain
more potentially harmful ingre-
dients than products promoted to
the general public.

Last week, the Environmental
Working Group (EWG), a Wash-
ington-based nonprofit and non-
partisan environmental
organization specializing in re-
search and advocacy, released
the report “Big Market For
Black Cosmetics, But Less-Haz-
ardous Choices Limited.

An author of the report,
Deputy Director of Research at
EWG Nneka Leiba, said prod-
ucts specifically targeted toward
Black women are less healthy.

“As a Black woman myself, I
was disheartened that Black
women have fewer options for
healthier products when they are
choosing from products specifi-
cally targeted to them,” she told

TIME magazine. -
Leiba and co-authors of the
report — Paul Pestano, senior
database analyst, and Brit’ny
Hawkins, EWG consultant —
state that about one in 12 of the
1,177 products tested was
ranked highly hazardous on
EWG’s Skin Deep Cosmetics
Database scoring system, which
now rates more than 64,000
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products.
The cosmetic database compares
product ingredients to more than
60 toxicity and regulatory data-
bases and scientific studies.
Products are rated from 1 (low-
est hazard) to 10 (highest haz-
ard).

The EWR report indicates
that less than 25 percent of the
products marketed to Black

women scored low in potentially
hazardous ingredients, com-
pared to about 40 percent of the
items in the Skin Deep Data-
base, which are marketed to the
general public.

The report states:

“The percentage of products
scored as ‘high hazard’ was
about the same for both market
segments, but the disparity in
products scored as ‘low hazard’
suggests that there may be a nar-
rower range of choices for safer-
scoring products specifically
marketed to Black women.”

None of the products mar-
keted to Black women received
a “low hazard” score in the cat-
egories of hair relaxers, hair col-
ors and ‘bleaching products,
lipsticks, concealers, founda-
tions and  sun-protective
makeup.

Potential hazards linked to
product ingredients include can-
cer, hormone disruption, devel-
opmental and reproductive
damage, allergies and other ad-
verse health effects.

Products with the highest po-
tential hazard are hair colors,

bleaching products and hair re-
laxers. The 15 hair relaxers eval-
uated scored an average of 8.1.
For example, Organics by
Africa’s Best Touch Up Plus Or-
ganic Conditioning Relaxer Sys-
tem received a 10 (highest
hazard). It is indicated the prod-
uct is likely to perpetuate aller-
gies and immunotoxicity.

The authors state, “We assess
the ingredients listed on the la-
bels of personal care products
based on data in toxicity and
regulatory databases, govern-
ment and health agency assess-
ments and the open scientific
literature.”

Prior research has also indi-
cated the chemical hazards of
hair relaxers. The American
Journal of Epidemiology re-
leased a study in 2012, “Hair
Relaxer Use and Risk of Uterine
Leiomyomata in African-Amer-
ican Women,” which linked the
product to uterine fibroids, as
well as early puberty in young
girls.

From 1997 to 2009, re-
searchers followed 23,580 pre-
menopausal African American
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women. They assessed that
chemical exposure through scalp
lesions and burns resulting from
relaxers may have resulted in a
two- to three-times higher rate of
fibroids among Black women.

Straight Hair in the Work-
place

Hair texture has no connec-
tion to talent or ability. Yet some
companies negatively judge
Black. women on the basis of
their choice of a natural hair-
style.

“There’s no doubt in my
mind that Black people have
been overlooked for promotions
because of natural hair or darker
skin color,” DiversityInc CEO
Luke Visconti wrote in a column
“Ask the White Guy: Do Blacks
Need to Relax Their Natural
Hair to Get Promoted.”

“Companies that manage past
bias and hire, mentor and pro-
mote equitably have better tal-
ent. They are also better
prepared for the future as our
country becomes more diverse.
