NATIONAL CONFEDERATE HISTORY

I just returned from Vicks-
burg, Mississippi where I at-
tended the 64th year reunion of
the junior college where I was a

. high school graduate. The now

defunct institution was known as
.. Southern Christian Institute and
.- Mount Beulah College, located

about 17 miles east of Vicksburg

and about a mile west of Ed-
ward, Mississippi. It was
founded as an 'Aunt Mary' or
American Missionary Society
school for Freedmen. It was later
run by the United Christian Mis-
sionary Society as a home mis-
sion. The faculty was
predominately Caucasian and
students of all races and coun-
tries were accepted. The only
problem arose when a Caucasian

~«student enrolled and came to the

school and saw Black students,
- their parents quickly un-enrolled
- them and took them someplace
*else. Their loss. The love and
« camaraderie gained at this place
« has endured for the 64 years that
* the institution has been closed. A
: part of the Alma mater is "Praise
ito thee, SCI, We will be SCI,

: thee, SCI" Only an SClIan really

:  Vicksburg, Mississippi, at the
sRiverwalk Hotel and Casino was
: the place where the reunion was
. held. The physical campus of

. in the best of repair, but has built
. a new building which they ask
. for exorbitant rental fees; there-
. fore some other place had to be
. utilized to have the reunion.
Vicksburg, Mississippi
. is the location chosen for the re-
- union. Vicksburg is also the lo-
 cation of the Vicksburg National
- Military Park which preserves
the site of the American Civil

@~ War Battle of Vicksburg, Missis-
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sippi. The battle was waged for
47 days and ended with the sur-
render of the city to the union
army. General Grant had his
men making a canal to give the
union army an advantage point
for attack and the Mississippi

‘River changed its own course by

itself on April 26, 1876.. The
canal project had kept the troops
occupied during the maneuver-
ing necessary to begin the Battle
of Vicksburg, but it was perhaps
God's will that came into play, I
say. "The national park was es-
tablished on February 21, 1899,
to commemorate the siege and
defense of Vicksburg. The park
sprawls over 1,800 acres of
land." (Wikipedia, 2017) In
1933, the park was transferred
from the War Department to the
National Park Service. It was
listed on the National Register of
Historic Places on October 15,
1966.

When the park was first es-
tablished, the streets of Union
states were paved and the Con-
federate State streets were
gravel. Today, all of the traveled
streets are paved. Over half a
million visitors visit the park
every year, but some come to
visit the five casinos there as
well. Some of the park area had
to be rearranged when interstate
highway 20 was built through
the city and the Memorial Arch
was moved from Clay Street
which was the entrance to the
city on highway 80 which was
replaced by highway 20. The
confederate park with thousands
of statues and memorials to all
states involved in the Civil War
will most likely continue to en-
dure even though the Vicksburg
Hotel continues to fly the Con-
federate flag across the street
from the park whose reason for
being really celebrates the defeat
of a great confederate city which

Black Lawmaker Takes Knee on House
Floor ‘To Stand Against Racism’

“You tell me which of those children’s mothers are a son of a b.
That is racism,” Rep. Sheila Jackson Lee said.

NFEL players’ protests against
racial injustices have inspired
lawmakers to take a stand — or,
rather, take a knee.

Rep. Sheila Jackson Lee, a
Democrat representing Texas
and member of the Congres-
sional Black Caucus, on Mon-
day night knelt on the House
floor to stand in solidarity with
the men of the NFL.

“We simply ask for the dignity
and respect to not call our moth-
ers a son of a b,” Jackson Lee
said, adding, “I refuse to accept
- that as a standard of leadership
for the highest office in the
world.”

President Donald Trump on
Friday at an Alabama rally re-
ferred to any player participating
in the protest as a “son of a
bitch.”

“Wouldn’t you love to see one
of these NFL owners, when
somebody disrespects our flag,
to say, ‘Get that son of a bitch
off the field right now. He is
fired. He’s fired!””

Jackson Lee rejected Trump’s
notion that the men are doing
something wrong.

“We in the Congressional
Black Caucus have always stood
for what is right,” she said.
“There is no basis in the First
Amendment that says that you
cannot kneel on the national an-
them or in front of the flag.”

“You tell me which of those
children’s mothers are a son of a
b. That is racism. You cannot

deny it, you cannot run for it,
and I kneel in honor of them.”

At this point, Jackson Lee
knelt right there on the House
floor:

“I kneel in front of the flag
and on this floor. I kneel in
honor of the First Amendment. I
kneel because the flag is a sym-
bol for freedom. I kneel because
I’m gonna stand against racism.
I kneel because I will stand with
those young men and I’ll stand
with our soldiers'and I’ll stand
with America, because I kneel.”

Former 49ers quarterback
Colin Kaepernick started kneel-
ing during the national anthem
last year to draw attention to na-
tional oppression against Blacks.
Debate sparked as to whether
this decision played a role in the
fact that Kaepernick now re-
mains unsigned.

