Trooper Bennie Nash

Buffalo Soldiers Day 
Proclamation July 24,1992 By 

President George Bush

(Editor’s Note: Trooper 
Bennie Nash, Company Com­
mander, 9th Calvary, ‘L’ 
Company, Texas Buffalo Sol­
diers Association & West 
Texas Buffalo Soldiers, wanted 
readers of the Southwest Di­
gest to know an important 
part of Black History. This is 
a Proclamation released by 
President George Bush on 
July 24,1992.)

On Jufy 28, 1866, recogniz­
ing the contributions of the more 
than 180,000 black Americans 
who fought to preserve the 
Union during the Civil War, the 
United States Congress estab­
lished six regular Army regi­
ments of black enlisted soldiers. 
Of those six units, the 9th and 
'10th Cavalry regiments eventu­
ally became two of the most 
highly decorated units in Amer­
ican military history. Despite 
suffering the discrimination and 
the injustice that plagued all 
black Americans during the days 
of segregation, the members of 
the 9th and 10th Cavalry regi­
ments served with pride and dis­
tinction. On this occasion, we 
celebrate their outstanding 
legacy of service.

Organized at Greenville, 
Louisiana, and at Fort Leaven­
worth, Kansas, respectively, the 
9th and 10th Cavalry regiments 
played key roles in the develop­
ment of the western United 
States. In addition to protecting 
settlers as they crossed the fron­
tier via wagon trains and rail­
roads, these skilled horseman

and soldiers assisted in the con­
struction of roads and forts and 
in the pursuit of cattle thieves 
and other outlaws. During a bat­
tle in 1867 near Fort Hays, 
Kansas, Cheyenne warriors re­
marked that the black American 
soldiers fought as fiercely and 
with as much stregenth as buf­
faloes. Hence, members of the 
9th and 10th Cavalries proudly 
adopted the name “Buffalo Sol­
diers” as a badge of honor.

While the Buffalo Soldiers 
blazed many significant trails in 
the history of the American fron­
tier, their achievements were not 
limited to the western United 
States. Members of the 9th and 
10th Cavalry regiments also 
served in Virginia, Vermont, and 
New York, and answered the call 
to duty in place as far-flung as 
Cuba, Mexico, and the Phillip- 
pines. They served alongside 
Theodore Roosevelt and his leg­
endary Rough Riders at San 
Juan Hill, and they continued to 
prove their courage and mettle ’ 
through two world wars and the 
conflict in Korea. By the time of 
their integration in 1952, the 
Buffalo Soldiers had earned well 
over a dozen Congressional 
Medals of Honor, as well as nu­
merous campaign and unit cita­
tions. From their ranks emerged 
several famed military leaders, 
including Benjamin 0 . Davis, 
Sr., Colonel Charles Young, and 
Lieutenant Henry Flipper, the 
first black graduate of West 
Point.

THE FRANCHISE: VOTING

(Editor’s Note: This arti­
cle ran  on Thursday, June 8, 
2018. Hope you enjoyed read­
ing these important words).

America has been embroiled 
in the royal wedding of Prince 
Harry and Meghan Markle for 
the past six months and therefore 
has not paid as much attention to 
the issues at hand in this country, 
in this state that is needed to get 
people elected in the various of­
fices who will serve the people 
and not themselves.

May 22, 2018 qas Election 
Day and there are some run-offs 
for some offices to be resolved 
because of the primaries where 
some candidates were not clear 
winners. Those of us who did 
not vote in the primary elections 
early in this month had another 
diance to vote or take advantage 
of the franchise; the right to vote 
on the 22nd. Many of us fail to 
vote because we fail to register 
to vote. Every able-bodied indi­
vidual should register to vote as 
soon as they reach the youngest 
age in their state to vote. Voting 
is a privilege given to every cit­
izen which has no bearing on 
whether or not one pays taxes. 
There was a time when there 
was a poll tax in use which pre­
vented some people from voting. 
Poll taxes were abolished and 
therefore there is no excuse for 
not voting, guaranteed by the 
equal protection clause in the 
14th Amendment in the U. S. 
Constitution.

