This past few weeks have
been one of Entertainment. One
of show businesses' greatest vo-
calists passed on to sing in the
Heavenly Choir in Detroit,
Michigan. Her singing career
had its start in the choir in her fa-
ther's church. She was called the
'Queen of Soul' by the music in-
dustry. It is said that at the early
age of 14 she began traveling to
sing; at first gospel songs and
later in the secular arena. Aretha
Franklin was an icon in the fe-
male vocalist world. She was
nominated many times for the
Grammy Award and received
about 18 in her lifetime. She
was the first female introduced
into the Rock and Roll Hall of
Fame and she also received
many outstanding awards from
notable entities and honorary
doctorate degrees from about 13
colleges and universities. Noth-
ing but good sayings and
thoughts have permeated the
media about Aretha, except the
fact that she allegedly was worth
millions of dollars and has died
intestate leaving four sons to im-
mediately file papers in court to
probate her possessions. One of
her lawyers claimed that he ad-
vised her set up some trusts for
her sons, but he never thought
she took care of it. Let us hope
that whatever the outcome is,
that it will rest well with her soul
and that her music will be heard
on into eternity.

Entertainment has taken on
another side with the death of
Senator John Sidney McCain III
of Arizona. John McCain was a
member of the Republican Party,
but kept his allegiance to his
country rather than to the party.
Mr. McCain was a graduate of
the U.S. Naval Academy in
1958. He went on to serve in the
navy in the footsteps of his fore-
fathers. He became a naval avi-
ator and was shot down on a
mission in 1967, captured by the

North Koreans and tortured as a
prisoner of war until his release
in 1973. He was almost killed
and was left with lifelong dis-
abilities. Once home, he chose
to enter politics in 1982 and was
elected from Arizona to the U S.
House of Representatives where
he served for two terms and then
in 1987, he chose to be a Senator
from Arizona and was re-elected
five times, serving until his
death on August 25, 2018.

We have been bombarded
with the good things about Sen-
ator McCain, but the supporters
of President Donald Trump have
taken a field day saying dis-
paraging things about Mr. Mc-
Cain because he did not always
agree with Mr. Trump and some
ugly and nasty exchanges be-
tween them took place regarding
policies and the enactment of
certain pieces of legislature. As
a result some insults from the
White House were shouted out
about Mr. McCain and as a re-
sult Mr. McCain allegedly said
that he did not want Mr. Trump
at his funeral, while he requested
words from former President
Bush and President Obama.

Aretha Franklin -
Perhaps the Greatest
Singer Ever

The first time I learned that
there was a singer by the name
of Aretha Franklin it was un-
eventful. My high school sweet-
heart, Brenda, showed me the
Columbia album cover with this
16-year-old girl they claimed to
be “The Next Nancy Wilson”.
Big deal! Did we really need an-
other Nancy Wilson when the
one we have was just beginning
her long career?

The problem was that Colum-
bia restricted this young talent.
They thought her destiny would
be “Pop” music. Her manager
was responsible for discovering
Billie Holiday and he was trying
to replicate that through a young
Aretha. It turned out to be a
“pipe dream”. Aretha personally
had the blues. It would be in that
genre where her true talent
would be found.

Her upbringing was gospel.
Her father, C.L. Franklin was a
very popular minister. His con-
gregation was in Memphis, Ten-
nessee. Her father was known
for philandering and when
Aretha was nine years old her
mother left the family and
moved to New York. Aretha
would be raised by the church
basically by choir members.
Gospel star Clara Ward had a
strong influence on her. Before
long and after the untimely death
of her mother, Reverend
Franklin moved his ministry to
Detroit. Aretha was just nine
years old.

At the age of twelve Aretha
gave birth to her first child. Itis
still a mystery as to whom was
the father. Many believed it
could have been her own father
whose name she gave to the
child. The only response Aretha
would give about the question
was “It must have been one of
the boys at school”. This was a
pattern that would last.

never had a long — lasting rela-
tionship with any man.

Her first relationship with a
husband was with Ted White.
Ted was a notorious Detroit
pimp. He recognized the talent
in Aretha and became her man-
ager. It was his idea to have
Aretha leave Columbia and find
a label conducive to her
gospel/thythm and blues roots.
He cut a deal with Atlantic
records and funded the costs
with his ill-gotten profits from
his street hustles. It was at At-
lantic that she met Jerry Wexler
and he took her to his recording
studio — Fame Records in Mus-
cle Shoals, Alabama. The sup-
porting band would be members
of the “Memphis Horns” who
help build the Stax Records em-
pire.

