After last week’s video of a
coach cutting off a black high
school student’s dreadlocks went
viral, the family of the boy, An-
drew Johnson, is criticizing the
referee who made the call.

A lawyer for Charles and Rosa

What’s more, “when he did
evaluate Andrew, he [the ref-
eree] failed to raise any issues
with the length of his hair,” the
Johnson family’s lawyer Do-
minic A. Speziali said in the
statement, which he released on
their behalf.

Andrew had wrestled the
weekend before with the same
hair style “without issue,” ac-
cording to his family’s statem-
ment, and he had asked to “be

allowed to push his hair back as
he did the weekend prior, but the
referee again refused because ‘it

wasn’t in its natural state.
The referee has reportedly
been identified as Alan Maloney.
Neither he nor Buena Regional
High School officials immedi-
ately responded to PEOPLE’s
request- for comment on
Wednesday, December 26th.
Andrew’s hair covering was
rejected just before his match
last week.

week was simply sweet “music”
to our ears. A new, fresh policy
towards the African continent is
being implemented. America is
going to set the example of how
to do business via good, honest
policy and strict standards. We
are going to call out China and
show the African governments
how good and productive honest
business is. Africa, three times
the population of North America
and the richest natural resources
land on earth is overdue to take
its natural place in the world.
Believe it or not, President
Trump has the vision, courage
and confidence to make this hap-
pen.  Brothers and sisters the
time has finally come.

We need to show you a few
examples of what we are talking
about. First, let’s go to Ghana
and reflect on a major China dis-
aster.

The Chinese construction
companies would choose some
of the roughest land to build the
highway. When the path would
go in front of a mountain, rather
than go around the mountain
they would dig right through it.
Why? The scheme was simple.
Ghana’s land is full of rich pre-
cious minerals. Colonial traders
nicknamed the country “The
Gold Coast”. It was a big
scheme to plunder the soil for its
minerals; process them along the
highways; load them on 747
tankers and fly them to China for
processing. China has a monop-
oly on the world’s richest miner-
als — this is how that happens —
the pillaging of Africa.

The highway was finally

Lakers pull away for Christmas win over Warriors
after LeBron James exits with groin injury

A big lead over the Golden
State Warriors nearly turned
sour for the Los Angeles Lakers,
as LeBron James exited the
game in the third quarter with a
groin injury.

Despite missing their leading
scorer, rebounder and passer for
much of the second half, the
Lakers still held off the Warriors
fora 127-101 Christmas victory.

James’ injury occurred when
James lunged for a loose ball,
followed by the 33-year-old gin-
gerly walking around until he
called timeout on the Lakers’
next possession. Most concern-
ing for the Lakers was that
James appeared to say the words
“] felt a pop” before he headed
to the locker room.

James exited the game with
the Lakers up 71-57 over a cold-
shooting Warriors team. The
night seemed headed for an in-
evitable Warriors comeback as
the team proceeded cut the Lak-
ers’ lead to just two points late in
the third quarter, but the Lakers
rallied to finish with a dominant
win.

Rajon Rondo took over the
Lakers offense in James’ ab-
sence, finishing with 15 points
and 10 assists. All told, the entire
Lakers team seemed to step up
with seven different players
scoring in double digits.

Now victorious, the story for
the Lakers turns to whether or
not James will have to miss any
time with his injury.

Losing James would obvi-
ously be a massive, massive
blow for the 20-14 Lakers as
they try to stay competitive in
the Western Conference. James
has been nearly injury-proof for
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LeBron James

his entire career, so missing a
significant amount of time
would be a very worrying devel-
opment.

Through 1,176 career games
LeBron James has been all but
indestructible. The most times
he has missed due to injury came
in 2014-15, when he missed
eight games due to back and
knee strains.

The last time Lakers' LeBron
James missed a game was
4/12/2017 (last game of 2016-17
season).

He's played in 156 consecu-
tive games (reg. season & play-
offs).

"I was dribbling down the
court and Draymond got his
hand on the ball, and I went to
get the loose ball and just
overextended my groin," James
told reporters of the play that in-
jured him. "I felt it coming down
the court, and I actually overex-
tended it again on defense. It
was just an unfortunate play."

After a timeout, James told
Lakers head athletic trainer,
Marco Nunez, that he "heard a
pop" in his groin, and immedi-
ately went to the locker room.
James was diagnosed with a
strained left groin and did not re-
turn to the game.

"] felt a pop, and saw if I could
stretch it a few times and see if
it would relieve, but it didn't,"
said James. "It's pretty rare for
me to have an injury period. It
happens."

The Lakers were up by 14
points when James was injured,
and the Warriors immediately
went on an 11-0 run, cutting the
lead to 78-76 with 2:48 left in
the quarter.

"I've played the Warriors long
enough to know that they're
going to make a run," said
James. "They're going to make a

]

run and you have to be able to
punch back and we did that."

