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MY LONG residency (seven 
weeks) in Olton doesn’t make me 
an expert, but I ’ll play like one 
anyway.

I can tell already that I like 
ft  here. People have been helpful 
and friendly ever since the Tur­
ners moved in.

In fact, Olton is just about the 
friendliest town I ’ve run across.

Olton, however, has some bad 
habits, just like any other com­
munity.

I noticed one of them the oth­
er night.

People all over raise cane be­
cause the city isn’t run right, tax­
es are too high, schools ought to 
be better, etc. It happens every­
where.

Then they turn right around and 
sit at home in an easy chair 
when they ought to be out learn­
ing what makes their town tick.

It happened here the other night 
at the school budget hearing.

It was labeled a “ public”  hear­
ing, but only one school board 
member, Ed Thompson, the super­
intendent, the business manager 
and I showed up.

Not a single taxpayer came 
around.

I ’ll take that back. A couple of 
fellows on their way to a quarter­
back club meeting stuck their 
heads in the door to ask direct­
ions to the football meeting.

Now this doesn’t make Olton un­
usual. I went to public budget 
hearings at Littlefield four years 
in a row and no taxpayers showed 
up at any of them.

The fact that “ everybody does 
it”  doesn’t make it right.

And if the fact that the school 
"budget was raised $12,000 comes 
as a surprise to you, you have 
no kick coming.

Not now, anyway.
You had your chance when the 

“ public”  budget hearing was held.

Burial was in Olton Cemetery 
under the direction of Parsons 
Funeral Home, Olton. Lester Per­
rin of Lubbock, Jimmy’s track 
coach at LCC, assisted in the 
graveside rites.

Robbins is survived by the par­
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Charles Lee 
Robbins, and a sister, Mrs. Naomi 
Wilkinson, all of New Smyrna 
Beach, Fla.

Before the fall, Robbins, a mem­
ber of a college crew working on 
the field house, was hanging from 
a cable being used as a guy wire 
from the ground to the top of the 
building to keep steel girders per­
pendicular.

Dr. F. W. Mattox, LCC presi­
dent, said witnesses told him Rob­
bins fell on his head and should­
ers.

Some farmers who suffered les­
ser damage felt that late feed 
crops may “ make it.”  Early feed, 
they thought, would not.

At the Jack Edwards farm, Jar­
rell Edwards said “ cotton was a 
total loss. My father is going to 
plow it under as soon as it dries 
up.”

Three inches of rain were re­
ported at the Edwards place. s

Mrs. A. C. Light reported:
“ We have about 50 per cent dam­

age to our cotton. The hail stripped 
the feed and the wind blew it 
over to one side.”  The Lights had 
an inch of rain.

“ My field looks awfully ragged. 
About two-thirds o f my crop was 
ruined,”  said Winton Hackler, 
whose place is three miles east 
and a half south of Thompson Gin.

Malcolm Ogletree, who farms 
next door to the gin, was asked 
about his feed crop.

meet even higher educational 
standards is beyond question,’ ’ he 
said. “ The child’s chance for suc­
cess in later years can depend 
on whether he enrolls in school 
this fall.”

Rogers pointed out that child­
ren may lawfully work on farms 
before and after school hours or 
on weekends, but that their place 
ik in the classroom when school 
is in session in the school district 
where the child is currently living.

“ The law protects the children 
of migratory workers as well as 
local children,”  he said. “ The on­
ly exception to the law is the 
child working exclusively for his 
parents or guardian.”

An age certificate showings that 
the youngster is at least 16 is the 
best protection the farmer can 
have against inadvertent violation. 
In Texas, these certificates are 
available, as a public service, 
from local Texas Employment 
Commission offices.

He added that the Federal 
child-labor law applies to farmers 
who engage in interstate com­
merce or ship their products in 
interstate commerce, either dir­
ectly or to firms who ship them 
across State lines in their original 
form or as an ingredient of an­
other product.

Halfway Station's 
Fourth Field Day 
Slated Sept. 14

The Fourth Annual Field Day 
of the High Plains Research Foun­
dation will be held Wednesday, 
Sept. 14, at Halfway, Frank Moore, 
president of the Foundation an­
nounced.

Tours of the research plots will 
start at 1:30 p.m. and continue 
until 5 p.m. A barbecue will be 
served all visitors at 6 p.m., fol­
lowed by an evening program.

Visitors will have an opportun­
ity to see the expanded research 
programs with cotton, and the new 
basic plant breeding program with 
soybeans and sesame.

Other points of interest include 
the new research program on 
weed elimination with flame cul­
tivation; fertilizer studies with cot­
ton, grain sorghum, and castor 
beans; variety tests on grain sor­
ghum, soybeans, corn, castor 
beans, and sesame; and irrigation 
valuation, water conservation, and 
the recharge well.

In addition to the farm tours, 
a farm machinery exhibit will 
show the latest development in 
farm, irrigation, and agricultural 
aviation equipment.

The average attendance for the 
first three field days was 2,000.

Weather seemed to be the prin­
cipal factor in the vegetable har­
vest this week. Com and cucumber 
harvest had slowed considerably 
today at noon, as clouds hovered 
over the area.

Mildew brought on by the damp 
weather had gotten on a lot of 
com  and cucumbers. Harley Mil­
ler said today if the weather 
doesn’t break soon, my com  and 
cuke harvest is “ about over.”

Several farmers stated that their 
vegetable yields will “ drop fast”  
if rainy conditions prevail.

The first week of bean harvest 
began with about 650 pounds of 
beans per acre being produced. 
However, by Wednesday, James 
Cowart, a local bean shed mana­
ger, said yields had increased a- 
bout 350 pounds per acre at the 
Marion Green and E. S. Huckabee 
farms.

Almost 36,000 pounds of beans 
were shipped from the shed Tues­
day.

Bean prices have been steady 
at $6 a sack. There are about 
4,500 acres of beans in the Olton 
area.

Workers at the Brown-Miller cu­
cumber processing shed said cuke 
harvest reached its peak last week. 
Yield is expected to start drop­
ping next week.
