13 Truck Loads Go Out

Sept. 15, according to Lloyd Gra-
ham, Co-Op Gin manager.

Graham said the crops ‘look
good” and the ‘‘cotton is loaded.”

The Co-Op Gin received its first
bale last year Sept. 8 from the
Elmer Machen farm.

The Royce McFadden farm,
three miles east of town, and the
O. J. Lee farm, two miles east
and one north of Olton, were re-
ported this season to have some
of the earliest cotton in this area.

Local farmers said worms and
insects aren’'t very bad in their
cotton crops.

Winton Hackler described his
cotton, damaged last week by
hail, as ‘‘a little better than I
thought it would be.”

Jack Edwards, whose crop also
received excessive hail, said ‘I
only have three or four acres of
cotton left and they can only make
about a bale altogether.”

The first load of grain also is
expected to be harvested about
the middle of September. Glen
Singleterry, Olton Grain manager,
said the grain prospects look ‘‘very
good”’, but crops are a little later
than last year. Glen thinks grain
prices will be about the same as
last year.

E. M. Venable, who farms south
of town, expects to harvest some
of his grain in about three weeks.
He conceded that his crops will
be better than last year if ‘‘nothing
happens’’.

Court Ruling
Favors Dennis;
City Drops Case

H. L. Dennis, Olton building
contractor, has won a court fight
o keep a building which houses
Dennis  Builders Supply where it
stands.

District Judge E. A. Bills last
week ruled against the City of
Olton in its suit aimed at forcing
Dennis to move the structure,

Wednesday night, the*City Coun-
cil decided to drop the case after
discussing it at length at a spe-
cial meeting.

Judge Bills wrote
judgement:

“The City of Olton.. . . has
failed to discharge its burden to
show that the building described
in its pleadings is of ‘unprotected,
non-combustible construction’, as
such is defined in the abbreviated
addition of the National Building
Cade™. . .

Insufficient Evidence

‘““The Court further finds that
the evidence is totally insufficient
to show that the exceptions to
‘restrictions within the fire limit’
as set out in said building code
do not “apply in this case and that
the plaintilff has again failed to
discharge its burden of proof.”

The judge ordered that the plain-
tiff, City of Olton, “pay all costs
in this cause.”

All members of the city council
signed a letter to Dennis Wednes-
day night. It read, in part:

‘‘Please be advised that the
City Council contemplates no fur-
ther action in this matter.”

The city had contended, in its
suit, that Dennis illegally placed
the building in the city’s down-
town fire zone. The council had
sought a court order in an effort
to have the building moved.

The sheet iron structure was
moved onto a foundation on a site
just east and across the street
from Olton Butane and just west
of the I. B. Holt home.

Case Started In 1959

The case began in May, 1959.
The City filed suit that same
month, contending Dennis’ action
was in violation of a city ordi-
nance establishing fire limits.

The City Council’s decision to
take no further action and write
Dennis came after lengthy dis-

$80,000 Paving
- Bond Election
Slated Sept. 17

An $80,000 paving bond election
for the City of Olton has been
set for Saturday, Sept. 17.

The action was taken Wednes-
day night at a special meeting of
the City Council.

The $80,000 in bonds is for the
city’s share of paving costs, plus
some funds to be used for a small
amount of street maintenance e-
quipment and some repair to ex-
isting pavement.

Of the total cost of the paving
project, the city will pay about
20 per cent. About 80 blocks would
be paved under the program.

The City Council, after setting
the election date, called on prop-
erty owners interested in paving
to contact the city hall as soon as
possible.

“The program will go where the
most interest is,”” Councilman
Fred Thompson said.

Plans For Seal-Coating

The city also announced that
plans call for seal-coating of all
existing pavement where needed.
This work will be done in con-
nection with the paving' project,
if it is approved by the voters.

Election judges appointed by
the council are Howard Hall, pre-
siding judge; G. T. Sides, Velma
Kemp and Mrs. W. A. Cure. Vot-
ing will be at the city hall.

Representatives of First of Tex-
as Corporation on hand for Wed-
nesday night’'s meeting were J.M.
Barker, vice president, and Tom
Anderlitch. The corporation will
handle financing of the project.

