Olton’s Mustangs, using the first 
11 less than half the game, sped 
to an easy 32-13 victory over 
Springlake’s Wolverines at Spring- 
lake Friday night.

It was the undefeated Olton 
club’s third straight victory of the 
year.

Although outmanned, Springlake 
never quit fighting and pulled to 
within seven points of the Mus­
tangs as the fourth quarter opened.

Olton opened the game with a

pair of touchdowns which came 
after the Ponies recovered Spring- 
lake fumbles.

After the quarter ended with Ol­
ton in a 14-0 lead, Pony reserves 
and the Wolverines battled to a 
stand-off in the second period, until 
Springlake’s top player, QB Hal 
Hudson, returned a punt 60 yards 
for a score.

But they had to come right back 
early in the fourth quarter, when 
Springlake pulled up to 20-13. The 
first 11 got a touchdown in three 
plays, then returned to the bench.

It was the barreling, driving 
force of Robert Priest, the Ponies’ 
190-pound fullback, that got the 
first three Olton touchdowns.

QB Johnny Schenck passed to 
Randee Buchenau for the fourth 
Olton score and HB James Love­
less ran 38 yards for the final

touchdown.
Hudson got one Springlake score 

and passed to End Tommy Kellar 
fbr the other.

Springlake opened the game 
with Hudson throwing the pighide 
for short gainers.

After the kick-off, the Wolverines 
marched from their 21 to the 40, 
with Hudson completing four pas­
ses, two to Bill Starkey.

On third down at his own 40, 
Hudson went back to pass again. 
This time, he was rushed hard 
by Olton End Fred Riney. As Rin- 
ey smashed in, Hudson fumbled 
and ball was recovered by the 
other Mustang end, Jimmy Law- 
son, on the Wolverine 28.

It took Olton only five plays to 
score the first touchdown of the 
night.

Priest bulled his way to the 23, 
but the play didn’t count as the 
Mustangs took advantage of a 
five-yard penalty against Spring- 
lake.

HB Frankie Miller then ripped 
off a 10-yard gainer to the Spring- 
lake 13.

I think that is one lesso.i 
I ’ll never forget. Then he told us 
we must go tell them before some­
one else did.

I was glad we were going—this 
fear I had carried all night was 
horrible—just to think someone 
was suffering, and might even be 
at the point of death, because of 
ME. And yet, I dreaded facing 
Mother because I knew she’d cry 
and I didn’t want to see her hurt. 
When we got to the house, she 
already knew, and was preparing 
to come to the school. Yes, she 
was crying, and so were we. We 
went to see Danny’s folks, and 
then to tell Daddy, and then to 
see the daughter of the lady we 
had injured. Before we talked to 
her, Mother suggested that we 
pray and ask God’s forgiveness, 
and help, because we always need 
Him.

Then we went to talk to the 
family. The daughter was real up­
set, but so kind—I’ll never forget 
how I expected her to storm at 
us, and hurl accusations, which 
I felt I so justly deserved, but 
she was real kind and understand­
ing, and said she knew it was an 
accident. That helped me and Dan­
ny a whole lot.

Then we went to Plainview to 
see the lady involved. The hardest 
thing I ever did was walk in that 
room with flowers in my hand, 
and tell her who I was. And again, 
I will never forget the kindness 
and sympathy and understanding 
she showed Danny and I.

Danny and I—we are so sorry 
it all happened and wish we could 
undo what we did, but since we 
can’t, maybe our story will help 
some other person. We won’t ever 
forget that adults know more than 
kids do, and when they tell us 
about the dangers when we do 
certain things, they really do know 
what they are talking about. We 
also learned that if we ever get 
in a terrible situation again, whe­
ther it be from such as this, or 
whatever it might be, we’ll tell 
our folks, take whatever punish­
ment we have to take, and make 
whatever is required of us, right 
then. Nothing could ever be worse 
than to spend another night like 
that one.

Mother and Daddy said this 
could have happened to them—the 
only difference is that they prob­
ably would have known what to 
do where Danny and I didn’ t. One 
thing sure, is, that I don’t cherish 
the possession of my gun, iike
I did—I have learned it can be 
deadly, even when you are ever 
a quarter of a mile from a sub­
ject, as we were, and not even 
know the victim of your bullet 
existed, until it struck home.

If you have a. gun, never shoot 
at water, as a bullet will ricochet 
from that surface almost invaria­
bly; never shoot just to be shoot­
ing, as we were, and if you want 
to target practice, shoot into a 
bank. Learn the rules of courtesy 
for handling a gun and abide by 
them.

We are thankful our victim is 
alive, today. There are some who 
have not been as lucky as we,

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First Cotton At Hart is Delivered By Lloyd Davis

First Bale; Two 
Others Delivered

Lloyd Davis, who farms just 
north of Hart, doesn’t believe in 
doing things halfway.

The Hart farmer not only 
■brought in Hart’s first bale of cot­
ton Monday, but he also delivered 
two more. Each gin in Hart re­
ceived a bale from Davis.

Hart Gin, operated by Roland 
and Rosa Shepard, received Hart’s 
first bale of the season from Davis.

He later took bales to Hart Co- 
Op Gin and A. A. Lindsey Gin 
and Grain Co.

The first bale was a 442-pound­
er produced from 1,920 pounds of 
seed cotton. Seed weight was 820 
pounds.

This cotton was from Gregg 
seed, planted the last week of 
April. It was watered twice and 
hand pulled.

Hart Gin handled the ginning 
and wrapping free and paid Davis 
50 cents a pound for the cotton 
and $100 a ton for the seed.

The second bale, delivered to 
Hart Co-Op, weighed 2,237 pounds 
in the trailer. A 582-pound bale 
was ginned from it, the seed 
weighing 900 pounds. Hart Co-Op 
gave free ginning and wrapping, 
and paid $40 per ton for the seed.
