At Springlake, Voters gave Nixon 
a 103-100 margin, while at Hart 
Camp, the vote was for Nixon, 37- 
33.

In the U.S. Senate race, Lyndon 
B. Johnson received 3,772 votes to 
GOP John Tower’s 2,007. Olton vo­
ted for Johnson, 588 to 370. Spring- 
lake and Hart Camp went the 
same way, 127-77 and 51-23, res­
pectively.

George Mahon was returned to 
his seat in the House of Represen­
tatives by an overwhelming maj­
ority. He led Lamb County 4,714 
to 588 over Constitution Party can­
didate John Anderson. In Olton, 
Mahon received 757 votes to An­
derson’s 111.

Gov. Price Daniel won easily 
over his Republican opponent, Wil­
liam Stegar, and led in Olton, 689

In 1957, Mr. and Mrs. Randel 
left their home at Monrovia, Calif., 
where they had lived and worked 
for 40 years to make their first 
trip in a trailer. Randel was as­
sociated with the Union Oil Com­
pany in California for 35 years.

They journeyed to Yellowstone 
National Park, then through Texas 
and Old Mexico on their first trip.

Randel said, “ We liked trailer- 
ing so well that when we went 
back to California, we gave away 
or sold ‘lock, stock and barrel’ 
all of our household goods.”

He added: “ When it’s night-time, 
we just find a wide spot in the 
road, park there and stay all night.

At that very time, and since, some $1,700,000,000 a year 
of highway user tax money was being spent by the Fed­
eral Government for everything but highways. Yet, still 
higher Federal gasoline taxes are being demanded!

The second for this message is to let you know there 
is something you can do about excessive gasoline taxes 
that will help both of us. Service Stations throughout the 
country will invite their customers to sign a petition urg­
ing that the "temporary" fourth cent of the Federal gas­
oline tax be permitted to expire as the law now provides 
— on lune 30, 1961.

The reason it's important for us to register our views 
is that "temporary" taxes on gasoline have a habit of 
becoming permanent.
