Warnings were {issued as
Plainview diphtheria outbreak
continued unchecked, As of
Tuesday, 63 persons had been
struck there since Nov, 2, The
outbreak claimed its first fa-
tality Sunday as a 3-year-old
Plainview girl died of the
disease,

Fifty-one of the Plainview
cases have been reported since
Dec, 16 Two cases of the
malady were reported last Fri-
day at Dimmitt, Through
Wednesday afternoon, no cases

had been reported in Olton,

Joe Harper, superintendent of |
Olton schools, said thatno child
will be admitted to classes Mon-.
day without first presenting a
certificate of

‘‘Anyone who comes to school
without a
report to the school nurse be-
fore being admitted to class,”’

Sales strength was noted in
most groups of stores, but
especially in those selling chil-
dren’s clothing and shoes,
drugs, household equipment,
food and other supplies thatre-
flect the fact that the birth
rate has been high and that
there are more youngsters
around,

Most of the confident spend-
ing by Lamb. County residents
