Dr. Basil Johns is in charge of 
the Chamber’s civic affairs com­
mittee which is circulating the 
petition.

In the meantime, the Chamber 
has received an inquiry from an 
industrial plant which might lo­
cate here. The Chamber’s indus­
trial committee has secured an 
acre of land for use by the plant. 

Industrial Committee 
James Hall, chairman of the in­

dustrial committee, said more ad­
jacent land is available if needed.

He said the firm has not divulg­
ed the nature of its finished prod­
ucts but company officials have 
told the West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce that it would employ 25 
people immediately and as many 
as 125 by the end of the first year.

Although several other towns 
have an opportunity to try for the 
plant, Mr. Hall said that he feels 
that availability of land here will 
give Olton a better than average 
chance in securing it, all other fac­
tors being equal.

Mr. Whiteley said that he be­
lieves that the Chamber’s record 
of accomplishments during the 
past year, plus current projects 
and future program of work is 
good recommendation for joining 
the Chambers ranks and helping 
to build Olton.
