Chief Explains 
Hart Fire Alarm  
Siren System
Firechief Claude Cox this week 

explained methods by which fires 
may be reported and various 
warning sounded by the fire siren.

A fire may be reported by press­
ing a button located at the rear of 
the fire station. The button is out­
side the building, about five feet 
off the ground.

The person reporting a fire 
should remain at the station until 
a fireman arrives so firemen can 
learn the location of the fire.

If a phone is available, a fire 
may be reported by calling any 
member of the fire department, 
preferably the firechief.

Here are some signals given by 
the siren. One steady blast indi­
cates a tornado in the vicinity. 
Two steady blasts signify a prac­
tice run or regular fire meeting. 
Three steady blasts signifies a tor­
nado alert.

A series of short blasts is given 
for fire.

All residents of Hart who have 
storm cellars have been asked to 
report their locations to Chief Cox. 
They will be plotted on a city map 
so that if a tornado should ever hit 
Hart, rescue parties may locate 
them quickly. This could save 
lives as people might be trapped 
in cellars by debris.

Hart fire department recently 
purchased a portable public ad­
dress system. The auxiliary equip­
ment may be heard for a mile or 
more and will be used in event of 
power failure.
