Sixteen varieties of com  were 
planted on April 21 in the 1960 com  
variety test at the High Plains Re­
search foundation, Dr. E. H. Col- 
lister, chief agronomist, stated. 
Both white and yellow selections 
were included in the test.

This is the fourth year that com  
variety tests have been conducted 
at the Halfway Research Farm. 
Each year the number of varieties 
has been reduced through the 
elimination of those found to be 
unsuitable for the area. As many 
as 147 different varieties have been
tested in one year.

The date of planting experiment 
on corn is also being continued. 
Early, mid-season, and late ma­
turing varieties include two yellow 
and one white. In previous tests 
on both white and yellow corn, the 
late April and early May plantings 
resulted in higher yields than corn 
planted at later dates. Mid-Sep­
tember harvest of the early plant­
ed corn has resulted in decreasing

the loss from lodging (falling 
down) caused by the ravages of 
the Southwestern com  borer. 
Through these methods, the corn 
yields have been higher and labor 
cost lower than in later planted 
corn. These same varieties will be 
planted at three later dates to con­
tinue the study.
