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Stubble mulching has advantages
® | in the long time farming programs
' | in the High Plains that outweigh
© | the immediate and temporary gains
from burning the wheat stubble,
Delbert Langford, associate agron-
omist at the High Plains Research
Foundation, stated in a recent in-
terview.

;[‘he advantages of plowing under
the stubble are (1) maintaining the
organic matter content of the soil
which facilitates water penetration
by improving the tilth and structure
of the soil; (2) returning plant food
to the soil; (3) better aeration of
the soil; and (4) prevention of dis-
eases.

Temporary advantages of burn-
ing are (1) killing weeds, (2) killing
insects, (3) immediate effect of re-
leased potash, and (4) double crop-
ping.

Research tests have been shown
that burning stubble for a period
of 5 years results in a considerable
reduction in wheat yields as well
as crops used in rotation. The loss

in production from continuous burn-
ing of stubble over a period of time
is very high.

Langford emphasized that the re-
turn of crop residues to the soil
is a sound conservation practice
in maintaining soil productibility.
It will become more important as
our underground water level de-
clines, and we are more dependent
upon rainfall for crop production.
Soil with poor physical structure
and low organic matter is much
less effective in absorbing and
holding rainfall than soil with ade-
quate humus.
