But a USDL official in Lubbock Thursday maintained a 
calm attitude about the matter-

Paul Vigil, USDL foreign service labor representative, said, 
"A t this point, I personally see no cause for undue concern 
in the Olton community in regard to continued availability of 
Bracero labor."

‘individualVigil said it is 
case involving a farmer and a Nat­
ional and it is being investigated 
on that basis.”

The incident took on significance 
in that mistreatment of Mexican 
Nationals has resulted in refusal 
by the Mexican government to 
grant Bracero labor in some areas.

Key figures in the situation are:
Jose Andrade Gonzalez, the Mex­

ican National.
J. B. James, prominent Olton 

area farmer who employed Gonza­
lez.

Vigil said his investigation shows 
James and Gonzalez had a disa­
greement and that the National 
was slapped by James. The inci­
dent occurred during the early part 
of last week.

Later, Gonzalez was placed in the 
city jail, at James’ request, on a 
charge of “ desertion of contract.

James, contacted Thursday, said 
in a telephone conversation that he 
felt the case was between himself 
and the National. He declined to 
discuss details of the disagreement.

However, he did say that a letter 
sent to the USDL by city council- 
men was substantially correct.

The letter, written July 8 at a 
special meeting of the city council, 
reads as follows:

“ This letter is written relative 
to the recent arrest and holding of 
Jose Andrade Gonzalez (a Mexican 
National). The officer of the city 
iailed this man without full know-

Stock Ordinance 
Change Is Asked YOU KNOW  'EM?

Do you really know your 
local merchants?

City councilmen took under ad­
visement Tuesday night a request 
that a seven-month-old livestock or­
dinance here be scrapped, or oth­
erwise made more acceptable.

A group of about 15 persons 
asked that some arrangement be 
made so that 4-H and FFA young­
sters may keep their animals in 
town.

Mayor M. T. James and the 
council pointed out the request put 
them on the spot.

Councilman Fred Thompson, ex­
plaining that the ordinance was 
passed because the council felt the 
majority of the people wanted it, 
said:

“ You must realize that the or­
dinance was under consideration 
about eight months before we 
passed it. It isn’t something that 
we can turn around and change 
right quick.”

The ordinance, approved in Nov­
ember, 1959, bars hogs, cattle, 
sheep, goats and other animals 
from being kept in the city limits. 
The law does allow animals to be 
kept in town during a 72-hour per­
iod for a show or exhibition.

Calvin Horn, speaking for the 
eroup at the council meeting, said 
the ordinance is “ working a hard­
ship”  on youngsters who raise live­
stock.

He suggested an arrangement 
whereby lambs only might be kept 
in town. He added that this would 
be limited to 4-H and FFA young­
sters.

But Councilman Carroll Cox said, 
and other members of the council 
agreed, that it would be hard to 
allow one type of animal and not 
open the door for all other types

to be kept in town.
Councilmen also said they did 

not believe such a revision could 
be made only for 4-H and FFA 
boys. Once the door was opened, 
they said, anyone would be able 
to keep animals in town.

Mayor James said, frankly, that 
“ everyone knows what the problem 
is, but no one seems to know what 
to do about it.”

County Wheat 
Allotment Set 
At 6,012 Acres

Lamb County’s wheat allotment 
for 1961 has been set at 6,012 acres, 
118 less than 1960, L. D. Aten, 
county ASC office manager, an­
nounced.

Secretary of Agriculture Benson 
has proclaimed marketing quotas 
on the 1961 crop and has set July 
21 as the date for a referendum to 
determine producer approval or 
disapproval of quotas.

The Agriculture Department an­
nounced last week an average sup­
port price for 1960 crop wheat of 
$1.78 a bushel, up a cent from a 
year ago. It also announced that 
the average support of $1.78 a 
bushel will prevail for the 1961 
crop if wheat marketing quotas are 
approved at the July 21 re­
ferendum.

If marketing quotas are not ap­
proved by the necessary two-thirds 
of the voting producers July 21, 
there will be no restriction on 
wheat marketings and acreage al­
lotments will remain in effect as 
a condition of eligibility for price 
support at 50 per cent of parity as 
required by law.
