CHOICE EFFECTIVE ONLY ONE YEAR

The Secretary was authorized to 

use the previous year’s farm al­
lotment for establishing farm acre­
age allotments for 1960. This meth­
od of establishing farm acreage 
allotments replaced the tillable 
acreage or acreage history method 
for counties. State allotments and 
allotment to counties are still 
based on history for the previous 
5 years.

For 1960, each farm operator 
who has an upland cotton acreage 
allotment will have a choice of 
selecting Plan “ A”  or Plan “ B” . 
This selection must be made in 
writing by March 16, 1960. The 
choice made is effective for only 
one year. The notice will be mailed 
to each operator around the first 
week in February, which will 
state the national average rate 
per pound for Choice “ A”  and 
Choice “ B” . The Secretary will 
make this announcement no later 
than January 31, 1960. If no
selection is made by March 16, 
1960, the operator will automati­
cally have Choice “ A ”  cotton 
plan.

Plan “ A” is your regular cotton 
acreage allotment for 1960 and 
the level of price support cannot 
be less than 75 percent of parity 
and not in excess of 90 percent 
of parity. Price support to farmers 
who elect this choice will be avail­
able only through a purchase 
program. The purchase program 
will be handled through approved 
purchasers such as banks, gins, 
and some buyers. The escalator 
clause, under which the minimum 
price support level is determined 
on the basis of the supply per­
centage, remains in effect for the 
1960 cotton crop.

Plan “ B ” is an increase of 40 
percent of your regular farm al­
lotment with price support at 15 
percent of parity lower than the 
level determined for the farmer 
who elects Choice “ A” .

If a farm operator rents more 
than one farm on which there is 
a cotton acreage allotment, re­
gardless where at in the US, the 
operator must elect Choice “ A ” 
or Choice “ B”  for all farms he 
operates—he cannot elect Choice 
“ A ”  for one farm and Choice “ B” 
for the others.

The additional acreage produced 
on a farm under choice “ B ”  will 
not be considered as “ history”  in 
establishing future acreage allot­
ments for the farm, county, and 
state. The Choice “ A ”  allotment 
shall be the only acreage consi­
dered for purposes of future state, 
county and farm allotments. Auto-

matice preservation of history is ments, and price support will be
not in effect for 1960 and future 
years.

After 1960, farmers will receive 
their regular cotton acreage allot-

available at levels determined by 
the Secretary within the following 
limits: (1) For 1961, at a level 
of from 70 percent to 90 percent

of parity. (2) After 1961, at a 1 
level of from 65 percent to 90 
percent of parity. The escalator 
clause under which the minimum 
support level is determined on the 
basis of the supply percentage is 
repealed effective with the 1961 
crop. Beginning with the 1961 crop, 
price support will be based on the 
average quality of the crop instead 
of Middling seven-eights. Begin­
ning with the 1959 crop, the mini­
mum national acreage allotment 
for cotton was 16 million acres.

If you, as a parent, have not received and filled out a school census 
blank on or before January 21 you are being overlooked and should do one 
of the following:

1. Phone Superintendent at No. 3611 or the School Tax Office No. 3781 and 
ask for a census blank.

2. Call in person at the school Tax office and get a census blank and fill 
it out.

Remember, if your child will be six years old next Sept. 1st he should be 
counted in the census now, even though he is not in school now. If he is six 
but not 18 or older on next Sept. 1st he should be counted now. All children 
from six to 18 should be counted. The six year olds who start next September 
to school are the ones most often overlooked in the census. Failure to count 
them costs the school and taxpayers extra money. Please help us not to over­
look anyone.

Please read the census blank carefully, fill it out completely, and return 
it by your child next day to the teacher. Thank you.

The 1960 research program of 
the High Plains Research Founda­
tion was expanded by action of 
the Executive Committee of the 
Board of Trustees at their Janu­
ary meeting, Mr. Harold Hinn, 
Chairman of the Board announced 
today.

Soybean and sesame variety 
testing was expanded to include 
fundamental plant breeding in­
vestigations to develop varieties 
specifically adapted to the High 
Plains area. This program was 
enlarged to meet the requests of 
farmers and business representa­
tives for better yielding and more 
suitable varieties. Employment of 
additional personnel to assist Dr. 
Earl Collister in this program was 
approved.

“ Soybeans could very well be 
the savior of the agricultural 
economy of the High Plains in 
fulfilling one of the needs for a 
dependable additional crop that 
can be grown in a rotation with 
grain sorghum and cotton,”  Mr. 
Hinn said in commenting on this 
enlargement of the Foundation’s 
research program.

An agreement with the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station at 
Lubbock was approved by the 
Committee. The coordination and 
cooperation in agricultural re­
search in the area was established 
by this agreement. This plan 
avoids unnecessary duplication of 
research programs and provides 
coordination of activities, so the 
whole West Texas area is more 
adequately served.
