WE CAN BLAME OURSELVES WHEN THINGS GO WRONG

“Struggle for world peace and
advancement begins at homé.”
This statement came last Thurs-
day night from Jack Lacy, exe-
cutive vice-president and manager
of Amarillo Chamber of Com-
merce, as he spoke at the annual
Chamber of Commerce & Agri-
culture banquet here.

“If we can’t have unity of pui'-
pose in our own community,” he
asked, ‘“‘How can we expect our
nation to have it, or the world?”
Some 250 attended the banquet
in the school cafetorium.

High points of Lacy’s address
stood out in bold relief against a
background of humor that had his
audience laughing most of the
evening.

“We should blame ourselves for
things not done rather than blame
each other,” the speaker declared.
He alluded to the search in na-
tional politics for a scapegoat in
the space race.

He said everyone is blaming
everyone else for America’s lag
when in fact we are all to blame.
He pointed out that Dr. Robert
Goddard fired the first liquid
oxygen powered rocket at the
Aberdeen proving grounds in 1918.
Then America decided she did not
need a rocket.

Dr. Goddard again tried in the
early 1930s and for his foresight
and genius won the name of
“mad scientist.”” German agents
purchased for 15 cents one of Dr.
Goddard’s pamphlets at the Smith-
sonian Institute some 10 years
later and using the pamphlet as a
blueprint, built the awesome V-2
rocket that lay waste to London.

“Whose fault then is it that
America is behipd in the space
race?” the speaker asked.

Horizons are unlimited, Mr.
Lacy declared. ‘Pioneers didn't
expect a rocking chair at the end
of the day. America was not built
by people who waited for their
ships to come in. They sailed
them in.”

Mr. Lacy praised community
leadership and was especially
complimentary of the school sys-
tem. He noted that Olton has one
of the finest school plants in the
area.

One of the highlights of the
evening was the awarding of the
‘“/Citizen of the Year” plaque to
Major James, Jr. This award was
presented by Fred Thompson.

We talked to an Insuranceman
friend of ours this week and
learned that a considerable sav-
ings on insurance can be realized
by building a home in town rather
than in the country. This is in
spite of city taxes.

Ordmary insurance on a $30,000
home in the country runs $1,101
for' five years, while the same
policy runs only $624 in town, he
told us. This represents a savings
of almost $100 a year in insurance
premiums. City taxes on such a

home (when the home is ab-
solutely new with no depreciation
taken) would run $157.50 a year.

The home owner has saved $100
on insurance so he’s out only
$57.50 a year for the conveniences
of living in town—such niceties as
streets, proximity to school,
shopping area, sewer and water

facilities.

Now sewer and water facilities
bring up two more points in
favor of living in Olton. We
don’t believe that anyone would
contend that he could dig a well
and maintain a water system in
the country for anything even
approachlng the figure of $5 a
month. Ask anyone who has ever
had trouble with a septic tank
just how much a good sewer Sys-
tem is worth.

* * %

All this discussion is leading up
to something else. Olton’s street
system is a disgrace. We need to
do some paving and street repair
and we need to do it now!

Olton can and MUST float a
street 1mprovement bond. We
could have paid another $50 in
city taxes this year with what
we've spent and will spend on
front end alignments on our auto-
mobile as a result of driving on
our chug-hole infested streets.

Olton has gained about 1,600
population in the past 10 years
with very little effort exerted to-
ward that growh.

Plant population should be 30,000 to 40,000 per acre,  3-4 plants
per foot of row, 40-inch rows where cotton’s mechanized. If pre-
cision planting is practiced, use 12-15 pounds seed ‘per acre.

Count insects. Make checks of terminal growth and further -
down on 100 plants daily. Get incesticides -out when needed. A .
few hours’ delay can put harvest a week to 10 days late.

Irrigate deeply, using special pains early in the season to keep -
water balance right for early fruit setting. More first picking -
cotton.
