Prospects Said 
Never Better

Prices for castor beans are on 
the increase and yields are getting 
better.

This statement came Monday 
night from John Anderson, Plain- 
view, representative of Baker Cas­
tor Bean Company, as he spoke 
to a group of farmers at Olton 
Farm Supply.

Mr. Anderson was accompanied 
to Olton by Wayne Domingo, who 
also is associated with the com­
pany.

He said the market recently has 
risen from $4.70 to $5.00 on a 
guaranteed minimum. If a farmer 
wants to contract his crop he 
would receive $5.25, the speaker 
said. He said most farmers prefer 
to gamble on the market.

Mr. Anderson reported that pro­
duction has reached the point 
where an average yield of about 
1,800 pounds per acre is expected.

A  good crop requires about two 
feet of water. Dwarf crops have 
been pexfected and a complete 
harvest can be accomplished in 
one harvest operation.

Mr. Anderson recommended that 
80 to 150 pounds of nitrogen per 
acre be used. He did not make 
a recommendation on use of 
phosphates.

Castor bean products are com­
peting in a number of new fields 
including jet fuel, paints, lubri­
cants and varnishes.

FATHER FINDS FAMILY STREWN ON FLOOR

Fumes Kill Young 
Mother, Babies

A young mother and her two 
small children were asphyxiated 
late Friday afternoon in a small 
house on the farm of Mrs. Lillie 
McGill, about 5% miles southwest 
of Olton.

Dead are Mrs. Marie Louise 
Rodriguez, 17 years old; her 
daughter, Mary Louise, 21 months 
old; and infant son, Freddie, Jr.,
8 months old.
The young father returned home 

about 6 o ’clock to see his family 
strewn across the floor of the 
house. He had been in town having 
a television set repaired. The 
family had moved into the house 
only that afternoon, moving to the 
community from Hart.

Mrs. Rodriguez had been to the 
McGill home about 5 o ’clock. She 
had warmed some milk for the 
baby.

The little girl’s body was found 
near the door. Body of the baby 
was on a small mattress on the 
floor. Body of the young mother 
was partly on the mattress and 
partly on the floor. One of the 
baby’s bottles was empty while

the other still contained milk.
It was very cold Friday. Indi­

cations were that Mrs. Rodriguez 
had become chilled while walking 
to and from the McGill home. 
She may have turned the butane 
heater high and sat down on the 
mattress to feed the baby.

Overcome by fumes she died 
there. Her two small children 
perished also.

Young Rodriguez rushed to t*Ue 
McGill home upon finding the 
bodies. Mrs. McGill instructed 
him to return, open the doors and 
windows and turn out the fire. 
In the meantime, she summoned 
a Parsons Funeral Home ambu­
lance.

Percy and Connor Parsons ad­
ministered artifical respiration for 
about an hour. Dr. Lynn Fite 
pronounced the three dead about 
7 :15 o ’clock.

Coroner F. L. Burrow returned 
a verdict of death by accidential 
asphyxiation.

The bodies have been taken to 
Beeville for funeral services and 
burial.

Research On 
Potatoes Is 
Added At HPRF

Potatoes will be added to the 
1960 vegetable research program 
at the High Plains Research 
Foundation. This experiment to 
find varieties better suited for 
chip production will be conducted 
in cooperation with Allen Bros., 
Halfway, and the International 
Potato Chip Institute of Cleveland, 
Ohio, Dr. T. C. Longnecker, 
Director of the Foundation, an­
nounced today.

Mr. Henry Allen of Allen Bros, 
stated in making the research 
request of Allen Bros, and the 
Institute, that “ there is a great 
need for a potato that meets the 
specific gravity and other quality 
requirements of the potato chip 
industry.”

The Foundation is conducting 
this testing program as a part of
its search for crops which will 
add to the area income and permit 
greater diversification of farm 
crops and in developing industry.

parks, memorials, statues and 
monuments.

Places they visited include Jef­
ferson Memorial, Iwo Jima Monu­
ment, Tomb of the Unknown Sol­
dier, Christ’s Church in nearby 
Alexandria, Va., Washington Monu­
ment, Lincoln Memorial and Mount 
Vernon.

Mrs. Jones was impressed with 
the changing of the guard at the 
tomb of the Unknown Soldier. 
“ I never had a more humble 
feeling in my life, if that is the 
word for it,”  she reminisced with 
feeling.

