First ‘lrrigation Rodeo’
In Hart Staged In 1954

in sponsoring the rodeo again.
In the following article he des=
cribes how the rodeo was start=
ed.)

The Hart American Legion
sponsored the first *‘Irrigation
Rodeo’’ in 1954, with 30 men
entered in the preliminaries.

The contest started as an
outgrowth of banter between
the young farmers who were
members of the American Le-
gion.

After some discussion, the
group proposed that clear plas=
tic tubes be used in the con=-
test so bubbles and stops could
be readily seen. Twenty five
tubes were placed in a ditch
full of water.

Contestants then placed the
tubes in each row with no part
of the tubes touching the water.
They then started setting the
siphon tubes as a time keeper
recorded the amount each con=
testant took to start his tubes.
When finished the time keep-
er reported the time to the
“‘bubble judge.”’

If a contestant had any stop-
ped tubes, two seconds for each
stop was added to his total
time. Also if he had any bub=
bles in the tubes, one second
for each bubble was added to

his. total time. Thus if a con-
testant set his tubes in 34.5
seconds, had two bubbless which
would add two seconds; and two
stops, adding four seconds; his
total time would be 40.5 sec~
onds.

A new rule was adopted so
that all contestants must try
to set each tube.

The 10 men who had the fast~
est time in the preliminaries-
were placed in the finals, where
the same process was repeat-
ed to determine the winner.
The champion received $25,
runnerup $15, and third place
winner, $10. Prize money came
from each contestans entry fee
of $2.

In 1958 a junior division was
added for all contestants un-
der l4-years=-old.

The first junior contest was
held in a small field of sor-
ghum in Hart. The sorghum
stalks and cultivated land forced
the “Irrigation Rodeo’ to be
moved to the Legion grounds,
where a ditch was cut in na=-
tive grass.

This helped speed up the
contest because there was no
heavy mud.

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Vote On ]962 Wheat Quotas

Has Been Set For Aug. 24

Wheat producers will deter-
mine Aug. 24 whether or not
wheat marketing quotas will
be in effect on the 1961 wheat
crop.

*“The decision farmers make
is extremely important to them
and to the rest of the Nation
not only for 1962 but also for
many years to come,’”’ said
Secretary of Agriculture Or=-
ville L; Freeman when he an-
nounced the referendum date.
‘“The program available with
quotas in effect would be far
different from that which could
be operated without quotas,”’
he added.

Ballots in Lamb County will
be cast at Sanders Paris Ele=
vator, - Olton, Earth Elevator,
Earth and the ASCS office in
Littlefield.

Farmers eligible to vote are
those who "have produced more
than® 13,5 acres of wheat in
either 1959, 1960 or 1961, ex=
cept those who have a feed
_wheat exemption in effect for
the 1961 crop.

If two-thirds of the referen-
dum voters favor quotas, co=
operators will be eligible for
full 1962 wheat price support.
Although the level of support
has not definitely been deter=
mined, it will be higher than
the present level of $1.79 per
bushel if proposed legislation
now before Congress becomes
a law. Secretary Freeman said
that the national average sup-
port for wheat would likely be
in the neighborhood of $2.00
per bushel.

If farmers decide in the ref-
erendum against quotas, there
will be no limit on marketings,
price support would be at 50
percent of parity (wheat parity
is now $2,37 per bushel) and
would be available to those
farmers who plant within their
_acreage allotments.

On May 12 Secretary Free=
man proclaimed marketing quo~
toas and a national acreage
allotment of 55 million acres
for the 1962 wheat crop on
the basis of estimated supplies
and ultilization of wheat. At
that time he deferred setting
the date for the referendum
pending action to provide an
improved wheat- program- for
next year’s crop.

‘“Though action has not been
completed on a new program,”’
the Secretary explained, ‘it
seems desirable to now set a
date  for the referendum on
1962 marketing quotas in order
that all producers may be ap-

praised of the voting time. Un~-"

der legislation now being con-
. sidered, stocks of wheat would
probalby be reduced by 100
mijllion bushels rather than in-
-creased by that amount if chan—
ges are not made,

Before wheat is seeded with=
out an allotment this fall, farm=-
ers should check at the ASCS
office about new wheat regu-
lations, The most wheat that
can be planted without an al-
lotment is 13.5 acres, if the
wheat was seeded on a farm
during 1959, 1960, or 1961,
according to officials.

For those who planted less
than 13.5 acres during any one
of these three years, the ex-
emption will be the highest
planted acreage during the
three-year period. i

Producers  who have not
grown wheat during these three
years, will not be exempt from
marketing penalties if they plant
wheat in the 1962 crop year
without an allotment.
