Drexel Lawson, who farms 

at Circle, rolled in with Ol­
ton’ s first bale of cotton for 
the 1961 season Wednesday af­
ternoon—marking the second 
time in four years he has notch­
ed the first bale.

Lawson, who harvested the 
county’ s first bale in 1958, 
brought in this area’ s first 
cotton about 3:30 Wednesday 
at Olton Co-Op Gin.

The 590-pound bale was gin­
ned from 2,400 pounds of seed 
cotton.

Lawson was presented a 
check for $315.50 by the gin, 
which paid 50 cents a pound 
for the bale and $50 a ton 
for 820 pounds of seed.

Olton Co-Op also gave free 
ginning and wrapping on the 
first bale.

First cotton for the area 
signaled the start of what may 
be Olton’ s finest crop year. 
Farmers have had ideal con­
ditions most of the year, and 
their crops are “ loaded.”

The first bale was pulled 
from Paymaster 54-B cotton 
planted April 15. It was har­
vested in about two hours, from 
about 25 acres.

Lawson said he pre-watered 
and then irrigated the crop 
one time after planting.

He fertilized twice, both 
times prior to planting. He 
put down 100 pounds of an­
hydrous and later put on 138 
pounds of 11-48-0.

In addition to the premium 
paid by Olton Co-Op Gin, Law- 
son will receive prizes of cash 
and merchandise from Olton 
Chamber of Commerce and Ag­
riculture members for bring­
ing in the first bale.

The P eo p le  H a v e  
A  R ight To K n o w

In closing its doors to The Enterprise Tuesday night, 
Olton’ s school board did more than ask a reporter to leave.

The board at the same time turned the public away.
For when a newspaper is excluded from discussions of 

the public’ s business, the public’ s right to know is tossed 
to the winds.

Newspapers have no greater responsibility than their ob­
ligation to inform.

The Enterprise is unable to shoulder that responsibility 
fully this week. We missed three hours of a board meet­
ing which lasted five hours.

We would like to make it clear where we stand on the 
matter of executive sessions—private meetings—held by 
boards elected by the people.

We believe this type of session should be outlawed.
Before we get to the business of telling why we feel this 

way, a few other things should be made clear.
First, we have no axe to grind with the board or Supt. 

Clark. We are not “ after”  anyone. Indeed, we have high 
regard for the men who run our schools.

And it should be noted, in fairness to the board mem­
bers, that they may legally hold an executive session when 
they feel the need for one.

Still, it is our firm belief that such closed meetings are 
not in the public interest—in fact, they represent a real 
danger to the people..

First of all, the board's discussion had to do with how 
the teacher pay raise would be handled at the local level.

The raise will be paid for partially by local taxes. We 
believe every taxpayer has a right to know the details of 
every board meeting, especially so when those details in­
volve tax dollars.

Executive sessions are defended by some on the basis 
that the press usually is given a report on the results of 
such meetings.

This enables the newspaper to give its readers facts on 
final decisions made in such meetings, but it rules out any 
possibility of the newspaper letting the people know the full 
story of the session.

We believe the public has a right to know how the de­
cision was reached and how the board members felt about 
it. It is only in this way that the people can judge what has 
taken place and vote intelligently at die next school board 
election.

When a public board holds a private meeting and then 
releases its “ news”  after that session, then the board 
is, in effect, editing the newspaper. The board is letting 
the reader know what it thinks the reader should know.

This is not a responsibility of the board. It is the news­
paper’ s responsibility to determine what is news and what 
to print. It is a job we view with complete seriousness and 
dedication.

While we are not saying the present board has anything 
to hide, we believe that the power to hold executive sessions, 
in the wrong hands, could be used so that the public might 
learn only what its elected representatives want it to learn.

We cannot afford to let this happen, because we may not 
always be blessed, as we believe we are now, with honest 
men in public office.

This newspaper looks on closed meetings of public of­
ficials sort of like the man who has just learned he has 
cancer.

We want it cut out, because we know it can be dangerous.

Base salary for Olton class­
room teachers has been set
it $4,154---- $140 above the new
state minimum— with an add­
itional $60 set aside for sick 
leave, Supt. Johnny Clark an­
nounced Wednesday.

The announcement came after 
a regular school board meet­
ing Tuesday night at which the 
board went into executive ses­
sion, barring the public and 
press.

