J.Evetts Haley, a Canyon cat=
tlemen, and his Texans for
America have been pushing a
strong textbook censorship
program by charging that some
books either were, or had pass=
ages that were, un-American.

It was reported this week
that every history book adopt-
ed by the state textbook com-
mittee, for use beginning in
1962, will be in part edited and

re-written to satisfy the Haley=
ites and their allies in the
DAR and the John Birch So-
ciety.

In all subjectfields, the Hale~
yites protested the adoption of
50 books. Twenty-seven of these
were adopted.

However, it was reported that
even when the committee re~
fused, on Haley’s advice, to
damn a book outright, they fre-
quently worked closely within
the framework of criticisms
laid down by the Texans for
America.

The State Board of Education
recently ordered the Texas Ed=
ucation Agency to supply each
board member with a full ac~
count of the ‘‘anit-un-Ameri-
can’’ protests made by the Tex-
ans for America and by the
Daughters of the American Rev-
olution. ’

The state board can cut other
titles from the list approved by
the textbook committee, The
board will announce its decis=-
ions after the November meet~
ing.

‘An interior finish of wall=
board made of sypsum, cement, '
asbestos or plaster offers con-
siderable resistance to fire and
will not contribute to flame
spread. For the roof, asphalt
shingles, slate, asbestos or
metal make a good fire~resis-
tant covering. It is also wise
to use fire retarding paint when
you redecorate.

Wood floors under stovesand
heaters should be protected by
metal, brickwork, concrete or
ventilated air space, the Coun=
cil continues. Also desirable
are impregnated-wood fire
doors in critical locations such
as basement stairs, house en=
trances and the bedrooms.
These doors will withstand tem=-
peratures of 1,800 degrees for
90 minutes, yet they retain the
esthetic qualities of wood.

At least one window in each
bedroom should have a low
‘sill. High, small windows are
often too small for escape,
and no window is adequate un-
‘less the smallest dimension
is at least 18 inches.

Are Reported

The Highway Patrol investi~
gated 14 accidents on rural
‘highways in Lamb County dur=
ing the month of September, |
according to Sgt. D.S. Lawson,
Highway Patrol Supervisor of
this area.

These wrecks accounted for
1 person led, 5 persons in=
jured and a property damage
of $9,151.00.

The rural traffic ‘accident
summary for Lamb County from
January through September of
1961 shows a total of 90 crash-
es. As a result of these crash~
es there were 5 persons killed
and 46 persons injured. The
estimated  property damage
amounted to $55,701.00.

‘‘Shorter days and longer'
nights spell disaster on the
streets and highways,”’ Sgt.
Lawson said. Next time you
turn on your headlights, glance
at your watch and see how
much earlier you are using
lights than you did only a week
or two ago. And, as time moves
on during the next three months,
carlights will be needed earlier
day by day.

No matter what anyone may
tell you as to how good adriver
he is after dark, you had better
take it with a grain of salt, be-
cause according to Sgt. Law=-
son, no human sees as clear=~
ly or as well after dark as
he does in the daylight. Some
people may see better than
others, and some may not be
bothered too much by bright
lights in traffic; but, if they
will be honest with you, they
will admit that they do not
consistently employ the same
driving tactics after dark as
they do in the daylight.
