The United States Department
of Labor will begin setting up
what will amount to a minimum
wage in agriculture Monday,
with this and other parts of a
major revision of the nation’s
agricultural labor policies set
to start January 1.

Assistant Secretary of Labor
Jerry R, Holleman said sweep=
ing changes are planned on all

fronts of the farm labor sit=

uation, and he gave The Ex=
aminer these highlightss

The program to import’
Mexican farm workers is com=
ing to an end, ‘I have told
growers that their source of
Mexican labor is going to stop,
and they had better begin now
making preparations to rely on
sources other than Mexicans
for farm work."’
~ The growers will have to
offer higher wages to attract
domestic American workers to
farm jobs. ‘‘It is no longer
sufficient for a grower in Tex=
as to offer 50 cents an hour,”’
Holleman said, ‘‘then say to
the government, ‘Well, we tried
to find domestic workers and
could not, so let us use Mex=
ican workers at SO cents an
hour.*

‘“When 1 get back to my desk
in Washington, Monday, I ex=
pect to have criteria for es-
tablishing a minimum wage de=
signed to attract American do-
mestic workers to farm jobs.

‘‘We will hold hearings, and
then make a determination of
what those rates shall be, ef=
fective by the first of the year."’

Holleman would not speculate
what the rates would be in Cal=-
ifornia, but he said the de-
partment is watching closely a
move by Bud Antle, Inc., the
nation’s largest lettuce grower,
which announced last week it:
will pay a minimum of $1.50
an hour and stop using import-
ed Mexican labor,

Holleman also said the de=
partment may use a formula
based on setting the minimum
at 90 per cent of the state-
wide farm labor average in-
come.

Cotton Pfod’pcers Plan
Explained To Growers

The Cotton Producers Insti-
tute, a plan based on a busi=
ness approach to greater cot=-
ton markets and acreage, was
explained indetail toarea grow=
ers at a meeting .here last
Thursday night.

Elmer McGill, Olton area
chairman of the orgainzational
committee of the Institute, pre=
sided at the meeting. He said
22 cotton producer organiza=
tions have initiated the pro=~
gram of the Institute, and have
developed plans for raising and
allocating funds.

Funds are to be used for
exploiting specific researchand
promotion opportunities through
which growers could capitalize
on a potential 20-million-bale
market and increase their pro=
fits.

Cotton’s market potential and
its research and promotional
opportunities were described
by John Gregg of Lubbock, Nat-
ional Cotton Council field rep=-
resentative,

He pointed out that in five
years’ time, U.S. fiber con=
sumption will probably rise by
1.3 million bale equivalents,
World fiber consumption will
be up by around 14 or 15
million bales, Cited as rea=

sons for this increase were-

rising populations and increas=
ing per capita incomes in most
of the world.

U.S. cotton now holds a 22

per cent share of world fiber
consumption. If cotton simply
maintains this share, project=
ed expansion in total consump-
tion would permit a 20-~million=
bale market for cotton within
the next seven or eight years.

Cotton can cash in on this
potential if growers move to
narrow the research and pro-

-motion gaps between it and

competitors, Gregg said.
Outlined were research pro=

jects--already blueprinted—---
which can reduce production
costs a highly probable $25
a bale up to a possible $60
per bale. Feasible improve=
ments in quality will give cot=
ton some badly needed promo-
tion ammunition and a good
chance to compete in addition-
al markets totaling five million

“Old Rugged Cross” Is
Nation’s Favorite Hymn

‘“The Old Rugged Cross’’ still
is America’s favorite hymn.
More than 61,000 newspaper
readers from coast to coast
voted in the recent National

| Newspapers Hymn Poll and 10,

482 of them chose ‘‘The Old
Rugged Cross’’ as their favorite
religious song.

Bill McVey, the Christian
Herald Gospel Singer, who di-
rected the survey to determine
the hymns America loves best,
and Audience Analysts, Inc.,
Bala-Cynwyd, Pa., the indepen-
dent research organization
which  tabulated votes from
readers of more than 1,000
newspapers, including the En=
terprise, reported that ‘‘How
Great Thou Art” was a close
second to ‘‘The. Old Rugged
Cross.”’

‘“How Great Thou Art’’ re-

ceived 8,449 votes., Audience
Analysts said this large vote

doubtless was due to the song’s
popularity at hymn sings across
the country. ‘‘How Great Thou
Art”, a favorite selection of
baritone McVey and Billy Gra=
ham, was fourth in last year’s
Christian Herald hymn poll.

