Cox Calls It'Excessive ’

Police Department Spending 
Tops Council's Discussions

Olton's recently re-elected, 
mayor and councilmen took the 
oath of office and got back into 
the swing of things in a hurry 
Tuesday night at a regular coun­
cil meeting.

But it was another council­
man, one who watched this 
years's election from the side­
lines, who put them back in the 
swing.

Carroll Cox,the councilman in 
question, came up with a couple 
of quick suggestions.

One of his ideas was to in­
stall forced air heating and 
a ir conditioning in the city hall. 
The council decided to study 
that one further before taking 
action.

They came to about the same 
conclusion on the other sugges­
tion, one which had to do with 
cutting down expenses in the 
police department.

Cox termed police depart­
ment spending "excessive" and 
said it "bears looking into." 
More specifically, he said,gas, 
oil and maintenance bills are 
too high.

He suggested the city might 
get along better using just one 
police car, instead of the two 
now in use.

Cox said he thought a night- 
watchman who would walk the 
downtown area and north Olton, 
checking doors, might be better 
than having a patrol car roam­
ing all over town at ’ night.

Asked if he had any complaint 
in particular in mind, Cox said; 
"Nothing specific. I think 
Emmett (Police Chief Burrow) 
is doing a fine job."

He added, however, that he 
thought the night police car 
patrolling could be cut down.

In action taken by the coun­
cil Tuesday night, the group

1. Voted to set a flat rate 
of $52.50 for permits issued 
by the city. This includes $25 
for a water tap; $10 for sewer 
tap; $3.50 for electrical inspec­
tion; $1.00 for gas inspection; 
$3.00 for building permit; and 
$10 for water meter deposit. 
In the past, various rates were 
charged, depending on amount 
of work done.

2. Approved a request from 
M rs. E.D. Wickware to put 
her back on flat water rate. 
The council has a policy of 
letting people switch from me­
tered rate to flat rate, or vice 
versa, after they have been on 
one rate or the other for a year,

3. Appointed Councilman Clo­
vis Poteet as the city's re ­
presentative on the ORC board.

4. Voted to have only one 
person on duty at the city hall 
on Saturday mornings until Sept. 
1. Bemiece Smith and Billie 
Hall will alternate on this sche­
dule.

5. Approved a request from 
Jim Speer to cut weeds on

approximately 10 acres of land 
west of Hillcrest Addition. The 
city will charge $25 per cutting. 
The council also decided to 
investigate buying a shredder 
for this job and to use through­
out the city as an aid to mos­
quito control,

6. Voted to place all city 
employes under the social se­
curity program.

In another discussion, Fire 
Chief Tom Smith talked with

the council about establishing 
a penalty against any fireman 
who missed, without good rea­
son, his night at the fire sta- 

I tion.
Each fireman stays at the 

station one night per month, 
in order to have someone on 
duty 24 hours a day.

The council told Smith to 
• "handle it like you want to," 
Vnder rules set up by the fire 
department.

Possible Locations For New  
Post Office Here Checked

Preliminary investigation of 
possible sites for a new post 
office for Olton began Wednes­
day.

Vernon E. Bell, of the Post 
Office Department's real estate 
division at Lubbock, looked over 
possible locations here Wed­
nesday, He was accompanied by 
I.D. (Doc) Holt, Olton post­
master.

Bell’s visit was actually the 
kick-off of steps which will be

taken to establish a new office 
here.

Although no definite time 
table is set up, it was noted 
that once preliminary work is 
begun, a 300-day maximum is 
allowed establishment of a new 
office.

This was taken to mean that 
Olton apparently will get its 
new post office in less than 

• a year, possibly in several 
months.

Phone Numbers 
Change Today

Olton telephone customers j 
are using a new numbering j 
system beginning today after 
distribution last week of the 
1961 directory for Olton by Gen­
eral Telephone Comapny of the ! 
Southwest. i

The changeover is expected 
to be complete for in-town tele­
phones today, however all rural 
telephones will have one way 
(out from subscriber) ser­
vice until phone company em­
ployes can visit each subscri­
ber.

