ly opened the flood gates for 
farmers to enter the program. 
It is a drastic change from 
previous regulations, under 
which the farmer was restrict­
ed to an index given him by 
the ASC. Under the new rul­
ing, the farmer can produce 
the average of his 1959-60 
crops, so long as he can prove 
the amount of production he 
had.

“ We've had quite a rush ever 
since the announcement,” said 
Aten* About 50 farmers show­
ed up Monday and Tuesday with 
proof of higher production than 
the amount alloted them.

Sign-up in the feed grains 
program began Monday and will 
continue to May 31. Farmers 
have until May 15 to appeal 
the allotments sent them late 
last week by the ASC,

“ Some farmers are bringing 
in settlement sheets from their 
grain production in 1959 and 
1960, to prove that their pro­
duction was higher,” Aten said.

The settlement sheets are 
being considered as ample proof 
of 1959-1960 production, Aten 
said. He added that the ASC 
office also is accepted notariz­
ed statements from elevator 
operators as proof of produc­
tion.

Some farmers who appealed 
early this week were able to 
raise their indexes consider­
ably, Aten said.

“ One farmer brought his in­
dex up from 3,400 pounds to 
6,600 per acre,” the ASC of­
fice manager added.

Keener interest was indicat­
ed in the program by the 
number of farmers seeking ad­
vance payments for entering 
the program.

“ I guess we’ve averaged a 
pay-out of about $20,000 a day 
so far in advance payments,” 
said Aten. “ About 90 per cent 
of the farmers want payments 
in advance.”

Under the program, farmers 
can be paid one-half the amount 
due them on layout acreage 
when they sign-up. The other 
half will be paid in the fall.

City Plans 
To Add Few 
More Units
City councilmen Wednesday 

afternoon gave the go-ahead 
on 10 more units of paving, 
bringing the total number of 
blocks released to the contrac­
tor to 52.

In doing so, the council ap­
proached the end of the line 
on the amount of money the 
city has left to spend on its 
part of the project.

Wednesday afterno'on’s ses­
sion was a special meeting, 
called in an effort to keep 
actual construction going.

Hodges and Tierney Co., Lub­
bock contractor, already had 
completed curb and gutter work 
on 46 blocks previously releas­
ed by the council.

Word came from the con­
tractor Wednesday afternoon 
that the entire paving project 
probably can be completed in 
the next 30 to 45 days, bar­
ring bad weather.

Of the $80,000 authorized by 
Olton voters last September 
for the city’s share of the 
program, about $7,000 remains 
for allocation in the project, 
the council was told Wednes­
day.

Engineer’s estimate of the 
amount of city participation 
money authorized so far comes 
to about $67,000. Another $6, 
000 was set aside for seal 
coating.

This estimate included Wed­
nesday afternoon’s release of 
10 units. Exact figures were 
to be compiled later this week 
to give the council a specific 
dollars-and-cents accounting of 
the money remaining.

Councilmen are hopeful they 
can stretch the remainder to 
include about eight more blocks 
of paving, bringing the total 
for the program to 60,

Texas Farmer 
I960  Income 
Over 2 Billion

The 1960 estimated cash in­
come to Texas farmers and 
ranchers amounted to $2,209,i 
219,000, the third straight year 
in which total income was well 
in excess of the two billion 
dollar level, . ' j

At the same time, 1960*s 
total income was down 3.2 p e r ' 
cent from 1959, which came 
out at $2,300,906,000.

Income in 1960 from all crops 
amounted to $1 ¿2 billion, while 
income from livestock was a ! 
little over $1 billion. This re p -1 
resented an increase in live­
stock receipts over the $895, 
261,000 realized in 1959. But 
it was not enough to offset 
the drop from $1,405,645,000 
for all crops in 1959 down 
to $1,200,000,000 in 1960.

The increase in cash income 
for livestock was principally 
the result of 24 per cent in-' 
crease in cattle marketing in 
1960 over 1959. Average prices 
for cattle were down about 16 
per cent, but heavier market­
ings more than offset the drop 
in prices.

