L.L. Howard, retired Olton
farmer, can help you out.

Howard, 80, doesn’t need .a
cane himself, but spends most
of  his time and energy mak-
ing canes for others,

“‘I put 25 canes in the Olton
State Bank this week;'’ Howard
told the Enterprise, ‘‘They’re

", for free to those people who

need them., All they have to
do is pick them up.’’

Although Howard spends his
winters at Corpus Christi and
his summers in Colorado he
still calls Olton his home and
has a farm about two miles
south of town,

Whereever the Howards go,
he just naturally eyes every
piece of wood as a potential
cane, If it shows any prom-
ise, he starts to work.

Howard tells this story of
getting interested in cane mak-
ing:

‘“Abeut 30 years ago we were
up in the mountains near Créde
and I got to looking at a pine

Sides Tells Of Testimony
At Hearing On Sugar Beets

‘‘We believe in the philoso-
phy that the American should
definitely grow more of our
domestic sugar,’’

Thus began the statement
of Truitt Sides, representing
the Olton Sugar Beet Assn,,
as he testified last week be-
fore the Agriculture committee
of the House of Representatives
in Washington,

In telling the story of his
trip to Washington at the Lions
Club Tuesday, Sides said cong=
ressmen with whom he met were
not optimistic but he added:

‘1 beleive we will get sugar
beet acreage,..probably not in
1962, but we will get it,”

He commented that only 45%
of the sugar used in the US
is produced domestically,

Sides ~was in Washington,
along with representatives from
other areas, trying to get leg=
islation to allow sugar beet
plants to be built in this coun~
try, This would give farmers
a market for the crop.

"We see no reason econom-
ically or politically,’ the Wash~
ington statement continued,
‘“‘why the American farmer
should not be given this op-
portunity,”’

‘We feel that we could bet-
ter utilize our water that is
being pumped out from under=
ground with sugar beets than
we can with grain crops that
are now being subsidized,"

Sides’ statement, which was
written into the Congressional
record, gave a brief descrip-
tion of Lamb County farming
and emphasized:

‘‘Sugar beets for our area
would not only be a top pro-
ducing cash crop, but its by=-
products yield a highly nutri-
tious feed for livestock and
