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Square Dispute 
Finally Settled

O ld Hospital 
Will Be R azed

The long dispute over the old Olton Memorial Hospital 
and square is settled.

Three osteopathic physicians, Dr. Ben Souders, broth­
ers Dr. Lynn and James Fite, have reached an agreement 
after parting company more than five years ago.

Settlement of the case was announced Monday by Dis­
trict Judge E.A. Bills. This, in general, is the method 
agreed upon:

The Fite brothers will get the east two-thirds of the 
property, including the building and all contents except an 
x-ray machine, which goes to Dr. Souders.

Dr. Souders will receive the west one-third of the prop­
erty.

Area To Be Tested 
For Missile Sites

If the proposed Minuteman 
Missile base is established in 
the Lubbock area with the con­
trol center at Reese Air Force 
Base, the Olton area appar­
ently will be the location of 
several missile sites.

Lamb County, along with 
other counties in this area, 
would form a protective ring 
for the air base at Lubbock 
and for the city of Lubbock 
itself.

Several rights of entry have 
been conveyed to the U.S. gov­
ernment by area land owners, 
as part of a survey now in 
progress to see if the area 
is suitable for an Air Force 
facility.

A radius of 150 miles of 
Lubbock is being tested, with 
Reese Air Force Base in mind 
as the control center.

Fred Scheafer said Wednes­
day he has signed a contract 
for 40 acres of his land about 
six miles north and five west 
of Olton. Other farmers in that 
area known to have been con­
tacted are James Cowart, whose 
place is five miles east of 
Scheafer’ s, and De Wayne
Wilkes, who farms land adjacent 
to the Scheafer farm.

It also is known that farm­
ers near Hart, Springlake and 
Earth have signed the “ explor­
atory”  contracts.

The contracts give the gov­
ernment 24 months in which 
to enter the land and make 
tests. Damages to the land will 
be paid for.

If the land proves suitable, 
however, much less than the 
40 acres specified in the con­
tract would be used, it was 
learned. Apparently, five to 12 
acres will be needed at each 
site.

The exploration includes 17 
counties and about 190 sites.

Congress already has voted 
funds for the project. The mis­

sile base would require from
The sites reportedly would 

contain about 12 missiles each 
and would be located about five 
miles apart.

The missiles would be housed 
in 80-foot deep siles and would 
not be fired except in case 
of war.

Several teams have been at

work on the preliminary con­
tacts with land owners.

The pattern has been selec­
tion of two pieces of proper­
ty, with a view to selecting 
one location in that vicinity. 
Testing operations reportedly 
are scheduled to begin in Aug­
ust. These include seismograph 
tests and core borings.

Area Gets 
'Nice’ Rain 
And No Hail

A rain that covered most of 
the Olton area last Friday night 
drew comments from local 
farmers that varied from “ real 
nice”  to “ didn’ t do a bit of 
g o o d /’

The heaviest rains apparent­
ly were west of town. On the 
Raymond Lewis farm four miles 
southwest 1.5 inches of mois­
ture was reported. Mrs. Lew­
is commented, that “ the cucum­
bers are doing real well. They 
should be ready about next 
week.”

Two miles northwest of town 
on the Thurston Tollett farm 
one inch was measured.

“ It didn’ t help us any,”  Mrs. 
Tollett said. “ We had to stop 
digging potatoes and lost al­
most a week.”

Mrs. Guy Vaughn, 71/2 miles 
northwest of town, also report­
ed one inch.

North two and three-fourths 
miles, Mrs. Cloys Fancher re­
ported one inch that “ fell real 
nice. We were real lucky.”

Mrs. G.L. Peterson 1 1/4 
miles east and a mile north, 
also reported a one-inch rain 
as “ real nice.”  On the Coy 
Carlisle farm six and one- 
half miles north, 1.5 inches 
were recorded.

Southeast of town, Mrs. Fred 
Hicks reported “ a light rain, 
less than a half inch”  and 
on the E.M. Venable farm, .75 
of an inch was recorded.

Six miles southwest, Mrs. 
Archie Sorley reported .60.

On the Paul Burrus farm 
three miles south and two miles 
west, half an inch was record­
ed. Mrs. Burrus noted that 
pickle-pulling was delayed a 
day.

At Littlefield Meet

Conservatives Bolt Demos, 
Form County Republican Club

A group of more than 100 
conservatives, many of them 
Democrats, bolted from the 
Democratic Party at a meet­
ing in Littlefield Monday night, 
forming a Lamb County Re­
publican Club.

An Olton area man, Buddy 
Hedges, was named vice-chair­
man of the group, which re ­
solved to join the Republican 
Party feeling it offers the best 
chance to promote conservative 
philosophy in government.

The movement, which also 
aims at placing GOP candidates 
on ballots at the County lev­
el, apparently caused little stir 
immediately among present 
Democratic office-holders in 
the county.

