’62 Farm Bill 
Is Summarized

Because of a lack of complete information concerning the 
new farm bill, passed last Thursday in Congress and to 
become effective in 1962, the Enterprise has acquired a 
report which summarizes the new program as it specif­
ically effects grain sorghums and wheat, two of the major 
crops of this area which come under the new bill.

Feed Grains
1962 Feed Grains Program 

Provides:
(1) A voluntary retirement 

of acreage previously devoted 
to corn, grain sorghum, and 
barley. The 1962 program would 
add barley to the grain pro­
gram in operation for corn 
and grain sorghum in 1961. A 
special exemption is provided 
for producers of malting barley.

(2) Payments' to producers 
on retired acreage up to fifty 
percent of the normal value 
of production on these acres, 
at the current support rate, 
for the first twenty percent 
of the corn, grain sorghum, 
and barley acres retired to a 
conservation use and payment 
up to sixty percent of the nor­
mal value of production on land 
retired above twenty percent 
of the previous acreage in these 
crops. Any producer may place 
a minimum of twenty acres 
of cropland in conservation use 
and receive payments,

(3) A price support level 
determined at the discretion 
of the secretary of agriculture, 
but not less than 65 percent 
of parity. Under similar pro­
vision in the 1961 program the 
secretary set support of corn 
at $1.20 a bushel or 74 per­
cent of parity, and grain sor­
ghum at $1,98 a hundred-weight 
or 78 percent of parity. The 
corn support in 1960 was $1.06 
and grain sorghum, $1.52,

(4) As a condition of eligi­
bility for price support a pro­
ducer of corn, grain sorghum 
or barley (except as provided 
for malting barley) must par­
ticipate in the acreage reduc­
tion program for these crops 
in 1962, to the extend pre­
scribed by the secretary. To 
be in compliance with the pro­
gram, a producer of corn or 
grain must not increase his 
acreage of barley and a pro­
ducer of barley must not in­
crease his acreage of corn 
or grain sorghum.

Cotton wa? not treated in 
this legislation.

Wheat
1962 Wheat Program Provides: 

(1) A mandatory reduction 
of ten percent in wheat acre­
age and offers incentives for 
producers to reduce acreage 
voluntarily another thirty per­
cent acreage curtailment on 
individual farms. A producer 
could retire up to forty per­
cent of his allotment or ten
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Second Floor 
Of Hospital

1961-62 School Budget 
Seeks Reduced Spending

Board Presented 
$441,655 Budget

A budget designed to cur­
tail school spending was pre­
sented to the school board Tues­
day night by Supt. Johnny Clark.

At a regular board meet­
ing, Clark offered a budget of 
$441,655 for the 1961-62 year 
This budget, if met, would go 
under the previous year’ s ex­
penses by $20,776.

Last year’ s budget of $430, 
380 was amended to $462,431, 
the figure actually reached dur­
ing the year.

Total funds available for the 
year are $336,941 in the lo­
cal maintenance fund, $32,000 
in the transportation fund and 
$83,568 in the interest and sink­
ing fund.

The budget in each depart­
ment is $344,155 for local main­
tenance, leaving a deficit of 
$7,214; $32,000 for transpor­
tation; and $65,500 for inter­
est and sinking, leaving a bal­
ance of $18,068.

Of the $7,214 deficit in the 
maintenance fund expected at 
the end of 1961-62, $5,000 was 
on the books at the end of 
the 1960-61 year.

Other business conducted by 
the board Tuesday night includ­
ed setting the tax rate, ac­
cepting resignations of two 
teachers, hiring five new teach­
ers and naming three new bus 
drivers.

The tax rate was set at $1.80, 
the same as last year.

Reviewing a delinquent tax 
roll totaling $11,561.55, the 
board agreed to send letters 
to each person owing these 
taxes, asking that they be paid.

City Square Has 
Sad, Lonely Past

Although it may develop into the best 
business location in Olton, the city's square 
has a sad and lonely history.

Only two buildings have stood on the 
square and one of these burned.

The second building, which was erected 
in 1923, was empty during five of its 38 
years. Now it is being torn down.

When the county was organized in . 1908 
and Olton was the county seat, a three-room 
wooden courthouse was built on the square.

It stood for 14 years, until April 1, 1922, 
when fire struck.

But it was no April Fool’ s joke to lo­
cal residents when the old courthouse burn­
ed. Cause of the fire was never determin­
ed.

“ It burned clear to the ground. We didn’ t 
even have anything to fight the fire with. . . 
just buckets of water,’ ’ one Olton pioneer 

‘ commented.
Mrs. E.N. Burrus, whose late husband 

was county clerk then, said all the rec­
ords were destroyed except those in the 
vault.

