New Numbering Plan
Due For Phones Here

Olton telephone customers
will be using a new numbering
plan in April, when the city’s
new central office equipment

Numbering Plan (ANC), each

Saunders pointed out that the
2L5SN system is being replaced
as raplidly as possible in order
that all number combinations
appearing on the telephone dial
can be utilized,

““The old 2LSN system re-

Where one side of a street or avenue has existing paving
which can be utilized and there is no such existing paving
abutting the property on the opposite side of the street or
avenue, no portion of the cost of the improvements will be
levied against the property abutting the side of the street
upon which there is existing paving which can be utilized;
