Lives Of Seven

‘‘Please express our deepest sympathy
to the families,”’

This is the text of the hundreds of mes-
sages...which poured inte Olton this week
from all over the country. Many came from
people who knew none of the youths in-
volved.

At Olton State Bank, money was still
coming in Wednesday from a memorial
fund for the Olton youths killed in a train-
automobile crash near Shallowater last
Thursday about 7 p.m, The fund has topped
$1,000 and is expected to go much higher,
A list of donors appears elsewhere in this
paper.

Of the seven killed in the tragedy, five
were from Olton, one from Springlake and
one from Sunnyside,

They are Barbara Fancher, 16, daughter
of Mr., and Mrs. Cloma Fancher; Diane
Smith, 16, daughter of Mrs., Cleo Smith;
Sharon Miller, 16, daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. Ancil Miller; Carolyn Carson, 16,
daughter of Mr., and Mrs, J.L. Carson;
James Loveless, 17, son of Mr, and Mrs.
Everett Loveless; Bill Shirey, 18, son of
Mr. and Mrs. J.E. Shirey, Sunnyside; and
Everett Baldwin, 20, son of the Rev, and
Mrs. M.B. Baldwin, Springlake,

Another Olton youth, Jimmie Lawson, 18,
son of Mr, and Mrs. Drexel Lawson, was
the lone survivor of the crash,

Jimmie, in the front seat of the car
with Bill Shirey, Diane Smith and Barbara
Fancher, still does not remember how the
car wound up on the tracks.

He said he heard a scream, a trainwhistle
and then saw the train, He doesn’t remem-
ber seeing a light on the train,

Whether or not the car came to a quick
or slow stop still is not known, It is be-
lieved that the car stalled and couldn’t be
started in time to get it off the tracks.

‘‘Quick reflexes developed in football may
have saved Jimmie,’' his father said. ‘‘He
has real quick reflexes."’

The four girls, classmates at Olton High
School, would have been juniors this year.
Loveless would have been a senior,

The group was on the way to Mackenzie
Park, Lubbock, for a Baptist Sunday School
picnic when the accident occurred., They
were to have joined other cars of teen-
agers at the park.

parts of the county. They dug
holes and examined surface
soils and subsoils, measured
slopes with a hand level, noted
differences in growth of crops,
weeds, brush weeds, and grass-
es; and recorded observations
about the soils that they be-
lieved might affect their suit-
ability for farming, engineer-
ing, and other uses.

The soil scientists plotted the
soil boundaries on aerial photo-
graphs, Then cartographers
prepared from the photographs
the detailed soil maps in the
book with fields, roads, pipe-
lines, and other landmarks.

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION
NO. 9 proposing an amendment to
Section 51a of Article III of the
Constitution of the State of Texus
to raise -the limit on use of state
funds for financial assistance of the
needy aged, needy blind, and needy
children from Forty-seven Million
Dollars ($47,000,000) a year to Fifty-
two Million Dollars ($52,000,000) a
year; providing for the necessary
election, form of ballot, proclamation,
and publication.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 5la of
Article 111 of the Constitution of the
State of Texas be amended to read:

“Section 5la. Payment of Assis-
tance to Needy Aged, Needy Blind
and Needy Children.

The Legislature shall have the
power, by General Laws, to provide,
subject to limitations and restrictions
herein contained, and such other
limitations, restrictions and regula-
tions as may by the Legislature be
deemed expedient for assistance to,
and for the payment of assistance to:

(1) Needy aged persons who are
actual bona fide citizens of Texas,
and who are over the age of sixty-
five (65) years; provided that no
such assistance shall be paid to any
inmate of any state-supported insti-
tution, while such inmate, or to any
person who shall not have actually
resided in Texas for at least five
(5) years during the nine (9) years
immediately preceding the application
for such assistance and continuously
for one (1) year immediately preced-
ing such applications; provided that
the maximum payment per month
from state funds shall not be more
than Twenty-five Dollars ($25) per
person; and provided further, that
no payment in excess of Twenty-one
Dollars (821) shall be paid out of
state funds to an individual until and
unless such additicnal amounts are
matched by the Federal Government.

