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Cartwright, 4 
Others Resign

New, firm policies regulating the use of City of Olton 
equipment on work for individuals were approved by the 
city council Tuesday night. An investigation of “ on the 
side’ ’ jobs done by three city employes brought these de­
velopments:

1. Disclosure of about $150 worth of work involving “ after- 
hours”  use of city equipment, for which the city did not 
receive any of the money paid for it.

2. ’ Resignations of five city employes, including water 
superintendent Harold Cartwright.

3. Payment to the city by three employes of the amount 
of money received for the extra jobs.

The situation came out into the open here last week after 
District Attorney Jack Young of Muleshoe suddenly began 
an investigation.

That led to a special countil meeting last Thursday evening 
at which details of the after-hours work were laid bare by 
Cartwright, J.W. Huggins and Domingo Garcia.

At the time, Cartwright and Huggins were still on the 
city payroll. Garcia had been dismissed from his job a 
few days earlier by Cartwright.

After questioning the three, the council later agreed on 
this course of action: To accept resignations of Cartwright 
and Huggins and accept restitution of money due the city.

They planned no further action, based on “ current know­
ledge”  of the matter, and agreed there was a possibility 
of misunderstanding on the part of the employees.

Mayor M.T. James Jr. said as far as he knew no author­
ity was ever given for employes to use city equipment on 
jobs for which they were paid by the customer.

“ There's nothing in writing,”  Councilman G.H. Buchenau 
pointed out, “ Nothing in the minutes about it, one way or the 
other.”

Meeting in regular session Tuesday night, the council 
immediately took steps to set down a policy in writing. 
These were the major points, proposed by Councilman Fred 
Thompson and later approved by the entire council:

1. No city equipment, exclusive of fire equipment, will 
be allowed outside the city limits, unless specifically ap­
proved by the city council.

2. The following rates were established for machine hire 
in the city: bulldozer, $15 per hour; maintainer, $6 per hour; 
ditcher (not for hire); dump truck, $5 per hour; front-end 
loader, $5 per hour.

3. All this equipment must be accompanied by a city op­
erator. Charges for time being as soon as equipment leaves 
city yard and last until the equipment is back in the yard.

4. All bills will be handled through the city office, with 
all checks payable to the City of Olton.

5. At each council meeting, there will be a report on 
machine hire, including information on who was served, 
what was paid and the number of hours the equipment was 
in use.

6. City equipment is not for hire after normal working 
hours.

The city’ s sewer pump, on which the council agreed a 
misunderstanding could have stemmed, will be loaned with­
out an operator. Charge will be $1 per hour, with the person 
borrowing it signing at the city hall when he takes it and 
when he brings it back.

Because of the possibility of a misunderstanding, the council 
did not require restitution on jobs which involved the sewer 
pump only.

Mayor James pointed out that the pump was loaned here 
without charge for years and that the council agreed a few 
months ago that an operator should accompany it.

At last Thursday’ s meeting, Cartwright told the council 
he understood that it was allright for the person going out 
with the pump to get paid by the customer for the work.

“ I thought it was all right. . .if it’ s not, I'll pay for it,”  
he said.

“ There is one thing I want to bring out,”  Mayor James 
said. “ On that house moving job, Harold asked me if it was 
all right to use city equipment on that and I told him it was 
okay on that particular job.

“ I thought it might have been a favor to the people in­
volved. . . .nothing was mentioned about money. . . .he 
(Cartwright) might have misunderstood,”  James said

“ That’ s the only job I remember being asked about,”  
James said, “ and there was no mention of money.”

“ I never went back to him,”  Cartwright agreed.
Referring to the after-hours work, Cartwright said, “ I 

did it without any. . .enough. . .authority, anyway.”
Cartwright later offered his resignation and asked the 

council to accept it and the money which he had received 
for after-hours work. The amount of money was $91.50.

“ What I did was with good intentions,”  he said, “ I didn’ t 
realize it was so serious.”

Cartwright, Garcia and Huggins earlier had told of various 
after-hours jobs they had done, ranging from moving a house 
to bulldozing a stock tank to pumping out cesspools.

Later in the meeting, the council discussed what action 
it would take and Councilman Buchenau stated: “ It’ s a ser­
ious situation. . .it reflects back on the city commission 
. . .we’ re not doing the job.”

