The junior high school has 299 
enrolled, up 19 from this time 
last year.

The high school has 233 stu­
dents, an increase of seven 
from last year.

Lockney’ s tough forward wall 

proved the difference Friday 
night as Olton*s Mustangs drop­
ped a 22 -6  decision to the Long­
horns at Lockney.

The heavier Longhorn line­
men mustered enough offensive 
effort to give Lockney control 
of the ball most of the night, 
and played fine defensive ball 
in allowing the Mustangs only 
50 yards on the ground.

Olton came up with some fine 
defensive play of its own, but 
the Mustangs ran into some 
costly miscuss that led to Lock­
ney touchdowns.

Lockney took a 22-0 lead be­
fore Olton’ s George Jones 
slashed back with an 80-yOrd 
kick-off return with three min­
utes left to spare the Mustangs 
from the horsecollar.

Lockney’ s field goal and three 
touchdowns came in this order:

1. Quarterback Tommy 
Moore booted a 5 -yard field 
goal midway in the second per­
iod after an eight-yard Olton 
punt gave the Longhorns pos­
session at the Olton 35.

2. Rusty Smith ran six yards 
for a TD with 1:50 left in the 
half after the Horns intercept­
ed an Olton pass and returned 
to the Olton 31.

3. Moore ran six yards for 
the second touchdown with 1:13 
left in the third quarter after 
getting possession at the Olton 
eight when a bad pass from cen­
ter thwarted a punting attempt.

4. Clem Zavala took a 23- 
yard pass from Moore for the 
last TD with 3:45 to play in 
the game. The Longhorns had 
taken over at the Olton 23, 
recovering their own punt after 
a Mustang accidentally came in 
contact with the ball while at­
tempting to block.

So it went, with Lockney tak­
ing advantage of every break 
that came its way.

The Mustangs were in the 
ball game, however, right up to 
the last four minutes.

Neither team was able to 
move with much progress in 
the first period. Olton had pos­
session twice, with minus one 
yard gained on eight plays. 
Lockney chalked up five first 
downs, moving to the Olton 36 
early in the second period. 
There the Mustangs held and

Lockney’ s Ronnie Belt kicked 
into end zone.

Three plays netted Olton sev­
en yards and Jones’ punt sliced 
off the side of his foot and 
traveled only eight yards to 
tlje Olton 35.

Two plays gained little, but 
then Moore broke down to the 
Olton 20. After three plays 
gained only five, Moore kicked 
the field goal and Lockney led 
3-0 .

The Mustangs’ Jones recov­
ered a Lockney fumble a few 
plays later, giving Olton pos­
session at the Lockney 49. The 
Ponies gained five, then lost 
it on a penalty and Joe Priest 
tried a third down pass.

Zavala intercepted and re­
turned to the Olton 31. He 
carried on the next play for 
15, then ripped off eight more 
a couple of plays later. Smith 
went in for the TD from the 
six and Lockney led, 9 -0 , with 
1:05 left.

As time was running out, 
Olton moved for its only two 
first downs of the first half. 
One came on a roughing-the-  
kicker penalty and put the ball 
at the Lockney 47. After Ron­
nie Parsons gained four, Priest 
kept and went 13 yards to the 
Lockney 30. Time ran out as 
the Mustangs had a first down 
at that point.

As the second half opened, 
it appeared the Mustangs might 
get their offense rolling. They 
moved for three first downs, 
with Jones and Parsons getting 
short yardage and Lockney 
chipping in with a 15-yard pen­
alty.

With the ball at the Lockney 
31, the Ponies fumbled and the 
Longhorns’ top-flight guard, 
Donnie Hanst, recovered.

The next time Olton got pos­
session, two penalties killed any 
chances and on fourth down 
at the Olton 20, Jones dropped 
back to punt.

The center came back low 
and Lockney nailed Jones at 
the Mustang eight.

Three plays later, Moore 
went six paces for the sec­
ond Lockney TD and it was 
15-0 with 1:13 left in the third 
quarter.

That seemed to rile the Mus­
tangs and they took the kick-

Harvest-Aid Chemicals

Accord­
ing to Don Johnson, PCG execu­
tive assistant, the ginners will 
receive a letter emphasizing the 
imDortance of proper defolia­
tion practices, a cotton defolia­
tion guide prepared by the ex­
tension service, and a poster 
outlining the major points to 
consider in a defoliation pro­
gram.

“ It should be understood,”  
said Johnson, “ that the recom­
mendations on the poster are 
intended as guidelines only. 
Each grower must carefully 
evaluate his situation and cir­
cumstances in making a de­
cision regarding the use of a 
defoliant or desiccant on his 
crop.”

The last few years has seen 
a marked increase in the use 
of harvest-aid chemicals as a 
recognized management tool. 
With the increase of machine 
harvesting, both defoliants and 
desiccants have been used to 
good advantage by area farm­
ers. Harvest-aid chemicals 
when properly used can in­

crease profits through earlier 
harvesting, higher grades, im­
proved fiber quality, and other 
values to individual growers. 
However, as was pointed out at 
the meeting, improper use of 
such chemicals can lower pro­
fits to the grower through lower 
grades, decreased yields, poor 
fiber quality and other damaging 
effects.

It was also pointed out that 
poor fiber quality can injure the 
reputation of a cotton producing 
area, thus causing the trade to 
look elsewhere for its supply 
of raw cotton, High Plains 
cotton has enjoyed an enviable 
position in the market place 
over the past three years and

Research at Lubbock and 
throughout the cotton belt has 
shown that 60 per cent of the 
cotton bolls should be open be­
fore a true defoliant is applied 
and more than 60 per cent open 
before a desiccant is applied. 
Harvest-aid materials thus 
applied have not been observed 
to reduce yields or lower fiber 
quality. This is not, however, 
a hard and fast rule which will 
apply to all cases as other 
factors such as stage of growth, 
variety, date of last watering, 
weather conditions, and condit­
ion of bolls on the plant must 
be considered.

“ Again it should be empha­
sized”  said Johnson, “ that each 
grower will need to evaluate 
his individual situation, to de­
termine whether he should or 
should not use a harvest-aid 
chemical. If in doubt. He should 
seek the advice of his county 
agent or some other recognized 
authority.’ ’

ance if they need it, the Merit 
Corporation sends the names, 
home addresses, and test 
scores of all commended stu­
dents to the two colleges they 
indicated as their preferred 
choices at the time they took 
the qualifying test. Other spec­
ial services are also performed 
by NMSC in an effort to in­
crease the scholarship opport­
unities of commended students 
and semifinahsts.

The commended students 
were among the high school 
juniors in more than 16,000 
schools who took the NMSQT 
last March. The test is a 
three-hour examination that co­
vers five separate areas of ed­
ucational development. It was 
the first step in the eighth 
annual Merit Program.

This year’ s program will 
conclude about April 25, 1963, 
with the naming of students 
who will receive four-year 
Merit Scholarships to the coll­
eges of their choice.
