Olton area gins were idle af­
ter Tuesday night, and the six 
in this vicinity reported 1,741 
bales ginned to date.

All die harvest needs to set 
the gins in 24-hour motion is 
a light frost. That would kill 
off greenery and set things right 
for strippers to roll.

The grain harvest was estim­
ated Wednesday as 95 per cent 
complete.

Yields were estimated as “ off 
slightly” from a year ago, gen­
erally speaking, but one grain 
man called the harvest a “ good, 
fast one.”

The grain harvest has rolled 
for only about 30 days, pro­
bably the fastest wrap-up in 
history for this area.

“ It was one of the driest crops 
as it came in that we’ve had 
and it was in the best shape 
of any crop I’ve seen in re ­
cent years,” said an elevator 
operator.

Concern was expressed for 
the area's on-the-ground corn 
crop, with wet weather damage 
feared for some of it.

The cotton harvest had pick­
ed up steam Tuesday as some 
farmers with hailed-on cotton 
north of town began stripping 
of cotton they had defoliated.

Among farmers who had 
stripped some cotton north of 
town were John Smoot, Leek 
Carson and Raymond Carson. 
One field of the hailed-on cotton 
reportedly stripped two-thirds 
of a bale to the acre, despite 
heavy damage from a late- 
summer hail-storm.

Reports from around the area 
included:

Archie Sorley, three south 
and three west of town, 2.2 
inches of moisture.

Clury Phillips, seven miles 
northwest, 2.15 inches.

Willie Gene Green, northeast 
of town, 2.3 inches of rain on 
hailed-on cotton that he plans 
to start stripping “ as soon as 
it’s dry.”

James Cowart, five north of 
town, 2.25 inches. Unlike most 
farmers, Cowart has yet to start 
his maize harvest. His milo 
is leaning from a wind and hail 
storm of only a few weeks 
ago.

At Hart Camp, 2.3 inches of 
moisture was reported Wednes­
day evening by Elma Burleson.

“ If it hadn’t rained we would 
have had more hand-pulling,” 
Burleson said. “ We have a lot 
of open cotton here.” Burleson 
said he feared the rains might 
lower grades, but he added that 
sunny weather would brighten 
up the crop lot.

inches gauged as of Wednesday 
morning; Jack Allcorn, three 
south and three east, 2.1 inch­
es; Raymond Carson, six north 
and one east, 2.5 inches; Wil­
ton Bodkin, five north and one 
west, two inches; Merrill Bri- 
gance, south of town, two inches.

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EDITORIAL
Newspapers Preserve Liberty
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This is National Newspaper Week and the 
Enterprise is proud to be numbered among 
the thousands of daily and weekly newspapers 
across this land who are preserving their 
heritage of a free press operated by free men.

At least once a year we ought to stop 
and examine ourselves and see if we are 
doing the job we ought to be doing.

In the Declaration of Independence it said: 
*'We hold these truths to be self evident, 
that all men are created equal, that they 
are endowed by their Creator with certain 
unalienable Rights, that among these are 
Life, Liberty and the Pursuit of Happiness.”

We believe that people have these unalien­
able rights and that a free press is nec­
essary in a land to preserve them.

We even think that, human nature being 
what it is, selfish, covetous and desirous 
of power over other fellow beings, that the 
United States would not have lasted long had 
there not been newspapers free to criticize 
and expose.

If our American newspapers were not 
now free, but government controlled, like 
TV and radio are now, in five years our 
country, state and federal governments would 
all rule in a totalitarian manner, more ty­
rannical than England imposed on the Amer­
ican colonies.

True, there are fearless commentators 
on radio and on TV, but the federal gov­
ernment holds a powerful whip over these 
electronic media through the government 
licensing of both. A radio station that gets 
out of line can find lift mighty hard and 
unprofitable.

When radio first, and then TV began news 
broadcasts, many people predicted that the 
circulation of newspapers would sharply de­
cline, if not finally be completely replaced 
by radio and TV listeners. Such has not 
been the case.

Since the advent of TV, the new sub­
scribers to daily and weekly newspapers has 
been more than all the TV sets sold. What’s 
the reason? There are many.

First, the TV newscasts are skimpy, just 
whetting the viewer and listener’s curiousity 
for more details — the only place where

he can get these full details is from their 
newspaper.

