Fifty Bohner School students,
always anxious to get home af-
ter a day at school, could look
back this week and be doubly
thankful their Tuesday after-
noon bus rideended whenitdid.

For at 4:35 p.m, after Driv-
er James Steptee had delivered
the children to their homes,
Olton School Bus No. 14 over-

* turned after a collision involv-

ing a pick-up truck.

When the crash came, two
persons were aboard the bus
and two others were in the
pick-up.

The toll: one dead and three
injured, one seriously.

Berry Allen Ball, 74-year-
old Fieldton resident, was fat-
ally injured inthe mishap, which
occurred four miles west and
one south of Olton at the inter-
section of two unpaved county
roads,

Ball was a passenger in the
pickup, driven by his son, Ver-
non B, Ball, 49, Littlefield, who
was in fair condition Wednes-
day at Littlefield Hospital.

The injured in the bus
were Steptoe, 29-year-old Boh-
ner teacher, and a student,
14-year-old Mary Helen Mack
daughter of Percy Lee Mack.

Mary Helen had stopped at
her home during the route and
was returning to Olton to join
friends for an out-of-town
trip.

The bus had started  with

51 students—and-was-—peturn<-|

ing to Olton after completing
the route,

Funeral services for Ball
were set for 2330 p.m. today
at the Fieldton Baptist Church,
under direction of Hammons
Funeral Home, Littlefield, The
body was transferred to Ham-
mons by Parsons Funeral
Home, Olton.

The son, who was taken to
Littlefield Hospital by Parsons’
ambulance service, suffered a
broken leg and lacerations about
the face, hands and arms.

Both Steptoe and Miss re-
ceived emergency treatment,
but were not hospitalized.

The bus was traveling east
on its return to Olton and the
pickup was headed south, said
Highway  Patrolman, Joaquin
Jackson, who investigated., As-
sisting at the scene were Just-
ice of the Peace David Maxey
and Deputy Sheriff V. L. Smith.

4 Victim Of Mishap

Jackson said the truck skid-
ded 12feet and hit the bus bread-
side. The bus careened 105 feet
and overturned, landing right-
side-up. The impact broke the
rear wheels and axle from the
frame of the vehicle,

The pickup came to rest a-
bout 25 feet from the point of
impact, stopping in a barrow
ditch.

The 14-year old girl was
thrown from the bus after the
crash, somehow coming out saf-
ely although in the path of the
rolling vehicle, Steptoe stayed
in the bus until it came to rest.

Tax Rate Same

Council Approves
Audit, New Budget

City councilmen Tuesday
night approved an audit of last
year’s finances, set the tax
rate at the same figure and
okayed a budget for the new
year,

The council also made fin-
al arrangements for purchases
of a new police car, approved
a meat inspection ordinance and
handled numerous other items
of business on a full agenda.

The audit for the fiscal year
ending Sept. 30, 1962, showed
the city operated in the black
in the general fund, but slight-
ly in the red in the water-
sewer department,

Overall, total receipts were
$115,640.34, compared with to-
tal expenditures of $119,892.33.
Most of the deficit was in the
tax sinking fund, where year-
to-year expenditures some-
times top receipts and a re-
serve is built up to take care
of such years.

The budget for the year end-
ing Sept 30, 1963 totals $33,884
in the general fund and
$64,750.85 in the water-sewer
fund. Expenditures in1962 were
$30,415.32 in the general fund
and $68,138.25 in the water-
sewer department,

Tax rate for 1963 is $1.50
per $100 assessed valuation,
based on 35 per cent of actual
valuation, This is the same
as last year,

The new police car, which
went into service Wednesday

was purchased from Hall-Sides
Motors, low bidder. Cost was
$2,120,05.

Meat inspection ordinance
passed by the council requires
that all meat sold or offered
for sale in Olton be inspected
by federal, state or local in-
spectors,

In other activity, the city
agreed to pay a total of $519.50
to four property owners who
were charged in error during
the last city paving program.

The council also;

1. Agreed to employ a part-
time officer as extra help for
the police department, allowing
the chief and night officer one
day and night off per week.
The part-time employee will
work one day and night per
week,

2, Okayed use of the city
maintainer to take of the ORC
road, when requested by the
ORC board,

3. Approved purchase of a
line locator for the water-sewer
department at a cost of $280,

4. Planned to have the city
engineer make a study and es-
timate costs of drainage im-
provements for Avenue A.

CAMPAIGNS TOO LONG-After
the longest political campaign
in Texas history there is a
desire--on the part of many
candidates, newspaper report-
ers who travel with the candi-
dates, and the voting public--
to return to the shorter cam-
paign periods,

The old late-in-July, late-in-
August and early-in-November
voting months were far less
strenuous than the present
early-in-May, early-in-June
and early-in-November dates,
" Campaigning in the heat of
the summer now is very much
preferred over the cold winter
months and the long, tedious
battle period that extends from
December to November.

Don’t be surprised if there
is a big demand to return to
the old election dates. They
consumed only about 120 days,
compared with this year’slong,

drawn-out, pace-killing, man-
killing, more~-than-300-day
battle.

Governor-Elect John Connal-
ly has been quoted as saying
he would favor moving the pri-
mary elections to August or
September, as they are in most
two-party states,

Under the present system
the various party organizations
close shop during the summer.
Then it becomes necessary to
re-organize and re-vitalize
each setup for the General Elec-
tion campaign. Heretofore the
momentum generated carried
them through to the November
election. They got it all done
in one big swoop.

Another reason for reverting
to the old dates is that the cost
of maintaining a long campaign
naturally is much greater than
the expense involved in a short
one,

ISLAND UNDER FIRE--Of-

Main bout will take place dur-
ing the November 19 session
of the U. S. District Court at
Victoria, where the federal gov-
ernment has filed a suit to
condemn a lease onsome 16,000
acres of land on the island.

Government appraiser placed
a 44-cent-per-acre value on
beach and grass land owned
outright by the U.S.; set a
six-cent value on some state
land; and a zero value on other
state-owned property--to reach
a 25 cent rental rate.

State land was described as

state-owned lands, said he’'d
like to won*‘some of that worth-
less land,” which is thought
to be rich in mineral value.

Little Red Schoolhouse
Lunch Is Different Now

Today’s school lunch is more
than just a streamlined lunch-
bag, supplying hot nutritional
food for all students who care
to eat there.

Oltor¥ school lunches are pre-
pared under the Type A pro-
gram, which means they are de-
signed to supply a third of the
child’s daily food needs.

The type A lunch consists
of half pint-of whole milk as
a beverage; meat or meat sub-
stitute; three-fourths cup of
vegetables or fruit; one or more
portions of bread; and two tea-
spoons of butter or fortified
maragarine,

* In addition, milk is used fre-

quently in cooking.

Since the required amount of
vegetable is usually too large
for most children, two servings
of 'vegetables are frequently
used,

Often one vegetable and one
fruit or one vegetable and one
fruit juice are substituted,

Children pay 30 and 35 cents
for their lunches.

Extra milk is available at
lunch and at recess.

The government reimburses
the school system five cents
per plate of Type A lunch ser-
ved. Surplus commodities re-
ceived during the school term
average four cents per lunch.
