Council Deadlock 
Appears Untied
Olton*s mayor has no vote in the city council unless there 

is a tie among the councilmen.
That is the effect of an opinion received from the Texas 

Municipal League by City Attorney Andy Stroebel.
As a result, a 3-3 voting deadlock in the Olton council 

is broken, apparently in favor of a trio of councilmen elect­
ed in April.

The TML opinion, written 13 years ago for the City of 
Comanche, was forwarded here in answer to questions raised 
following Mayor M.T. James’ surprise vote onaparking issue.

The mayor’s vote threw the council into a tie, and stalled 
enactment of an ordinance to put in parallel parking on 8th 
between Main and G.

Mayor James, asked to comment on the TML opinion 
Wednesday, said:

“ If that’s the way it stands legally, we’ll abide by it.”
James, in casting his vote at this month's council meet­

ing, did so on his interpretation that a mayor could vote 
in cases other than ties if he announced his intention prior 
to the vote.

The mayor, who was joined in the voting by councilmen 
Bob Duncan and Fred Thompson, said he would withdraw 
his vote in the event it was found to be illegal.

New councilmen Bob Gullett, Cecil Gallaway and G.H. 
Buchenau voted together, in favor of the ordinance.

Gullett, also asked for comment Wednesday, said:
“ I don’t have anything to say, other than it was just one 

of those things where a legal opinion was necessary. We 
weren’t sure how it was.”

The TML opinion, written by the law offices of Hart, 
Brown and Sparks of Austin in August, 1949, brought out 
these major points:

1. “The mayor has no right to vote in any matter coming 
before the city council unless the vote between the aldermen 
is tied, in which event he may cast the decisive vote, pro­
vided, however, that in elections he shall have no vote in 
any event.”

2. “ A quorum at a regular meeting will consist of three 
or more aldermen without regard to whether the mayor is 
present or absent. A quorum at a called meeting or at any 
meeting requiring two-thirds of the council will consist of 
four or more aldermen without legard to whether the mayor 
is present or absent.”

3. “ If the mayor and five aldermen are present, the ma­
jority necessary to pass an ordinary ordinance or resolu­
tion will consist of the votes of three or more of the aider- 
men.”

4. “ The majority required to enact an ordinary ordi­
nance or resolution at a called meeting is exactly the same 
as is required in a regular meeting. The difference between 
the two meetings is in the number of aldermen required 
to constitute a quorum.”

5. “The mayor has no right to vote on a resolution to 
override his veto. A majority of the aldermen (three in 
your city) can enact an ordinance over the veto of the mayor.”

6. “ In the absence of a statutory requirement that a stat­
ed proportion of the whole council or the whole board or 
a stated proportion of those present is required for the an- 
actment of an ordinance, if a quorum is actually present, 
a majority of those voting on the issue is sufficient for its 
enactment.

“ Thus, in the consideration of ordinary business before 
the council, a majority of those present and voting is suf­
ficient for the passage of ordinances and resolutions, if 
a quorum is actually present.”

Confusion in the interpretation of the law apparently re ­
sulted from this passage from Article 1007 of the state 
statutes:

“ The mayor shall preside at all meetings of the city 
council, and shall have a casting vote, except in elections.”

The TML opinion says: “The determinative question is: 
To what extent and for what purposes is the mayor a mem­
ber of the city council?

“ It is now our opinion that in the case of general law 
cities. . . .the mayor is a member of the city council only 
as the presiding officer thereof, and that he has no vote 
on any question coming before the council, unless there is 
a tie vote between the aldermen, in which event he may 
cast the decisive vote, and that he has no vote in any event 
in elections.”

The TML opinion thus has the effect of making the 3-3 
vote on the Olton parking issue null and void.

Although Mayor James’ vote apparently will not be count­
ed, the ordinance will not go into effect automatically.

City Attorney Stroebel said the document has not been 
signed by the mayor and that it is in an inactive status.

Stroebel said he thought the council would have to start 
anew on the issue, either by dropping it or voting on a new 
motion for adoption.

IN COUNTY HOMES

Q uiet-TV  At Work
The television set seems to be a “ must” 

to Lamb County residents, according to a 
report from the 1960 Census of Housing.

The radio, telephone, washing machine, 
clothes dryer, home freezer and even the 
mighty auto take a back seat to that won- 
derous marvel of progress, the TV.

According to the report, there are 6,474 
occupied housing units in Lamb County and 
5,683 of the units boast a TV set.

Those who aren’t watching may be list­
ening since 5,902 also own a radio.

