Olton’s city council goes back
into session Tuesday night,
amid speculation among the
general public as to what the
future holds.

Residents have watched a
controversy mushroom over the
past two months, turning the
council into a stalemate,

The issues:

1. A parallel parking pro=-
posal for 8th Street Main and
G

'2. A movement to change city
personnel,

The parallel parking idea and
the move to revamp personnel
at city hall were advanced by
three new councilmen~--~G.H.
Buchenau, Cecil Gallaway and
Bob Gullett., The three were
elected in April,

Holdover  councilmen Bob
Duncan and Fred Thompson and
Mayor M.T. James Jr., opposed
the ideas. ‘

The controversy reached a’

peak last month when the may=-
or cast a vote to deadlock the
parallel parking question. Al-
though the personnel change
issue was not included in the
proposition voted on, it lurked
in the background. :
Since that time, the city has
received an opinion from the
Texas Municipal League. It

~gtates that' the mayor has no

vote in the city council unless
there is a tie, He cannot vote
to produce a tie,

Mayor James said at the
time he voted that he thought
he could legally vote on is=
sues other than elections, pro-
vided he announcedhis intention
to vote prior to the ballot being
taken. He also saidthathe would
withdraw his vote in the event
it was found to be illegal.

As a result, the council dead=
lock appears untied.

And the 3-3 vote on the park-
ing issue apparently is null and
void,

The ordinance on which the
vote was taken will not go
into effect automatically, how=
ever,

City Attorney Andy Stroebel
says the document wasn't signed
by the mayor and that it is
in an inactive status,

Stroebel said he thought the
council would have to start anew
on the issue, either by drop=-
ping it or voting on a new mo~
tion for adoption. :

That’s where the speculation
enters the picture,

Some observers think the is=
sue will be worked out by a
compromise., Two suggestions
have been talked:

1. That only one side of the
street, the south side, be
changed to parallel parking.

2, That only the west 75 feet
of both sides of the street be
set up for parallel parking.

That race featured results in
second primary balloting which
also saw John Connally of Fort
Worth win over Don Yarborough
of Houston in the race for Demo
governor nominee,

West Texans Preston Smith
and Waggoner Carr led in their
races for lieutenant governor
and attorney general, respec=-
tively, Joe Pool, Dallas, nudged
Woodrow Wilson Bean, El Paso,
in the congressman-at-large
runoff,

Lamb County picked a winner
in all races but one, choosing
Yarborough ‘over Connally by
1370 to 1330,

The county gave Clayton a
lead of 1885 to 779 in his
race, Smith led Jimmy Tur-
man, 2385 to 301, in Lamb,
while Carr was ahead by 2204
to 483. Pool outdrew Bean by
1522 to 1021,

Olton voters favored Clay-
ton by 314 to 72 and gave
Yarborough 206 votes to Con=
nally’s 174, The precinct wound
up tied on the Pool-Bean race,
180 to 180,

Results showed Nelson cut
into Clayton’s lead only slight=-
ly in the runoff,

Final tabulations showed
4,120 votes for the Springlake
farmer, compared with 2,973
for Nelson.

In the first primary Clayton
received 4,436 while Nelson
picked up 3,083, A third run=
ner, Bill Millen, got 2,536.

Fewer Women In
Labor Force Here

Married women in some parts
of the country may be quitting
their homes in droves to take
jobs in industry, but such is
not the case in Lamb County.

Locally, the percentage of
working wives is below ager-
age, according to reports from
the Department of Labor and
data from the Department of
Commerce, based on the recent
census figures.

What has caused so many
married women to enter the
labor force? Bluntly, accord=
ing to a Labor Department
spokesman, they have done so
for the same reason that men
do--to support themselves and
their dependents and ‘‘not for
mink coats, convertibles or col-
O T V."

