Under the efficient administration 

of County Superintendent of Public 
Instruction B. C. Christum, who— 
({lory to be— will still serve in that 
capacity, be having no opponent for 
that position in the primaries, are in 
a better condition than ever before 
in their history, and on a par, in 
many respects, with the best rural 
schools in the State.

There is still room for improve­
ment, howevef. sod, with the cor­
dial cooperation and whole-hearted 
support of the trustees and patrons, 
he will continue to improve them, 
for he is a man of high ideals and 
an indefatigable worker. And this 
reflection causes a foreboding of re­
gret, because of our wrongfully con­
sidering this important office mainly 
from a political point of view, we 
foolishly bouncs a tried and compe­
tent man for a new and untried obe.

This office should be, by Legisla­
tive action, taken out of politics. 
For many years the Baird Public 
Schools have been ahlj administered 
by Superintendent J. K. Boren, and 
the Trustees of the Baird Independ- 
ent School District, in securing bis 
services for another year, have done 
well, it is to be hoped that the vo­
ters of Callahan County will discard 
this ridiculous and archaic custom 
and kesp Superintendent Cbnsman 
at the head of the county's schools 
as long as he will consent to remain 
there.

A business men would be consid­
ered worse than a fool were be to 
bounce a trusted and valuable em­
ploye simply because be had held 
down bis job satisfactorily for five 
years or tbnee five years, and if the 
body politic would only sensibly 
consider the welfare of their chil. 
dren, and adopt sound business 
principles in the management of their 
rural schools, they would soon take 
rank not only among the best in the 
Lone Star State but among the top 
notebers of the country at large.

The following is a partial record 
of good works, well performed, that 
are chalked up to the credit of Su­
perintendent Chrisman during his 
tenure of office:

The following new school buildings 
were erected in the county: Admi-

The following schools built addi­
tions and advanced from one to two 
teacher schools, Lanham, Lone Oak, 
Kowden, Burnt Branch, Hillside, 
Bayou. By consolidation and in­
crease of teachers, over 80 per cent 
of the one-teacher schools of the 
county have been eliminated withjn 
the past two years.

H. A. LONES KILLED
WHEN AUTOS CRASH

Mr. H. A. Lones was killed in an 
auto accident last Friday, July 4th, 
near Kldorado, Schleicher county, 
about 45 miles south of San Angelo.

Mr. Lones accompanied by Mrs. 
Lones, Mr. and Mrs. W. J. Bowler, 
Mrs. T. J. Bowler and granddaugh. 
ter, Miss Natalie Rowen. of Chicago, 
and J. R. Copeland, of Big Spring 
left Haird that morning for the 
Devil's River on a fishing trip. Mr. 
Lones’ car, a Nash, was drived by 
his daughter, Mrs. Bowler, Mrs. 
Lones also occupied the front seat. 
Mr. Lones, Mr. Copeland and Miss 
Rowen were on the rear seat. Mr. 
Bowler and bis mother were in s 
Ford roadster.

When near Kldorado, about 5 o', 
clock in the afternoon, when on a 
curve, Mrs. Bowler noticed a Ford 
roadster approaching at rapid speed, 
from the south, oo the west side of 
the road. Mrs. Bowler slowed her 
car down to about five miles, think­
ing the driver of the Ford would 
turn back on their side of the road, 
but they seemed to pay no attention 
to the Lones car, but were waving 
to some bathers in a tank on the 
west side of the road. When Mrs. 
Bowler, who is a good driver, saw 
that they were not going to turn, 
•he turned her car, giving them 
plenty of room to pasa to her right, 
but just as she did this the Ford 
swerved suddenly to the east side 
of the rond striking the Lones car at 
the front door, turning it completely 
around. Mr. and Mra. Lones were 
both thrown from the car. Mr. Lones* 
right leg was broken twice below the 
knee snd his right hip fractured. 
He never regained consciousness and 
died about thirty minutes later. 
Mrs. Lones was severely bruised as 
also was Mr. Copeland. Miss Rowen 
sustained a severe cut on the head. 
Mrs. Bowler was only slightly in. 
jured. The Lones car was badly 
wrecked, the running board both 
doors and the top torn off and both 
rear wheel smashed. The Ford 
which wae occupied by Willie Hol­
land and Albert Tucker, two young 
men of Miles, was also badly wreck­
ed and one of the boys had an arm 
injured.

Following the accident the Lones 
party returned to San Angelo, where 
Mr. Lones body was prepared for 
burial. They arrived home Satuduy 
night. Funeral services were held 
Monday afternoon at 3 o’ clock at 
the Presbyterian Church, conducted 
by Dr. K. B. Surface assisted by 
Rev. W. J. Mayhewand Rev. C. A. 
Loveless. Aftei the service at the 
church the Masons of Baird Lodge 
No. 522, of which Mr. Lones wss a 
long time member, took charge and 
his body was interred in Ross Ceme­
tery with the rites of the order, R. K, 
Bounds, Past Master, acting as 
Master in the absence of the Master, 
Max Baundage, W. K. Gilliland, as 
Marshal. Pall bearers were: J. V*. 
Gilliland, Dr. R. G. Powell, J. I. 
McWhorter, B. L. Russell, B. L. 
Boydstun and \\. S. Hinds.