But this year has seen many
players following Kaepernick’s
lead. On Sunday, over 200 play-
ers representing all 28 NFL
teams either sat or knelt during
the national anthem prior to their
respective games.

In some cases, owners,
coaches and other officials made
statements and joined the play-
ers. However, according to Rep.
Cedric Richmond (D-La.),
chairman of the CBC, many of
the officials’ words missed the
point of what the players’ ac-
tions represented.

“While a few of these state-
ments mentioned ‘social injus-

tice,” ‘racial divides,’ and ‘soci-
etal issues,” none of them explic-
itly mentioned the reason why
Mr. Kaepernick and many others
(professional athletes, celebri-
ties, elected officials, and citi-
zens) are taking a knee during
the National Anthem,” Rich-
mond said in a statement.

“They are taking a knee to
protest police officers who kill
unarmed African Americans —
men and women, adults and
children, parents and grandpar-
ents — with impunity. They are
taking a knee to protest a justice
system that says that being
Black is enough reason for a po-
lice officer to fear for his or.her
life.

“Those words were missing
from the statements I read de-
spite the fact that 70 percent of
NFL players are Black and many
of them, as well as their family
and friends, have experienced
racial profiling by police that
leaves too many unarmed
African Americans injured or
dead.”

Trump took to Twitter on Sun-
day to double down on his com-
ments and insist that they had
nothing to do with race but were
about “our Country, Flag and
National Anthem.”

Richmond called on Trump to
“stop acting like a child.”

“It is no surprise that athletes
and others do not want to come
to the White House when Presi-
dent Trump calls Black athletes

“We have been attacked. We
are at war,” Freeman says in a
video for the Committee to In-
vestigate Russia, a group dedi-
cated to investigating Russia’s
impact on the United States’
democratic processes.

Using social media to spread
propaganda and false informa-
tion, he convinces people in
democratic societies to distrust
their media, their political
processes, even their neighbors.
And he wins,” Freeman said, de-
scribing Putin, Russia’s presi-
dent.

Director Robert Reiner
launched the Committee to In-
vestigate Russia, which was an-
nounced on Twitter about a
week ago.

“Through Facebook and
through other means, they were
able to infect our democracy and
our election system,” Reiner
said in an interview with Variety.
“People don’t get it I guess be-
cause they don’t feel it. I guess
it is like walking around with
high blood pressure. You don’t
feel bad, and then before you
know it you drop dead from a
heart attack. My concern is peo-
ple don’t understand the gravity
of what they were able to do.”

“We need our president to
speak directly to us and tell us
the truth,” he added.

A spokesman for Putin called
Freeman “a victim of emotion-
ally charged, self-exalted sta-
tus,” according to Radio Free
Europe. A Russian news net-
work hosted a team of psychia-
trists that attributed Freeman’s
comments to “a Messianic com-
plex resulting from playing God
or the president in several

films,” as well as “drug abuse,”
according to BBC.

Freeman’s video resulted in a
“H#StopMorganLie” hashtag on
social media, which did not gain
a lot of traction.

A Russian news agency cited
Russian  Foreign = Ministry
Spokeswoman Maria Zakharova
as calling Freeman’s video “an
other story about the ends justi-
fying the means.”

“However, we will know who
is behind this story sooner than
we knew about the true contents
of the infamous test tube,” said
Zakharova. Zakharova’s state-
ment was in reference to former
Secretary of State Colin Pow-
ell’s 2003 demonstration in
which he held a tube of white
powder that he said was anthrax
in an effort to call for military
action against Iraq.

Trump took to Twitter to dis-
miss the investigation as a “Rus-
sia hoax” and more “Fake
News.”

National Bullying Prevention Month is a campaign in the United States
founded in 2006 by PACER's National Bullying Prevention Center.[1] The cam-
paign is held during the month of October and unites communities nationwide to ed-
ucate and raise awareness of bullying prevention. Traditionally held the first week
in October, the event was expanded in 2010 to include activities, education, and
awareness building for the entire month. National Bullying Prevention Month is rec-
ognized in communities across the United States, with hundreds of schools and or-
lganizations signing on as partners. Facebook,[2] CNN[3] and Yahoo! Kids[4] have
supported the month through media outreach and dissemination.

PACER developed the initial campaign National Bullying Prevention and
Awareness Week in response to the need to raise awareness of bullying, as it was
historically viewed "a childhood rite of passage" and believed that bullying "made
ids tougher", when the reality is that bullying has devastating effects such as
school avoidance, loss of self-esteem, increased anxiety, and depression. PACER
reached out to the community through partnerships with education based organiza-
tions such as National PTA, American Federation of Teachers and National Educa-
tion Association to provide schools, parents and students with resources to respond
to bullying behavior and to begin the shift of societal acceptance of bullying to so-
cial change of addressing the issue through education and support.