It is true that some convicts, 
especially felons and severe 
mental patients, lose their right 
to vote when they spend time in 
prison and until they are able to 
secure their civil rights upon re­
lease from an institution, mental 
or criminal; they do not possess 
the right to vote. The franchise 
is lost with the loss of civil 
rights. Restoration of the fran­
chise varies in the United States,

one of the most punitive coun­
tries in the world. There are 
about eleven states in the union 
at this time where it is difficult 
to have civil rights restored. The 
various states have their own 
laws about the restoration of the 
franchise upon release from an 
institution where disenfranchise­
ment is practiced and it is con­
stitutional as long as there is no 
racial discrimination.

This is such a precious gift 
and we should use it wisely, es­
pecially when there are so many 
Americans who do not enjoy 
this privilege. Individuals 
whom have been disenfran­
chised should look into gaining 
these rights again by finding out 
what they need to do to secure 
their rights. Individuals, whom 
have completed their terms of 
confinement and/or parole, 
should seek to have their rights 
restored and become active citi­
zens and use their right to vote. 
Many of our political disasters 
could be averted if all citizens 
have the right to participate in 
deciding what the outcomes 
should be. We need to get 'in 
cinque' and realize the potential 
of our vote and practice it with­
out ceasing, just as we pray 
WITHOUT CEASEING.

“Transforming from 
Analogue through 

AIRWAVES”

This year’s annual confer­
ence, “A More Dynamic Econ­
omy: How to Transform Our 
Analogue Economy with 21st 
Century Solutions,” featured a 
panel on smart community solu­
tions through fifth-generation 
(5G) wireless. Our session gave 
African-American entrepreneurs 
the opportunity to learn more 
about 5G’s opportunities as well 
as the challenges faced by 
providers trying to invest bil­
lions in our communities.

Dr. Nicol Turner-Lee of the 
Brookings Institution moderated 
the discussion, having authored 
a recent piece on the topic of 5G 
in depth. Throughout their ef­
forts to roll out 5G, wireless 
companies continue to meet 
with communities and come up 
with tailored smart solutions 
using wireless networks. No­
tably, African-Americans over­
index in their usage of mobile 
services.

Building off our conference 
dialogue, successful 5G deploy­
ment will require the additional 
release of something called 
“spectrum.” Spectrum refers to 
the airwaves necessary for mo­
bile coverage and capacity. Both 
minority businesses as well as 
their customers have shown a re­
markable preference for the mo­
bile marketplace in recent years.

Mobile communications are 
now the norm for buying, sell­
ing, and advertising goods and 
services. With so many more 
users on the networks than ever 
before, it would follow that ac­
cess to more airwaves is neces­
sary to keep up. It is for this 
reason that the National Black 
Chamber supports the AIR­
WAVES Act, bipartisan federal 
legislation authorizing access to 
new bands of spectrum.

areas ranging from urban to 
rural. The text indicates that the 
bill will not only open more air­
waves overall, but also that 10% 
of spectrum auction funds will 
be carved out for unserved and 
underserved community deploy­
ment including rural areas.

Because our members are 
community business leaders, 
conference attendees were 
specifically interested in learn­
ing how 5G can assist minority 
entrepreneurship. One of our 
members, Charles Harrell of IT 
Architect, led off his comments 
by showing why minority busi­
ness owners should be paying 
attention. The discussion re­
vealed that next-generation net­
works will provide the 
computing power needed to im­
prove their businesses. This in­
cluded everything from direct 
network connectivity improve­
ments to market intelligence 
benefits through enhanced data 
analytics.

Diverse businesses will be 
directly aided by increased op­
portunities and reduced costs. 
Massive carrier investment in 
5G deployment will enable the 
interconnections necessary to 
enable large-scale usage of 5G. 
This includes new opportunities 
for minority contractors to join 
the supply chain. It also means 
entrepreneurs can secure new 
services for delivering products 
needed within their own supply 
chains.