It was there that Aretha found
her voice. The first album was
entitled “I Never Loved a Man”
and it was certainly allegorical.
Ted White was abusing her. One

day she showed up at the studio
with a black eye. The guys of
the Memphis Horns had become
very attached to Aretha. They
approached White and warned
him that if Aretha ever shows up
with another mark on her body
they will kill him and disappear
his body into the Alabama
swamps. He would eventually
leave Aretha. Apparently, he
still lives at the age of 91.
“INever Loved a Man” turned
out to be one of the greatest al-
bums ever recorded. It was the
beginning of a fantastic career.
One of the singles on the album
was “Respect”. It was a remake
of an Otis Redding hit. It took
off to the top instantly and re-
mains a favorite to music fans
around the world regardless of
the genre. As Otis Redding re-
marked to Wexler, “That gal
done took my song!”
That became a very common
event when Aretha would take a
previously released song people

would remember her version
and forget the other versions.
Great songs like Dionne War-
wick’s “I Say a Little Prayer”
would soon be remembered
mostly for Aretha’s version. Re-
gardless of the genre, Aretha
would show why she was the
“Queen of Soul”. Even the deep
blues song of B.B. King, “The
Thrill is Gone”, would be taken
to another level when Aretha
recorded it. I first heard her ver-
sion one night on a Detroit radio
station in 1971. I spent decades
trying to get a copy of it, but it
was so elusive. Thankfully, with
all the mourning and remem-
brance of Aretha after her recent
death, YouTube has put it into
their catalogue along with
dozens of long ago Aretha tunes.
Go to YouTube and check it out.
I cried when I heard it again
after all these years. It’s like
what Otis Redding said — she
took a song from B.B. King.

Antonio Brown apologized after sending
threatenlng tweet to ESPN reporter

Pittsburgh Steelers wide re-
ceiver Antonio Brown apolo-
gized on Wednesday, September
12,2018, after sending a threat-
ening tweet to an ESPN reporter
last week in response to a story
written about him and his social
media use.

Jesse Washington, a senior
writer for ESPN’s The Unde-
feated, wrote a story on Friday
titled, “Antonio Brown is an In-
stagram All-Pro. But is that the
full picture?” Brown is ex-
tremely active on the social
media platform, providing fans
a deep inside look at his life both
on the field and off.

Brown though, as the story
details, doesn’t ever say much
outside of social media — espe-
cially to the media. He has
blocked Washington on Insta-
gram after direct messaging him
to “stay in your lane.”

He even tweeted at a reporter
who said that he was limping
during a practice in training
camp, accusing him of “making
s— up.” The reporter, Ed
Bouchette, told Washington that
Brown later confronted him in
person, calling him a racist.

And after seeing Washing-
ton’s story on Twitter on Friday,
Brown wasn’t too happy.

“@JesseWashington wait to
I see you bro we gone see what
your jaw look like,” Brown
tweeted at Washington on Fri-

day, per the Post-Gazette.
He apologized for the tweet
on Wednesday.

“I made a mistake in judgment
with my tweet last week, and I
apologize for that,” Brown said
in a statement to the Post-
Gazette. “It is not OK to threaten
anyone and I need to be better
spiritually and professionally.
Though I do not agree with the
negative parts of the story about
my personal life, I need to have
better control over my actions to

use social media as a way to en-
gage with my fans, rather than
use it improperly.”

Per the report, a Steelers
spokesman said the apology has
been relayed to Washington,
though it’s not clear if Brown
apologized to Washington per-
sonally.

Brown had nine receptions
for 93 yards and one touchdown
in the Steelers’ season-opening
tie against the Cleveland Browns
last week.

It seems that Dez Bryant,
months after being released from
the Dallas Cowboys, doesn’t
have any bitterness toward his
former boss.

Bryant and Cowboys owner
Jerry Jones were seen sitting to-
gether in Jones’ box at AT&T
Stadium on Tuesday night, Sep-
tember 11, 2018, for JAY-Z and
Beyoncé’s On The Run II tour
stop in Dallas — and appeared
to have had a good time.

Bryant was released from the

yards and six touchdowns, has
yet to sign with another

Jesse Jackson Calls Racist Serena
Williams Cartoon 'Despicable’

In response to massive criti-
cism from across the globe re-
garding the cartoon, Herald Sun
editor Damon Johnston is back-
ing editorial cartoonist Mark
Knight.

Johnston said in a statement
on Tuesday: "A champion tennis
player had a mega tantrum on
the world stage, and Mark's car-
toon depicted that. It had noth-
ing to do with gender or race."

But the U.S.-based National
Association of Black Journalists
(NABJ) disagrees with the Her-
ald Sun, and calls the cartoon
"Sambo-like."