Without their superstar on the
floor, the Lakers rallied, taking
the Warriors best punch and
fighting back, extending the lead
to nine by the end of the fourth
quarter.

"They took that punch really
well," Warriors' forward Kevin
Durant said following the loss.
"Kuz [Kuzma] got them to the
free throw line and they sal-
vaged it a little bit, and they kept
us at bay. They took that punch
and just kept it moving."

Rajon Rondo took over as the
team's floor general in the fourth
quarter, and the Lakers kept their
foot on the gas, leading by as
many as 31 points, before the
Warriors waved the white flag
and emptied their bench.

"The group as a whole did a
good job fighting back, but I
thought Rondo and * Lance
Stephenson came into the game
and gave us a big lift," Lakers
head coach Luke Walton said to
a group of reporters immediately
after the game.

James did not return to the
court, and instead watched the
remainder of the game from a
trainer's table in the Lakers
locker room. He was pleased
with what he saw from his team-
mates in the fourth quarter and
also attributed a lot of it to
Rondo.

"Rondo was gigantic in con-
trolling the pace, getting to his
spots or finding guys, and once
again 'Big Zu' [Zubac] was huge
for us on both sides of the
court," said James.

Andre Igoudala had a team-

After 200 Years, why “Silent Night” Still Quiets the Soul

DALLAS (SMU) - Simplic-
ity is key to the 200-year
longevity of the Christmas carol,
“Silent Night,” says SMU pro-
fessor emeritus of church music,
Michael Hawn.

“Silent Night’ doesn’t try to
do too much; it focuses on a mo-
ment,” says Hawn, an expert on
the history of hymns at SMU’s
Perkins School of Theology. “I
like to think of it as a painting
that is gradually being sketched
out.”

The hymn was first per-
formed in 1818 on Christmas
Eve at St. Nicholas Church in
Oberndorf, Austria. Legend has
it that the hymn was composed
as the church’s priest, Rev.
Joseph Mobhr, scrambled to find
music to replace the church’s
broken organ, silenced because

"Obviously the narrative is
LeBron and the Lakers," Hart
told Spectrum SportsNet after
the game. "We hope he's okay,
but we've got a lot of good play-
ers...if he's down, its next man
up. None of us are scared of the
spotlight."

The Lakers snapped an 11-
game losing streak at Oracle
Arena, with their last victory on
the Warriors' home floor occur-
ring on Dec. 22, 2012. The win
also snapped a seven-game skid
overall with the Lakers beating
the Warriors at Staples Center on
March 6, 2016.

“I just wanted to be aggressive,” Mike Tomlin said when his explaining his decision to go for
a fake punt against the Saints.

Mike Tomlin said he "wanted
to be aggressive" against the
New Orleans Saints, as he ex-
plained why the Pittsburgh
Steelers opted to go for a fake
punt late in the game.

The Saints
went on to score a touchdown on
the ensuing drive and win the

game 31-28, leaving the playoff
hopes of Tomlin's side looking
bleak.

Tomlin, Pittsburgh's 13th-
year coach, explained his deci-
sion to reporters after the game,
saying: "Obviously I told us to
go for a fake punt.

" just wanted to be aggres-
sive. I wanted to ensure that we
had an opportunity to win the
game. First of all, I liked the
play, the concept, I thought we
had a chance to get it.

"But I thought where the game
was and the time which was left

in the game, I thought that if we
did not stop them, that we would
have an opportunity to have the
ball last, and we did. But obvi-
ously, unsuccessful nonetheless.
I take responsibility for that."
The loss dropped the Steelers
to 8-6-1 this season. They must

Thursday afternoon from pneumonia at the age of 112.

Richard Arvin Overton, Amer-
ica's oldest World War I veteran
and the third-oldest man in the
world, died Thursday afternoon
from pneumonia. He was 112
years old.

Overton was born before Henry
Ford introduced the Model T,
before the Titanic embarked on
her doomed maiden voyage and
before New Yorkers watched the
first ball drop in Times Square.

He was born on May 11, 1906,
in Bastrop County, Texas, about
an hour outside of Austin. Over-
ton was the grandson of a slave
and grew up in one of America's
darkest periods. He witnessed
the repeal of Jim Crow laws, the
passage of the Civil Rights Act
and the election of the first black
president of the United States.

He began his military career
with the Army on Sept. 3, 1940,
at Fort Sam Houston in San An-
tonio. '

In December 1941, he was
sent to Hawaii immediately after
the devastating surprise attack
by Japanese forces on Pearl Har-
bor. Like the rest of the nation,
Overton was thrust into World
War IL

He served in the Pacific The-
ater with the Army's segregated
1887th Engineer Aviation Bat-
talion from 1942 to 1945. He
held a series of jobs in the mili-
tary, including burial detail, base
security and driver for an officer.