Anderlitch explained that a pro-
perty owner may pay all his share
of the costs when the paving is
done, or he may make a down
payment and pay the balance in
four years at 7 per cent simple
interest.

City councilmen said the aim
of the paving project is to get
new paving and to provide for
maintenance of it and all other
existing pavement.

The proposition on the ballot
will read: ¥

“For the issuance of street im-
provement bonds and the levy of
a tax in payment thereof.”

‘““Against the issuance of street
improvement bonds and the levy
of a tax in payment thereof.”

No Tax Increase

This wording caused some con-
cern among councilmen, who felt
the voter may believe the bond
vote means a tax increase, when
it actually does not.

Barker, First of Texas repre-
sentative, explained however, that
the proposition must be worded
in that manner.

He added:

“It is true that you will not
have to raise taxes or valuations,’”

At Annual Co-Op Membership Meet -

Five crops were listed as the
United State’s basic farm prob-
lem by Walter Berger, adminis-
trator of Commodity Stabilization
Service and executive vice-presi-
dent of Commodity Credit Corpo-
ration, as he spoke to more than
1,000 persons at Lubbock Ilast
Thursday afternoon.

Eight from Olton attended the
meeting.

The occasion was the three-way
annual membership meetings of
Plains Cooperative Oil Mill, Farm-
ers Cooperative Compress and
Plains Cotton Cooperative Associa-
tion.

Berger listed the five crops as
tobacco, peanuts, rice, wheat and
cotton as being the basic farm
problem.

On wheat, he stated 510 million
bushels were exported last year

Farm Housing
Rule Is Changed

Under a recent change in the
eligibility requirement for Farm
Housing loans, a farmer who owns
a farm that will annually produce
for sale or home 'use at least
$400 worth of commodities may,
if he meets other eligibility re-
quirements, be able to obtain a
Farm Housing loan.

Farm Housing loans are made
by the Farmers Home Adminis-
tration and are used to construct
and repair needed farm houses
and farm. service buildings. These
requirements are that the appli-
cant lacks the resources needed
to obtain credit elsewhere, be a
citizen of the United States, and
have sufficient income from farm
and other sources to pay farm
operating and family living ex-
penses and meet payments, when
due, on his debts.

Applications for this type of
credit may be made at the county
office of the Farmers Home Ad-
ministration located in the Post

Office Building in Littlefield.

The U. S. Department of Agri-
culture recently named 37 wheat
varieties which are undesirable be-
cause of inferior milling or baking
qualities and which will be dis-
counted 20 cents per bushel in
price support rates on the 1961
wheat crop.

John E. King Sr., 75, uncle of

King, managing editor of the
Dallas Morning News for years
and later head of its Washington
Bureau, apparently died of a heart
attack.

Be-
sides the son, he is survived by
his widow, Jenna; a daughter,
Mrs. Tom B. Scott, formerly food
and fashion editor of The News;

—Provide an annual salary of
$4,014 for a beginning teacher with
a bachelor’s degree (now $3,204)
and $4,239 for an MA degree (now
$3,429).

—Annual salary increments of
:$108 per year (now $54) with ten
Increments for bachelor’s degree
teachers and 17 for the master’s
degree,

—Add 3380 per school bus to
help pay increased transportation
costs for school children.

—Increase to $500 per teacher
the allowance for maintenance and
operation of school plant and pro-
gram (now $350-$400).

.Larger cities, and other areas
with rapidly expanding population,
would especially benefit from an-
other TSTA proposal, to allot State
aid for teaching personnel on the
basis of the current year’s atten-
dance instead of last year’s. This
would save local taxpayers at
least $8 million the first year,
Mrs. Alexander said.

Other legislative requests by

TSTA call for: five days sick
leave annually for teachers, cum-
ulative to 30 days; additional spe-
cial service teachers and princi-
pals; and regional film and audio-
visual libraries.
Total cost of these proﬁosals to
strengthen the school program is
estimated at $100 million annually,
of which the State would pay ap-
proximately $80 million and Iocal
districts $20 million.

“Texas schools are as good as
they are largely because local dis-
tricts have steadily increased their
financial support and dedicated
teachers continue to perform ef-
ficiently at a personal sacrifice in
income,” the TSTA president de-
clared.