“ The guard never turns to right 
or left,”  she went on. “ There 
never is an off beat in his step. 
It seemed very reverent to m e.” 

One of the guards was a boy 
from Roscoe, she said.

Mount Vernon, home of the 
country’s Father, was most im­
pressive to Mrs. Jones. “ He had 
everything that was required by 
a community in those days , she 
declared. “ At Mount Vernon there 
is a smokehouse, a cobbler shop 
and a spinning plant.”

Washington maintained a bo­
tanical garden at his home. There 
were orchards for fruit for the 
homes. Laundry was done on a 
community basis in a wash house. 
Cast iron pots and brass vessels 
actually used in the old days still 
may be seen there.

Restored Mount Vernon is 
operated by Mount Vernon Ladies’ 
Association.

The couple visited Washington 
National Masonic Memorial. In­
side is the replica of the original 
lodge room where Washington 
presided as worshipful master.

They visited the Department of 
Agriculture and heard a panel 
discussion. “ They didn’t offer any 
solution to our problems nor do 
I think they realize the situation,”  
Mrs. Jones declared. “ It just 
made us mad and disgusted.”

They toured the Department of 
State and the Department of Jus­
tice.

They were awe-struck by the 
operation at the Bureau of Print­
ing and Engraving, where the 
nation’s money rolls off the print­
ing press. Between 27 and 35 
million dollars, mostly dollar bills, 
are printed each day. Average life 
of a bill is 13 months.

Mrs. Jones described the Library 
of Congress as a gorgeous build­
ing covering 13 acres. It has 250 
miles of book shelves containing 
every book ever copyrighted. 
There they saw the Gutenberg 
Bible, first ever printed, and also 
saw the original copy of the 
Declaration of Independence.

They saw Senator Ralph W. 
Yarborough. He made them a 
“ nice talk” and was very cour­
teous. He said he is against high 
interest and is for federal aid to 
education with controls of schools 
remaining at home, of course.

Congressmen George Mahon and 
Sam Rayburn came out as de­
finite opponents of federal aid to 
education.

One of the highlights of the trip 
was on the return home when 
the group was snowbound at 
Fayetteville, Tenn. They stayed 
in private homes there as all 
public accomodations were full.

“ We were treated royally,”  Mrs. 
Jones declared.

Mr. and Mrs. Jones say that 
their association with other farm 
people who made the trip made 
the jaunt worthwhile.

State Laws Guide Paving In Cities
Many individuals have miscon­

ceptions about how a city can 
pave its streets. If you think that 
you can sit by and wait for the 
city to pave your street by your 
property with public funds or by 
a general tax bond, you may stay 
in the mud for quite a while as 
there are state laws that govern 
paving of city streets, the paving 
policies of all cities in Texas are 
governed by Article No. 1105b of 
the Revised Civil Statutes of the 
State which provide that the pro­
perty owner adjacent to street 
improvements can be assessed for 
all the cost of the curb and gutter 
improvements and 90 percent of 
the cost of paving of the half of 
the street adjacent to the property.

The statute assumes that pav­
ing improvements are an asset to 
the adjacent property, and for the 
assessment to be valid it must 
not be for a greater amount than 
the benefits to the adjacent pro­
perty.

Under this law the city is per­
mitted to pay 10 percent of the 
paving out of the general funds, 
but not any for curb and gutter. 
The property owner pays 100 per­
cent for curb and gutter.

However, there are maximum 
street widths that can be assessed 
against the residential property is 
one half of a 36 foot street and 
against business is one half of the 
cost of a 56 foot street, any 
further width of paving other than 
curb and gutter must be paid by 
the city, all curb and gutter on 
all streets are paid by the pro­
perty owner adjacent to the pav­
ing.

We cannot keep pace with Lub­
bock or Amarillo, but we can do 
some improving by cooperating 
for a better town in which to 
live, but let’s stay within our 
limits.

Don’t anyone get the impression 
or idea that a paving program will 
get the water out of Olton or 
drain its streets, for it will not do 
it. As strange as it may seem, 
water does not run up hill, but 
like most of we the people follow 
the course of least resistance. No 
curb and gutter will not drain 
the water out. Nothing but storm 
sewers will drain the city of 
Olton, which is impossible at this 
time.

We the public have become so 
dependent upon public handouts 
and state and government aids 
and assistance until we hesitate 
to try to do anything for our-