In action at the open part 
of the session, the board voted 
to employ three new teachers, 
heard reports from school ad­
ministrators, accepted resig­
nations of two teachers ,and 
approved a letter which will 
be sent to persons owing de­
linquent taxes.

With all but the teacher pay 
raise item out of the way at 
Tuesday night’ s regular meet­
ing, Supt. Clark asked that all 
persons attending leave except 
himself and the board mem­
bers.

Clark explained that the pay 
raise question might involve 
“ personalities”  and that he and 
the board felt the matter should 
be resolved among themselves.

Enterprise Publisher Bill 
Turner told the board that he 
was against executive sessions 
on the basis that school bus­
iness is public business, and 
should be reported first-hand 
to the public.

As Turner left the meeting, 
he was told he would get a 
report on the proceedings from 
Supt. Clark.

The following is the infor­
mation released by Supt. Clark 
Wednesday from that portion of 
the meeting which was closed 
to the public and the press:

Classroom teacher salaries 
were set at $140 plus $60 sick 
leave above the new state base 
of $4,014. The previous average 
here was $204 plus $60 sick 
leave.

Money for sick leave is paid 
to substitute teachers if they 
are needed. If not, the money 
goes to the regular teacher.

The recent teacher pay raise 
approved by the state legis­
lature increase the base pay 
of teachers by $810 per year.

Bumper Crop This Year
Most Olton farmers gave en­

thusiastic reports on their 
crops this week.

Glenn Peterson, who farms 
one mile east and one mile 
north, said he thought he might 
possibly get his first bale of 
cotton by Sept. 25. He said it 
was “ really looking pretty."

So far Mr. Peterson’ s crops 
have received no damage, and 
he has sprayed very little 
for insects. He also comment­
ed that the cotton would prob­
ably be a better grade and of 
a higher quality than the cotton 
last year after the October 
hail.

He is still watering grain,

Result demonstrations conducted by farmers in cooperation with County Agricul­
tural Agents in Kale and Parmer Counties showed 20 bu. wheat increases resulting  
from the use of 40 l b B .  P2 O5 on hard lands where the s o il  test showed the phosphorus 
to be extremely low. In these cases nitrogen was applied at re lative ly  high and 
equal rates with P2 0e being the variable . Y ields where no P2 O5 was us®c* were 
s lig h tly  over 40 bu. ;  where ^2^5 wac aPPlied the yields were in excess of 60 bu.

We have revised the Information Sheet that must accompany so il  samples and 
hope you w ill find i t  more convenient. The new forms enclosed bear our correct 
address and we urge you to obtain additional copies from your County Agent as 
required. Please destroy old copies on hand because the address shown is  
incorrect and w ill result in delay of receip t.

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Edd Workman Again Named 
World Champion Cowboy

Edd Workman, an Olton cow­
boy, who for three years has 
represented Lubbock Christian 
College, Lubbock, in intercol­
legiate rodeo competition, has 
been in Sacramento, Calif,, this 
past week attending the Cal­
ifornia State Fair which is in 
conjunction with the National 
Intercollegiate Rodeo Associa­
tion event. It was from Aug. 
30 through Sept, 4.

Edd went to California in 
an attempt to capture for the 
second year the World Champ­
ion Cowboy honor that he cap­
tured in the spring of 1960 
and he succeeded, Edd Work­
man was again named all around 
cowboy of the 1961 National 
Intercollegiate Rodeo Associa­
tion. Workman swept the six- 
day rodeo at the California 
State Fair and got his title 
on the basis of his performance 
there and in other rodeos around 
the country.

Workman won a first place 
in bareback riding and a third 
in bulldogging. Sue Shurbert 
won a fourth in g irl's  barrel 
racing.

For three years, Edd, a 6 ft. 
3 inch cowboy from Olton, has 
rarely brought home less than 
the top individual honor of Best-

Cowart Land Condemned 
For Possible Missile Site

Kelley’s Formal Opening 
On Women’s W ear Saturday

James Cowart, who farms 
six miles north of Olton, re­
ported to the Enterprise this 
week that he had received no­
tice that part of his farm had 
been condemned by the U.S.

Cowart refused to sign the 
contract at that time.

"O f course, they can take 
it,”  he continued. "T here ’ s not 
much I can do about it and 
they won’t actually use the whole 
80 acres. They just want t&at 
much to test."

"They’ ve already got it stak­
ed off,”  he added.

The touchdown counted and 
put Olton in the lead, 14-6.