The third favorite hymn dis=
closed by the National News=-
papers Hymn Poll was *‘‘What
A Friend We Have in Jesus’.

McVey, who has sung all the
top 50 hymns at Christian Her-
ald Community Hymn Sings ac=

ross the country, reported that,

“‘In the Garden'’ received 3,868
votes for fourth place in the
National Newspapers Hymn Poll
and was especially preferred
in the Midwest.

The Christian Herald Singer
noted the rise in acceptance of
‘‘Amazing = Grace’’  among
American churchgoers. This
gospel song moved from ninth
place in the 1960 Christian
Herald hymn poll to fifth place
with 1,816 votes in the Nat-
ional Newspapers Hymn Poll.

The sixth favorite hymn of
the 61,445 Americans who voted
was ‘‘Rock of Ages’’, which
received 1,511 votes in the July-
October National Newspapers

First national presidential
nomination convention in the

|U.S. was held in Baltimore

in 1831.

Hymn Poll.

The next four favorites were:
‘‘Sweet Hour of Prayer’’, 1,157
votes; ‘‘Abide With Me'’, 1,112
votes; ‘‘Beyond the Sunset’’,
1.050 votes; and, ‘‘Whispering
Hope’’, 741 votes.

McVey said the votereceived
by ‘‘Whsipering Hope’’ was the
biggest surprise in the nation=
wide balloting., This hymn was
27th in the Christian Herald
poll but moved to 10th in the
National = Newspapers Hymn
Poll.

This year’'s poll, co-spon-
sored by Christian Herald Mag~
azine, the nation’s largest in-
terdenominational Protestant
publication, and newspaper edi=
tors in every state except Ha=
waii and Vermont, recorded
more than 1,900 hymns and gos-
pel songs. Last year, Christian
Herald readers voted for 1,666
religious songs.

McVey said the mostimport=
ant point disclosed by this first
definitive survey to determine
the hymns America loves best
was that Americanchurchgoers
do not prefer one type of re-
ligious song to another.-

The last two years have seen
a constant controversy between
hymnal editors, who downgrade
hymns they feel are too sen-
timental and poorly composed
and sometimes eliminate those
religious songs from hymn
books, and churchgoers who
prefer hymns that have been
the most inspiring to them and
easiest for them to understand.

‘“The National Newspapers
Hymn Poll results show that
American churchgoers want to
sing sentimental hymns and
gospel songs like ‘The Old Rug=
ged Cross’,”” McVey said. “‘If
we are to get all Americans
singing the hymns or gospel
songs of the churchagain, choir
directors, organists and min-
isters should note the favorites
of newspaper readers across
the country and encourage re-
ligious singing of every varie-
ty,”” he said.

McVey pointed out that read-
ers who voted in the National
Newspapers Hymn Poll divided
their ballots almost equally for
gospel songs .such as ‘‘How

Great Thou Art” and for hymns |

such as ‘‘What A Friend We

Have in Jesus.”

‘‘Even though many of these
hymns and gospel songs have
been torn out of the hymn books,
they can’t be torn out of the
hearts of the .people who

love them,”” McVey said.
‘‘Americans are inspired by the
simple melodies and sentiments
of the lyrics of their favorite
hymns and gospel songs.

‘“The enthusiastic response
to the National Newspapers
Hymn Poll by men and women

in almost every state indicates

that ministers and choir di-
rectors should encourage more
hymn singing in their churches
and at the same time urge
everyone to express his faith
with song

McVey said.

Housewives should realize
how nutritional eggs reallyare,
says Miller. Egg protein comes
so near to perfection that scien=-
tists use it as a standard to
measure the value of protein
in other foods. Two eggs in
a person’s daily diet will supply
17 percent of the recommended
daily protein requirements.
Protein is essential for healthy
body tissue, strong musclesand
bones, and good fingernail
growth, On the other hand, two
eggs contain only 154 calories.

ment for a book extolling the
virtues of fruit and vegetable
juices, fresh raw fruit juice
can be described as Nature’s
atomic cleanser and fresh raw
vegetable juice as its atomic
regenerator,

Such statements have little
basis in fact although raw veg=
etables and fruit are neces=
sary to a balanced diet sup=
plementing other kinds of food.