"Since there are 340 rural 
instruments involved and sin­
ce subscribers are scattered 
over more than 250 miles of 
lines, we will have about eight 
men taking care of this start­
ing the morning of the con­
version," Bob Saunders, dis­
trict manager, said.

Saunders added that the phone 
company plans to complete the 
rural changeover by Friday,

The new numbering system is 
known as the all numerical 
calling plan (ANC), with each 
telephone number composed of 
seven digits.

Saunders explained that the 
new system will replace the 
more familiar two letter-five 
number (2L5N) system in- 
auguarated when the tele­
phone industry first launched 
its long-range program to per­
mit operators and/or cus­
tomers to dial direct from one 
city to another.

Saunders pointed out that the 
2L5N system is being replac­
ed as rapidly as possible in 
order that all number com­
binations appearing on the tele­
phone dial can be utilized.

As the number of customers 
being assigned 2L5N numbers 
throughout the nation increased, 
the necessity of using all pos­
sible number combinations on 
the dial also increased.

"In some areas,"  Saunders 
said, "we are running out of 
possible letter prefixes,"

As a result of this realiza­
tion, a study was undertaken in 
Wichita Falls, Texas, to de­
termine whether assigning se­
ven digit telephone numbers 
proved satisfactory to custom­
ers and operators. Conclusion 
of the extensive study was that 
the ANC plan.not only was sat­
isfactory, but even eliminated 
some previous dialing errors 
resulting from confusion be­
tween the numeral "1 "  and the 
letter " I"  and numeral "zero" 
and the letter " o " .

The new seven-digit number­
ing system replaces Olton’s 
past four digit scheme.

The Enterprise’s new number 
for instance is 285-2631.

The cut to new equipment 
here came at 6 a.m. today, oper­
ating from a new 30 by 36- 
foot building at Avenue G and 
8th. Littlefield remains the 
m aster office for the Olton ex­
change.

Lamb County’s average under 
the 1961 Emergency Feed Grain 
Program has been set at 2,430 
pounds per acre for grain sor­
ghum, it was announced Wed­
nesday afternoon by LJD. Aten 
Jr., county ASC office manager.

Notices which will tell each; 
farmer his index of the county 
average will be mailed by April 
21, Aten said.

Mailing of the notices was 
scheduled originally for April 
15, but Aten said the paper­
work on the program will be 
so heavy "that we’ll have to 
work frantically to get the no- ’ 
tices out by next week.’**

At the same he announced 
the county average for grain, 
Aten also said the county aver­
age on corn will be 62,2 bush­
els per acre.

The 50 per cent rate for far­
mers who divert 20 per cent of I 
their acreage on grain sorghum 
will be $23 per acre, Aten 
said.

For farmers who divert 40 
per cent of their acreage, the 
rate will be $27,60 per acre, 
or 60 per cent. f

On corn, rate for diverting 
20 per cent of the acreage will 
be $39,50 per acre. Rate for 
diverting 40 per cent will be 
$47.40.

All these rates, Aten said, 
apply to the 100 per cent index, 
which for grain is 2,430 pounds 
and for corn is 62.2 bushels.

Notices which farmers will • 
receive will tell them what 
their individual indexes are. In 
the Olton area, the index on 
grain sorghum is expected to 
average about 135 per cent, or 
about 3,300 pounds per acre..

So an Olton participator 
whose index is 135 per cent 
will be eligible for price sup­
port on 3,300 pounds of grain. 
He will have to sell any am­
ount of yield over that figure 
on open market.

This same farmer also would 
have an index of 135 per cent 
on his layout acreage, and he 
could determine what his per- 
acre rate would be by multi­
plying 135 per cent times his 
base figure, which on 20 per' 
cent layout would be $23*00 
per acre.

Aten asked that farmers not 
contact the ASC office to get 
their indexes prior to the time 
they are mailed.

"We can’t release any fig­
ures to individual farmers.The 
farmer will have to wait until 
he receives his notice to find

out what his individual 
index is," Aten said.

Those farmers wishing to 
participate in the 1961 program 
may sign up as soon as not­
ices are mailed out, Aten ad­
ded.