Shrinkage in farm cash in­
come for crops was due large­
ly to the drop in proceeds 
from cotton and cottonseed. 
Farmers received 15.9 percent 
less for their smaller cotton 
crop in 1960. Farm cash in-, 
come for cottonseed was 15.31 
per cent less in 1960 than in 
1959.

However, there was a spect­
acular increase in income for 
Texas wheat growers, which 
gained 27.6 per cent in 1960 
over 1959. Income for wheat 
in 1960 was $135,475,000, com­
pared with the 1959 income 
of $106,205,000. At the same 
time, income from sorghum 
grain dropped six per cent,

Postal Increase Fees
Proposed increases in money 

ojrder and special delivery fees 
starting July 1, 1961, were 
announced this week by Post­
master General J, Edward Day.

No changes in special de­
livery fees for first class mail 
are planned.

Special delivery fees for sec­
ond, third and fourth class mat­
ter will be increased by 10£ 
in each of the non-first class 
fee brackets.

The increases for this ser­
vice are expected to yield about 
$2.5 million in additional post­
al revenues, based on current 
special delivery volume.

Money orders up to $5 and 
over $50 will be increased by 
5£. The new money order 
schedule will combine the pre­
sent 15£ and 20£ fee brackets 
into one at 20£. It also splits

the present 30^ bracket at tne 
$50 level, raising to 35£ the 
fee for demonlnations up to 
$100. These changes will affect 
over 100 million money order 
transactions. Based onthisvol- 
flmne, new revenues would tot­
al about $5 million.

These proposed ¿hanges can 
be put into effect by Postmaster 
General Day under his existing 
administrative authority. Sim­
ilar action was taken recently 
to adjust postal rates for mall 
going to foreign countries.

These actions are part of 
the Post Office Department’s 
program to place the Postal 
service in a more favorable 
fiscal position, a accordance 
with the Pqgtal Policy Act of 
1958.

The Postmaster General is 
also requesting the Congress 
to take legislative action with 
regard to first, second and 
third class mail to eliminate 
the revenue deficiency gap of 
$741 million.

1,642 people of 65 or over. 
This is based on data just 
released by the Census Bureau.

In 1950, when the previous 
tabulation was made, there were 
only 1,040 in that age group 
locally.

The rise, which amounts to 
57.8 percent, was greater than 
that experienced in most sec­
tions of the United States, where 
it averaged 34,7 percent. In 
the State of Texas, it was 45,2 
percent.

CHOSEN FOR INSTITUTE — James A. Caley, Olton science 
teacher, has been chosen to attend the Sixth Radiation Bi­
ology Summer Science Institute for secondary school tea­
chers, at the University of New Mexico in Albuquerque 
this summer. Mr, Caley is one of 20 teachers selected 
to take part in the program, which is sponsored by the 
National Science Foundation, the Atomic Energy Commis­
sion, and UNM, to increase interest in science by provid­
ing well-informed science teachers. The institute starts June 
14 and ends Aug. 16.

As a result of the rapid 
growth of this age group in 
Lamb County, the current ratio 
shows that one in every 13 
local residents is 65 or over.

Nationally, there are now 
more than 16.5 million of these 
senior citizens, a dramatic in­
crease from the 12.3 million 
that were counted in the pre­
vious census.

As to income from employ­
ment, only a fourth of them 
are in the labor force.

All in all, the Department 
of Commerce finds, the median 
income of American families 
of that age is $2,831 a year. 
Many families enjoy much more 
than this but an equal propor­
tion fall below that figure.

Despite the modest buying 
power of thp individual family, 
as a group they are now able 
to make their influence felt 
by weight of numbers.