“ I haven’ t heard a lot about 
it,”  County Judge Pat Boone 
Jr., a Democrat, said Wednes­
day. “ I just read a newspaper 
report on it and haven’ t heard 
it talked much around the court­
house.”

Boone said the movement 
“ may be beneficial, in that it 
may serve to clarify a lot of 
issues and allow people to join 
a party as they see fit.”

The county judge said he felt

“ some of the controversy with­
in the Democratic Party may 
be lessened“  by a movement 
away from the party by those 
dissatisfied with it.

Asked if he expected the GOP 
movement to include the run­
ning of Republican candidates 
for county offices, Boone re­
plied: “ I think it would be a 
mistake for such a group to 
organize and not try to fill 
up a slate of candidates.”

Pat Boone Sr., father of the 
county judge and a longtime 
leader of Democratic Party ma­
chinery in Lamb County, was 
out of Littlefield Wednesday, 
and unavailable for comment 
on the new Republican effort.

The approximately 120 per­
sons attend the Monday night 
session at Littlefield elected 
Jack Barton, Littlefield, pres­
ident, and Mrs. J.R. Fain, Lit­
tlefield, secretary-treasurer.

Most of the 120 persons sign­
ed a resolution read by Bob 
Manley, Littlefield, declaring 
“ independence from the pre­
sent socialistic principles as 
endorsed by the Democratic 
Party.”

The resolution further sta-

ted that the U.S. constitution 
was based on opposition to ex­
cessive centralized government 
but that the Democratic pargy 
has “ moved farther and farther 
away from the constitutional 
principles on which this na­
tion was founded.”

Howard Horne, master of 
ceremonie s , told the first meet­
ing of a group of 23 conser­
vative-thinking men in the Dem­
ocratic party.

“ We considered working in 
the Democratic party, in the 
Republican party, in a third 
party and we considered work­
ing in all three,”  Horne stated.

“ After much discussion and 
consideration, we took a vote 
that was unanimous to join the 
Republican party as we felt 
this was the place we could 
be most effective.”

Horne, Manley and Hedges 
then contacted Art Nafzger, 
county chairman and Luther 
Swanson, Littlefield, district 
chairman.State officials were 
contacted and the Monday night
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Contacted at his office Wed­
nesday, Dr. Lynn Fite said 
he and his brother plan to 
raze the two-story hospital 
building and sell the property 
as business lots.

Andy Stroebel of Olton, Dr. 
Souders’ attorney, said Dr. 
Souders also plans sale of his 
share of the property.

The contract agreed upon by 
the doctors says the Fite broth­
ers will get 204 feet of the 
east side of the square. Dr. 
Souders will have 96 feet on 
the west. The block is 250 
feet long from north to south.

“ We’ re going to tear down 
the building, chop out the con­
crete and basement and cov­
er up the hole,”  Dr. Lynn 
Fite said. “ We’ re going to move 
on it- as fast as we can.”

Dr. Fite said he and his 
brother thought for a time of 
turning the building into a home 
for the aged, but decided again­
st that course when they learn­
ed that about 12 feet of the 
building sticks out into Dr. 
Souders’ part of the land, as 
divided in the settlement.

“ The lots are for sale right 
now to anyone that’ s interest­
ed,”  Dr. Fite said.

Settlement of the five-year- 
old dispute may have opened 
the door for location of a new 
post office for Olton on the 
square.

Olton Chamber of Commerce 
and Agriculture directors have 
favored the square as the site 
for the new office for several 
months.

Dr. Fite said Wednesday he 
also will work toward that goal.

An announcement made two 
months ago indicated that Ol­
ton is near the top of the list 
of towns slated for new post 
offices.

The Chamber of Commerce 
had urged the court only last 
month to take action to sell 
the square property so that 
it might be developed. The C - 
CA started a petition to that 
effect, saying that non-develop­
ment of the property tended 
“ to hinder the progress of Ol­
ton.”

The court case was styled 
Dr. Ben Souders vs. Drs. James 
E. and Lynn Fite. Souders and 
the Fite brothers had been part­
ners in operation of the oste­
opathic institution.

Dr. Souders moved out of 
the hospital in March of 1956, 
opening a Main Street office 
following personal disagree­
ments between himself and Dr. 
James-E. Fite.

The Fite brothers continued 
to operate the hospital until 
June of 1958. The hospital was 
closed at that time and Dr. 
James Fite moved to Muleshoe 
to open a practice. Dr. Lynn 
Fite opened an office at 505 
Ave. E.

In September, 1958, the court 
appointed Attorney Billy Hall 
of Littlefield as receiver in 
the case. Hall was instructed 
by the court to collect the 
partnership assets and then to 
divide them among Souders and 
the Fite brothers.