The old wooden courthouse had a big 
barbed-wire fence around it to keep live­
stock from “ cornin’ on in,’ ’ one pioneer 
recalls.

After the fire, the old square looked 
barren as it lay flat with nothing but ashes 
to cover its ground.

But soon it had new life again, when in
1923 a new courthouse (the present hos­
pital building) was built on the square, 
and once more the busy “ humdrum’ ’ of 
people could be heard.

Offices of the county clerk, county judge 
and sheriff were located on the bottom 
floor of the new building. The jail was 
in the basement and the top floor was 
used as the county courtroom.

Everything was ginning right along in
1924 when Lin Irvin, now a 73-year-old 
Olton resident, was named county sheriff.

Irvin has many “ wild and wooly”  tales 
to relate about his experiences as sheriff.

He recalled one experience this way:
“ There was only one fellow who ever 

shot me, and he was the guy that I suc­
ceeded as sheriff. He was Hugh A. Cart­
er.

“ Just before I became sheriff here, Cart­
er, who was county sheriff then, stole about 
$7,000 of the county's money and took off 
for Old Mexico.

“ He stayed down there several months, 
then I got word one day that he was at 
Muleshoe.

“ I got my guns and lit out to get him. 
The other sheriffs around warned me that 
he was gunning for me, but I was deter­
mined to bring him in.

“ I finally found him about 30 miles from

here. I got out of my car and walked up 
to him and told him that the law was look­
ing for him, and that he might as well 
come with me.

“ He hesitated a moment, then got in 
my car, still wearing his gun, and we 
drove to Olton. After we got here, we 
went in my office.

“ We just stood there for a moment, 
then I asked Carter to give me his gun. 
He got scared and drew his gun. I lunged 
at him and grabbed at his gun just as 
he fired.

“ The bullet nicked my hand and whizz­
ed on by my head. Then I got the gun 
from him.

“ Carter’ s trial was held a little later, 
and he was convicted of stealing the coun­
ty’ s money and sent to Huntsville prison 
for two years. I didn’t want to press char­
ges because he shot at me. I just let it 
go.’ ’

Time went along with Olton the hub of 
Lamb County activity until 1946, when 
another sort of tragedy struck the old 
square.

This time the building wasn’ t destroyed. . 
it was left standing empty. The courthouse 
was moved to Littlefield.

After that the building began to resemble 
a “ haunted house,’ * as the weeds encircled 
it and hid part of it from view. Dust cov­
ered the floors of the building and wind 
whistled through the broken windows.

This went on for two years and then 
the building was put into use again. It 
was a great moment in the history of the 
old building, for this time it was to house 
Olton’ s first hospital

In 1948 Dr. James Fite and Dr. Gale 
Seigler opened the Olton Memorial Hos­
pital. In 1952 Dr. Lynn Fite bought out 
Dr. Seigler’ s interest in the business, and 
began practicing medicine here with his 
brother.

After three more years of operation, in 
1955, Dr. Ben Souders became a third 
partner in the hospital.

The hospital continued in operation un­
til June 1, 1958, when its doors swung 
shut, once again leaving the old building 
desolate.

It seemed the building had been forgotten 
and the square would remain unused. Then 
this year, the Chamber of Commerce and 
Agriculture got behind a drive to settle 
the property dispute among the three doc­
tors.

Just last month, the law suit was settled.
Now the old square will have a fresh 

start. It will be broken up into business 
lots and sold.

People here are hopeful that a bright 
new era in Olton's history will be unveiled.

Hymns Have Played Vital 
Role In History of U.S.

From the days of Martin Lu­
ther, through the Methodist re­
vivals of Charles and John Wes­
ley, to the evangelical meet­
ings of Moody and Sankey, 
hymns have played a vital part 
in our history—as well as an 
essential role in religion.

“ Hymn singing,”  according 
to Rev. Dr. Daniel A. Poling, 
editor of Christian Herald mag­
azine, “ serves as an express­
ion of faith and an uplifting 
force to unite man, God and 
family.”  A study of hymn sing­
ing also reveals how closely 
hymns are tied to history.

The Pilgrims, in their first 
voyage across the Atlantic, 
were strengthened spiritually 
by singing psalms from the 
Bible.

The first book printed in 
America was a hymnal- “ The 
Bay Psalm Book.”

Luther added strength and 
popularity to the Protestant Re­
formation by writing hymns to 
the tunes of popular German 
songs. He thus restored re­
ligious singing to the people— 
and composed dozens of hymns 
himself.