‘“(2) Needy blind persons who are
actual bona fide citizens of Texas,
and are over the age of twenty-one
(21) years; provided that no such
assistance shall be paid to any in-
mate of any state-supported insti-
tution, while such inmate, or to any
person who shall not have actually
resided in Texas at least five
years during the nine (9) years
immediately preceding the application
for such assistance and continuously

for one (1) year immediately pre-
ceding such application.

““(3) Needy children who are actual
bona fide citizens of Texas, and are
under the age of sixteen (16) years;
provided that no such assistance
shall be paid on account of any child
over one (1) year old who has not
continuously resided in Texas for
one (1) year immediately preceding
the application for such assistance, or
on account of any child under the
age of one (1) year whose mother has
not continuously resided in Texas for
one (1) year immediately preceding
such application.

“The Legislature shall have the
authority to accept from the Federal
Government of the United States
such financial aid for the assistance
of the needy aged, needy blind, and
needy children as such Government
may offer not inconsistent with re-
strictions herein set forth; provided
however, that the amount of such
assistance out of state funds to each
person assisted shall never exceed
the amount so expended out of federal
funds; and provided further, that the
total amount of money to be expended
out of state funds for such assistance
to the needy aged, needy blind, and
needy children shall never exceed the
sum of Fifty-two Million Dollars
($52,000,000) per year. The Legisla-
ture shall enact appropriate laws to
make lists of the recipients of aid
hereunder availabie for inspection,
under such limitations and restric-
tions as may be deemed appropriate
by the Legislature.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu-
tional Amendment shall be submitted
to a vote of the qualified electors of
this state at an election to he held
on the first Tuesday after the first
Monday in November, 1962, at which
election all ballots shall have printed
thereon the following:

“FOR the Constitutional Amend-

ment raising the limit on use of

state funds to assist needy aged,
needy blind and needy children
from Forty-seven Million Dollars

($47,000,000) to Fifty-two Million

Dollars (852,000,000).”

“AGAINST the Constjtutional

Amendment raising the Timit on

use of state funds to assist needy

aged, needy blind and needy
children from Forty-seven Million

Dollars  ($47,000,000) to Fifty-
two Million Dollars ($52,000.-
000)."

Sec. 3. The Governor of Texas
shall issue the necessary Proclama-
tion for the election and this Amnend-
ment shall be published in the man-
ner and for the length of time re-
quired by the Constitution and laws
of this state.

upon such terms as the Legislature

viding for the necessary proclamation
and publieation.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article 11l of the
Constitution of Texas be amended by
adding a new Section thereto to be
known as Section 49-d, as follows:

“Section 49-d. It is hereby declared
to be the policy of the State of Texas
to encourage the optimum develop-
ment of the limited number of
feasible sites available for the con-
struction or enlargement of dams and
reservoirs for conservation of the
public waters of the State, which
waters are held in trust for the use
and benefit of the public. To this
end, and with the approval of the
Board of Water Engineers or its
successor, the proceeds from the sale
of State bonds deposited in the Texas
Water Development Fund as provided

in Article III, Section 49-c of this
Constitution, may be used by the
Texas Water Development Board,

under such provisions as the Legis-
lature may prescribe oy general law,
for the additional purposes of acquir-
ing and developing storage facilities,
for the conservation and development
of water for useful purposes in and
from reservoirs constructed or to be
constructed or enlarged within the
State of Texas or on any stream
constituting a boundary of the State
of ‘I'exas, by any one or more of the
following gmemments or govern-
mental agencies: by the United States
of America or any agency, depart-
ment or instrumentality thereof: hy
the State of Texas or any agency,
department or instrumentality there-
of: by political subdivisions or bodies
politic and corporate of the State;
by interstate compact commissions to
which the State of Texas is a party:
and by municipal ecorporations.
“Under such provisions as the
Legislature may prescribe hy general
law, the Texas Water Development
Board may also, with the approval
of the Board of Water Engineers or
its successor, execute long-term con-
tracts with the United States or any
of its agencies for the acquisition
and development of storage facilities
in reservoirs constructed or to be
constructed by the Federal Govern-
ment. Such contracts when executed
shall constitute weneral obligations of
the State of ‘Texas in the same
manner and with the same effect as
State bonds issued under the author-
ity of the preceding Section 49-¢ of
this Constitution, and the provisions
in said Section 49-c with respect to
payment of principal and interest on

State bonds issued shall likewise
apply with respect to payment of
principal and interest required to be
paid by such contracts. If storage
facilities are acquired for a term of
years, such contracts shall contain
provisions for renewal that will pro-
tect the State's investment.