Then he added: “ I’ m going to absolve myself. . . .I’ m 
the one who helped dig all this up. One man hinted it to me 
and then I started checking. . . . ”

Besides Cartwright and Huggins, three others quit their 
jobs. They were Ronald Davis, Joe M. Green and Winton 
Hackler. None of them was involved in the questioning on 
after-hours work.

Three temporary employes were hired for trash collection 
and Tuesday night the council employed W.E. Rucker as a 
general worker, to fill in while the council goes about the 
job of employing a water superintendent.

Dr. Basil Johns attended both meetings as a new council 
man. He was sworn in last Thursday during the special 
meeting.

In other activity at the meeting the city:
1. Agreed to pay Domingo Garcia $60 for police work 

Garcia said he had done in the fall of 1960 and had never 
be paid for. Garcia told the council he put in 120 hours 
helping Ernest Holland at night.

2. Authorized the purchase of 500 feet of 2 1/2-inch hose 
for the fire department. Cost is expected to be around $800.

3. Studied proposals for improving drainage on the street 
from United Elevators west into the Negro section for for 
possible extension of sewer facilities in the Latin and Negro 
areas. The sewer proposal is tied in with plans for the fed­
erally-financed local low-cost housing project.

4. Gave its approval for operation of the Latin Center until 
1 a.m. on Sundays. Councilman Bob Gullett, who operates 
the center, abstained from the voting.

5. Discussed the need for clarification of the council’ s 
recent appointment of each councilman as “ head”  of a 
certain department of the city. Councilman Duncan said the 
situation was confusing to employes. . .that some “ don’ t 
even know who to take orders from .”  Duncan suggested the 
need for centralized authority, preferably the major. The 
council agreed to discuss the matter further at its next 
session.

Reserves played much of the 
second half.

Tommy Watts, a 10-flat 
speedster, led the Whirlwinds 
with a sparkling 85-yard run 
for one touchdown and a 14- 
yard gallop for another.

He had plenty of help from 
QB Vernie Moore, HB Butch 
Gilliland and FB Jimmy Ste­
wart, who scored a touchdown 
apiece.

Local doctors have repeat­
edly stressed the importance 
of the vaccine for persons of 
all ages, stating that it does 
not matter whether a person 
has had the Salk shots or not.

The new oral vaccine is sup­
posed to give more complete 
protection than the Salk vaccine.

The oral vaccine is complete­
ly tasteless and has no after­
effects.

A copy of the registration 
blank to be used for all per­
sons taking the vaccine may 
be found in this paper. School 
students were also issued 
copies of the blank this week.

“ I would like to express our 
appreciation to the many people 
who have helped us in planning 
these clinics,”  MelvinMcReyn- 
olds, CC-A manager said this 
week.

He noted that the Boy Scouts 
will help with the program and 
Cash way Food, Sherman Food, 
Gray Grocery and Botkin Food 
will donate sugar cubes.

Beet Association and others 
interested in growing sugar 
beets are urged to attend the 
meeting.

OSBA President Dub Hall and 
other representatives of the 
High Plains Sugar Beet Growers 
left for Colorado this week to 
meet with Great Western Sugar 
officials Friday.

Hall will report on that trip 
at the Tuesday night meeting 
here.

The national sugar beet hear­
ing is scheduled Sept. 25 in 
Washington and the area group 
will send as many represen­
tatives as possible.

Members’ dues in the local 
association should be mailed to 
Melvin McReynolds, Olton 
Chamber of Commerce and Ag­
riculture manager, or brought 
to the meeting Tuesday night.

Applications for sugar beet 
acreage in this area will be 
based on the following require­
ments set forth by the USDA:

1. The location of the pro­
cessing facility to be expanded 
or built; 2. The acreage being 
requested and the sugar equiv­
alent; 3. The crop year for 
which the acreage is being re­
quested; 4. The daily slicing 
capacity of the new facility; 
5. A description of the arrange­
ments made for financing; 6. 
Proof of suitability of the area 
for producing sugar beets; 7. 
The need for a cash crop or a 
replacement crop in the area; 
8. The accessibility of the fa­
cility to sugar markets; and 9. 
Breakdowns of acreages that 
would be supplied to the facil­
ity by specified categories of 
growers.

First grain load was report­
ed Saturday afternoon by M-C 
Grain Co. at its location north 
of Circle. Vernon Britton, who 
farms north of Circle, harvest­
ed 17,500 pounds from three 
acres.