A newspaper that is serving its com­
munity properly has an active editorial voice, 
with opinions expressed freely.

That is not to say that the newspaper’s 
readers must agree with the newspaper’s 
opinions, but any active newspaper must 
stimulate the thinking of its readers whether 
they agree with the editor or not.

A newspaper is indeed the guardian of 
the people with respect to their right to 
know. A newspaper reporter must be nosy 
in prying into the affairs of public officials 
and in reporting what these officials do.

The average citizen has neither the time 
or inclination to visit the courthouse, city 
hall and other public institutions to see 
what is going on. He depends upon his 
newspaper and other news media to do this 
for him.

There is no doubt that a newspaper which 
occupies any position of respect in its com­
munity has the power to mold public opin­
ion. And this means that a newspaper has 
a heavy responsibility to stick to the truth.

Some people always disagree with what 
the truth of any particular issue may be, 
because all we humans see things through 
our own eyes and our version of events 
may not be as others see them. But gen­
erally speaking, facts are facts, and if the 
newspaper will report the facts, the opinions 
can vary as they may.

The Enterprise is not what people would 
call a crusading newspaper, neither is it 
a timid one. It has an editorial voice, voices 
editorial opinions, strives to cover the news 
events as they happen and tries to keep its 
readers informed.

The Enterprise, like any newspaper, will 
always stop short of perfection, but we in­
tend to keep trying and serving this com­
munity in the years to come.

Subscribers and advertisers of the En­
terprise have been good to us over the 
years and have made this one of the better 
known newspapers in the West Texas area. 
We appreciate this support and pledge our 
continued efforts to serve in the best way 
that we can.

Like To Be Own Boss

Wilks Hurt 
In Accident

IN NEW MEXICO
Mr. and Mrs. Herman Meyer 

and Johnny went to ENMU at 
Portales, N.M.,>last Sunday to 
see Jerry Meyer.

How strong is the “ be your 
own boss’ urge in Lamb County? 
How many local residents are 
self-employed? How much do 
they earn, on the average?

Answers to these questions 
are provided, courtesy of the 
Department of Commerce, on 
the basis of date collected dur­
ing the 1960 census.

They show that no less than 
3,279 county residents are self- 
employed, their incomes com­
ing from their own business, 
profession, trade or farm.

This compares with a total 
of 5,677 working for wages or 
salaries in enterprises owned 
by others. Included in this fig­
ure are all who had gainful 
employment during any part 
of the year.

Thus, it is shown, 36.6 per­
cent of Lamb County’s work­
ing population are self-employ­
ed.

The proportion is somewhat 
greater than in most parts of 
the United States, where 14.4 
percent of the workers are in 
business for themselves. In the 
West South Central States the 
ratio is 17.8 percent.

In general, throughout the 
United States, the number of 
individuals who are self-em­
ployed is growing small and

smaller.
The chief decline is in the 

number of small farm opera­
tors.

However, there are still many 
venturesome people who take 
the plunge each year and start 
up businesses of their own.

Although they know that the 
mortality rate is high for new 
enterprises, they are willing to 
invest their time and their mon­
ey in the hope of success. Many 
survive the difficult early per­
iod • and become firmly estab­
lished. Others do not make it 
the first time but may do so 
on a second attempt.

How much do the self-em­
ployed poeple in Lamb County 
earn? Their median net income, 
after paying all operating costs, 
and, in the case of farmers, 
after allowances for food and 
housing in addition, came to 
$4,899 per person.

This compares with an in­
come of $1,983 per capita for 
those who were not self-em­
ployed.

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Mustangs Score Stunning Upset 
Over Highly Rated Tulia, 21-20

“ It was a supreme effort.”
That’s the way Coach Walter 

Bryan described his Olton Mus­
tangs’ victory over Tulia’s
tough Hornets here Friday
night.

An underdog by as much as 
three to four touchdowns, the 
Mustangs rose up to slap the 
Hornets from the unbeaten 
ranks, 21-20.

As he spoke during the Mus­
tangs’ victory celebration in 
the dressing rooms, Coach 
Bryan solemnly warned the Po­
nies they face another uphill 
battle here Friday night, when 
they meet Dimmitt in their Dis­
trict 3-AA opener.