Anybody who’s ever had a telephone call 
— usually a wrong number----in the mid­
dle of Ben Casey or Bonanza could prob­
ably explain why there are only 3,7000 
telephones in those units.

One amusing aspect of the report is the 
contrast of the 5,683 TV’s with the lower 
figure of 5,486 reported in sound condition 
with all plumbing.

Apparently the residents are too busy 
watching to go anywhere for only 3,385 
owned a car.

A large number of the residents may 
be “ sweating out” their favorite “ shoot - 
em-up” in more ways than one since only 
628 households have air conditioning.

The washing machine was counted at 3,867 
the clothes dryer at 1,332 and the home 
food freezer at 2,060.

Families having two automobiles num­
bered 1,807 and those have three numbered 
375.

Total housing units in the county num­
bered 8,419 with 3,685 occupied by the 
owners. Median value was placed at $6,900.

Of the rented places, 2,789, median gross 
rent was $54.

Basements were in 422 of the homes and 
67 were trailer homes.

Television still has another step to go, 
however. It was topped by the number of 
units with hot and cold running water, 6,087; 
flush toilet, 6,215; and bathtub and shower, 
6,163.

If Lamb County is at all typical of the 
country as a whole, one might conclude 
that we are a nation of clean, TV watchers.

Hardy and Chadwick were 
given two trophies and $125 
in cash at the Memphis meet.

The California team now in 
first place will also be at the 
Amarillo meet.

“ We feel like we have a good 
chance,” Hardy said. “ Most 
of the rest of our meets are 
not too far away. We have to 
go to Oklahoma City, Colorado 
and Dallas, but that’s about as 
far as we’ll have to go.”

Correction, Please

If there is anybody in the United States 
who has more sources of information than 
the President, then we would like to know 
who he is. Therefore, it came as some­
thing of a shock when the President, at 
his press conference Thursday, said;

“ Well, as you know, the Billie Sol Estes 
case came to public attention when the 
United States government indicted him April 
5«

Later, in case anybody had failed to get 
the point he was trying to make, the Pres­
ident repeated himself;

“ As I have stated before. . .this mat­
ter came to public attention because this 
administration indicted Mr. Estes, before 
a state agency in Texas, or any place else 
moved.”

Surely one of the 75 FBI agents the 
President announced are now working on 
the Estes case should have tipped Mr Ken­
nedy that the first public mention of Billie 
Sol Estes' phony farm empire came last 
Feb. 12 when the Pecos Independent and 
Enterprise, a semi-weekly newspaper, pub­
lished the first of a three-part series quest­
ioning the existence of 33,500 anhydrous 
ammonia tanks for which mortgages had been 
obtained by Estes.

By digging into the records of Estes' 
chattel mortgages, Oscar Griffin, editor of 
the newspaper, found what he expected— 
mortgages totaling about $35 Million se­
cured by not more than $5 Million worth 
of tanks.

Editor Griffin had begun his own pri­
vate investigation last August that culmi­
nated in the series of stories that toppled 
Estes’ house of cards.

As for the tanks, a few did exist, but

mostly there were phantoms, with serial 
numbers for placement only on the mort­
gage papers.

The investigation of Billie Sol Estes start­
ed only after the Pecos Independent and 
Enterprise got curious in print. The finance 
companies, which held the worthless paper, 
took a long second look at the bogus mort­
gages and then called on the federal govern­
ment for action.

One of the finance companies, which had 
invested heavily in Estes’ mortgage papers, 
found $7 Million of them to be phony.

Ironically, If United States Department 
of Agriculture officials had ever insisted 
on a complete, certified accounting of Estes’ 
“ net worth,” they would have found he had 
practically none—and the political scandal 
now casting a shadow over the Kennedy 
administration would have been avoided.

One of the biggest favors granted Billie 
Sol Estes in Washington was the Department 
of Agriculture’s acceptance, without ques­
tion, of a faulty, incomplete audit of his 
wealth.

Estes brought it to the nation’s capital 
in January, 1961, while seeking to have the 
department rescind an order increasing the 
bond on his grain storage warehouses from 
$700,000 to $1 Million.

The audit the Department of Agriculture 
so co-operatively accepted showed his “ net 
worth” in January, 1961, to be $13,7 Million. 
On his income tax return Estes listed his 
total wealth as minus $3 Million.

When the time comes around for award­
ing the 1962 Pulitzer Prizes, one of the 
winners should be the small town newspaper 
editor from Pecos who refused to take 
Billie Sol Estes’ word for anything.