Generally, it is noted, the
lower the husband’s income the
more likely his wife is to get
a job,

There are others, of course,
who take jobs because they
have too much free time on
their hands and are bored. They
welcome the activity and added
money,

The proportion of Lamb
County’s female population as
a whole, single and married,
that has entered the labor force
is relatively small.

Locally, only 23.8 percent of
them who are above the age of
14 hold outside jobs. This com=-
pares with 34.5 percent in the
United States and 31.5 percent
in the West South Central States.

The actual count shows a to-
tal of 1,732 in the labor force
out of a female population over
age 14 of 7,291,

What kind of work are the
women doing? The reports in-
dicate that they are to be found
in almost every occupation.
They are in business as owners
and managers of establish-
ments, they are in the profes-
sions, they hold technical jobs,
they are clerks and they are
service workers, In fact, there
are few fields of work left in
which men have a monopoly.

In Lamb County, on contrast
to the situation in many com-
munities, only 22,2 percent of
local jobs are filled by women.

Elsewhere in the United
States, women hold 32.7 per-
cent of the jobs available, and,
in the West South Central States,

The official figures showthat
no less than 22 million women
are at work today, twice as
many as there were in 1940,
The Labor Department believes
that the number will go at
least 13 million higher by 1970.

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Parental Consent Needed
Medical Care

For Child’s

It’s a good idea to give writ=
ten consent for necessary medi=-
cal care if your child leaves
home for a visit, or a camping
trip, or if you plan to be away
for any length of time,

For example, a summer camp
nurse may bring a boy into a
hospital with an acute case of
appendicitis. But the doctor may
well hesitate to go ahead and
operate without the parent’s
consent,

Is the doctor arbitrary, and
is such permission just a legal
technicality? No, he is well
within his rights, thoughhe may
give first aid--but only for
emergency treatment where a
child’s health or life may be
at stake, He is likely to put
off follow-up care until he can
reach the child’s parents. A
relative or baby sitter generally
cannot  grant consent for a
child’s treatment.

Even an adult must request
treatment and grant consent to
medical care on his own be-
fore a doctor can give it to
him, Children cannot do this.

By going to your doctor you
show your willingness and con-
sent to accept his treatment.
Your consent is assumed also
when you ask for a house call
by the doctor, or if as a re=-
sult of an accident you come to
a hospital for emergency treat=
ment, If you are unconscious,
the doctor may well give you
emergency care, yet later he

. should get your consent to fur-

ther treatment,

Minors cannot consent to
medical treatment, and except
in dire emergencies their par-
ents or guardians must give it
for them,

HP Underground
Water District
Publishes Map

LUBBOCK- The High Plains
Underground Water Conserva-
tion District has announced the
publishing of a map which in-
dicates the decline of the
ground-water table in the south-
ern High Plains for the 24-
year period, 1938 to 1962,

The map is prepared inthree
colors, black, yellow and red.
It uses the different colors to
indicate various increments of
decline,

A total of five increments are
shown -- 10-40 feet, 40-60
feet, 60-80 feet and more than
100 feet of decline since 1938.

W.L. (Bill) Broadhurst, chief
hydrologist for the High Plains
Water District made the decline
computations revealed by the
color map. His computations
were based on water-level mea-
surements made by the U.S.
Geological Survey, the Texas
Water Commission and the High
Plains Water District,

According to Broadhurst, a
decline map such as the one
just published can be used along
with other data to determine,
within reasonable limits, the
amount of ground water deplet=-
ed from the reservoir and the
approximate amount of water
remaining in storage.