It was one of the largest funerals 
ever held in Baird and the floral o f­
ferings were many and beautiful.

Mr. Lones was born in Tennessee 
on July 27, 1849, He has been a 
resident of Baird for many years. 
He was a good man and his tragic 
death has brought sorrow to many

But there is a law of compensa­
tion and in the heat of the fight yes­
terday when Bryan again took tbe 
convention platform to <pe»1c of can­
didates; the young woman who has 
dreamed fo f twelvF^fears, stood di­
rectly in front of tbe platform from 
which be spoke.

NOT FOOT AND MOUTH DISEASE

Complaints ot Callahan County 
farmers to County Judge Victor B. 
Gilbert that their horses were suffer­
ing from a mysterious affection of 
tbe mouth, impelled the Judge to 
wire to tbe State Sanitary Commis­
sion at Fort Worth for advice.

Replying to his telegram State 
Veterinarian Leon G. Cloud wrote 
to Judge Gilbert: “ From all indi­
cations this disease resembles what 
ia known as stomatitis or sore 
mouth, hut is not the foot-and- 
mouth disease which is prevalent in 
the State of California.

“ We have found that the eases 
treated locally with a mild mouth 
anti septic wash, proved to be very 
satisfactory. If you will advise tbe 
people to use a two or three per 
cent solution of potassium perman­
ganate several times a day as a 
mouth wash, 1 belive the condition 
will soon clear up.*'

When tbe first cases of sore mouth 
were reported from Brown County, 
The Star printed tin account of it 
and also recommended the “ potas­
sium permanganate*' wash mention­
ed by State Veterinarian Cloud, in 
his letter to Judge Gilbert. The 
Star always keeps its farmer readers 
posted.

PAUPER'S PLEA BY 
FREDERICK R. COCK READY

Appeal to Be Filed Immediately at 
Atlanta: Seeks New Trial at 

Expense of U. S.

Fort Worth. Texas.— A motion to 
a;.peal as a pauper from the 14-year 
sentence and 112.000 fine Imposed 
by Judge John M. K ill its on Freder­
ick R Cook, convicted oil promoter 
and Internationally known artlc ex 
plorer. has been completed by Cook's 
counsel H. C. Wade of Wade and 
McGinness and will be presented to 
the fifth circuit court of appeal# 
which convenes at Atlanta, Ua., July 
7, In special session.

The motion which Is a wordy doe 
utnent. seeks granting of a re-hear 
ing of the precedure of the Cook 
trial on the grounds of alleger “mis­
conduct of the court.”

The petitioner prays the court to 
permit him to appeal as a pauper 
because of his inability to defray 
the enormous costs of printing the 
lengthy record and of the other ex 
pauses Incident U- tne appeal. Conk 
is making an effort to take advantage 
of a recent statute of congress which 
gives the right of appeal at the gov- 
• inmeiit's cost to a detendnnt unable 
to pay the costs of the appeal.

Judge Killits overruled this mo 
lion when he was in Fort Worth In 
May passing oq the record, because 
“he chose not to believe what Cook 
swore to,” the motion set out. Judge 
Killits is severely ararigned in the 
document for his attitude toward 
Cook and on bis action in refusing 
to grant Cook’s motion.

NEW DUDLEY OIL FIELD
ATTRACTING ATTENTION

The new Dudley Oil Well, which 
is 22 miles southwest of Baird und 
equally distant from Abilene, but is 
in Cailnhan County and not in Tay­
lor County, as many people are mis­
led into believing because of erro­
neous newspaper reports, was un­
capped Wednesday morning at nine 
o’clock and (lowed continuously for 
an hour or more.

In the afternoon it was reported 
to he (lowing by heads, and it was 
said spouted over the derrick three 
times, there being a strong show of 
gas in the well. The oil was pumped 
into the fuel tank, hut yesterday 
morning it was diverted into the 
pipe line, recently completed, con­
necting with the sturuge tanks.

The Betcher No. 2 Wei!, to be 
drilled by the Dudley Oil, Gas and 
Development Company, will be spud­
ded in Sunday. -Bar rigs for Bai­
ley Nos. 1 and 2 have been set up 
and Cbrane No. 1 will be spudded in 
next week.

Eight new locations are being 
made by the Dudley Oil, Gas and 
Development Company and five new 
rigs have arrived and will be set up 
at once. The Dudley field is at 
trading a great deal of attention, 
and Sunday last il is estimated there 
were 1,500 visitors to the field.

These visitors were treated to 
demonstration. Dudley Well No. 1 
was uncapped for four or five min 
utes and the oil, it is reportsd, shot 
80 feet in the air. Experts say it 
will make from 250 to 300 barrels a 
day.

In the Putnam field the shallow 
tests are attracting much attention, 
and the drillers are so successful 
that several of them have resolved 
to inspect the deep sand output on a 
large scale.

At a depth of 300 feet a 12-foot 
depth of pay sand is found, the oil 
grades high and most of the tests 
made have developed into paying 
wells. The high lines of the W’est 
Texas I tilities Company cover this 
field and the walls are electrically 
pumped.