Who could have known that 
4G’s release would inspire new 
app-based jobs and services like 
ride-sharing? The consensus 
during our conference was that 
the potential for 5G looks to be 
even more transformational. As 
such, the National Black Cham­
ber of Commerce would like to 
ensure that diverse businesses 
are ahead of the curve.

But there are challenges still 
before us. Let us address the sit­
uation known as “Digital

Deserts” which are found in 
urban, underserved areas such as 
Detroit, Cleveland, St. Louis, 
etc. We cannot have ubiquitous 
deployment until we cover “all 
the bases”. According to the 
Benton Foundation: “Today,
roughly 1.2 million households 
live in public housing units. Pew 
Research Center data suggests 
these low-income residents are 
more likely to rely on wireless 
access for Internet access, but 
the cinder blocks and cement 
walls that are common in public 
housing structures are often not 
conducive to good Internet ac­
cess. Broadband access can be 
especially important to this pop­
ulation for access to jobs, health 
care, and government programs. 
President Barack Obama has 
launched his ConnectHome ini­
tiative to take several important 
steps to help bridge the public 
housing gap -  including efforts 
at HUD to support broadband as

Voter fraud: Why sportswriters shouldn't 
vote for sports awards

Sportswriters and broadcast­
ers shouldn’t be involved in the 
Pro Football Hall of Fame en­
shrinement voting process. They 
also shouldn’t vote for MVPs, 
Rookie of the Years, Coach of 
the Years, All-Stars or pretty 
much anything else in any sport.

Football. Baseball. Basket­
ball. Whatever. Don’t vote. Ever.
■ Journalists cover the news or 
offer commentary on the news. 
They don’t make the news. It’s a 
simple concept. Trying to justify 
anything else is an exercise in 
mental gymnastics and situa­
tional ethics. There’s a reason 
numerous media outlets prohibit 
their employees from participat­
ing in voting on integrity 
grounds.

And that was even before it 
was reported Monday that the 
Pro Football Hall of Fame is 
considering establishing a rule -  
call it the Terrell Owens Rule -  
that in order for a player to be 
considered for enshrinement, he 
must commit, if selected, to at­
tending the ceremony in Canton, 
Ohio. At least, that’s according 
to ProFootballTalk, which cites 
multiple sources saying it was 
discussed last weekend.

Owens, troubled that it took 
him three years to get voted in, 
skipped out on Saturday and in­
stead gave his speech at his col­
lege alma mater, 
UT-Chattanooga.

Whether the rule goes through 
or not remains to be seen. It 
doesn’t matter, though. The idea 
that it was even broached should 
serve as one more emergency 
siren for the 46 current voters 
(and anyone who might replace 
them) to get the heck out.

Committing to attend a Hall 
of Fame ceremony has nothing 
to do with a player’s football ca­
reer. It’s an exercise in economic 
hostage-taking. You either have 
a Hall-of-Fame resume based on 
football accomplishment or you 
don’t. Considering someone’s 
willingness to add to the local 
revenue bump of enshrinement 
weekend or bow to the prestige 
of a museum is ridiculous.

Instead of speaking at the Hall of Fame events in Canton, 
Ohio, Owens celebrated his induction at the University of Ten­
nessee at Chattanooga, where he played foqtball and basketball, 
and ran track. (AP)

The Pro Football Hall of 
Fame is a business. It enjoys 
non-profit status with the IRS, 
but the bottom line is fed by sell­
ing tickets, merchandise and tel­
evision rights. Nothing wrong 
with that, but it, in turn, should 
be able to run its own voting 
process via a panel of former 
players, coaches, executives or 
maybe a fan vote or a blind draw 
or whatever else it dreams up.

Why are sportswriters or 
sports broadcasters even consid­
ered qualified to handle this 
task? Only in rare occasions did 
they play pro football or coach 
pro football or have anything to 
do with pro football other than 
report on pro football.

It’s not the media’s sport. It’s 
not the media’s business. It’s the 
media’s job to cover the sport 
and the business. Big difference.