"The Sept. 10 cartoon not
only exudes racist, sexist carica-
tures of both women, but
Williams' depiction is unneces-
sarily Sambo-like." NABJ said
in a statement. "The art of edito-
rial cartooning is a visual dia-
logue on the issues of the day,
yet this cartoon grossly and in-
accurately depicts two women
of color at the US Open, one of
the grandest stages of profes-
sional sports."

Rev. Jesse Jackson Sr. is fir-
ing back at a newspaper cartoon-
ist for a racist depiction of
Serena Williams, which perpet-
uates stereotypes about Black
women.

At the US Open women's sin-
gle final on Saturday, Septem-
ber 8, 2018, Williams confronted
umpire Carlos Ramos over alle-
gations that she had received
coaching during the match.

The confrontation resulted in
Williams being penalized a point
and even a game. She was ulti-
mately defeated by Naomi
Osaka.

Editorial cartoonist Mark
Knight of the Herald Sun, an
Australian newspaper, created
an illustration  mocking
Williams. How her facial fea-
tures are drawn, including large,
exaggerated lips and nose, mim-
ics past racist portrayals of
Black women during the Jim
Crow era.

She is jumping up and down
on her racket, while her oppo-
nent asks the chair umpire: "Can
you just let her win?" Osaka,
who is of Haitian and Japanese
descent, is depicted as a skinny
blonde woman.

Rev. Jackson, who continu-
ally defends Black athletes in the
midst of criticism for taking a
knee against police brutality,
took to Twitter to slam Knight's
cartoon.

He tweeted Monday after-
noon, September 10, 2018.

This despicable cartoon tried
and failed to diminish the great-
ness & grace of (@serenaw-
illiams.

Many white people think that
Black people have no reason to
be angry. We are silent day in

RO,
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and day out, experiencing the
hate and exclusion, day in and
day out, every time we exit our
homes--in our racially mixed
neighborhoods, at the grocery
store, at the gas station, in
school, at work, in traffic, etc.,

+ and even at church, and we have

been experiencing that for over
400 years, day in and day out.
And as eloquent and wealthy as
Serena Williams is (I'm so proud
of her), she is a human being and
she has feelings. Enough is
enough for most of us at some
point!

Sadly, white people have no
idea what it feels like to be at the
breaking point and still taking on
fire, time after time, day after
day, simply because God made

our skin color naturally darker

than theirs. Studies show that
Black people suffer post-trau-
matic stress at an alarming rate.
Who knew? Yet, the white guy
can only see and exploit Serena
with racist overtones in his mes-
sage--one of those day in and
day out issues. He lacks that
what many whites do--we suffer
daily struggle continuously be-
cause of one thing--color. If they
are all in agreement about dis-
paraging remarks or behavior to-
wards people that are different,
it makes it okay, as with this car-
toonist...and so goes racism.
Naomi, I hope that your Black
parent has helped you under-
stand and know that your black
skin does not exclude you from
the blades of racism. Names
mean nothing when it comes to
racism; the pigment of your skin

black, Naomi. I'll bet that when
you go back to Japan that they
treat you differently, too. The
cartoonist created your character
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is the first reason why you are
less welcomed when they see to
appear white. Don't be fooled,
Naomi. That's how they divide
us. As in slavery, the light
skinned workers were the slaves
that worked in the house; the
dark skinned worked in the
fields. Either way, we were re-
ferred to the same, which meant
we were all the same.

- More power to you, Serena.
You have carried yourself with
pride and, as an older Black fe-
male, you have made me proud
for many years. I appreciate the
respect and kindness you
showed Naomi. You are a big,
strong, healthy, mighty powerful
queen, and have given birth to
what I expect will be a big,
strong, powerful princess. Keep
struttin' your stuff!

Let them know you know
who you are Naomi and stand up
for your rights as you grow in
your life and career. You cannot
run away from your black skin
no matter how rich you become.
No matter that a white cartoonist
gave you a white image in his
imagery, don't you dare be
fooled! As you rise in your pro-‘
fessional athletic career, so shall
you have your day when you are
publicly depicted unfairly in
more ways than one. Just look at
what Oprah has had to endure--
and she still does all over the
world--even as wealthy as she is
(including many black and
brown skin people). God be with
you young Black ladies on each
of your life journeys.

her a break."

The document, prepared by a
Texas Ranger, appeared to be
based almost entirely on
Guyger's description of events.