A Community and Its Schools

The East Lubbock commu-
nity has had a long experience
with the changing of its school
system. From the closing down
of many elementary schools,
losing one of the major high
schools in the area, to underper-
formance in test scores causing
further action to have to take
place. ]

This year will be the last year
of Dunbar College Preparatory
Academy, the only middle
school in the entire East Lub-
bock school feeder program.
This will bring, yet again, many
consequences that will be un-
avoidable with another revamp-
ing of Estacado High School’s
feeder pattern.

This led me to think, how
drastic are the effects of this?
How does this affect the students
and/or parents? Teachers? The
community? What makes a
school academically successful?
The stability of the East Side
school system is extremely frag-
ile and under constant changes
compared to the other school
systems and feeder patterns
across town.

Enrollment has fluctuated, but
it will most certainly drop with
the current plans to reestablish
the school system. Knowing all
of this, I wanted to go out in the
community and also do some re-
search of my own on how ex-
actly does this affect everyone
who lives in East Lubbock.

I care so much about this
topic because it specifically af-
fects me and my family. It af-
fects my community and the
people within our community
and it has caused a large amount
of tension between the people of
the East Side community and
Central Office, even the state. I
have also experienced every as-
pect of changing schools.

I have been to an East Side
school where every single year
we were exemplary, been to a
school under IR (improvement
required), and I have been to a

school that has recovered from -

being on IR and is now continu-
ing to improve.

I, along with many other
people in our community, are
extremely frustrated with how
unstable our schools have been.

We all just want stability and
longevity within our community
schools because these changes to
our schools do impact everyone
within the community which is
why I chose this topic.

I want to know how this af-
fects the people who live and re-
side here as well as those who
work and educate our children
and have seen these changes
continue over the past few
decades. These educators have
seen the impact firsthand and
have the knowledge to explain
what exactly it does to them and
others.

The Identity That is Now Lost
Before I went within the
East Side community, I began by
turning to the first educator I've
ever known, my grandmother,
Evelyn Washington. She was an
educator for decades in Brown-
field and she has quite a lot of
knowledge regarding the minds
of young children, especially.
Regarding these certain circum-
stances, she gave quite a surpris-
ing and unexpected response.
Instead of talking about how
young .children’s minds work,
she talked about the psycholog-
ical impact that exists well into
adulthood.
She talked about “losing the
identity you have associated

-with your school” and how this

affects the community. She
stated, “When you drive through
your old community and you see
the school you once love no
longer there, you lose your sense
of identity you had associated
with your school.

Your memories, your mascot,
your school song, everything
about the school is no longer
there. It's quite honestly heart-
breaking to see this.” What she
said was short, but it was excep-
tionally powerful.

There is this underlying psy-
chological effect that the major-
ity of people don't even realize.
I could see it in her eyes, hear it
in her voice, and sense it in her
demeanor. She had a huge con-
nection to something that no
longer existed. I later found out
that she graduated from North
Chapel High School in Kilgore,
Texas -- a school that no longer
exists.

Through the loss of our
schools, we also lose our iden-
tity. A prime example is Dunbar
High School, which was
switched to a middle school in
1993. It is pretty ironic that now
the middle school will also be
lost to the community. The his-
tory of Dunbar High School is
now nearly unheard of because
the identity of the school has
been lost for 25 years. This com-
pletely redirected the way I ap-
proached this issue and made me
want to dig down even deeper,
beyond the black and white sta-
tistics and the strict score re-
quirements, and really focus on
the people truly being affected
by this.

I wanted more information
on what the identity is, or was,
for the school and our commu-
nity. I found one intriguing arti-
cle in the  Lubbock
Avalanche-Journal regarding
just what the identity was for
Dunbar High School. Named,
“Chronicles: Former Dunbar
High has remarkable run in ath-
letic competition,” the author,
Paul Carson, who is an emeritus
professor of history at Texas
Tech, explored the historic runs
of Lubbock Dunbar High School
from the 1950s to the 1970s.

Dunbar High School had a
wide array of achievements and
state championships, in the ath-
letic division especially, which
goes relatively unheard and is al-
most never brought up.

With the school having the
largest amount of athletic state
championships out of all of the
Lubbock schools and nearly all
of the surrounding areas, one
would think that you would not
have to go on an excursion to
hear about it. One excerpt from
the newspaper article is the only
thing needed to truly show how
dominant Dunbar high school
was, ;

Clearly, Lubbock's Dunbar
High School compiled a remark-
able athletic record. Over a pe-
riod of 15 years, from 1953 to
1968, its students and coaches
recorded 11 state athletic cham-
pionships in the all-black
Prairie View Interscholastic
League

This school was beyond prestigious, all-Black Prairie View Interscholastic League or not, te
simply just go unnoticed. So why is it so unheard of and barely talked about? The identity of the
once prestigious, outstanding, dominant Dunbar High School, was simply lost. It was lost with
the conversion of a high school into a middle school. Sadly, the same fate is inevitable for the mid-

dle school now.