Mustangs Edge By
Olton’ s Mustangs got their 

1961 season off on a winning 
note last Friday night at Pet­
ersburg, but only after a fired- 
up Buffalo team fumbled away 
a golden opportunity at the Ol­
ton three with a minute to play.

Mustang Quarterback Johnny 
Schenck pounced on a loose 
ball to ruin Petersburg's hopes 
and sew up a 14-12 victory 
for the Ponies.

It was about as close a ball 
game as anyone could ask in 
a season opener. Even the sta­
tistics were close, with both 
clubs picking up 15 first downs 
and Olton getting only a 211 
to 199 edge on total yardage 
gained.

The breaks pretty well even­
ed up, too, with both t^ m s 
losing a fumble apiece.

Johnny Moses, playing, full­
back behind Charlie Burrus, 
the game’ s leading ground- 
gainer, scored the first Mus­
tang touchdown in the second 
period.

Quarterback Schenck ran the 
extra points—two markers 
eventually made the difference.

James Loveless, playing at 
halfback, got the other Olton 
score in the fourth period, run­
ning over from the three.

The second score put Olton 
out in front, 14-6, with 11 
minutes to play and Mustang 
fans breathed easier for a mom­
ent.

It was only for a moment, 
however, because a speedy half­
back named Stanley Self ran 
an Olton punt back 31 yards 
for a touchdown and later went 
70 yeards with another punt 
return before he was downed 
deep in Olton territory.

Olton* s defense proved equal 
to the task on several pres­
surized situations, with Cap­
tains Robert Duncan and Jimmie 
Lawson leading the way.

Other standouts on the de­
fense for Olton were End Roy 
Moss and Burrus.

After the opening kick-off, 
the Mustangs moved to a first 
down at the Olton 45, but that 
was it. Halfback Gary Johnson 
punted 33 yeards to the Pet­
ersburg 33 and the rest of the 
quarter belonged to the Buf­
faloes,

Petersburg drove the 67 
yards in 17 plays, aided by 
two five-yard penalties against 
the Mustangs.

Sparking the drive were a 
couply of nifty runs by Half­

back Troy Fox, the second of 
which went 10 yards down to the 
Olton 15. FullbackDon Peggrum 
got the touchdown five plays 
later from the one.

A pass try for the extra 
points went incomplete and Pet­
ersburg led, 6-0, with 13 sec­
onds left in the first period.

The Mustangs turned around 
and controlled the ball all but 
four plays in the second quar­
ter.

Led by the hard-running Bur­
rus, who gained 85 yards in 
19 trips for the night, the Mus­
tangs rolled from their 27 
after the kick-off to the Pet­
ersburg 10, a 38-yard boot.

Self, showing a hint of things 
to come, returned to the Buff 
28 before he was stopped by 
Mustang Guard Gary Bizzell.

After two plays gained 18 
yards, Petersburg ran into 
trouble. Quarterback Gary 
Loyd’ s pass was intercepted 
by Olton*s Moss, with Roy get­
ting back to the Petersburg 
42 before he was downed.

From there it took the Mus­
tangs only eight plays to score.

To start it off, Burrus got 
four, Loveless added a yard, 
George Jones got two more 
and then Burrus made it a 
first down at the 30.

After a penalty pushed the 
Mustangs back to the 35, Quar­
terback Schenck got off on the 
longest run from scrimmage 
of the night, carrying down 
to the 18. Burrus got four 
more to the 14,

Moss came in and contribut­
ed a nifty 11-yard run to the 
three, then kept two more times 
to go in for the touchdown.

Burrus* kick for the extra 
point was no good, but Peters­
burg was guilty of a rules 
infraction, so the Mustangs got 
another chance. This time 
Schenck sneaked across for two 
points to give Olton the lead 
with 44 seconds left in the half.

The scoreless third quart­
er saw Petersburg threaten 
twice. After the second half 
kick-off, the Buffs used some 
nice running by Peggrum to 
move to the Olton 25, then took 
advantage of a 15-yard pen­
alty against the Ponies to get 
to the Olton six.

There the Mustang defense 
rose up and stopped the march.

Olton started to move out 
of the hole, but a Mustang 
fumble at the 27 was recover­
ed by Petersburg's Self.

From there, Petersburg 
marched on down to the Olton 
19 before the Mustang defense 
again rose to the occasion.

The Mustangs came roaring 
back with a touchdown march, 
driving the 81 yards in 17 
plays.