Relying on a single food or
food group is a common type
of food fad practised in the
United States. There are dozens
of fad diets--high protein, no
starch, no meat, yogurt--many
of which incorporate the use
of supporters or so-called food
supplements. :

Food supplements come in
many forms, They can be taken
as a liquid, a powder mixed
with liquid or--most common--
as vitamin pills,

The advertising of some diet=
ary supplements proclaims the
fact that they are derived from
natural vegetable foods which
.are grown only with organic
fertilizers and never exposes
to any insect or other spray.

The fact is vitamins, nomat=
ter what their original source,
constitute only the value of the
actual vitamins, minerals or
other nutrients from which they
are  compounded. In

whether it is chemically pro-
duced or broken down from
an organic food source.

The American food supply is
the best in the world. Adequate
use of common foods such as
vegetables, fruits, milk, eggs,
meats, fish and whole grain
or enriched bread and cereals,
will supply all nutritional needs
of the majority of persons.

‘Yet millions of Americans are

wasting money on various spec=
ial foods and vitamin mixtures.

High pressure selling fright=
ens people into false belief
that their diets lack necessary
vitamins and minerals. Phony
‘“‘nutrition experts’’ frequently

| quote reliable scientific author-

ities in a misleading way.
Many products called ‘‘health
foods” or dietary supplements
are falsely promoted as foun-
tains of youth and general cure-
alls for every kind of disease.
If for some reason an indi=

‘vidual feels he may require

a vitamin supplement, a physi=-
cian should be consulted to
determine what deficiency, if
any, the person has. Then the
doctor can prescribe the cor=-
rect vitamin or mineral. (A
weekly  feature from Public
Health Education, Texas State

Department of Health.)

Daily Dental
Habits Injure
Mouth Tissue

AUSTIN--Dental authorities
can count at least 36 every-
day habits that a great many
Americans practice in one de-
gree or another that are ac-
tually injurious to mouth tissue.

Item: Opening bottles with
your teeth may make you the
life of the party, but it’s a
juvenile practice as far as good
dental health is concerned. Still,
people often damage their teeth
using them for §uch unlikely
practices,

The habit of biting pensively
‘on ear loops of glasses can
be an important factor in teeth
migration~--moving out of posi=
‘tion, dentists point out.

Chewing - on pencil or pen
during moments of concentra-
tion is almost an occupational
hazard for bookkeeper and
stenographers. Dentists report
considerable erosion of teeth
‘among people in these pro-
fessions.

Upholsterers,  carpenters,
and shoemakers who hold nails
between their teeth develop typ=
ical dental ailments. Seam=~
stresses who bite thread and
dressmakers who hold pins and
needles between their teeth in=
variably suffer from bad mouth |
conditions, dentist have found. |

Biting on matches and tooth
picks, abnormal tougue pres-
sures against teeth, lip and
cheek biting, and continued
clenching of teeth to control
emotions all may have their
adverse effects.

Also listed as detrimental
to teeth and gums is the prac-
tice among women of using
their teeth to open bobby pins.
Another is the habit of cupping
chin in hands while reading-or
watching television.

Such poor dental health prac=- |
tices are summed up in the
fact that about half the Ameri-
can population over 45 years
of age is--or shouldbe--wear=-
ing some form of artificial
| denture, resulting in a 40 to
| 80 percent reduction in chew=
ing efficiency.

Among children the habit |
most detrimental to teeth is
thumb sucking. However, most |
authorities agree it will not |
cause improper teeth alignment
if stopped by age four or five.

A sleeping habit known as
“‘pillowing’’ may lead to in-
correct closure of teeth. This
is the habit some people have
of sleeping with cheek on fist,
[forcing the lower jaw out of
natural alignment.

Obscure headaches, tender-
ness at the temples or facial
tenseness are often signs of
faulty closure of teeth, a con-
dition which is aggravated by
poor dental habits.

The only requirements to get
a license are that you be 18-
year=-of-age, that station auth=
orization is an individual or
partnership and that not more
than one person shall be eligi-
ble as licensee of the same
transmitting equipment.

wages in California agriculture
as much as 50 cents an hour.

Holleman said there wouldbe
no attempt by the department
to end differentials in wages
from region to region, but he
predicted a full-scale national
minimum wage for farm work-
ers in the near future, ;

Secretary of Labor Goldberg
asked Congress, Holleman said,
to set criteria for fixing the
minimum wage offered by grow=
ers to Americans before Mex=
ican labor may be imported.