Under the new law, the parti­
cipating farm’s average milo 
yield may be put into govern­
ment loan at $1.88 per hundred. 
Any yield over the average 
would have to be sold on the 
open market.

EDITORIALS
LIFE IN OUR WELFARE STATE

U.S. News & World Report recently devoted a lengthy 
article to “ Life In The ‘Welfare State’ — Now And In The 
Future.’* The “ welfare state*’ in question is the U.S.

Here’s its history, as the magazine recounts it: “ Federal 
welfare today is a vast program that grows in leaps. In a 
few years, welfare has grown from a small program to 
become the second-most-expensive in the government. Only 
national defense costs more.

“ In less than 30 years, the number of people getting some 
form of government help has grown to 23 million annually. 
Cost of the program this year alone will be $22 billion. 
This doesn’t include cost of veterans’ benefits.*’ Next year, 
the magazine adds, the cost will be $26 billion if present 
Administration proposals for more welfare are approved.

We will soon have to draw a firm line between what we 
want, or think we want, from government—and what we 
can afford. The cost of welfare is fast becoming, insup­
portable.

A SINGLE STEP
Proponents of the proposal to provide federal medical aid 

to everyone over 65 receiving benefits under social security 
deny that this would be an opening wedge to socialized medicine. 
The Socialist Party of the United States apparently thinks other­
wise.

This party, of course, favors complete socialization of 
^medicine, as well as complete socialization of just about 
every facet of American life. It has now issued a pamphlet 
which describes a program for bringing about socialized 
medicine on a bit-by-bit basis. The first bit would be the 
social security concept of medical aid to the elderly.

Norman Thomas, long the principal voice of socialism in 
this country, has made that clear. He . says the bill in question 
is “ insufficient” and a “ timid s ta rt.” But he advocates its 
support—and with good reason, considering his views and 
objectives. As the old Chinese proverb has it, the longest 
journey begins with with a single step. And a program ot 
socialization must also begin in a limited way. But the lim ita­
tions would inevitably grow fewer and fewer as time wore on. 
If one group—arbitrarily  defined regardless of need— is to 
have its medical care bills paid for by the federal government, 
other groups will demand and receive the same handouts. So, 
little by little, socialized medicine will be brought about.

The Socialist Party and socialist individuals have every 
right to" their position. Those who take a different view also 
have the right, and the obligation, to fight their proposals.

This is not a m atter of denying medical services to elderly 
people whose own resources are inadequate. The federal-state 
cooperation measure passed by the last Congress provides 
for aid to all who need it, whether they are under social 
security or not. This is the proper way to meet the problem.

Auto Has Growing Impact 
On Lamb County Economy

NEW YORK - The family car 
is having a growing impact on 
the Lamb County economy.

With each passing year, as 
the number of cars in local 
use increases, more money is 
spent for their purchase and 
maintenance, more people are 
employed in servicing them and 
further problems are created as 
roads get overcrowded and 
parking becomes more difficult.

Locally, all but a small pro­
portion of families are auto­
mobile owners today, according 
to a nationwide study of car 
ownership in relation to pop­
ulation.

The figures show that, 
in Lamb County, there were 
133 passenger cars in use per 
100 households as of the early 
part of last year.

This was a larger ratio than 
prevailed throughout the Uni­
ted States, 109 per 100 house­
holds, In the State of Texas 
it amounted to 120 per 100,

The findings are from a con­
sumer markets study, covering 
the entire country, released by 
the Standard Rate and Data 
Service.

The rise  in family car own­
ership is attributed to the fact 
that the automobile has become 
an indispensable part of modern 
living. Without it, we would not 
have had the suburban develop­
ment that has taken place in 
recent years.

Also contributing to the grow­
th in car ownership has been 
the rise  in family income over 
the years.

The net result, in Lamb 
County, has been a gain of 7.4 
percent in passenger car re ­
gistrations between 1954, when

and 1960. The number of cars 
went from 7,900 to 8,490.

Car owners are chalking up 
more mileage now than they 
once did. The reasons for it — 
better road conditions in most 
parts of the country and more 
leisure time for the average 
family than in former years. 
The mileage per car is just 
under 10,000 a year.