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F e e d  G r a i n  P r o g r a m  O b j e c t iv e s  O u t l i n e d
(Editor’s note: Many farm­

ers in Lamb County have in­
quired as to objectives of the 
new feed grain legislation which 
was signed into law on March 
22 by President Kennedy, 
County Agricultural Stabil­
ization and Conservation of­
fice manager L.D. Aten of 
Littlefield answers the major 
questions asked by the farmer,

Q. What is the purpose oL 
the new program?
A, The feed grain legislation 
has fourpurposes—to increase 
farm income; prevent further 
buildup of ,the feed grain sur­
plus and reduce it if possible; 
help assure the consumer of 
fair and stable prices for meat, 
poultry and dairy products; and 
reduce the ultimate feed grain 
program costs to taxpayers,

Q. Generally, how is the 
program set up?
A, The program is voluntary 

; and applies only to 1961, All 
field corn and grain sorghum 
whether for grain, fodder or si­
lage, are covered and coopera­
tors are being asked to reduce 
their 1961 plantings of these 
crops by at least 20 per cent 
below the 1959-60 average acre­
age. Voluntary reductions up to 
40 per cent are encouraged for 
growers with bases of 100 acres 
or more. Growers with bases of 
25 acres or less may retire the 
total under the program,

Q, What advantages are of­
fered to cooperating farmers? 
A, Cooperating farmers will 
be eligible for support prices - 
1.88 cwt. on grain sorghums, 
$1,20 per bushel on corn, 92 
cents per bushel on barley, 
62 cents for oats and $1,02 per 
bushel for rye. These figures 
are all national averages. The 
non-cooperator will not be eligi­
ble for price support on any of 
these crops. His productions 
would have to move at market 
prices. He cannot depend upon 
the government price support 
nor his neighbor's production 
adjustment to hold up the mar­
ket price.

Q. How will payment be 
made?
A. Cooperators, if they choose, 
may receive payments in the 
form of negotiable certificates 
which represent grain from 
CCC stocks. The Secretary of 
Agriculture will determine the 
flow of this grain into market 
channels,

Q. What agreement must 
the cooperator make?
A. A cooperator agrees to re ­

duce by at least 20 per cent 
his grain sorghum or corn 
acreage for 1961 below his 1959- 
60 average. The diverted acres 
must be put to some conserva­
tion use. It cannot be harvest­
ed but fall seeded wheat and 
barley can be grazed. Weeds, 
insects and rodents must be con­
trolled on the diverted acreage. 
In turn he will receive, in addi­
tion to his eligibility for price 
supporters on his grain crops, 
a payment for each acre divert­
ed to conservation use. The rate 
of payment for the first 20 per

cent diverted will be 50 per 
cent of the normal production 
of the acreage diverted times 
the county support price. As an 
additional incentive, a grower 
may divert an additional 20 per 
cent and receive a payment 
rate of 60 per cent times the 
county price per acre divejted.

Q. How does a grower be­
come eligible for advance 
payment?
A, A grower becomes eligible 
for advance payment — 50 per 
cent of the total — when he 
signifies his intention of coo­
perating. This advance payment 
will help the producer meet his 
production expenses and is ex­
pected to be an important in­
centive for cooperation.

Q, What protection does the 
program offer7
A. The program is effective 
protection in case of crop fail­
ure, The payment on diverted 
acres will be made regardless 
of weather and is a measure of 
income insurance as are the 
higher price supports.

Q. Will the non-cooperator 
be eligible for price support? 
A. The non-cooperator will not 
be eligible for price support on 
any grain crop and cannot 
expect to build up has acreage 
base for future programs. It 
has been emphasized that the 
U. A. Department of Agricul­
ture will strongly recommend 
to Congress any legislation in­
volving establishment of base 
acreages for production adjust­
ment give no advantage to pro­
ducers who fail to cooperate in 
the 1961 feed grain program.

Q. Can 1 put all the grain 
under loan that I produce on 
acreage remaining after re ­
duction?
A. A cooperator can only 
place under loan the amount of 
grain indicated by his farm in­
dex, which is the yeild given 
him by the Community Com­
mittee.

Q. If I agree to reduce my 
acreage by 20 per cent and 
when the acreage is measur­
ed, if there is an excess, will 
I be allowed to destroy down 
to the 20 per cent?
A, Yes.

Q. How much acreage will 
I be allowed to divert?
A, There is no limit on the 
number of acres that miy be 
reduced, except that payment 
cannot be earned in excess of 
40 per cent — with the except­
ion  of certian cases of small 
farms.

Q. May I summer fallow 
acreage left out and plant to 
wheat this fall, for harvest in 
1962?

of the farmer to produce.