Charles Wesley (who, with 
his brother, John, founded

America’ s unique contribu­
tion to hymn singing has been 
two-fold.

Negro spirituals are ac­
knowledged almost universally 
for their profound and deeply- 
moving piety. Such religious 
songs as “ He’ s Got the Whole 
World in His Hands,”  and 
“ When the Saints Go Marchin’ 
In”  are known the world over.

America’ s evangelistic

inovements at the turn ot tne 
century, dominated by Philip 
Phillips, Ira Sankey and Dwight 
L. Moody, contributed the gos­
pel song.

But music was an essential 
part of religious services for 
thousands of years prior to 
Protestantism.

Jewish people traditionally 
chant their religious services 
in a minor, somewhat somber, 
key.

Moslems call the faighful to 
daily prayer by a sing-song 
chant.

Hindus and Buddhists fre­
quently use music, as well as 
dancing, in their religious cer­
emonies.

Roman Catholics have sung 
mass in Latin for centuries,

But religious music never 
achieved its high degree of 
integration with religious ser­
vices until the advent of Pro­

testantism. Indeed, most of the 
hymns we remember from 
childhood were composed by 
some of the most famous re­
formers and ministers in Prot­
estantism.

Luther wrote “ A Mighty For­
tress Is Our God.”

City Declines Tax Check 
Without Penalty Payment

The City Council Tuesday 
night spelled out its policy in 
regard to payment of delinquent 
taxes.

Meeting in regular session, 
the council refused to accept 
a check because a taxpayer 
withheld payment of a penal­
ty incurred when the taxes be­
came delinquent.

The council voted to return 
a check for $135.19 to a tax­
payer who submitted it in full 
payment for taxes which be­
came delinquent after June 30.

The man, whom city offic­
ials said they did not wish 
to identify, gave the city a 
check for $135.19, but, did not 
pay an additional $14.20 which

became due as a penalty af­
ter the June 30 deadline, ac­
cording to Berniece Smith, city 
secretary.

The council declined the ac­
cept the $135.19 check on the 
basis that payment of the pen­
alty was withheld.

pay McMorries and Associates 
of Amarillo, paying engineers, 
$11,000.71 as partial payment 
for the paving project just com­
pleted here. The city still owes 
$638.17 on the project.

After the city’ s mosquito
sprayer pickup was heavily
damaged last week when it fell 
from a hoist while being re­
paired in a local garage, the 
council voted to accept a check 
for $185 from an insurance 
company as payment for the 
vehicle.

The council discussed what 
it called **junk”  around the 
El Patio Cafe in south Olton.

acres, whichever is greater, 
and receive payment for such 
diversion. Secretary Freeman 
stated that “ under such pro­
gram it would be our judge­
ment that the support price 
(for wheat) should be fixed at 
a national average of $2 a 
bushel.”  This would be 83 1/2 
percent of parity. The support 
this year is $1.79 or 75 per­
cent of parity.

(2) An exemption from mar­
keting quotas is limited to 13.5 
acres per farm or the high­
est acreage planted for har­
vest in 1959, 1960, or 1961. 
The present exemption is 15 
acres.

(3) Price support is lim­
ited to producers who do not 
exceed their reduced 1962 acre­
age allotment and who divert 
an acreage at least equal to 
ten percent of their previous 
acreage allotment to conser­
vation uses, with payments in 
cash or in kind on up to 45 
percent of normal production 
for such diversion.

(4) Payments in cash or 
in kind up to sixty percent 
on normal production on wheat 
acres voluntarily removed from 
production above the mandatory 
ten percent diversion.

(5) Authority for producers 
to plant castor beans, sugar, 
sunflower, safflower, or ses­
ame, if designated by the sec­
retary, subject to the conditions 
that no payments shall be made 
with respect to diverted acre­
age devoted to any such com­
modity.

(6) Increases the market­
ing penalty from 45 to 65 per­
cent of parity price and es­
tablishes stricter computation 
of amount subject to penalty 
in cases of noncompliance with 
allotments.

(7) Provides that where pro­
ducers can prove their 1959 
and 1960 acreages and yields, 
these figures shall be accept­
ed.

(8) Authority for three years, 
beginning with 1962, for the 
secretary to increase durum 
wheat acreage allotments if the 
supply warrants. No export sub­
sidies on durum if acreage is 
increased.

the cut comes under replace­
ment of vehicles.

A maintenance of plant bud­
get of $15,078 for 1960-61 was 
replaced with a figure of $5,000. 
Biggest cut is in replacement 
of equipment which dropped 
from $6,571 to $1,500.