“The aggregate of the bonds
authorized by said Section 49-c,
plus the principal of the obliga-

tions incurred under any contracts
authorized hereunder, shall not ex-
ceed the Two Hundred Million Dollars
($200,000,000) in bonds authorized by
said Section 49-c of Article III of
this Constitution.

“The Legislature shall provide
terms and conditions for the Texas
Water Development Board to sell,
transfer or lease, in whole or in part,
any acquired storage facilities or the
right to use such storage facilities
at a price not less than the direct
cost of the Board in acquiring same;
and the Legislature may provide
terms and conditions for the Board
to sell any unappropriated public
waters of the State that might be
stored in such facilities. As a pre-
requisite to the purchase of such
storage or water, the applicant there-
for shall have secured a valid permit
from the Board of Water Engineers
or its successor authorizing the
acquisition of such storage facilities
or the water impounded therein. The
money received from any sale, trans-
fer or lease of storage facilities shall
be used to pay principal and interest
on State bonds issued or contractual
obligations incurred by the Texas
Water Development Board, provided
that when moneys are sufficient to
pay the full amount of indebtedness
then outstanding and the full amount
of interest to accrue thereon, any
further sums received from the sale,
transfer or lease of such storage
facilities may be used for the acqui-
sition of additional storage facilities
cr for providing financial assistance
as authorized by said Section 49-c.
Money received from the sale of
water, which shall include standby
service, may be used for the opera-
tion and maintenance of acquired
facilities, and for the payment of
principal and interest on debt in-
curred.

“Should the Legislature cnact en-
abling laws in anticipation of the
adoption of this Amendment, such
Acts shall not be void by reason of
their anticipatory character.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional
Amendment shall be submitted to «
vote of the qualified electors of this
State at the General Election to be
held on November 6, 1962, at which
election all ballots shall have printed
thereon:

“FOR the Amendment to Article
11l of the Constitution of Texas
by adding u« new Section to be
knm\'n as Section 49-d, provid-
ing for « State program of
acquiring conservation storage
facilities in reservoirs”; and

“AGAINST the Amendment to

Article III of the Constitution of

Texas by adding a new Section

offered for sale to veterans, to
such purchasers, in such gquan-
tities, and on such terms, and at
such prices and rates of interest,
and under such rules and regula-
tions as are now provided by law,
or as may hereafter be provided
by law.”
“AGAINST the Amendment to
Section 49-b of Article IIl of the
Constitution of Texas by adding
thereto a provision authorizing
the resale of lands of the
Veterans Land Fund remaining
unsold after having been first
offered for salé to veterans, to
such purchasers, in such quan-
tities, and on such terms, and at
such prices and rates of interest,
and under such rules and regula-
tions as are now provided by law,
or as may hereafter be provided
by law.’

If it appears from the returns of
said election that a majority of the
votes cast were in favor of said
Amendment, the same shall become
a part of the State Constitution and
be effective from the date set forth
in said Amendment, and the Governor
shall issue a proclamation in keeping
therewith.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State
of Texas shall issue the necessary
proclamation for said election, and
this Amendment shall be published
in the manner and for the length of
time required by the Constitution of
this state.

The qualified
electorate of the hospital districts
may, by majority vote of each such
hospital district, consolidate the
Sweeny Hospital District into the
Damon, West Columbia, and Brazoria
Hospital District at any time sub-
sequent to the organization of the
separate hospital districts.

City C-CA Membership

Olton city council, meeting
in regular session Tuesday
night, voted to become a mem-
ber of Olton Chamber of Com-
merce and Agriculture, approv-
ed a motion on curbing and
guttering in the city and voted
to complete payment on a pav-
ing bill, saving the city interest
money,

James Hall, CC-A president,
and Melvin McReynolds, man-
ager, appeared before the coun~
cil with the request that the
city join the Chamber.