As always, the man with the 
first bale of cotton had doz­
ens of prizes waiting for him.

The Chamber of Commerce 
and Agriculture annually pre­
sents the first-bale farmer with 
a list of prizes from local mer­
chants as a token of recognit­
ion for the area’ s No. 1 crop. 
This year, the cash and prizes 
from local merchants came to 
a total of $265.50.

Jack Straw Gin paid Adams 
50 cents a pound for the 585- 
pound bale, plus $100 a ton 
for the 900 pounds of seed. 
The gin also threw in free 
ginning and bagging.

The bale was ginned from 
2,300 pounds of raw cotton.

Adams planted the Rilcot 90 
cotton on April 18 and irrigat­
ed three times. He applied soil 
conditioner before he planted 
and later sidedressed the crop 
with it.

“ It’ s the best cotton I’ ve 
ever had," Adams said. “ It 
should make two bales an acre.”

The cotton was pulled from

about 6 or 7 acres, Adams said, 
by a crew of 27 braceros. It 
took them three hours.

First grain delivered by Brit­
ton was DeKalb E-56A. He 
planted April 25, after pre­
watering once. He later irrigat­
ed three times. He put down 
Sol-U-Phos prior to planting.

EDITORIAL
Big Opportunity

Olton and the area will have a rare 
opportunity this weekend.

With practically no effort and no dis­
comfort involved, people of this area will 
have a chance to take a big step towards 
completely eliminating polio.

Since the introduction of the Salk vaccine 
in 1955, the incidence of polio has been 
cut back sharply. But even one case of a 
crippled child or of a stricken parent is 
one case too many.

When the effects of this dread disease 
are considered, it is hard to understand how 
any man, woman or child would not take 
advantage of the approximately one minute 
that it takes to get the vaccine.

The Olton Chamber of Commerce and 
Agriculture, conducting the clinics, has gone 
all out to make this as ‘easy* for every­
one as possible.

They have set two clinics, one on Sat­

urday and another on Sunday, so that people 
can come at their convenience.

The time factor, as we have stated, is 
almost negligible.

The location, the school cafeteria, is one 
familiar to all residents of the school dis­
trict, and has plenty of parking space.

There actually is no money factor. Al­
though donations will be accepted, the vac­
cine will be given completely free to any 
who cannot afford to donate.

As for the vaccine itself, it is complete­
ly tasteless and has no aftereffects.

Only one step remains. . . .and that is 
up to each individual.

We would hope that no person would 
neglect this opportunity to do something 
for ourselves, for our families and for 
our neighbors.

In this instance, the price of apathy is 
far too high.

It happens every fall.
As children the country over start back to school, 

the grown-ups most concerned with their welfare get 
together in activities that protect those children and 
enhance their learning and their lives.

Usually they do it in the PTA, through one of the more than 
47,000 parent-teacher associations that constitute the National 
Congress of Parents and Teachers.

But when they tallied up the 
touchdowns and extra points, 
the Antelopes walked away with 
a one-point victory.

All the scoring came in a 
five minute period during the 
third quarter.

The Mustangs took the sec­
ond half kick-off and drove 63 
yards for their score, with 
Fullback Johnny Moses count­
ing on a two-yard plunge. End

Charlie Burrus kicked an ex­
tra point and Olton had a 7-0 
lead with 6:45 left in the per­
iod.

Abernathy came back on the 
ensuing kick-off to drive 70 
yards to score.

Tom Ritchey clinched it with 
a fourth-down five-yard pass 
to Halfback Pat O'Neil with 
2:13 left in the quarter.

Ritchey then sailed across 
for the two extra points that 
eventually won the game.

Both teams had a touchdown 
called back in the tight ball 
game. The Olton chance came 
in the second period when 
George Jones drove in from 
two yards out.

Abernathy almost racked up 
its second touchdown on the 
first play of the fourth quarter, 
when Ritchey returned a punt 
60 yards for an apparent score. 
An official noted that an Ante­
lope had clipped Olton’ s Jones, 
however, and the play was rub­
bed out.

Olton completely dominated* 
play in the first half, the Mus-
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tangs controlling the ball on 38 
of 51 plays run from scrim ­
mage.

The Ponies made their first 
sustained drive after Burrus 
covered an Abernathy fumble at 
the Olton 23.

From there they drove 60 
yards to the Abernathy 8 in 
19 plays, with Moses and Jones 
making most of the yards.