“ This Dimmitt team can be 
beaten, but it’s going to take 
another effort like you had to­
night,” the coach warned.

Across the way, Tulia’s sur­
prised gridders were still numb 
from the upset loss.

“ We just weren’t ready for it 
and Olton was,” the Tulia coach 
lamented.

There were few individual 
stars for the Mustangs as they 
played like David and slew the 
Tulia giant. It was a team 
effort that fans will remember 
for years to come.

About 2,000 fans yelled them­
selves hoarse as Olton jumped 
into a 14-0 lead in the first 
half, then mounted a 21-6 mar­
gin early in the fourth quarter.

But the fans were limp at the 
finish as Tulia came roaring 
back with two touchdowns and 
threatened to score a third 
until the Mustangs’ Joe Priest 
snared a Hornet pass with 1:18 
left to play.

Tulia won on paper, rolling 
up 15 first downs to the Mus­
tangs five and 269 yards to the 
Ponies’ 76.

The Mustangs had what it took 
in the clutch however, and they 
parlayed some terific de­
fensive play into breaks that 
made touchdowns instead of 
first downs.

After the opening kick-off, 
the teams exchanged punts and 
then Tulia began a 58-yard 
drive that carried to the Olton 
26. The big gainer was a 24- 
yard pass from Jim Arnold 
to John Howell, a fourth down 
venture that set the Hornets in 
business at the Olton 26.

Quarterback Ricky Sharp 
fumbled on first down, however, 
and the Mustangs’ alert Leon 
Kendall pounced on the ball at 
the 35-yard-line.

Olton couldn’t gain and 
George Jones punted. A clip­
ping penalty was called against 
the Hornets on the runback 
and Tulia had a first and 10 
at the Hornet 10.

Once again, the Mustangs ap­
plied the pressure and Sharp 
fumbled. Olton’s Richard Hall, 
a standout on defense the whole 
night, landed on the ball at the 
Tulia 3.

Joe Costello ran twice, get­
ting the ball down to the one, 
and then Jones sneaked across 
for a six-pointer. Charlie T. 
Burrus kicked the point and it 
was Olton in the lead, 7-0, 
with the clock showing three 
seconds left in the first period.

Only a minute and 24 seconds 
later, the Mustangs scored 
again.

This time the Mustangs got 
the ball at the Tulia 41 after 
Hornet Punter Hap Rogers jug­
gled a snapback and was nailed 
before he could run for a first 
down.

On first down, Priest handed 
off to Costello, playing full­
back for the injured Johnny 
Moses, and Joe hit right guard. 
He found a big hole an^was 
past the Tulia secondary like 
a shot, romping the full dis­
tance for the touchdown.

After Costello’s fine run, 
Burrus kicked point and it was 
14-0 with 10:39 left in the half.

Tulia came right back, taking 
the kick-off and rolling 57 yards 
in seven plays to the Olton six. 
Arnold chalked a 27-yard gain­
er to put the Hornets in that 
position.

But Sharp seemed to be 
snake-bit. The Tulia signal- 
caller fumbled on first down 
and Olton’s Robert Struve was 
on top of the ball when they 
unpiled.

Again the Mustangs couldn’t

go and Jones had trouble on a 
punt, the ball going only eight 
yards to the Olton 35.

After Tulia moved to a first 
down at the 23, the Hornets 
came up with a neat double re ­
verse that found Arnold streak­
ing around right end all the 
way. His score came with 5:01 
left in the half and after a run 
for the extra points failed the 
score stood at 14-6, Olton.

The teams traded offensive 
turns until the clock showed 
less than 30 seconds left in 
the half.

Tulia’s top-flight quarter­
back, Frank Hooper, tried for 
the long gainer, but his pass 
was intercepted by Burrus at 
the Tulia 45. Burrus streaked 
down to the Hornet 28.

The Mustangs got off one 
more play, a pass complete 
from Priest to Burrus to the 
Tulia 20 as the clock ran out.

Even with the Ponies in the 
lead by 14-6, they were behind 
with the statisticians at the half, 
Tulia having rolled up eight 
first downs to the Mustangs’ 
two. In total yards Tulia had 
127 to Olton’s 66.