Bill Permits More Use Of 
Diverted Grain Acreage

The U.S. Department of Agri­
culture today announced pro­
gram changes which permit 
farmers greater flexibility in 
using acreage diverted from 
wheat and feed grains under the 
1962 programs. The changes 
are authorized by recently en­
acted Public Law 87-451 (ap­
proved May 15, 1962).

Flax, rapeseed and mustard 
seed have been added to the 
list of crops that may be grown 
on acres diverted from pro­
duction of wheat and feed grains, 
following the required review 
of the current supply situation 
with respect to all of the crops 
eligible for consideration. Pro­
duction of guar, sesame, saf­
flower, sunflower, and castor 
beans on such acreage was al­
ready permitted.

The new law amends the Ag­
ricultural Act of 1961 by auth- j 
orizing the Secretary of A gri-' 
culture to permit acreage di­
verted from wheat and feed 
grains to be utilized for an­
nual non-supported field crops 
and flax when these crops are 
not in surplus supply and will 
not be in surplus supply if 
produced on the diverted acre­
age. No price support may be 
made available for production 
of any such .designated crop 
on the diverted acreage.

The new law also empow­
ers the Secretary, if further 
justified by the supply situa­
tion of a permitted crop, to 
establish a partial payment for 
that crop up to one-half the 
rate which would otherwise be 
applicable if the acreage was 
devoted to conservation uses,

Accordingly, a determination 
has been made to provide par­
tial payment for 1962 on di­
verted acres planted to guar, 
sesame, sunflower and castor 
beans, These payments will be 
computed in the case of guar 
and sunflower by taking 20 per­
cent of the applicable commod­
ity rate for minimum diver­
sion for the farm.

The partial payment rates 
for castor beans and sesame 
will be computed by taking 30 
percent and 40percent, respec­
tively, of the minimum regu­
lar rate for the acreage in­
volved.

Safflower, flax, rapeseed and 
mustard seed may be grown on 
diverted acres but no payment 
will be made. Flax produced 
on the diverted acres will not 
be eligible for price support, 
but any other flax on the farm 
may qualify for support,

The Department’s revised 
regulations for administering 
the amended Agricultural Act 
of 1961 will include the follow­
ing provisions;

—Signup will not be reopened 
and previously stated intentions 
to divert may not now be in­
creased,

—Producers may redesig­
nate diverted acreage only for 
the production of one or more 
of the permitted crops, This 
redesignated acreage may al­
ready be planted to the per­
mitted crop. However, the pro­
ducer will be required to pay 
the performance cost of any 
such redesignation.

—Permitted crops disposed 
of as a green manure, or de­
stroyed by natural causes by a 
deadline date (not later than 
30 days prior to the normal 
harvest date for the applicable 
permitted crop as determined 
by the ASC State Committee) 
may be considered as a con­
serving use provided other con­
servation measures are car­
ried out, if necessary, to pro-

tect the land throughout the 
1962 crop season. The origi­
nal program payment rate will 
be reestablished in such cases. 
If the permitted crop fails oris 
disposed of or not harvested 
after the disposal date, no up­
ward adjustment will be made 
in the program rate.

—If a producer elects to 
plant the entire diverted acre­
age to a permitted crop for 
which no payment will be made 
and an advance payment has 
been made, he will be required 
to refund the advance, but no 
interest would be charged,

—Participation under the new 
provisions shall not serve to 
extend the compliance deadline 
date for wheat, barley, corn or 
grain sorghum.

—Each producer who wishes 
to take advantage of these pro­
visions should go to the ASCS 
County Office and request a 
change in his intentions not 
later than Jun 29.

Use Of Cotton Bagging For 
Cotton Bales Encouraged

COLLEGE STATION, May 
24- A pilot program aimed at 
diverting low-quality cotton and 
cotton by-products into a bag­
ging material for cotton bales 
has been announced by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture.

The ijaw material for the bag­
ging would come largely from 
the short fibers removed from 
cotton during ginning by lint 
cleaners. This lint, much of it 
now burned at gins, can be com­
bined with other cotton by­
products or low-grade cotton 
to make serviceable cotton bag­
ging.