‘“‘Percentage wise,”’ Broad-
hurst states, ‘‘as anaverage for
the 13 counties in the High
Plains Water District, some-
thing on the order of 20 per
cent of the ground water avail-
able to pumps in 1938 has been
depleted. The percent of deple-
tion for the counties in the
District is: Armstrong, 32 per
cent; Bailey, 13 per cent; Cas-
tro, 19 per cent; Cochran, 20

per cent; Deaf Smith, 18 per
cent; Floyd, 22 per cent; Hock=
ley, 30 per cent; Lamb, 15
per cent; Lubbock, 44 per cent;
Lynn, 38 per cent; Parmer,
12 per - cent; Potter, 33 per
cent; and Randall, 20 per cent,

The map has beenreproduced
in the Water District’s non=
advertising monthly newspap-
er, ‘‘The Cross Section’ and
mailed to those persons on the
circulation list, For others, who
do not receive ‘‘The Cross Sec~
tion’’ but who would like a copy
of the map, it will be made
available free of charge upon
request.

WASHINGTON, D.C.~ Repre=
sentative George Mahon reports
that he is drafting a series of
amendments which he proposes
to offer to the farm bill which
is scheduled for consideration
by the House at an early date,
The Senate, on May 25th, pass~
ed a farm bill which provides
for a mandatory control pro-
gram on feed grains in the
. event two-thirds of the feed
grain producers voting inaref=
erendum favor such mandatory
controls, The bill provides for
a multiple-price system on
wheat and has other provisions,
none of which affect cotton. The
most significant provisions in
both the Senate and House ver-
sions of the bill are those af=-
* fecting feed grains.

Mahon’s amendments provide
that cotton farmers would have
the option of planting feed grain
on cotton allotment land in the
event the cotton is destroyed

so late in the season that re=.

planting is impractical, The
amount of feed grain planted
could not exceed the total of
the cotton and feed grain allot=
ments on the farm,

Another proposed amendment
provides that the feed grain
allotment of cotton farmers,
who chose the Choice ‘’B’’ route
during the 1959-60 crop years,
would not be reduced as a re-
sult of such action,

Mahon proposes to offer an
amendment to raise the per=-
centage of the national feed
grain allotment set aside for
new growers in order to pro-
vide more relief for farmers
who have put new land to feed
grain since 1960, The House
version of the bill proposes to
set aside a total of three per-
cent of the national allotment
for new growers, hardship
cases, and other adjustments,

The House version of the bill
provides that if two-thirds of
‘the feed grain growers in a
referendum do not vote for man=-
datory controls there will be no
support program on feed grain
in 1963 and thereafter, Mahon
will propose that if quotas are
voted down, a 50 percent-of-
parity support loan shall be

Mabhon stated that inhis opin=
ion West Texas feed grainfarm-
ers would prefer to continue
in 1963 a feed grain program
similar to the 1961 and 1962
programs. He believes the
present program would be more
acceptable to milofarmers than
the proposed new program.

Mahon pointed out however,
that there was mounting re~
sentment against the payment
of huge sums for the storage
of surplus grain and that Mem=
bers of Congress frem non=
farm areas tend to support the
position of Secretary Freeman
that if meaningful supportloans
are to be provided onfeed grain
crops an effective control pro-
gram must be adopted,

The proposed legislation
would establish for feed grains
a control program in some re~
spects similar to the control
program which has been in ef=
fect for cotton .for a number
of years. A principal difference
would be that for the next three
years feed grain producers
would be paid for acres divert-
ed from feed grain,

The proposed feed grainpro-
gram differs from the cotton
program in this further re-
spect. Under the feed grain pro=
posal the Secretary could sell
each year at market prices up
to ten million tons of govern-
ment-stored feed grain, the
equivalent of roughly one-fifth

of currently held government’

grain, Under the cotton program
the Secretary can sell govern=~
ment-owned cotton on the do=-
mestic market at not less than
115 percent of the supportlevel,

The present feed grain law
which is the basis for the 1962
program expires this year and
some kind of substitute ‘legis=
lation is anticipated,

Mahon stated that he needs
and would welcome the advice
and counsel of feed growers in
regard to the proposed new farm
legislation and in regard to the
amendments which he proposes
to offer. Copies of the proposed
bill are available at offices of
county agents and at the ASC
offices.