Vote on a Hall of Fame of 
great interview subjects? Sure. 
Actually, believing that being a 
writer or broadcaster makes 
them qualified to make the 
razor-thin determinations of in 
the Hall or out of the Hall is 
complete folly.

That isn’t to say the voters 
don’t try. This isn’t a criticism of 
their decisions, dedication or 
honesty. They do the best they 
can by engaging in an often-

Andre Iguodala calls Kevin Durant the 
most talented scorer of all-time, has 

apparently never heard of Michael Jordan

Michael Jordan

We'll consider Andre Iguo­
dala both a good teammate and 
a prisoner of the moment. Be­
cause that's all we can think of to 
defend the comments he made to 
The Crossover in a piece pub­
lished on Wednesday, August 8, 
2018.

Iguodala touched a number of 
topics on the Warriors dynasty, 
his impressive golf game, Le- 
Bron James going to the Lakers 
and much more.

And one of those topics under 
the "more" category included 
Iguodala calling Durant the 
greatest scorer in the history of 
the NBA. Here's his full quote:

painstaking process. In general, 
they do a good job.

It’s just they shouldn’t even 
try.

The Pro Football Hall of 
Fame, and everyone else who 
uses the media to do their vot­
ing, prefer this set-up because it 
generates tons of publicity, it 
spares them the hassle of run­
ning it internally and it shields 
the museum from criticism and 
controversy.

When someone doesn’t get 
in, they are mad at the media, 
not the Hall itself, which could 
impact the bottom line.

The media doesn’t just line 
up to be the target here. It even 
agrees to follow the various hall 
of fames’ rules on who they can 
vote for (no Pete Rose in base­
ball) and how they vote (pure 
tally, committee debate, how

many candidates, etc). It’s not a 
freewill operation. It’s allowing 
a subject (the Hall) that the 
media should be covering to dic­
tate how the media should think 
and act.

The most often reason cited 
for the media to participate is 
that they have a breadth of 
knowledge about the sport and 
the players. Also, by not being 
an on-field competitor to any of 
the athletes, they are free from 
bias (or as close as it gets). Most 
will take the job very seriously, 
too. Basically, if not them, then 
who could even do this-hon­
estly?

It’s true, creating a good en­
shrinement process is extremely 
challenging.

So what? That’s the Hall of 
Fame’s problem. Let them figure 
it out. Then cover the process 
and offer commentary as 
needed.

You want to write columns or 
produce pieces that offer your 
opinion on who should be an 
MVP or whether T.O. deserves 
to be in the Hall? Absolutely 
produce that content.

Anything beyond that has 
never made sense; and makes 
less each and every day whether 
or not agreeing to a trip to Can­
ton can disqualify a player no 
matter how many touchdowns 
they scored.

People don't appreciate (Du­
rant) enough. He's the most tal­
ented scorer of all-time. Hands 
down. He's a walking 30 points. 
He'll get 30 on 12 shots. That's 
very, very hard to do. Very effi­
cient. Most guys need to feel the 
ball in their hands a lot to get a 
rhythm. He doesn't. Michael Jor­
dan and Kareem Abdul-Jabbar 
were the two guys with unstop­
pable moves. MJ had the fade­
away and Kareem had the 
skyhook, but KD is a 7-footer 
who can hit a hesi pull-up from 
50 feet out. That's his unstop­
pable move.

We'll start by saying Durant 
is the league's best scorer and an 
all-time great. He'll eventually 
crack the top 10 in all-time scor­
ing leaders and he realistically 
has a shot to pass Kareem 
Abdul-Jabbar for the most 
points in NBA history (though 
he'd likely need to leave the 
Warriors at some point to score 
that many points on his own). 
He's THAT good.

OK, now that that's out of the 
way, let's also add this. There 
isn't a greater, more talented 
scorer in the history of the NBA 
than Michael Jordan. His 30.12 
points per game are the highest 
in NBA history, and a slight tick

higher than Wilt Chamberlain's 
30.07 points per game. Cham­
berlain also played in an era 
where, at 7-foot-1, he had his 
way on the interior in a much 
smaller game. The man aver­
aged 50.4 points and 25.7 re­
bounds in 1962.