Guyger, a four-year veteran of
the police force, told investiga-
tors that she had just ended a 15-
hour shift Thursday when she
returned in uniform to the South
Side Flats apartment complex.
She parked on the fourth floor,
instead of the third, where she
lived, according to the affidavit,
possibly suggesting that she was
confused or disoriented.

When she put her key in the
apartment door, which was un-
locked and slightly ajar, it
opened, the affidavit said. In-
side, the lights were off, and she
saw a figure in the darkness that
cast a large silhouette across the
room, according to the officer's
account.

The officer told police that
she concluded her apartment
was being burglarized and gave
verbal commands to the figure,
which ignored them. She then
drew her weapon and fired
twice, the affidavit said.

She called 911 and, when
asked where she was, returned to
the front door to see she was in
the wrong unit, according to the
affidavit. Authorities have not
released the 911 tapes.

The Dallas County medical
examiner's office said Jean died
of a gunshot wound to the chest.
His death was ruled a homicide.
Guyger was arrested Sunday
night and booked into jail in
neighboring Kaufman County
before being released on bond.

At a news conference Mon-
day evening, Merritt said two in-
dependent witnesses have told
him they heard knocking on the
door in the hallway before the
shooting.

He said one witness reported
hearing a woman's voice saying,
"Let me in! Let me in!" Then
they heard gunshots, after which
one witness said she heard a

. man's voice say, "Oh my God!

Why did you do that?"
Merritt said he believes those
were Jean's last words.

As for the contention that Jean
left his front door ajar, Merritt
said Jean was a "meticulous in-
dividual" who made it "a point
to close the door behind him."

"He put everything in a par-
ticular place," Merritt said.

He said Jean had a red door-
mat outside his apartment door.
"In fact, to ensure no one mis-
took his apartment the way this
officer is claiming in this case,
he went out and bought the
biggest, brightest red rug and
placed it right there at his
doorstep," Merritt said.

Merritt has represented rela-
tives of an unarmed black
teenager who was fatally shot in
the back by a white police offi-
cer in June while fleeing a traffic
stop near Pittsburgh.

Crump is best known for rep-
resenting the families of
Trayvon Martin and Michael
Brown. Martin, 17, was fatally
shot in 2012 in Florida by
George Zimmerman, a Hispanic
man who was a neighborhood
watch captain. Brown, 18, was
shot to death in 2014 by a white
police officer in Ferguson, Mis-
souri.

"Black people in America have
been killed by police in some of
the most unbelievable manners,"
Crump said earlier Monday, cit-
ing "driving while black in our
cars" and "walking while black
in our neighborhoods."

Now, he said, "we are being
killed living while black when
we are in our apartments."

Protesters gathered at police
headquarters Monday night in
Dallas, The Dallas Morning
News reported. Several dozen
blocked traffic as they marched
about half a mile from the head-
quarters. Police used pepper-
spray devices to help control the
crowd at one point.

Dallas County District Attor-
ney Faith Johnson emphasized
that her office was conducting
its own probe, in addition to the
investigation by the Texas
Rangers. She will have the op-
tion of presenting more serious
charges to the grand jury.

It was not immediately clear
if Guyger had an attorney.

Guyger's blood was drawn at
the scene to be tested for alcohol
and drugs, Police Chief U.
Renee Hall said, but authorities
have not released results.

Jean grew up in the Caribbean
island nation of St. Lucia before
attending college in Arkansas.
He graduated in 2016 from
Harding. University, where he
often led campus religious serv-
ices as a student. He had worked
for accounting firm PwC since
graduating.

Jean wasn't the first person
shot by Guyger. She shot a man
named Uvaldo Perez on May 12,
2017, while on duty.

The City
of Lubbock wants to take this
opportunity to remind you that it
is time to start those mowers.

As of Tuesday, September 18,
2018, our Code Enforcement of-
ficers will be focusing their daily
inspections on weeds violations:

** Uncultivated vegetation
over 8 inches high is a violation
of the nuisance weed ordinance.

** _ Property owners have to
mow from the front curb of their
property to the middle of their
alley.

** The Codes Department
sends out notices of violation to

against Perez, police were look-
ing for a suspect when Guyger
and another officer were called
to assist a third officer. Perez got
out of a car and became combat-
ive with Guyger and another of-
ficer. A struggle began and
Guyger fired her Taser at Perez,
who then wrested it away from
her. She then drew her gun and
fired, wounding Perez in the ab-
domen.

Sgt. Michael Mata, president
of Dallas' largest police union,
the Dallas Police Association,
said Guyger was a respected of-
ficer who worked on a high-risk
team tasked with arresting some
of the most violent offenders. On
the day of the shooting, her unit
had arrested multiple suspects
for armed robbery, he said.