This time it was Schenck 
who did much of the ground 
gaining. Rolling along behind 
the fine blocking of Center Dun­
can, Schenck carried four 
straight times and picked up 
22 yards out to the Olton 41, 

Burrus carried twice for 10 
more yards and a first down 
at the Petersburg 47,

A fumble, recovered by Gary 
Johnson, and a penalty stalled 
the march, but Schenck came 
along with a nine-yard run to 
the Petersburg 43. Burrus got 
the first down with eight more 
yards to the 35.

Then Schenck went at it again, 
plowing straight up the middle 
behind Duncan, He got 15 yards

in two carries for a first down 
at the 20.

Schenck and Burrus alternat­
ed carrying the ball down to 
the 11 for a new series to 
start the fourth period.

Then the little quarterback 
added three, Burrus got five 
and Loveless carried for the 
score.

Loveless fumbled on the 
carry, with Moss recovering, 
but the Mustang Halfback had 
crossed the goal line before 
he lost the ball.

The extra point try was no 
good and the Mustangs led, 
14-6, with 11 minutes to play.

Petersburg came back 
strong, using a 14-yard sprint 
by Fox and a 13-yard run by 
Peggrum to move to the Olton 
30. Self picked up eight more 
and Peggrum got down to the 
Mustang 12 before a penalty 
threw a kink into the drive.

Olton took over at the 14, 
but the Buffs drove the Ponies

back to the four-yard line and 
Johnson punted.

Self gathered in the pigskin" 
at the Olton 31 and raced down 
the right sideline for the sec­
ond Buff touchdown.

room teachers received “ sim­
ilar adjustments.”

During the first two hours 
of Tuesday night’ s meeting—  
the part of the session staffed 
by the Enterprise—the follow­
ing action was taken.

1. Resignations of Willis 
Hedges and Mrs. Joye Hedges 
were accepted. Hedges taught 
junior high and Mrs. Hedges 
was a second grade teacher.

2. Three new teachers were 
employed, including Wandie 
Hutson, who was hired to re­
place Hedges. Hutson, who 
taught the past two years at 
Idalou, will have 6th, 7th and 
8th grade physical education 
and junior high social studies.

The other new-teachers, Mr. 
and Mrs. James Steptee, were 
employed to teach at Bohner. 
Steptee is a beginning teacher, 
while his wife has six years 
teaching experience, most of 
that at Post.

3. Reports were heard from 
the three school principals and 
the curriculum coordinator. 
Here are summaries of their 
reports:

Fred Gordon, elementary 
school—600 students enrolled, 
up 61 from last year, with 
21 teachers in the building. 
Transient students are com­
ing earlier, because of an earl­
ier cotton harvest. Textbook 
shortage in 5th grade, which 
has 120 students, but more 
have been requisitioned.

E.J. McKnight, junior high— 
277 students enrolled, including 
95 in the sixth grade, 99 in 
the seventh and 83 in the eighth. 
Started out year with a few 
less students than last year. 
School off to very smooth start. 
Efficiency of moving students 
from class to class improved

by addition of 128 lockers.
Joe Turner, high school----

232 enrolled, 11 more than at 
beginning of school last year. 
Sixteen teachers in building.

Total enrollment, counting 
Bohner pupils, is more than 
1,200.

Elmer Moore, curriculum
coordinator---- Morale of both
students and teachers seems 
high, and a lot of work is 
being done. Also textbook cus­
todian, Moore said the school 
is now charged with 14,937 
textbooks, more than 10 per 
students, making supplemen­
tary books available for most 
students.

4. Also getting approval of 
the board was a letter which 
will go to the people who owe 
delinquent taxes.

The letter points out that 
the schools are in a financial 
strain at the beginning of the 
1961-62 school year and that, 
to secure additional revenue, 
the school system has two al­
ternatives.

One would be to raise taxes, 
the other to collect delinquent 
taxes.

“ Expressing a desire to be 
fair with all taxpayers and not 
wishing to increase taxes, the 
board decided in favor of col­
lecting delinquent taxes,”  the 
letter states.

“ Before proceeding with le­
gal procedures in the collec­
tion of these taxes, all tax­
payers are being advised of 
delinquent accounts and will 
be given an opportunity to make 
payment...”

The letter, which will include 
a statement, closes: “ . . .
it will be necessary to proceed 
with the proper procedure of 
collection if settlement is not 
made in a reasonable period 
of time.”