Congress did not act on this
request, he said, but pointed
out that Sen., Mansfield, Dem~
ocratic leader, declared that
““no man should raise a voice
in protest, then, when Secre~
tary (Goldberg) sets the crit-
eria,”

Holleman also said that from
now on if a strike is called
the grower will not be allow=
ed to continue using braceros
if 51 percent or more of the
American workers go on strike.

Even if less than 51 per cent
go on strike, the Secretary
can still rule that the strike
has had a serious effect on
the operations of the farm in=-
volved and remove the bra=
ceros, Holleman asserted,

The department is also con~
sidering an affirmative state~
ment of policy aimed at pro-
moting and encouraging collec-
tive baragaining not only in
industry butinagriculture, Hol~
leman, former head of the Tex=
as AFL~CIO revealed.

Such an‘*‘affirmative state~
ment’’ by the department could
help encourage resumption of
the bogged-down organization
drive among farm workers.

Holleman said ‘‘we have no

increase

intention of letting crops spoil
in the fields’” because of any
of the changes being made in
farm labor programs, but he
emphasized his determination
that growers must stop relying
on imported labor.

A move to solve the problem
probably will be made by Con=

gress within three years, and |

possibly next year, Holleman
predicted.

This is the so-called Farm
Labor Stabilization Act, origi=
nally proposed by Senator Wil=
liams, D-N.J., which would,
in effect, set up a program
for American farm workers
comparable to that now used
to import Mexicans.

There would be contract
agreements between the grow-
ers and employees, spelling
out terms of wages and work=
tng conditions.

“l] am dead serious about
these programs,’”’ Holleman
said. ‘“We are convinced there
is need for major reforms in
this field, and we intend to
see this through.”

He noted that last year the
average national wage for farm
workers was $900, while in
California the average was
close to $1400 a year.

Last year 320,000 braceros

were used on U.S, farms, in=-
cluding 75,100 on California
farms, but ‘‘this year the total

| will be down from 60,000 to

100,000, and the number will
continue to drop steadily,”
Holleman predicted.

The growers can afford to
wages
American workers, he insist=
ed, saying ‘‘this would seem
to be a self-evident fact since
farm productivity has gone up
145 per cent in the past 10
years while the wage level has
gone up only slightly and farm
prices have remained fairly
steady.”’

bales.

Most of the projects are in
the field of fundamental re~
‘search on critical problems
of direct benefit only to cotton
farmers. This research, con=
trolled by farmers, can get
answers to such basic prob=
lems as:

1. Cotton fabrics with more
luster. The answer would en=
able cotton to compete in new
markets totaling three million
bales.

2. Boll shed. If a farmer
could mature one more boll
per plant, he would increase
production 100 pounds per acre.

3. Disease resistant cotton
plants. The answer could save
the industry a $400 million an=
nual loss.

4, Cotton fabrics that are
resilient and warm as wool,
Cotton could compete in ad=
ditional markets totaling 1.5
million bales.

In describing promotion
needs, the Council representa=
tive said current cotton indus=
try funds are equivalent to
about three per cent of the
textile advertising budget of
just one of the major corpora=
tions manufacturing compet=
itive fibers,

The success of cotton’s pro=
gram, under such financial
handicaps, is the result of fol~-
lowing three basic principles==~
multiplication of dollars
through joint campaigns, con-
centration of effort at influence
points, and concentration on
markets most responsive to
promotion.

Designers, converters, man=
ufacturers, wholesalers, and
retailers exert a strong influe-
nce on products and the fiber
offered to consumers, What cot=
ton now needs desperately, the
speaker stated, is a strong
promotional push aimed at con=
sumers.

Programs promoting use of
U.S. cotton now are operating
in 16 overseas countries rep-
resenting 50 per cent of the
free world population and 66
per cent of its cotton consump=
tion. Patterned after the Coun-
cil’s promotional techniques,

these programs are accomp= '

lishing a lot for cotton at a
small cost to the industry.

But the industry is facing
problems,: including increasing
red tape, prospect' of dwind=
ling funds, and infiltration of
existing promotional machinery
by synthetics. The industry
must be prepared to maintain
the existing program to keep
it out of the hands of foreign
synthetic competitors, the field
representative said, and to ex~
pand overseas efforts.