A total of $4,044 was spent 
for capital outlay on buildings 
and equipment in 1960-61. No 
money is alloted for this cat­
egory in the new budget.

Smaller cuts were made in 
the administration expenses, 
teaching expenses, and opera­
tion of plant.

Choate, 56, new mathematics 
teacher, was formerly employ­
ed in the Graham schools.

If the project goes through, 
it probably won’t happen un­
til 1962 or later, anyway.

Cong. George Mahon report­
ed last week from Washing­
ton that a missile base in the 
Lubbock area looks “ virtually 
impossible before 1962.”

That means no missile sites 
are likely to be built this year 
or next in Lamb County as 
part of the “ missile silo ring”  
around Lubbock.

Mahon, chairman of the house 
military affairs committee, 
said the Air Force has re­
quested neither the authoriza­
tion nor funds to establish a 
Minuteman missile base near 
Lubbock and isn’ t expected to 
before 1962 at the earliest.

People across the South 
Plains have been stirred up 
about these possibilities over 
the past month, ever since the 
government started sending 
survey teams out to get ease­
ments from farmers.

Among farmers contacted 
near Olton are Fred Schaefer, 
James Cowart and DeWayne 
Wilks, all of whom farm north 
of town.

These easements, according 
to Mahon, are “ purely for ex­
ploratory purposes. They want 
to determine whether the area 
is suitable for such a base.”

But he said the Air Force 
wouldn’t have requested the 
survey if it weren’ t “ ser­
iously considering”  establish­
ing a missile base in the area.

Requests for authorization 
and funds would depend solely 
on what the explorations de­
velop, Mahon said.

Engineers will conduct se is - 
mosgraphic tests to determine 
area geological characteris­
tics. Proposed silos to store

the missiles would be 80 feet 
deep and must be planted in 
firm ground as far away from 
the water table as possible, 
according to Mahon.

Also, the survey must de­
termine if there are adequate 
roads and bridges to support 
the missiles when towed in by 
trucks; adequate communica­
tions to link the sites with Reese 
Air Force Base, proposed con-

trol center; and adequate util­
ities to power the sites.

Area farmers have express­
ed concern about the blasting, 
saying it would ruin their ir ­
rigation systems. Mahon said 
the seismographic tests are no 
different than tests conducted 
in the area many times by 
oil company exploratory crews.

He also said the silos would 
be drilled, not blasted.

Billy McAlister. “ It makes 
eight dozen cookies that can 
last forever,”  she said.

Dark Dough 
3 cups sifted flour 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon soda 
1/2 teaspoon cinnamon 
1/2 teaspoon cloves 
1 cup shortening
1 1/2 cup brown sugar, firm­

ly packed
2 eggs
1 cup nuts, chopped
1 small package semi-sweet 

chocolates
Sift the flour, salt, soda, 

cinnamon and cloves together 
and set aside. Combine the 
shortening and bown sugar, add 
the eggs and beat well. Add 
the flour mixture and the nuts 
and chocolate and blend well.

Light Dough
2 cups sifted flour 
1/2 teaspoon salt
1 teaspoon vanilla
1/2 teaspoon almond extract
1/4 teaspoon soda
1/2 cup shortening
3/4 cup sugar
1 egg
2 tablespoons water
3/4 cup raisins, finely chopped 
12 candied cherries, finely 

chopped
Sift together the flour, salt 

and soda. Blend the shorten­
ing and sugar and add the egg, 
almond, vanilla and water. Add 
the flour mixture and blend 
thoroughly. Add the raisins and 
cherries.

Pack half of the dark dough 
in a waxed-paper-lined pan, 
10 x 5 x 31. Add all the light 
dough and pack firmly on top. 
Add the remainder of the dark 
dough and pack firmly. Refrig­
erate at least 24 hours.

When needed, cut length-wise 
in 3rds, and slice individual 
cookies. Bake in a 400 degree 
oven for 10 minutes. Keep dough 
not used in refrigerator. Makes 
eight dozen cookies.

O f  fo n  People Show Concern 
Over Russian’s Space Flight

Doubt that it actually hap­
pened, doubt that the U.S. space 
program will be speeded up, 
fear that the U.S. lost pres­
tige with other countries, and 
belief that the space race does­
n’t even matter— these were 
some of the reactions of Olton 
people to the Soviet earth-or­
biting feat.

A local survey showed early 
this week that some are sur­
prised, unimpressed and wor­
ried by Maj. Gherman Titov’ s 
17 trips around the earth.

There was little criticism 
of the American space efforts 
with only a few chiding re­
marks offered on failure of 
the U.S. to orbit a human be­
ing.