‘“Most of the other towns
around are members and they
pay regular dues,’’ Hall said.
‘““We need your support.’’

He pointed out that he and
McReynolds had inquired in
area towns of approximately the
same size as Olton and had
found that these towns are pay-
ing from $10 to $50 per month
in dues.

‘‘The one that is paying $10
also furnished office space and
utilities,”’ Hall said.

Mayor Major James called
for the council’s opinion on the
matter and Councilman G.H.
Buchenau replied:

‘I can’t hardly see where
the city is involved in a deal
like that.”

“‘Our interest lies in the
community and in the people,”’
Hall noted. ‘‘We're working for
the good of the town.”’

‘“The purpose of the Cham-
ber is to make this a better
town in which to earn a living
and in which to live,”’ McReyn-
olds added.

Councilman Fred Thompson
said, ‘‘Some cities spend thous~
ands of dollars on this sort of
thing."’

‘‘My opinion is,’’ Councilman
Bob Duncan spoke up, ‘‘if it
would help develop the city,
I'm for it,”

Shm for it Thompson
agreed, ‘‘This is an outfit that
handles a lot of things that

would be left to the city if

they weren’t here.’’

When questioned as to what
dues the Council would accept,
Hall answered:

‘“You run thecity, We'll leave
that up to you."”

Thompson said that he thought
$25 per month would be a fair

rate and made a motion to ac-
cept the proposal. The motion
was seconded by Duncan and
carried two to one, with Buch-
enau opposing.

He asked that anyone who
needs a way to get to the polls
call the CC-A office and a ride
will be arranged.

On top of that, the board left
its regular meeting convinced
that some of the changes can
result in more efficiency--and
some savings.

- In their first move of the
night, the trustees approved a
new position, administrative
assistant, and elected Elmer
Moore, curriculum co-ordina=-
tor, to fill it,

Moore thus assumes, in ad-
dition to his curriculum duties,
the job of school business man~
ager. He will be paid $9,000 per
year. In addition, he will have
a secretary during the school
term, to be paid $1,800 to $2,
200 for nine months’ work.

~ This set-up will replace the
two separate posts of business
manager and curriculum co-
ordinator, which together
amounted to about $14,000 in
salaries last year.

Thus the school district can
profit by about $3,000 under
the new situation. About $2,300
of this is to be saved in local
funds.

Supt. Johnny Clark told the
board he feels the new set-up
will be more efficient than be-
fore. In order to meet the two-
fold duties of his new job,
Moore will work longer hours
daily and will work on a 12-
months basis, rather than the
10 months schedule he has had.

In another move designed to
increase efficiency, the board
employed Melton Hines as
maintenance superintendednt,
another newly created post.

Trustees felt Hines' exper-
ience and versatility will re-
sult in the school having a bet-
ter maintenance program. He
will be paid $400 per month,

The budget as approved for
1962-63 amounts to $524,725,
an increase of about $11,000
over last year,

While much of the budget
remains on even keel with
last year, one category, teach-
ers’ salaries, accounts mainly
for the increase.

Teachers will be paid $308,
515 in 1962-63, up $20,000 from
last year. This is due to the
fact that the school will have
four ‘more teachers and that
teachers will receive annual
increment increases, as pro-
vided in the new state school
law.

The budget is set up on a
break-even basis, Receipts are
expected as follows: total mon-
ey from state sources, $270,
107 plus $39,000 for transpor-
tation; total money from local
sources, $210,924,

The figure of $210,924 is
based on 93 per cent collec-
tion of local taxes. Last year
the collections were nearer 96
per cent,

Tax rate is $1.80, with $1.26
of that devoted to local main=-
tenance and 54 cents for debt
service,

Turning to the cafeteria em-
ploye pay raise, the board vot-
ed an increase from $5.50 per
day to $6.50 per day.

Bus drivers' salaries were
set at $80 per month, up $10.

The board accepted resigna=-
tions of Mrs. W.A. Reeves,
elementary teacher whois mov-
ing to Morgan Mill, and Mrs.
Clyde Smith, Spanish teacher,
who is moving to Gainesville,

Three newteachers were em-
ployed, leaving the school sys-
tem in need of one more, for
first grade.