There, Abernathy rose up and 
whacked Jones for a six-yard 
loss and a five-yard delay pen­
alty moved the Ponies back to 
the 19. Olton was unable to 
overcome those breaks and Ab­
ernathy took over.

However, the Antelopes 
fumbled on the first play and

Guard Billy Carson recovered 
at the Antelope 23.

Two plays later, Olton fumb­
led and Abernathy’ s Don Hughes 
nabbed the loose ball at the 19.

The Antelopes drove out to 
their 27 and gambled on fourth 
down. Olton’ s Dennis Givens 
and Jimmy Bennet put the stop­
per on that gamble and the 
Mustangs took over at the Ab­
ernathy 28,

From there Olton drove in 
for the touchdown that was call­
ed back.

Halfback Ronnie Parsons 
contributed two nice gains on 
the first series of downs, pick­
ing up six and then three.

Then Moses and Jones alter­

nated for four carries, knock­
ing off about three yards each 
time to move the ball to the 
two-yard line.

Jones went in for the TD, 
but a backfield-in-motion pen­
alty rubbed it out.

The Ponies still had a chance 
to score, though, and Moses 
gained three to the Abernathy 
4-yard-line. But the Antelopes 
put an end to the threat when 
Jones was nabbed for an eight- 
yard loss on fourth down. A 
play later, the half ended.

On the touchdown drive by 
the Mustangs in the third quart­
er, freshman quarterback Joe 
Priest played a key role, gain­
ing one first down with a sev­

en-yard run to the Abernathy 
46.

A personal foul by the Ante­
lopes helped move the ball down 
to the 28 and then Priest came 
through with an eight-yard 
carry to the 15.

He fumbled at that point and 
the alert Jones grabbed the 
ball at the Antelope 8.

Jones gained down to the two 
and then Moses cracked the 
Antelope line for the score.

Abernathy wasted little time 
matching that touchdown. A key 
play at the start was Bob Pet­
tit's pass to Ritchey which gain­
ed 28 yards to the Olton 41.

A couple of plays later, a 
15-yard penalty against Olton

moved the ball down to the 
Mustang 20.

Ritchey, Pettit and Joe 
Ybarra alternated to carry the 
ball down to the five, but the 
Antelopes faced fourth down at 
that point.

Ritchey came through with his 
to pass to O’Neil and Aber­
nathy went into the lead.

In the fourth quarter, Olton 
reached the Antelope 41 on one 
occasion and the Abernathy 31 
as the game ended.

With 2.T9 left in the game, 
the Ponies took to the air, 
with Priest passing to Burrus 
twice for a total of 12 yards.

Less than a minute remained 
when Priest ripped off 19 yards 
to the Abernathy 31. But as 
time ran out the frosh quarter­
back was thrown for a loss as 
the Antelopes stiffened their 
defenses.

Individually, Moses was Ol­
ton’ s top ground gainer with 68 
yards in 28 carries, Jones add­
ed 40 in 19 runs, Priest got 
48 in 11 carries and Parsons 
picked up 22 in six tries. Joe 
Costello picked up five yards

in three carries.
Jones punted twice' for a 35 

yard average and Priest hit 
on two of five passing tries.

Standing out defensively for 
the Mustangs were Jones, Bur­
rus, Givens, Bennett, Moses, 
Carson, Leon Kendall, Daniel 
Rey, and George Phillips.

The fourth path to fitness was 
exercise, once again answering 
three questions: what is right 
exercise; how much exercise do 
you need; and what does ex 
ercise do for you?

The importance of satisfying 
work was next, pointing out 
guideposts of how to know when 
one’ s work is satisfactory and 
listing some values of satisfy­
ing work.

Healthy play and recreation 
came in for a big share of 
fitness. Everyone should play 
to have fun and relaxation, meet 
and mix with people, take one’ s 
mind off his troubles; and to 
improve physical and mental 
health.

Some recreational activities 
suiting all types are listed.

What is meant by rest and 
relaxation described the seven­
th path to fitness. Some ways 
to rest were counted including 
lying down in a quiet place and 
relaxing, sleeping, changing ac­
tivities and participating in a 
hobby.

Sleep- never defined, but 
aptly named the great restorer 
— can never be replaced. Eight 
hours is a good minimum aver­
age for most people, but young 
children need as much as 12 
hours sleep every day.