The Mustangs came back 
strong in the third period, which 
turned out to be a defensive 
duel.

Olton was able to move to 
the Hornet 28, but the Mus­
tangs lost back to the 38 and a

Priest pass was intercepted at 
the Tulia 5 by Arnold.

Tulia couldn’t go as Burrus, 
Jones, Hall and Billy Carson 
stood out on defense and Rog­
ers kicked to the Tulia 34.

It appeared that Olton might 
go for the TD as Jones gained 
five and Costello 13 to the Tulia 
16.

But there the Mustangs ran 
into a stiffening Hornet de­
fense and were pushed back to 
the 26, where Jones attempted 
a field goal. It was blocked.

The fourth quarter opened 
with Tulia owning the ball at 
the Hornet 31. On first down, 
Hooper attempted to pass to 
Arnold.

Mustang Captain Burrus 
stepped in and intercepted, tak­
ing the ball at the 40 and 
going all the way for the score. 
He kicked the extra point and 
Olton enjoyed a 21-6 lead with 
11:49 left in the game.

From there on Tulia dealt 
the Mustangs misery.

Sharp opened up the Hornet 
passing attack, heaving to Ar­
nold for 16 and later to How­
ell for 29 to the Olton three. 
Fullback Troy Brasher drove 
in from there for a touchdown 
with 9:29 left in the game. He 
also ran the extra points and 
it was 21-14.

After the kick-off, the Mus­
tangs’ Costello fumbled and

Tulia took over at the Olton 34.
But the Mustangs rose up and 

pushed the Hornets back to the 
41, where a fourth down pass 
try failed.

Olton gained some crucial 
yardage at that point, with 
Priest passing to Burrus for a 
12-yard gainer to the Tulia 
44. It gave the Mustangs a first 
down and a chance to eat up 
the clock.

With 4:32 left, Jones fumbled 
and Tulia recovered at the Hor­
net 47. Arnold then passed to 
Rogers at the Olton 38 and 
Sharp later connected with Ar­
nold on a play to the Mus­
tang 18.

Short Course
Is Planned

Basic information on soil fer­
tility and fertilizers will be the 
subjects treated in a series of 
three intensive night meetings 
scheduled for November. Coun­
ty Agent W.R. Kimbrough has 
invited fertilizer dealers, 
agency personnel and county 
program building committee 
members to attend by regis­
tering thru his office.

Meeting places and dates are 
as follows: Lubbock Monday, 
Nov. 5, 12, 26 in Room 224 
Agricultural Building, Texas 
Tech College; Plainview Tues­
day, Nov. 6, 13, 27 in the 
Reddy Room of the Southwest 
Public Service Co., 300 W. 
6th; Dimmitt Wednesday, Nov.
7, 14, 28 in the First State 
Bank; Lamesa Thursday, Nov.
8, 15, 29 in the Forest Park 
Community Center, South Hous­
ton Avenue.

Sponsored by the Agricultural 
Extension Service and the Texas 
Plant Food Educational Society, 
outstanding authorities from the 
fertilizer industry and Colleges 
will speak.

Kimbrough states these will 
differ from soil fertility meet­
ings previously sponsored by 
the Extension Service in that 
the subject matter will be hand­
led in more detail. Nitrogen 
will be the subject of the first 
meeting. Its function in plant 
growth, behavior in the soil, 
history of use, manufacturing 
processes, and characteristics 
of different forms will be dis­
cussed as well as time and 
method of application.

The second meeting will treat 
phosphorus and potassium in a
similar manner. The final pro­
gram will include a dinner and 
presentations on soil testing and 
fertilizer use in soil manage­
ment. Diplomas will be issued 
to those completing the course.

TEXAS PRESS ASSOCIATION 
AUSTIN, Tex.—Texas doctors 
are about to open a campaign 
for legislative approval of a 
constitutional a m e n d m e n t  
bringing Texas under the Kerr- 
Mills program.

Through it the Federal and 
State governments would jointly 
pay hospital and medical bills 
of all retired persons receiving 
less than $1,800 a year and 
unable to qualify for old age 
assistance. Uncle Sam would 
pay 75 per cent; the State, 25 
per cent.

Doctors believe there are 
350,000 Texans over 65 who 
would be eligible.