Under the pilot program, a 
payment of $1 per bale will 
be made for the use of all- 
Aotton bagging, up to a maximum 
of 100,000 bales. Payment will 
be from funds provided by Pub­
lic Law 320. The program will 
begin on a date to be announced 
and terminate with the respect 
to the use of the bagging and 
filling of claims on June 30, 
1963. Studies will be made dur­
ing the operation of the pro­
gram to determine the practi-

HPRF Test 
Results Told

Six fertilizer experiments on 
cotton were conducted at the 
High Plains Research Founda­
tion during 1961. They consisted 
of: (1) various rates and ra­
tios of nitrogen and phosphate; 
(2) six different sources of 
phosphate; (3) six different 
methods of phosphate place­
ment; (4) four different sources 
of nitrogen; (5) magnesium and 
trace elements and (6) preplant 
and sidedressed applications of 
nitrogen. Delbert Langford, as­
sociate agronomist, conducted 
the tests. Data on the tests 
are reported in Research Re­
port No. 46, issued by the 
F oundation.

F our fertilizer treatments 
out of the 15 compared showed 
significant yeild increases. 
These were 40-0-0, 40-40-0, 
and 4-120-0, Fertilizer used in 
these tests were Urea (45 per 
cent N) and Triple super phos­
phate (46 per cent P205). None 
of the fertilizer treatments had 
any effect on Micronaire or 
strength of fiber. The basic 
fertility level of the soil was 
quite high. Rainfall of 13,87 
inches and 11.9 inches of irr i­
gation was received during the 
planting to harvest period.

The six different phosphate 
materials were applied at the 
rate of 80 pounds of P205 per 
acre. Nitrogen in the form of 
Anhydrous ammonia was ap-

per acre. Yields ranged from 
711 pounds per acre with 20 
per cent super to 797 pounds 
with phosphoric acid (52 per 
cent P205).

The phosphate placement test 
included 230 pounds of ammon­
ium phosphate (13-39-0) per 
acre. This gave 30 pounds of 
nitrogen and 90 pounds of P205 
per acre. Anhydrous ammonia 
was then applied at the rate 
of 100 pounds nitrogen per acre. 
These made a total of 130 
pounds nitrogen and 90 pounds 
of P205 per acre. The highest 
yields from the six methods 
of application were obtained 
from the fertilizer banded three 
inches from the row and bands 
ten inches from the row pro­
duced the second highest yield.

New tests designed to mea­
sure the carry over of nitro­
gen and phosphate from year to 
year have been initiated this 
year.

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Farmland Values At 
New High In County

Despite the fact that farm­
ing is not much more satis­
fying, from an income stand­
point, than it was in 1954, the 
value of farm acreage in Lamb 
County has zoomed amazingly.

The Government reports that 
local farmlands have risen 6b 
per cent in value since then, 
partly the result of a change 
in the number of farms.

They now command higher 
prices, acre for acre, than farm 
properties in most other parts 
of the United States.

The figures are revealed in 
the latest nationwide Census of 
Agriculture, released by the 
Department of Commerce.

It sets the value locally at 
$265 per acre for land and 
buildings. This compares with 
$166 per acre five years earl­
ier, when the previous agricul­
tural census was taken.

Elsewhere in the United 
States, farm property is bring­
ing $114 an acre for land and 
buildings. In the West South 
Central States, the price is $92.

One of the reasons given by 
tthe Department of Agriculture 
for the rising cost of farmland 
is the small amount of it being 
offered for sale. It points out 
that the number of farms on 
the market has been at a low 
level in recent years and that 
no change is apparent now.

The questions arise; Why are 
farmers so reluctant to sell, 
under the circumstances? Are 
they keeping their land in the

Grain Sorghum 
Test Results
One of the major decisions 

'that a farmer makes every year 
is the date to plant his crops. 
Research by Delbert Langford, 
associate agronomist at the 
High Plains Research Founda­
tion, on the date of planting 
grain sorghum, suggests that 
certain dates are more favor­
able than others. The grain sor­
ghum date of planting test in­
cluded four different planting 
dates; (1) April 20; (2) May

hopes of better times ahead?
Or does another theory, put 

forth by a Department of Agri­
culture economist, hold the an­
swer? He suggests that some 
farmers, who would like to sell, 
are holding back because of the 
capital gains tax they would 
have to pay, due to the in­
creased value of their property.

Such a tax could be consid­
erable, he points out, noting 
that within the lifetime of many 
present-day owners, values 
have more than tripled.

In a period of only five years, 
the current survey shows, the 
value of the agerage farm in 
Lamb County, counting land and 
buildings, has gone from $62,- 
919 to $9-6,251. Part of this 
rise, however, was due to the 
increase in acreage per farm, 
resulting from consolidations, 
and must be discounted.

two varieties of an early ma­
turing, medium maturing and 
late maturing grain sorghum 
were planted.