After Jordan and Chamber- 
lain, the next player on the 
points per game list is Elgin 
Baylor (27.36), nearly three 
points per game lower than Jor­
dan. Then it's LeBron James 
(27.15) followed by Durant 
(27.12).

To put the points per game 
gap between Jordan and Durant 
in context, if Durant plays all 82 
games for the Warriors next sea­
son, he'd need to score 4,783 
points, an average of 58.3 points 
per game, to get to Jordan's ca­
reer mark of 30.12 points per 
game.

Then Durant would need to 
average 30.13 points per game 
the rest of his career to stay 
ahead of Jordan's career mark.

Look, Durant is otherwordly. 
There's never been a player with 
such length, quickness, athleti­
cism and shooting prowess. But 
if we're talking the most natu­
rally talented scorer of all-time, 
there's one correct answer.

units are constructed and reha­
bilitated. But we need to finish 
the job and ensure that every 
public housing building pro­
vides access to broadband.” 

While doing this we will 
launch Project Rebound which 
is a job training and placement 
(or start-up) component directed 
towards residents of these under­
served communities. Utilizing 
Section 3 of the HUD Act 
(24CFR Part 135) the NBCC 
will create jobs like never from 
Public Housing Unit to the next. 
Also, Section 8 residents will 
participate in this program. Be­
sides Section 3 residents and 
Section 3 firms we will also 
sponsor construction training 
programs that will enable young 
eligible newcomers to learn cer­
tain construction trades and 
enter Union Local 544. This 
program exists in Illinois and we 
will partner and expand first into 
Indiana and grow state by state 
from there. Our model for the 
Section 3 training exists in the 
Washington, DC area and we 
will start it in Indiana in tandem 
with the construction model. We 
are in the planning and funding 
stage as I write this article. Why 
Indiana? That is where the 
NBCC was bom.

former colleagues,” Dallas 
Mayor Mike Rawlings said in a 
Tweet. “I am sad for the city, es­
pecially the citizens of District 4, 
and for Mr. Caraway’s friends, 
family and supporters.”

The payments were taken 
from 2011 to 2017 from Robert 
Carl Leonard Jr., the president of 
Force Multiplier Solutions 
(FXS), a technology company 
that puts cameras on school 
buses, according to federal court 
documents.

Leonard also pleaded guilty 
Thursday before Lynn to a fed­
eral charge of conspiracy to 
commit wire fraud.

“An entire public entity ... 
was destroyed in the wake of 
this scandal,” U.S. Attorney Erin 
Nealy Cox said in a news re­
lease. “These cases demonstrate 
our continued resolve to uncover 
corruption at the highest levels 
— the citizens of Dallas deserve 
honest government.”

Cox said the investigation is 
ongoing and could implicate 
more public officials.

The payments were in ex­
change for favorable official ac­
tion related to FXS’s program in 
the Dallas County schools and 
Leonard’s efforts to develop and 
profit from low-income housing, 
federal agents said.

The payments came in the 
form of luxury suites, fully 
funded trips, gambling money, 
checks and cash. Leonard also 
covered Caraway’s home secu­
rity costs, a campaign bus and 
relatives’ funeral expenses.

Part of the reason the inves­
tigation extended iiifo'Attgusl 
2018 and is ongoing is that the 
conspirators went to great 
lengths to conceal their activi­
ties, Cox said. At times, Leonard 
would pay Caraway in checks 
that he would cash at liquor 
stores and pawn shops, she said.

Stephen Curry took part in 
the initial wave of support for 
James and provided perhaps the 
most blunt assessment yet of 
Trump’s stance during a Tues­
day interview ahead of his ap­
pearance in this week’s Ellie 
Mae Classic golf tournament.

“That rhetoric is all based in

In one instance. Caraway 
received a $5,000 check with the 
word “Loan” written on the by­
line, which he cashed at a liquor 
store, according to federal court 
documents.

Caraway submitted his res­
ignation letter on Wednesday, 
August 8,2018.