To take advantage of cotton’s
opportunities, the Cotton Pro=-
ducers Institute provides that:

1. A supplementary producer
fund, based on one dollar per
bale, for research and promo=
tion be established separate
and apart from the regular fi-
nancing of the National Cot=-
ton Council

2, Producers in each state,
through their interest organi-
zations, be given the option of
deciding whether to contribute
to this fund;

3. Producers, through their’
selected representatives, have
sole control over allocations of
money for specific research
and promotion in proportion to
contributions; and

4. In order to preclude heavy
overhead expenses, producers
utilize the existing staff and

developing proposed projects
and for supervising those which
are authorized,

Here’s How To Calculate
1961 Sales Tax Deduction

Texas taxpayers will get a
break in claiming Texas sales
tax payments on their federal
income tax returns for 1961.
This was announced today by
B. Frank White, Internal Rev=-
enue Service Regional Commis=
sioner for Texas and four other
southwestern states.

The IRS has devised a Texas
Sales Tax Table to help the
Texas taxpayer calculate his
state sales tax deduction at a
glance and without troublesome
record keeping.

According to Mr. White, Tex=-
as taxpayers who itemize their
deductions on Form 1040 will
not have to keep their state
sales tax records, providing
their Texas sales tax deduc-
tions do not exceed those on
the Tax Table,

‘““Texas taxpayers making.
state sales tax payments in
excess of the amounts shown
on the Table may take deduc-
tions to which they are law-
fully entitled,”’” Mr. White said.

However, these taxpayers
must keep salestaxrecordsand
be able to prove their deduc-
tions in the same way as they
would be required to verify
any other deductions on their
federal tax return.

‘*Taxpayers using the stand-
ard 10 percent deduction would
not be entitled to deduct the
Texas Sales Tax payment,’’ Mr.,
White said.

The Tax Table, shown here,
gives average amounts spent
by Texas residents for sales
taxes and is arranged accord-
ing to various adjusted gross
income brackets. Since the Tex~
as Sales Tax Law did not go
into effect until September 1
of this year, the IRS Tax Ta-
ble covers the period between
Septethiber 1 and December 31,

A new Table will be
published for 1962.

Mr. White explained that es-
timates of average Texas gen-
eral sales tax payments are
based on two kinds of infor-
mation - state sales tax laws
and a statistical analysis of
consumer spending. When new
spending patterns are estab-
lished, or substantial changes
are made in the Texas Sales
Tax Law, the Table will be
revised.

The Table does not include
such deductible items as the
Texas state tax on gasoline,
which is five cents a gallon,
or the cigarettes, eight cents
a pack, which was effective
August 28, 1961. '

Mr. White said that the time
saving Texas Sales Tax Table
will be off the presses and
available for general distribu=-
tion at IRS district offices in
Austin and Dallas by Decem-~
ber 6.

Responsibilities Clted
For Owners Of Property

As a rule, when you sell
or lease your place, the new
owner or lessee takes over
responsibility for it. But you
may have some continuing re-
sponsiblities.

‘In a recent case three small
boys, playing in an old rifle
range near home, found a gre~
nade, took it home, and later
exploded it, injuring them-
- selves,

The U.S. government had
leased the land to train armed
forces, but later turned it back
to the owner. The boys sued
the government. It answered
that it no longer controlled the
land and should not be blamed
for what happened after it gave
up possesion.

Still the court made the gov-
ernment pay the boys for the
harm done.

As a rule, when a seller or
lessor gives up his land, he
is no longer to-blame for de-
fects in the land, buildings,
or permanent fixtures.

~But defects in things per-
manently part of the land dif-
fer from leaving dangerous
things like a grenade about.
It isn’t a permanent part of
the land, The federal govern-
ment was at fault innot search-
ing for dangerous grenades left
by its employees. Besides, this
single grenade still was gov=
ernment owned, and, therefore
a U.S. responsibility.

Property = owners or occu=-
piers have special duties to
small children. They may tres-
-pass on your land and get hurt
by things that .are especially

pool of water left by a con=-
struction firm, are all ‘‘attrac-
tive nuisances.’”’ An owner of
such things must take great
care to keep trespassing chil=
dren from getting hurt.

The law imposes one fur-
ther duty on sellers or les~
sors of property: No seller
can conceal highly dangerous
defects that he knows of, If
he does, and they hurt the buy~-
er or tenant later, the seller
may have to pay damages.
Sometimes a landlord controls
some of theleased property,
such as halls, driveways, ele=
vators, wall beds, - or other
appliances, The landlord must
use care with such things.