Most of those interviewed 
looked on the Soviet accom­
plishment as propaganda to be 
used by Soviet Premier Khru­
shchev in the cold war.

Here are some comments 
taken in Olton:

Mrs. H.B. Maxey Jr., house­
wife and former teacher— "It 
was quite a -surprise. I didn’ t 
think they were that much ahead 
of us. I think we treasure hu­
man life more than they do, 
and I don’ t think it will make 
the U.S. try to send up anyone 
faster than it previously plan­
ned. It might make the U.S. 
lose prestige with other coun­
tries.’ *

Fred Thompson, automobile 
dealer—- ” It is quite an ac­

complishment. Russia will be 
stronger and harder to deal 
with now. I think we lost alot 
of prestige. I think our space 
plans will hold just what they 
were; I don’ t think it will make 
the U.S. send a man into an 
orbital flight sooner.’ ’

Sue Hair, beautician— "What 
difference does it matter if we 
are second? What good is it 
going to do us to live out in 
space anyway? I think the U.S. 
is just wasting money on all 

j  these space projects. However,
| I image it might make Kennedy 

ask for even more troops. I 
think people should stop study­
ing all this scientific stuff and 
show a little love for Christ 
instead, then we would win the 
so called race. I don’ t think 
it has any bearing on the fact 
that the U.S. will send a man 
into space sooner than it 
planned.’ ’

C.E. Bley, Olton pioneer— 
"I  think it will make the U.S. 
try to get a man into an or­
bital flight faster, it only seems 
like human nature for us to 
try harder. Other countries are 
going to think Russia is quite 
abit ahead of us in the scien­
tific field. It is quite an achieve­
ment for the Russian people.’ ’

Dr. Basil Johns, local doc­
tor---- " I  think it will put us
in a more cautious situation 
over Berlin. The U.S. will lose 
prestige. I don’ t think it will 
cause us to try and send a

man into orbital flight sooner 
than planned, though.’ ’

H.R. Curtis, farmer---- "He
(Khrushchev) sure did it at a 
convenient ‘time, so he can get 
back to Kennedy’ s speech. I 
think it will give Khrushchev 
more backing with his bluff 
on the Berlin crisis, but I 
don’ t think Kennedy will back 
down any on his stand on Ber­
lin. It does mean we’ re behind 
in the scientific part of it. 
I think it will make the U.S. 
try to send a man up faster, 
like last time Russia sent a 
man into space (Gargarin), it 
made the U.S. get on the ball 
and stepped up a little so we 
could get a man up there.*’ 

Alfred White, Church of 
Christ minister— "I  think the 
Russians could use this type 
of space ship to drop atomic 
bombs any place it wants to. 
I don’ t think we are far be­
hind Russia, but Russia uses 
so many of these events for 
propaganda. The greatest harm 
endangering the American peo­
ple isn’ t from the physical 
standpoint, , but the spiritual. 
The low morals of the Amer­
ican people will be their des­
truction. No nation has been 
destroyed but from within.’ ’ 

Gerry George, college stu­
dent---- " I  don’t think the Rus­
sians could use this type of 
space ship yet to drop atomic 
bombs. In fact I doubt that they 
even sent a man into space,

This would be an increase 
of about 28,000 bales over last 
year’ s county cotton production 
of 175,696 bales.

In 23 area counties the pro­
duction estimate was set at 
an enormous 2,256,000 bales. 
An output of that size would 
surpass the all-time high of 
2,025,433 bales produced in 
1958 and would give a hefty 
gain over last year’ s crop of 
1,942,787 bales, the second lar­
gest on record.

It would contribute an es­
timated $343 million to the 
area economy in gross income 
from lint alone, not counting 
the value of many millions of 
dollars worth of cottonseed.

A total production of 1,016, 
000 bales is predicted for Lamb, 
Hale, Bailey, Hockley, and Lub­
bock counties.

August is regarded by many 
veteran farmers as a “ critical 
month’ ’ in the making of a crop 
in this area. Cotton that is 
blooming can quickly deplete 
moisture in the top two feet 
of soil. An cotton may shed 
many of its forms in August 
if ample moisture isn’ t avail­
able.

However, pre-planting mois­
ture and rains later in the 
season gave the cotton as a 
whole ample moisture to “ load 
up’ ’ well.

A few bales are expected 
by farm observes to come in 
late this month, but harvest 
on the High Plains isn’ t ex­
pected to get into full swing 
until October.

Also coupled with the bright 
cotton outlook are prospects 
for another bumper sorghum 
crop. Grain sorghum harvest 
is expected to get underway 
early in September.