Idea developed at a meeting 
between State Welfare Director 
John Winters, Texas Medical 
program for old age assistance 
Association committees, insur­
ance agents and insurance com­
pany representativies.

Plan would be to handle the 
proposition through an insurance 
company, as the medicare pro­
gram for old age assistance now 
is done.

This would amount to ari in­
surance premium of $3,000,000 
a month, based on the $8.68 
now paid Blue Cross for each 
of the 222,000 on old age as­
sistance.

HIGHER EDUCATION— Texas 
Commission on Higher Educa­
tion heard presidents or other 
spokesman for 20 State col­
leges and universities voice ob­
jections to proposed cuts in 
their budget requests for 1964- 
65.

As a result, the Commission 
will reconsider its recom­
mendations at a meeting on 
October 23.

Three doctoral programs in 
teacher education were ap­
proved for the University of

Houston, which will become a 
senior college next year.

F our graduate programs 
were approved for East Texas 
State College.

Rex Baker, Commission sec­
retary, opposed this latter ac­
tion on grounds that it went 
against policy of concentrating 
such programs in the Univer­
sity of Texas and A&M Col­
lege. Dispersal of such pro- 
groms, Baker said, would lead 
to general mediocrity.

Commission member Eliza­
beth Koch’s reply was that they 
were necessary to attract 
teachers of eminence.

WATER POLLI^TION----Be­
cause oil and gas companies 
were in a quandary over whom 
to turn to for waste disposal 
permits, the State Water Pol­
lution Board decided to take 
care of them with a special 
application form.

This form will apply only to 
oilfield wastes. It will include 
all of a company's holdings and 
will incorporate, by reference, 
information on disposal sub­
mitted to other State agencies.

Pollution board has asked 
the Attorney General for an 
opinion to settle jurisdiction on 
this question between the Board, 
the Railroad Commission and 
the Water Commission. But no 
reply has been received.

SCHOOL LAND LEASES ----
Latest leasing of State school 
lands boosted the permanent 
school fund beyond the half­
billion mark, Land Commis­
sioner Jerry Sadler reported.

In exact figures, it is now 
$500,639,012.

During the past 21 months, 
$38,500,000 has been placed in 
the public school available fund. 
State university and college 
lands in the same period pro­
duced $32,684,992. Permanent 
fund now stands at $385,995, 
002.

HIGHWAY SAFETY—-Official 
commendation and appreciation 
of the State were expressed by 
Gov.

NOSE COUNTING—Population 
in fast-growing Texas will in­
crease 2,150,000 by 1970.

Texas Research League pre­
ducts 11,800,000 people for Tex­
as by the end of the present 
decade. The 1960 census showed 
the state’s population as 
9,650,000.

By 1985 Texas’ population will 
have soared by 16,000,000. Most 
explosive trend, says the Lea­
gue, will be the rise in the 
college-age group — expected 
to rise 53.4 per cent.

SALES TAX INCOME LOW— 
Texas’limitedretail sales tax 
law, passed by the 57th Leg­
islature, accounted for only 
10.31 per cent of the state’s 
revenue during the fiscal year 
ended Aug. 31. So reports Ro­
bert S. Calvert, State Comp­
troller.

During this first-year period 
it produced a total of $14,660, 
600.57, to rank fourth in the 
major income sources of the 
State.

SLANT WELL SUITS—Asist- 
ant Attorney General Linward 
Shivers reports that between 30 
and 150 penalty suits for slant 
well drilling will be filed in 
the near future.

Shivers, who has headed the 
investigation, says he will file 
separate suits on each violation, 
where an illegally slanted well 
is found.

Law provides penalties up to 
$1,000 a day for each day of 
violation.

SHORT SNORTS
Texas Supreme Court has re­

fused to issue a court order 
requiring a district judge to 
cancel an October 30 election 
contest in Starr County.

General revenue fund deficit 
is $41,250,349 — up $19,300, 
000 from the last call — ac­
cording to State Treasurer 
Jesse James.

State Textbook Committee 
has declined to recommend ad­
option of any new economics 
textbooks for use in Texas high 
schools.

Eight applications for per­
mits to sell $2,766,590 in se­
curities inTexas were filed with 
the State Banking Commission 
the past week.