The report prepared by Lang­
ford indicates that the average 
time from planting to bloom was 
24 days longer for the April 
planting than for the June 25 
planting. From this standpoint 
the early planting was less 
favorable because more water 
was required to grow the crop 
to maturity. The April planting 
required 18.5 inches of water 
where as the June 25 planting 
required only 11.3 inches of 
water.

Langford stated that height 
of plant and its standability 
is important. The hybrids in 
this test planted in April aver­
aged 12 inches shorter in height 
than the same hybrids planted 
June 25.

The May 15 and June 1 plant­
ings produced the best yields 
last year. There was no ad­
vantage in the April planting 
with respect to early harvest. 
Little difference was noticed in 
the moisture content of the grain 
from the April and May plant­
ing which were harvested on 
the same date. Additional infor­
mation can be obtained in High 
Plains Research Foundation re ­
port No. 29. The date of plant­
ing test will be conducted again 
in 1962.

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Friend Of The Court 
May Play Vital Part

Since ancient Rome, an 
amicus curiae is a friend of 
the court. He plays a vital part 
in presenting a court with ar­
guments which help it to reach 
a just decision. A pending case 
may well affect many people 
besides the parties.

A court often welcomes out­
siders into a lawsuit who can­
not present evidence or ques­
tion witnesses. Their main role 
is to inform the court, to write 
briefs, to tell the court of like­
ly outcomes of its decision.

There are many types of 
friends of the court.

1. Court appointed Amici. 
The court may ask a professor 
of law or a public spirited 
group to help the court find 
facts, present the law, or supply 
other helpful information. -

2. Special interest Amici are 
the largest group. Private com­
mercial interst, trade and 
similar groups, have money at 
stake. They too might help the 
court—but their main purpose 
is to have the court set a 
precedent favorable to them.

3. Governmental Amici. The 
district attorney, Attorney Gen­
eral, or other lawyer for a 
public agency or the state or 
U.S. can present a public view 
of the case—often without a 
special interest. Such agencies 
can often inform the court how 
the outcome of a particular case 
is likely to affect the public.

Sometimes a government 
agency can represent a state’s 
special interest. For example, 
California may join Texas in a

dispute between Texas and the 
U.S. over off-shore oil. Or a 
principle in a water dispute be­
tween two eastern states may 
affect Texas’ stake in Rio 
Grande river water. Though 
in such a case Texas would 
speak in the public interest 
it also has a special interest 
motive for Texas.

HPRF Tests
Tests using flame cultivation 

on cotton by the staff at the 
High Plains Research Founda­
tion were conducted in 1961. 
The tests included three va­
rieties of cotton, different trac­
tor speeds, pressures, burner 
sizes and setting. The size of 
the cotton at first flaming was 
varied.

Gregg and Lockett 88-A were 
used in the test as represen­
tative of early and late ma­
turing stormproof cottons. The 
open boll variety selected was 
Paymaster 88-90. To obtain 
the desired seed bed, the test 
was cultivated twice with 
sweeps resulting in a bed that 
was raised two to three inches 
above the moddle. It was stress­
ed in the report that a more 
efficient job of flame cultiva­
tion can be accomplished with 
a wide, flat bed.

The five treatments used in 
the test are as follows; (1) 
check (no flaming), (2) midget 
and cross flaming; (3)parallel 
flaming; (4) cross flaming; and 
(5) no weed control.

Turman Favors 
Help For Aged

House Speaker James A. 
“ Jimmy” Turman, candidate 
for lieutenant governor, said 
this week that the State gov­
ernment must shoulder its 
share of responsibility in giving 
adequate care for its aged cit­
izens.

“During the past seven or 
eight years, the State has made 
some progress in easing the 
financial burden of our senior 
citizens through gradual in­
creases in grants,” Turman 
said.

“The average assistance 
grant now has reached $54.92, 
which, of course, is insuffic­
ient for many of our elderly 
people, with their limited in­
come from other sources and 
little opportunity for any added 
revenue from employment,”

Turman said the people of 
Texas would have a chance in 
November to raise old age 
grants when a vote is taken 
on raising the constitutional 
ceiling $5,000,000. He said he 
favored the amendment and 
would work for its passage.

Turman said the problems of 
the aged were not to be taken 
lightly or solved with the pass­
ing of time.

“ The problem involves a mil­
lion Texans, three-fourths of 
whom have passed 65, with the 
remaining one-fourth within 
one to five years of reaching 
65,“  Turman pointed out.