“It is time to remove the 
dark cloud that my actions have 
brought upon our city,” Caraway 
said in the letter. “I will not 
allow a prolonged legal battle to 
become a distraction for our cit­
izens or my colleagues on the 
council.”

Leonard also admitted to 
paying Rick Sorrells, former 
Dallas County school superin­
tendent, more than $3 million in 
bribes and kickbacks. Those 
payments included $200,000 to­
ward Sorrells’ credit card and 
student loan debt through a bank 
account, federal agents said.

Sorrells has pleaded guilty to 
a federal charge for his involve­
ment in the case. He is awaiting 
sentencing on Sept. 14.

Another conspirator who has 
already pleaded guilty is 
Leonard business associate 
Slater Washburn Swariwood, 
Sr., of Louisiana. Swartwood 
helped Leonard mask his pay­
ments to Caraway and Sorrells 
through his shell company, ELF 
investments, authorities said.

Those were characterized as 
consulting fees or loans, author­
ities said.

Leonard faces up to 10 years 
in prison, Cox said, while Car­
away faces up to 10 years but 
has been recommended for 
seven years, Cox said.

some longstanding racism in 
terms of black men with a voice 
in power,” Curry told The San 
Jose Mercury News. “Unfortu­
nately, that’s being revealed 
more and more as the days go 
on.”

It’s not the first time Curry 
has taken on Trump in the 
media. In 2017, Curry all but 
called the president an ass after 
Under Armour CEO Kevin 
Plank applauded Trump as an 
“asset for the country.”

Curry sided with James in 
June on the decision of athletes 
choosing to eschew the. tradi­
tional White House visit after 
winning championships while 
Trump is in office. Curry’s 
Golden State Warriors did not 
attend the White House after 
winning the last two NBA cham­
pionships.

CuiTy’s Tuesday statement is 
the latest example of athletes 
and coaches overtly referring to 
the latent racism in America that 
has risen to the surface under 
Trump’s presidency.

In 2016 San Antonio Spurs 
head coach Gregg Popovich de­
scribed the Trump campaign as 
“xenophobic, homophobic, 
racist, misogynistic.”

Boston Celtics forward Jaylen 
Brown spoke openly in January 
about his experience with racism 
and called out Trump by name 
for his role in making bigotry a 
more accepted part of the Amer­
ican fabric.

Trump’s attack on James was 
a reaction to the NBA superstar 
telling CNN that Trump was 
using race and sports to divide 
Americans.

And now Curry, perhaps 
James’ fiercest on-court rival, 
has once again aligned with 
James on an off-court issue of 
Mgnificance.

The NBA and its most visible 
figures clearly have no intention 
of backing down from Trump as 
long as he’s in office.

Schools Shouldn't Separate Students By Age

Imagine a company where a team consists exclusively o f 22-year-old new hires, another o f 45-year- 
old middle managers, and a third o f 60-year-old senior vice presidents. No inter-team collaboration 
allowed.

No one would ever structure a company this way. Yet it's exactly how we organize our schools. While 
36percent o f  fourth graders said that their math homework was "often " or "almost always" too easy, 
14percent said their math homework was "never” too easy.

Below, microschoolfounder Siri Fiske explains why grouping kids by age stifles their social and ac­
ademic potential.

Imagine a company that 
keeps entry-level workers sepa­
rate from more senior employ­
ees. One team consists exclu­
sively of 22-year-old new hires, 
another of 45-year-old middle 
managers, and a third of 60- 
year-old senior vice presidents. 
No inter-team collaboration al­
lowed.

Such a setup would be a 
terrible business decision. 
Upper management would op­
erate in a bubble with zero 
feedback. And younger em­
ployees would suffer from a 
lack of mentorship.

No one would ever strue- 
ture a eompany this way. Yet 
it's exactly how we organize 
our sehools. Segregating stu­
dents based on age makes little 
sense. If we instead taught in 
multi-age classrooms, kids 
could advance at their own 
pace, learn from each other,
'and adapt to the work settings 
they'll encounter in the real 
world.

Age hasn't always dietated 
classroom setups. Until the in­
dustrial revolution, most class­
rooms accommodated children 
of all ages. In fact, teachers 
often trained older ehildren to 
instruct younger pupils. These 
student "monitors" helped a 
limited number of teachers 
manage the classroom.

But schools ultimately 
changed to match the industrial 
revolution's factory-like aes­
thetic.

Much as workers performed 
different tasks in sectioned-off 
areas of a factory, students 
learned age-specific material in 
age-segregated elassrooms.

This sort of separation no 
longer exists in the working 
world. It's time for schools to 
change too.

Clustering students by age 
harms pupils who perform 
well-above or well-below grade 
level. Aecording to a recent 
Center for American Progress 
survey, 36 percent of fourth 
graders said their math home­
work was "often" or "almost al­
ways" too easy. And 14 
percent said their math home­
work was "never" too easy.

Mixed-age classrooms make 
it easier to group kids accord­
ing to the skills they've mas­
tered.

These classroom setups also 
offer social advantages. Chil­
dren in mixed-age classes are 
more likely to volunteer and 
less likely to exhibit aggressive 
behavior. A recent study in the 
Journal of Youth and Adoles­
cence found that studentswith 
mixed-grade friendships are 
less lonely.

Kids in mixed-age classr 
rooms thrive academically. 
"Students from multiage class­
rooms achieved greater aca­
demic outcomes in relation to 
their abilities and demonstrated 
greater inereases in aeademic 
achievement than students of 
the same and higher abilities

from single-age elassrooms," ’ 
aceording to a research digest 
from the University of Illinois.

It might seem that mixed- 
age classrooms would hold 
back high-achieving older stu­
dents, who have to wait for 
their younger or less experi­
enced counterparts to learn new 
material. But in a well-de­
signed classroom, different stu­
dents or groups of students 
could be working on different 
tasks during the same class pe­
riod. And older students actu­
ally benefit from mentoring 
their younger peers.

When they are expected to 
relay knowledge to others, stu­
dents work harder to under­
stand and retain information -  
a phenomenon known as the 
"protege effect." In a recent ■ 
study in the journal Memory & 
Cognition, researchers asked 
one group of participants to 
learn a passage for a test. They 
asked another group to learn a 
passage they'd have to teach to 
others. Participants who 
thought they would have to 
teach the passage recalled the 
material more easily and per­
formed better when tested.

When schools stop letting 
age dictate their classroom ros­
ters, students surpass expecta­
tions. One student entered my 
school, Mysa School, at what 
other institutions assumed to be 
a second-grade-level.

Rep. Beto O’Rourke is run­
ning for the Senate Office and 
has been barnstorming Texas, 
denouncing the border wall and 
the president’s anti-immigrant 
rhetoric and policies.

Sen. Ted Cruz has also made 
immigration a top issue, warning 
about liberals creating sanctuary 
cities to thwart federal enforce­
ment efforts and joining the cho­
rus demanding a wall.

Other than the economy, it’s 
rare for an issue to resonate so 
broadly. Immigration is just 
such an issue at the moment, 
making the closely watched 
Senate race a referendum of 
sorts.

“Let’s stop taking little kids 
away from their parents,” 
O’Rourke told a cheering 
crowd recently in Odessa, 
where the El Paso Democrat 
called for a more welcoming at­
titude toward migrants — peo­
ple willing to take on 
“backbreaking w ork... that no 
one here in the state or the 
country is going to do.”

“I  am not smart enough, and 
I  haven't hired, you know, the 
political consultants or pollsters 
who are smart enough—or think 
they are smart enough—to have 
some grand strategy on how to 
exploit this issue or that person 
or micro-target this population 
or the other, ” O ’Rourke said in 
an interview with the Hive.

‘‘I ’m just going everywhere, 
listening and talking with every­
one . . .

I  want to know what is on 
their minds, what they care 
about and what they expectfrom 
their next senator. Then I  want to 
make sure I  can deliver on that. ”
